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City council passes
poop requirement

DALLAS (AP) — Dog owners in
Dallas will have to mind their
doggy doo's and don'ts.

The City Council voted 8-3
Wednesday to require dog walkers
to carry “materials and imple-
ments” with them to remove dog
excrement in public places.

The panel backed up the so-
called pooper scooper law with
fines, which will range from $25 to
$100, according to The Dallas
Morning News.

The law takes effect immedi-
ately, but city officials said they
would launch a public education
campaign on the messy problem
before cracking down on offenders.

“Quality-of-life issues are not
amusing,” said council member
Veletta Forsythe Lill, the measure’s
sponsor. “And when your child
steps in dog doo at the park and
gets in your car, it is not funny.”

But opponents said the pooper-
scooper law was misguided and
unenforceable.

Alan Walne, who voted against
it, said, “If your dog has gone out
and done its thing twice, and you
had two baggies on you and you
picked it up, you're still subject to a
fine if you get stopped because you
don’t have another baggie.”

Others said loose dogs, not
loose dog stools, were the problem.

Boy fatally shot in
SWAT team drug raid

MODESTO, Calif. (AP) —An 11-
year-old boy was fatally shot by a
member of a SWAT team during a
drug raid at his parents’ home.

Alberto Sepulveda, a seventh-
grader, was shot in the back
Wednesday when an officer
accidentally fired his shotgun, said
Police Chief Roy Wasden.

David Hawn, a 21-year depart-
ment veteran and a SWAT team
member for more than 18 years,
was placed on paid leave pending
an investigation.

Wasden would not give any
other details of the shooting, which
occurred in Modesto, about 75
miles east of San Francisco.

The boy's father, Moises Sepulveda,
was arrested and booked on
charges of methamphetamine
trafficking. The boy’s mother and
two siblings, ages 8 and 14, were
also home during the raid.

Floods force 600,000
people from homes

HANOI, Vietnam (AP) —
Unprecedented floods have killed
nearly 100 people across Southeast
Asia— including a teen-age boy
who drowned Thursday in front of
the royal palace in Cambodia as
hundreds watched from the
riverbank.

The floods have forced 600,000
people from their homes in
Cambodia, Vietnam and Laos.
Rescue workers were distributing
drinking water Thursday, and naval
boats evacuated people stranded
by high water.

At least 89 people have died in
Cambodia and eight in Vietham
since the floods began in July,
officials said. Cambodian Prime
Minister Hun Sen said the level of
the Mekong River, one of three that
meet in Cambodia’s capital,
Phnom Penbh, is higher than any
time in the past 70 years,

Nou Vibol, 14, was playing with
an inner tube with two cousins in
the Tonle Sap River in front of the
royal palace in Phnom Penh when
he was flipped out by the turbulert
waters as hundreds of people
watched from the bank.

Endowment is on the Horizon

After working their entire profes-
sional careers at Texas Tech and al-
ready establishing three scholar-
ships, it only seemed natural that
Jane Winer, dean of Arts and Sci-
ences, and her husband, Tech Pro-
fessor Monty Strauss, would leave an
endowment fund to help support
students.

The couple will give a planned gift
of between $2 million and $3 million

to the Horizon Campaign. Chancellor
John Montford will accept the dona-
tion at 2 p.m. today in the Board of
Regents room, second floor east wing
of the Administration building,

“My wife and I feel very strongly
about helping good, deserving stu-
dents,” Strauss, a professor in the
math department said. “We've already
endowed several scholarships on
campus. We have over $100,000 en-
dowed so far, not counting what we
are going to give (today).”

The total amount of the donation

will not be known until both Winer and
Strauss are deceased.

“It depends on how much money is
available when we die,” Strauss said. “We
are guessing at what will be left of our es-
tate if we both live to the normal age.”

The money will be divided between
three existing scholarships the couple al-
ready endows and any additional scholar-
ships they create.

Winer established the Elizabeth Jensen
Winer Endowed Scholarship for under-

A miracle of sound proportions

B Student adjusts
to newfound

ability to hear.

Today, through the miracle of
modern medicine and technology, a
deaf Texas Tech student now hears
sounds that have long been missing
from her life.

