GALVESTON (AP An
unemployed shrimper who lived
with the corpses of his parents for
months has been indicted on a
single count of capital murder

A\ grand jury deliberated less
than 10 minutes Friday before
returning the indictment against
52-year-old David Sidney Hisey,
Assistant District Attorney Mo
Ibrahim said

David Hisye has been behind
bars at the Galveston County Jail
since the bodies of his parents,
85-year-old Sunnye and 91-year
old Hollis Hisey, were discovered
in early September at their

Galveston home

He was arrested Sept. 1 after a
son-in-law of the couple asked
police to check on them. A
medical examiner later ruled that
the couple had been strangled

David Hisev's attorney, Tucker
Graves, said his client was
adamant that he had no hand in
the deaths and that both parents
died in their sleep

“We're totally shocked,”
told The Galveston County Daily
Vews. "We deny it completely, and
he will plead not guilty.”

Graves said Hisey admits his
mother died nearly a year before
his father did but could not

Tech's operating procedure states
all employee and public grievances
concerning ADA compliance should
be sent to Hall. However the proce-
dure does not state how a grievance
should be filed, and The University
Daily was unable to contact anyone
who knew how.

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Lady Raiders hlast Virginia Tech

Texas Tech heads to Alabama, Sweet Sixteen

I'he Lady Raiders were chanting
“Sweet Sixteen” in the hallway after
their victory. And next week, you
may here them singing “Sweet Home
A\labama.”

After struggling offensively in the
first half, the Lady Raiders found
their offensive form and knocked off
Virginia Tech, 73-52, on Sunday in
the second round of the NCAA Tour-
nament at the United Spirit Arena.

['he win advances the No. 2-seed
lexas Tech to its third consecutive
Sweet Sixteen where they will face
No. 3-seed Purdue next weekend in
Birmingham, Ala.

lech fell behind early and never
claimed alead in the first halfas they
found themselves behind, 25-18, at
intermission.

lhe 18 points was a season low
for points in a half for the Lady Raid-
ers

lech post Plenette Pierson said
the Lady Raiders went into the
locker room disappointed at their
first-half effort but said the team was
calm

“Coach Sharp is a calm person,
and she simply told us that we had
to loosen up,” Pierson said. “She
knew we had the ability to play
hard.”

lech coach Marsha Sharp even
tried to calm the players down when
she asked freshman guard Jia
Perkins to tell a joke.

“I tried anything to loosen them
up and get them back on track,”
Sharp said. “I wanted to get them
back to their normal personality.”

Perkins never did tell a joke, but
by the end of the game the Lady
Raiders were all smiles as they came
out in the second half and scorched
the Hokies in the paint. Pierson
poured in nine quick points to spark
a 14-6 Tech surge as the Lady Raid-
ers claimed their first lead of the
contest. Pierson scored 22 points in
the turnaround second half and fin-
ished with a career high 28 points.

Pierson said she felt like she had
to adjust and be more aggressive in
the second stanza.

“Ijust took the mentality of refus-
ing to lose when [ came out at half-
time,” said Pierson, whose squad
outscored the Hokies, 55-27, in the
second half.

“I needed to get our lone senior
(Katrisa O'Neal) out of here with a
win.”

From that point, Tech kept pull-
ing away with pressure defense on
one side and aggressive post play on
the other.

Sharp said it was important for
the Lady Raiders to make mental ad-
justments at halftime.

“It came down to us making a de-
cision at halftime,” she said. “We
needed to find out if we were going
to be mature and poised enough to
win.”

Sharp said Pierson was the player
that stepped up and carried the
squad in the second half.

“She was a horse tonight, and we
rode her for a long time,” Sharp said.
“She was outstanding.”

Virginia Tech coach Bonnie
Henrickson said Pierson may have
been the most athletic post player
her team has competed with this

season.

“Plenette is a tremendous athletic
that hurt us in the second half,”
Henrickson said.

After falling behind, 48-37, with
more than seven minutes to go, Vir-
ginia Tech made their last surge and
pulled within six at 49-43,

That was when Tech’s second key
element to the win came in to play.

The Hokies switched to a zone to
control Pierson down low, and Sharp
countered by putting freshman
three-point threat Natalie Ritchie in
the game.

Tech baseball
takes two
from K-State

The Texas Tech baseball
team wound up a busy Spring
Break by taking two of three
Big 12 contests at Kansas State
during the weekend.

The Raiders, 18-11 on the
campaign and 4-5 in confer-
ence action, handed the Wild-
cats a 7-0 defeat Friday, then
exploded for a 16-2 victory
Saturday before falling, 8-4, in
the series finale.

Saturday's lopsided win
was paced by Nick
Blankenship’s seventh-inning
grand slam and seven second-
inning runs helping the Red
Raiders jump out to an 8-0
lead. Freshman Brent Fossum
ripped his first career home
run in the third.

Junior right-hander Chris
Phillips, 7-1, tossed six shutout
innings and allowed just two
hits to earn the win. Kansas
State starter Chad Druckers, 2-
2, was Saturday'’s loser.

Friday's opener featured a
dominating pitching perfor-
mance from Tech senior Bran-
don Roberson.