Unlike most of us, Crissi Brooks
does not take for granted hearing a
professor’s lecture.

In March, Brooks, a junior exer-
cise and sports science major from

Tulia, had cochlear implant surgery
that allows her to enjoy listening to
class lectures.

“I'will always be deaf,” Brooks said,
“but because of computer technology,
doctors, scientists, and an audiologist,
I am now as close to a hearing person
as possible.”

Brooks said attending class is more
relaxing and enjoyable than before,
and she is more motivated because
she can interact with the class.

Before her transplant, an inter-
preter would sign the lecture to
Brooks, but now she said she finds
herself just listening to the lecture and
forgets to take notes.

“In chemistry class, it seems like all

250 students turn their page at the same
time,” Brooks said. “That is funny to me
because it is something I have never heard
before.”

Brooks said her ultimate goal is to be
able to sing. She said she is more confident
since the implant and is taking a voice
class.

Her instructor, Gerald Dolter, associate
professor of music said, “Her being able to
hear is miraculous, but the voice lessons
are the cream on top of the pie.”

Dolter is teaching Brooks like any nor-
mal voice student, but it is her physical ail-
ment that intrigues him the most.

Dolter said that because of her deaf-

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Pact formed

M Installation of
latest computer
programming
will be allowed
on campus in
October.

Texas Tech faculty, staff and stu
dents will be able to install
Microsoft programs on their com-
puters for a nominal fee under an
agreement between Tech and the
Microsoft Corporation, beginning
in October.

“This has been made possible
through the Microsoft Campus
agreement,” said Sam Segran,
manager of Academic Computing
Services at Tech. “It is a licensing
program that Microsoft is making
available for higher education.”

Under this agreement, mem
bers of the Tech community will be
allowed to install several Microsoft
software packages on campus

with Microsoft

computers or on those at their
homes. However, this agreement
does not apply to the Texas Tech
Health Sciences Center.

I'he software packages included
in the agreement include Office Pro-
fessional, Office for Macintosh,
Frontpage, Visual Studio Profes-
sional, upgrades for Windows oper-
ating system and Client Access Li-
censes for Microsoft BackOffice
products,

Segran said the software and the
program itself are being funded
through the information and tech-
nology fee that students have been
paying as part of their tuition.

“Tech students have paid for this
through their information and tech-
nology fee,” Segran said. “Non-aca-
demic members will pay for the soft-
ware directly when they pick it up.”

Dennis Edwards, education re-
search and computer support man-
ager, said the software would be dis-
tributed through Tech’s computer
store, HighTech, and through down-
loads from a server. He said there
will be a $4 fee for software that is
picked up from the store to pay for
the media the software is stored on,

Local farms sinking

Farmersinthe Lubbock area are
being faced with some of the worst
problems in recent history, and
they are looking for someone to do
something about it.

Curtis Clinesmith, the Demo-
cratic congressional candidate for
the U.S. Congress in the 13th Dis-
trict of Texas, is being looked at very
closely for the job. He is showing a
strong interest in reforming the ag-
riculture industry.

Clinesmith made a campaign
stop on the Texas Tech campus
Thursday at the University Center
Matador Room. He spoke with
many Lubbock area farmers about
agricultural issues that concern
them.

“Agriculture s in the toilet to be
honest with you,” he said. “(The
13th District) is the largest cotton-
producing districtin the nationand
the needs of this district are not
being met.”

There are 38 counties in Texas,
ranging from the Dallas area to
West Texas, that make up the 13th
District and those farmers in that
district are beginning to talk about
unemployment.

Lester Gicklhorn, owner of
Gicklhorn Farms in Lynn County,
south of Lubbock, said he is begin-
ning to worry about not having a

job. He comes from a long line of
cotton farmers starting with his
great-grandfather.

“I've been working all my life and
I don't know what it’s like to be un-
employed,” he said. “All the govern-
ment keeps telling us to do is ‘hold
on." We can't hold on much longer.”

JeffJohnson, director of farm op-
erations at Tech, said he keeps in
contact with many of the farmers in
the South Plains, many of which
share the same concerns as
Gicklhorn.

“I don't know any (farmers) that
have quit farming, butin the last two
vears there have been some who
have talked about it,” he said.

Johnson said the price of cotton
is so low that many of the area farm-
ers’ operating costs are exceeding
the cotton prices, causing many
farms to lose money.

Gicklhorn compared today’s cot-
ton prices with Depression Era
prices and said they are even below
that level.

The Freedom to Farm Act, estab-
lished in 1995, is one area of agricul-
ture that Clinesmith hopes to re-
form. The act was implemented to
establish annual and aggregate lim-
its on Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion farm and export expenditures
through crop year 2002.

Gicklhorn said the act basically

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ignores the “family farmer” and concentrates
more on the bigger corporations, leaving the
smaller farms to fend for themselves.

He said he hopes that if Clinesmith, who
has around 54 more days until Election Day; is
elected he will either “change Freedom to Farm
or throw it out completely.”

“(Freedom to Farm) doesn't share positive
support for the everyday farmer,” he said.

Clinesmith said farmers have a safety net
and the government should do a better job of
enforcing this net by offering more assistance
to farmers.

“I have never met a farmer who wasn't de-
pendent on the government,” he said. “(Agri-
culture) issues are tough and I will make them
my priority.”

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Gicklhorn said there have been numerous
times where he and many other farmers have
asked the government what to do.

“Two years ago, we were told that if we
could come up with a good plan, (the govern-
ment) would listen,” he said.

“We have come up with three or four ideas
in the past two years and still, nothing has been
done.”

If elected, Clinesmith said he will do every-
thing he can to fight for the needs of farmers,
whom he believes are “the backbone of our
economy (in the 13th District).”

Gicklhorn said Clinesmith is the type of
person who will concentrate on what is im-
portant to the farmers and make the appro
priate changes.

“Farmers just want to make a living,” he
said. “We just want to get paid fairly for what
we do.”

l'he cochlear implant involves the im-
plantation of a small computer chip under
neath the skin and behind one ear. This chip
is connected to an electrode that goes di-
rectly to the ear’s cochlea, which stimulates
the hearing nerve that goes directly to the
brain.

Before the cochlear implant, Brooks said
she could only comprehend 3 percent of
sentences and she can now comprehend 94
percent.

Brooks said she is

Since the transplant, Brooks said she has
been having more fun. She can now keep up
with the conversations of other people and
interact with them more easily. Brooks said
it is also much easier to meet people now
that she can hear them talking to her

“Crissi is more social now because she
doesn’'t have any reservations or things to be
self-conscience about,” said Brandon Vos, a
senior design communications major from
Katy. Vos has been a friend of Crissi’s since
before the implant

Brooks had been profoundly deaf for 10
vears because of inherited traits that caused
the tiny hair cells in the cochlea, a portion
of her internal ear, to slowly deteriorate. She
wore hearing aids but they only amplified
sound and did not clarify speech. As a result,
sherelied on lip reading for communication.

Brooks plans to finish the year out at Tech
and attend the Baylor College of Dentistry
in Dallas next fall.

Student Health Services and
the University Counseling Cen
ter have teamed up for “survival
week” to comfort students who
are homesick or suffering from
depression

Neither move is going to help the 44 mil
lion uninsured in this country, and both are
likely to increase their number. This is not a
solution. For the uninsured, Bush proposes
a $2,000 tax credit per family to allow them
to buy their own health insurance but
$2,000 doesn't nearly cover the cost, and
nothing is more expensive than buying
health insurance as an individual

You find the same problem with Bush’s
plan for prescription drug coverage. Al Gore
wants to make it part of Medicare for all se
niors

Bush would subsidize prescription drug
coverage to some extent for seniors at all in
come levels and subsidize all drug costs for
the poorest seniors (less than $11,300 a year).
I'hat plan would force many into the cheap-
est HMO plans and leave others without cov
erage for necessary medicines

In general, you find Gore wanting to build
on existing government programs and Bush
wanting to turn away from government pro-
grams and push health coverage back to the
private market, even subsidizing insurance
companies.

For those whose faith in the free market
is religious, this is not something to debate.
But even Adam Smith admitted that the free
market can't take care of everything. And one
of the things that no country has yet found a
way to make it do is health care. The upside
to having government as the only insurer is
that it's cheaper because profits don't enter
into it.

Worth considering, even if boring.

Recent construction at Texas Tech's horti-
cultural  greenhouses is helping
theDepartment of Plant and Soil Sciences
reach its goal — to provide an excellent learn-
ing environment for students.

Located north of the United Spirit Arena,
the greenhouses are surrounded by Rocky
Mountain Juniper trees and are rarely seen by
people who pass by.

The construction, which started last week,
willadd 1,150 square feet of space around the
building.

Additions to the building will include more
classroom and research space, handicap-ac-
cessible restrooms, air conditioning and heat-
ing units and a new drainage system.

Estimated cost of construction is set at
$273,000 and is in contract with Lubbock
Building Services.

Constructionis expected to be completed
by Dec. 15.

Rick Zartman, associate chairman of Plant
and Soil Sciences, said he thinks the construc-
tion is a wise investment for the department
and will be a positive influence on the stu-
dents.

Other construction that will affect the
building will include the addition of a bus
stop in front of the greenhouse.

T'he bus stop is part of a $300,000 grant
that Citibus applied for on Tech’s behalf that
can be used for any type of bus improve-
ments. The stop will be constructed by Tech’s
Ground Maintenance and will be completed
by mid-October.

Zartman said although there will be con
struction at the greenhouses this semester, it
should not deter students and faculty from
visiting the gardens located in front of the fa-
cilities.

I'he gardens, which were started in 1980,
consistofmore than 100 species of plants and
trees, ranging from roses to yucca plants. The
gardens are open free of charge to the entire
Tech community.

I'he group hopes to add more mem-
bers to the Mariachi Techatectlan as it
has purchased seven extra female uni-
forms and eight extra male uniforms.

‘Our mission at the moment is to at-
tract more students and get this thing off

the ground,” said Mario Pefa, director
of Lakeridge Medical Clinic in Lubbock.

Pena said he originally got involved
as a committee adviser but began play-
ing trumpet for the group.

Yvonne Vasquez, a senior music edu-
cation major from New Braunsfels,
joined Mariachi Techatectlan in March.
Vasquez said she learned of the organi-
zation through Constancio.

Vasquez has played with professional
mariachi groups for eight years.

She was playing with Mariachi Flores
in Lubbock when Constancio ap-
proached her about playing with the
new organization.

She said Mariachi Techatectlan is dif-
ferent from the other groups with which
she has performed.

“This is not your traditional mariachi
group,” Vasquez said. “We do not play
for weddings and parties. We play
mostly for school functions.”

Rodriguez said the group requests a
$300 donation to play at functions. She
said this money goes to help maintain
the group’s uniforms.

A portion of the money also isused
toward a scholarship fund.

She said the organization is open to
students of any race or cultural back-
ground.

“We are open to any student who is
interested in coming aboard and play-
ing or singing mariachi music,”
Rodriguez said.

She also said the organizationis open
to faculty and staff of Texas Tech.

Previously, the price of the 32-ounce
fountain drink in a free commemora-
tive cup was $3 compared to $3 for the
20-ounce bottle and cup of ice.

Dorsett said his office has received
numerous calls about the pricingsitu-
ation, but the cost of supplying the 20-
ounce bottle is substantially higher
than that of the 32-ounce fountain
drink. The extra cup of ice that the pur-
chaser receives with the bottle is an
additional cost that needs to be con-
sidered.

Dorsett said there has been talk of
doing away with fountain drinks in the
future and keeping bottled beverages.

“Although there has been talk of
implementing the 20-ounce bottle on
a permanent basis, nothing has been
set in stone,” Dorsett said.

The new concession stands and
restrooms are scheduled to be com-
pleted by the 2001 football season.

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SYDNEY, Australia (AP) — For
openers, NBC plans an Olympic
spectacular.

The network of the Sydney
Games will be on the air from 7:30
p.m EDT Friday, covering the
opening ceremony with all the
glamour and glitz that a $705 mil-
lion rights fee deserves. And the
Sydney organizing committee has
made sure there will be plenty to
show.

The centerpiece of the cer-
emony will be the parade of na-
tions, a march of thousands of ath-
letes — from high-profile “Dream
Team” basketball stars to obscure
team handball players, from track’s
Marion Jones, poised to try for five
gold medals, to Tasha Schwikert, a
last-minute replacement on the
women’s gymnastics team.

Cliff Meidl, who survived a
30,000-volt jolt of electricity in a
construction accident and became
one of America's top sprint
kayakers, will be the flagbearer for
the 600-member U.S. team. Five-
time Olympian Andrew Gaze, who
left Australia to play college basket-
ball at Seton Hall and then re-
turned to his native country, will
carry the host nation’s flag. There
will be a panoply of entertainment
climaxed by the dramatic lighting
of the Olympic torch that signals
the start of the games.

Four years ago, in Atlanta, Dick
Ebersol, chairman of NBC Sports,
arranged for Muhammad Ali to
light the torch. The image of Ali,

clad all in white, trembling from
the effects of Parkinson’s Syn-
drome as he ignited the flame, will
forever serve as the defining
memory of those games.

“The lighting of the cauldron is
the most inspirational moment in
sports,” said Ebersol, who insists
he does not know who will ignite it
on Friday. “A couple of weeks ago,
I thought I knew. But now I'm con-
vinced I don't.”

There are plenty of candidates.
Perhaps Betty Cuthbert, who won
four gold medals, the most for any
Australian track and field athlete,
and now is battling multiple scle-
rosis. Or Herb Elliott, who won 44
consecutive races at a mile and
1,500 meters. Maybe Ron Clarke,
who ignited the flame for the 1956
Melbourne Games, or John Landy,
the world-record holder in the mile
from 1954-57 and captain of the
1956 Australian team, who read the
Olympic oath for the athletes.And
there is Murray Rose, with six
swimming medals, four of them
gold, the most successful male
Australian Olympian in history.

The selection is top secret, per-
haps not to be decided until hours
before the opening ceremony be-
gins. Ebersol, who committed $3.5
billion to broadcast the next five
Olympics with another $500 mil-
lion in production costs, will have
ahands-on role in the TV produc-
tion truck as executive producer,
working alongside producer David
Neal and director John Gonzalez.

Carlo for Richard Childress Racing.

Both Earnhardt Jr. and Park drove
for DEI's Busch team before moving
up to Winston Cup.

But Earnhardt said Wednesday he
didn’t want to take that route again

and passed on promoting Ron
Hornaday, his current Busch driver.

“Ron will have other opportuni-
ties,” Earnhardt said.

“Ijust felt that going with Mike was
the best thing to do. I was more com-
fortable with a veteran. I don't like to
wait too long to win.”

Waltrip has been waiting his entire
career for a victory.

Waltrip, younger brother of three-
time Winston Cup champion Darrell
Waltrip, is winless in 454 starts. He
leads active drivers with the most
starts without a victory.

“The pressure is on him to win,”
Earnhardt said. “But why he hasn't
won a race yet is circumstantial. He
has alot of credits to his name and the

Tech soccer takes home opener in close
fashion with 3-2 victory over Lady Buffs

The Red Raider soccer team knows how it
feels to be on the winning side of a close game
this season.

After losing four of the first six games of the
2000 campaign by one goal, the Red Raiders
won their home opener 3-2 Thursday, at R.P.
Fuller Stadium against West Texas A&M.

In the 32nd minute of the second half, jun-
ior forward Melanie Brosnahan snuck one by
Lady Buff goalkeeper Jamie Griffis for the game
winner.

“It is really nice to win a close game,” said
Brosnahan, who had two goals .md an assist
in the match. “Everyone worked hard the en-
tire game, and I think we came in today know-
ing we had to get the victory.”

West Texas A&M had a 6-0 recard and a
defense that had had four shutouts in the 2000
campaign coming into the contest with Tech.

Tech coach Felix Oskam thought the win
was sloppy but was happy his squad pulled off
the victory against a team that was playing
well.

“We had to make some minor adjustments
at halftime because we looked too casual in
the first half,” Oskam said. “I told them not to
let up on a team like West Texas A&M, who is
on roll coming in here.”

The Red Raiders got on the board first after
Brosnahan’s first goal in the 25th minute of the
first half. Off a Lindsey Wile pass, Brosnahan
put aquick move on a Lady Buff defender and
squeaked it in for the 6-yard score.

“I think it was a case of us finally finishing,”

Brosnahan said. “We have been taking a lot of
shots this season, and this game we made sure
they went in.”

Nearly a minute later, the Lady Buffs an-
swered quickly on an unassisted goal by Sharra
Mitchell.

Mitchell flew by the Tech defense and
kicked it just out of the reach of Tech goal-
keeper Brittney Peese to get the Lady Buffs on
the board. With just under eight minutes left
in the first half, the Lady Buffs got their first
lead of the game on Courtney Massie's goal
which was almosta duplicate of the Lady Buffs
first score of the game.

“We didn't mark up real well the first half
and that is how the goals happened for West
Texas A&M,” Oskam said. “We played too ca-
sual, and it was like we were sleepwalking. But
I think we woke up in the second half.”

Tech came out fast after the break, scoring
one minute into the second stanza when
Brosnahan connected with Wile, who put the
ball in the net on a header that tied the game.

“Melanie hit an awesome ball to me,” Wile
said. “I just made the run and put it in."

Oskam thought Wile's goal was the turning
point in the game because it got the team's
confidence level up.

“The early goal in the second half was big
for us because it got us back into our rhythm
and gave us little bit more composure,” Oskam
said.

The Lady Buffs had some opportunities to
tie the game late, but the Raider defense was
too tough, allowing just two shots on-goal in
the second stanza.

Tech gridiron squad faces Ragm Cajuns

Texas Tech offensive tackle Rex Richards
understands what it takes to be a champion.

In high school, Richards helped lead Mid-
land Lee to the 1998 5A Division Il state cham-
pionship.

So when the Red Raider offense showed
inconsistency against North Texas last week,
Richards didn't let the performance get him-
self or his teammates down.

“I wouldn't consider it frustrating, just be-
cause | feel that we are working for something
real big,” Richards said. “(Midland Lee) didn't
startoff being the No.1 team in the state by far.
Each week we got a little bit better, and by the
end of the season we were something really
remarkable.”

If Richards has it his way this season, the
same formula will work for the Red Raiders as
they face Louisiana-Lafayette at 6 p.m. Satur-
day at Jones SBC Stadium. Tech defeated North
Texas, 13-7, last week, but its point total was
the lowest in Jones SBC Stadium since losing
13-2 to Kansas State in 1997.

“When we get in to the red zone, we need
tostep it up a notch, and I don't think we were
doing that,” Richards said. “We'd get down
there and startslacking off a little bit, and that's
something we need to work on especially with
the offensive line.”

Tech coach Mike Leach said most of the
offense’s problems were because of the squad’s
lack of blocking.

Richards took it even further saying the
whole team “didn’t block worth a damn.”

“Itwasn't just one group on offense, nobody
did agood job,” Richards said. “That just gives
motivation for me and the rest of the squad to

just go out and turn it around for Saturday’s
game.”
Richards said having a balanced perfor-

mance against Louisiana-Lafayette will be

important for the Red Raiders.

Overall, the Tech offense is averaging 385
yards per contest, ranking them eighth in the
Big 12 Conference and 48th in the nation.

“We need to have a good game this week
and get the whole offense clicking,” Richards
said. “Wereally haven't had a game yet that has
been both great offensively and defensively. We
just need to rack up some serious points and
throw a shut out before we head into confer-
ence.”

Tech defeated the Ragin’ Cajuns last season,
38-17, in Lafayette, La., surrendering only 199

yards of offense.

This year the Red Raider defense may be
even more dominant, according to statistics.

Tech has the No. 1 defense in the Big 12,
surrendering 207.7 yards per game and has al-
lowed two touchdowns this season.

“We've been progressing every week, and
we are just going to get better than we played
last week,” Tech linebacker Dorian Pitts said.
“Our goal is to get better every week. It's not
about putting on a show, its justabout getting
better.”

The contest against the Ragin’ Cajuns will
be the Red Raiders’ last tune up before begin-
ning Big 12 Conference play against Texas
A&M on Sept. 30 at Kyle Field in College Sta-
tion.

Aikman returns to practice field for Cowboys

IRVING (AP) — Troy Aikman’s teammates
believe he'll be back in the starting lineup for
the Dallas Cowboys' next game.

Coach Dave Campo, however, wasn't ready
after just one practice to say for sure that
Aikman will be the starting quarterback Mon-
day night at Washington.

“He looked good today,” Campo said.
“We're very fortunate to have an extra day. That
gives us a little bit more evaluation time.”

Aikman returned to the practice field
Wednesday for the first time since suffering his
ninth career concussion in the season-open-
ing 41-14 loss to Philadelphia on Sept. 3.

He split snaps with Randall Cunningham
during the nearly two-hour workout.

“Troy’s Troy. He came out there, threw the
ball around and looked like his old self,” said
tight end Dave LaFleur.

Center Mark Stepnoski said Aikman didn't
say anything about headaches and seemed
like himself during the workout.

“I don't expect him not to play,” tight end
Jackie Harris said.

“It was good to see him back out there,
moving around and throwing the ball.”

Campo wouldn't say if Aikman and
Cunningham would continue sharing time in

practice this week, and wasn't committed
when he would decide who will play at Wash-
ington. Cunningham completed 24 of 34
passes for 243 yards and three touchdowns
while replacing Aikman at Arizona.

“I don't have a timetable. 1'd like to have
everything done by Thursday, but obviously
you can't do that all of the time,” Campo said.

“We have an extra day, so we'll wait and see
and make a decision whenit's good to make a
decision.”

Aikman refused to talk to reporters, which
is not unusual on Wednesdays at the Valley
Ranch practice facility.

Stadium at 1 p.m. Sunday against Tulsa.

“Hopefully this win will help our confi-
dence going into Sunday'’s game,” Wile said.
“And hopefully we can get a win Sunday be-
fore we go into the Big 12."

Sydney learning
from Atlanta’s
Olympic example

ATLANTA (AP) — When demand for
shuttle buses overwhelmed Sydney
Olympic organizers just days before the
games, one volunteer drew an instant
comparison.

“We're having an Atlanta experience,”
he moaned.

Say no more. In Sydney’s scramble to
get ready for the Olympics, Atlanta has
become synonymous with chaos, poor
planning and embarrassment. And At-
lanta— arather defensive city so relent-
lessly boosterish that it plastered “AT-
LANTA” in huge, neon-lined letters on a
new arena last year — doesn't like it one
bit.

In Atlanta, Sydney's reproach of the
Atlanta Games isn't constructive criti-
cism. It’s personal.

“I think they're totally off base,” said
Dick Yarbrough, whu was spokesman for
Atlanta’s Olympic organizing commit-
tee. “I don't think they're in any position
to say what they're doing is any better.
They've made their share of mistakes.”

Sydney is trying not to repeat the
mistakes of Atlanta, which staged what
some called the Glitch Games. Sydney
officials worried that last week’s trans-
portation problems would turn into
something similar to 1996, when driv-
ers from outside Atlanta got lost taking
athletes, journalists and fans to events.

The Sydney media are also reassur-
ing Australians the games won't include
a repeat of the embarrassing 1996 clos-
ing ceremony, during which kangaroos
wheeled around Atlanta's Olympic Sta-
dium on bikes. Organizers of the Atlanta
Games make no apologies for the way
the Olympics were staged.

“We had wonderful games,” said Billy
Payne, the homespun businessman
credited with bringing the games to At-
lanta, “When you double the people in
your city, it puts a heck of a load on your
infrastructure, and no one can do that
perfectly. But it's the celebration of hu-
manity and the lifetime experience that
most visitors remember.”

Monday marks the 10th anniversary
of Atlanta’s winning the bid for the Cen-
tennial Olympic Games. The vote was a
huge upset — Athens, Greece, was ex-
pected to win — and many Atlantans
saw the games as a chance for the city
and the entire Southeast to cast aside
generations of criticism and stereotypes.

But the Atlanta Games suffered
through technology breakdowns, a
bombing and criticism for everything
from the weather to the lack of muse-
ums.
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
