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U .S . a irp o rt secu rity  lacking  in ten s ity
FALLING BACK ON THE JOB:
More the 90 percent of luggage 

does not go through inspection.

W A SH IN G TO N  —  Fewer than 10 percent 
of checked bags at the nation's airports are in­
spected for bombs and one overworked detection 
machine operator was found falling asleep on the 
job, the Transportation Department's inspector 
general said Wednesday.

“T h a t ’s really s tu n n in g ,” S e n . Josep h  
Lieberman, D-Conn., chairman of the Senate

Governmental Affairs Committee, said at a hear­
ing on aviation security since the Sept. 11 at­
tacks.

Inspector General Kenneth Mead told the 
hearing that despite some strong measures to 
tighten security in the past two months, “there 
are still alarming lapses” related to both the sys­
tem and the personnel who operate it.

He was backed up by Federal Aviation Ad­
ministration head Jane Garvey, who said it was 
disturbing that, despite attempts to improve se­
curity, “there continue to be failures to properly 
screen and detect weapons at security check­
points.”

Both stressed the importance of quick con­
gressional action on a far-reaching aviation secu­

rity bill that has been stalled by the inability of 
the House and Senate to work out differences be­
tween their two versions.

Lawmakers from the two chambers postponed 
a third open meeting planned for later Wednes­
day on the legislation, which is hung up mainly 
over the issue of whether the nation's 28,000 hag- 
gage screeners, now employees of private secu­
rity firms, should become federal workers. Instead, 
they met behind closed doors to discuss possible 
compromises.

O ne aspect o f the bill is moving toward in­
spection of all check-in bags, and Mead said ex­
panded use of explosives detection machines was 
No. 1 on his list o f steps to ensure that air travel 
is safe.

He said that not only are the $ 1 million ma­
chines not widely dispersed, but those airports that 
have them often use them only sporadically. A 
survey by his office over the past weekend of 30 
machines at nine airports found that 73 percent 
were not in continuous use.

In addition, private security firms don’t have 
enough screeners trained to operate the machines, 
and at one airport a screener scheduled for a 20- 
hour shift was seen falling asleep.

Garvey said that at the current pace it would 
take until 2004 before all bags could be screened 
for explosives. “We are not where we want to be.” 

T he two officials said some effective steps had 
been taken to tighten security since Sept. 11. 
Included were more thorough background checks

on screeners, limits on canyon bags, more law 
enforcement at airports, more use o f air marshals 
on planes, use of watch lists to detect suspicious 
passengers, fortification of cockpit doors on all 
major airlines, limiting access to secure areas and 
use o f the National Guard.

But Mead said his office and the FA A , in 
checks over the past several weeks, found some 
90 security problems, including screeners miss­
ing dangerous items such as knives in canyon bags 
and airlines not carrying out random checks of 
passengers.

House Democratic leader Dick Gephardt of 
Missouri, speaking at a news conference on the

Robe color change 
on Senate agenda

Texas Tech student senators will vote on a resolution tonight 
to thank the administration for changing the color of the gradu­
ation robes from red back to black, exactly one month before the 
December ceremony.

“This change really means a lot to the students, the Student 
Government Association and the Mortar Board,” said Kelli 
Stumbo, SG A  internal vice president. “It shows that the admin­
istration and the university are willing to listen to students’ re­
quests.”

Last week during S G A  Day, senators surveyed 14’’ students 
about which color they would prefer to wear to commencement 
services. O f the 145 students, 118 voted to change the robes back 
to black. Senators passed a resolution at their last meeting re­
questing the graduation robes be changed back to black.

“1 am really excited about the change," Stumbo said. “1 won’t

Taliban might be 
trying to regroup

W A SH IN G TO N  —  Taliban fighters fleeing northern Af­
ghanistan and heading south may be trying to find refuge in caves 
held by their home tribes and regroup for more combat, a Penta­
gon spokesman said Wednesday.

“It would appear to us they are abandoning cities they previ­
ously had control over,” said Rear Adm. John Stufflebeem. “It’s 
not clear why they're doing that. It may be that they’re regroup­
ing."

Stufflebeem told reporters at the Pentagon that southern Af­
ghanistan is home to 23 or more Pashtun tribes, many of which 
appear to be turning against the Taliban. The militia forces have 
been fleeing the capital o f Kabul and Stufflebeem said there was 
fighting around the airport in their stronghold of Kandahar.

“There are a number of Pashtun tribes in the south who would 
appear now to be opposing Taliban. W hether or not they’re work-

Chancellor makes students top priority

Dr. David Sm ith , Texas Tech interim  
Chancellor, launched the Student First cam­
paign Wednesday night by meeting with a 
committee of students selected to spearhead 
the project.

The committee is charged with surveying 
students, faculty and staff on ways to improve 
the university with the ultimate goal of mak­
ing Tech the most student-friendly university 
in the nation.

T he committee of 10 students, who were 
chosen by deans from colleges across the uni- 
vetsity system, will have six months in which 
to gather information and compose a report 
to the administration.

Smith said Tech administrators would then 
compose a work plan to implement the ob­
jectives set forth by the committee.

“My goal here is to get you all involved in 
a little bit of administration,” he said. “We’re 
going to have to spend some money on some 
things. There's a lot o f things we seriously need 
to think about.”

The group will solicit input from all areas 
within the system to come up with short-terrfi, 
long-term, realistic and far-reaching goals,

Sm ith said.
“T h e goal is at the 

end o f  the day, we 
have a plan that starts 
with the simple things 
we need to work on to 
grander dreams from 
bicycle racks to wire­
less technology in the 
classroom,” he said. 

T he students met 
to discuss their goals and objectives in begin­
ning this process.

Most o f them agreed their primary mis­
sion is to represent the students from their 
respective colleges as well as from the univer­
sity as a whole.

“We need to never forget we represent all 
students within our school and within our col­
lege,” said Cortney Youens, Tech Health S ci­
ences Center Student Senate president.

Although the chancellor’s office will help 
facilitate the work of the committee, there 
will he no direct involvement as far as the 
process in concerned, Sm ith said.

“It’s exciting —  this is the right thing for 
us to do," Sm ith said. “1 think it will distin­
guish Tech. W e’ve got to walk the talk.”

Zeke Fortenberry, a committee member 
from the College of Architecture, said an 
important way to market the university is 
through its students.

“It’s important to focus on first impressions 
and the first year of students," he said. “If 
something goes bad, they tell 10 people, if 
something goes well, they tell one."

Tom Shiner, a graduate student in phar­
macology, said he hopes the committee will 
be able to further the needs of the students.

“Students don’t really have a voice and 
I’d like to see that change,” he said. ’Td  like 
to see students have a little bit better say on 
how our money is spent.”

Sm ith said he hopes the committee will 
become a voice for the students through its 
research and town hall meetings.

“I worry we forget sometimes why we’re 
here,” he said. “Not at Tech, but in academia. 
W hat you’re going to allow us to do is reflect 
on the purposes o f this institution."

At the next meeting Nov. 28, committee 
members will return with five surveys made 
up of students’ likes and dislikes about the 
university. The group members will then be­
gin on a mission statement to help with their 
research.

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be determined yet.
“W e just need to see how it is going 

to affect revenues before we do any dras­
tic measures,” she said.

T h e  second largest portion o f the 
money was spent on equipm ent for 
the Lubbock Fire Department, includ­
ing suits coated with a chem ical to 
prevent exposure to harmful chem i­
cals.

Fire C h ie f Steve H ailey said the 
equipment will not just be used in the 
event o f a terrorist attack.

“N ot only does it enable us to re­
act to  a possible terrorist attack, but 
it also allows us to  deal w ith ordinary 
hazardous material incidents that we 
certa in ly  have every year," H ailey 
said.

Three types o f equipment were 
purchased, only one o f w hich is 
aimed specifically at dealing with a 
chem ical or biological terrorist a t­
tack, he said.

Hailey said the city purchased ad­
ditional personal protection equip­
ment to be used in HAZMAT inci­
dents, decontamination equipment, 
which can be used in handling either 
hazardous material or a chemical or 
biological terrorist attack and detec­
tion equipmenr, used specifically to 
d etec t b io lo g ica l and ch e m ica l 
agents.

Purchasing new equipment for the 
HAZMAT team and having it in c.ise 
of a terrorist attack has been the plan 
since the city became involved in 
researching biological and chemical 
warfare. Part o f the long-term plan 
was to purchase the equipment, but 
since the Sept. 11 attacks, the city 
decided to speed up the plan, Hailey 
said.

Cass said he thinks the city is tak­
ing the necessary precautions to keep 
its citizens safe.

“W e’re studying, drilling and be­
ing as prepared as we can be," Cass 
said.

In two months, the city of Lubbock 
has spent a little more than $90,000 in 
new equipment purchases to extend se­
curity measures to protect Lubbock citi­
zens and employees in the wake of the 
Sept. 11 attacks, according to city offi­
cials.

T h e  $90 ,134  expenditures include 
new equipment for emergency m an­
agem ent services and extra security 
measures at the airport and within the 
city, according to a press release.

Among one of the largest purchases 
has been a decontam ination shelter, 
which cost $19,725. It will enable the 
city ’s hazardous material team to  de­
contam inate victim s in the event o f a

hazardous material incident or a ter­
rorist attack, City M anager Bob Cass 
said.

H ow ever, th e  b ig g est bulk  o f  
spending, $33 ,0 0 0 , has gone toward 
police overtim e pay for airport secu­
rity, said D ebra Forte, deputy c ity  
manager.

These unforeseen expenses, Forte 
said, will certainly have an effect on the 
city’s budget. There has been a delay on 
capital projects, or one-tim e expendi­
tures, as well as a temporary hiring 
freeze.

Cass said the single largest impact has 
been on personnel accounts because of 
the extra pay for security.

However, Forte said the full impact 
of these new costs on the budget cannot

need to pass the aviation security leg­
islation, noted that in the past two days 
there have been two more security 
breaches: at Logan Airport in Boston, 
where a screener walked away from her 
post for four minutes, letting passen­
gers walk through unchecked, and in 
M iami, where a man bypassed ecurity 
with two m eat cleavers. Last week a 
man passed through an initial screen­
ing check at C hicago’s O ’Hare carry­
ing seven knives and a stun gun in his 
bag.

O ne of the big problems, those at 
the hearing said, was the lack o f co n ­
sistency . “ You know  som eth in g  is 
wrong when screeners are confiscating

ing in concert, we do not know. W hether 
or not they are organized to work to­
gether, we do not know,” he said.

Stufflebeem said that while the U .S.- 
led war against the Taliban and Osama 
bin Laden’s al-Qaida terrorism netw ork 
has made tremendous gains in the past 
few days, it is too early to declare vic­
tory.

“We don’t have enough factual in­
formation to assume that this war in 
Afghanistan is about to end,” he said. 
“W e still have the job of finding and 
getting al-Qaida, we still have the job 
of finding and getting Taliban leader­
ship.”

Earlier, Vice President Dick Cheney 
said the military defeats inflicted on 
the Taliban mark a good beginning to 
the longer-term struggle against terror­
ism , and  ja b b e d  a t d o m e stic  
“handwringers" who recently criticized 
the war effort.

“If anybody has any questions about 
whether or not we’re determined to cany 
through ... all they have to do is go to 
Afghanistan today and interview mem­
bers of the Taliban —  if they can find 
any,” Cheney said in a speech before the 
U .S. Chamber o f Commerce.

A t the Pentagon, senior defense offi­
cials said the sudden shift o f fortunes had 
prompted G en. Tommy Franks, com ­
mander of U .S. forces in the war, to pre­
pare a new military plan for tracking 
down and eliminating leaders of the al- 
Qaida and the Taliban regime that sup­
ports them.

T he officials, who spoke on condi­
tion of anonymity, said that in the mean­
time, limited U .S. bombing will continue 
targeting pockets of Taliban resistance 
in areas of the north like Kunduz, as well 
as caves and other mountain redoubts 
in the south where al-Qaida leaders are 
believed to be hiding.

The Taliban is “in retreat virtually all 
over the country,” the vice president said, 
and took the opportunity to mock the 
pundits in the nation’s capital.

“1 guess there are a couple of lessons 
in that for folks, the handwringers who

thousands of nail clippers but allow­
ing people with arsenals o f weapons 
through,” said Sen. Dick Durbin, D- 
111.

“Inconsistent, even illogical, screen­
ing practices are doing little for security 
and they are eroding the confidence that 
the traveling public has in the security 
system,” said Capt. Duane E. Woerth, 
president of the Air Line Pilots Associa­
tion.

Both the House and Senate secu­
rity bills would standardize screening 
practices under the federal govern­
ment. But backers o f the Senate bill 
say screening is a law enforcem ent 
function that can only be carried out 
by federal employees. Backers o f the 
House bill say the president should 
have the flexibility to decide whether 
screeners should be public or private 
employees.

a week or two ago were saying, ‘it’s not 
going to work, you’re not doing enough, 
you’ve been at it for three or four weeks, 
my gosh, the war is not over yet.’”

Despite the advances on the ground, 
Cheney said the United States will pur­
sue its objectives. These include a desire 
to “wrap up the al-Qaida network,” dis­
m antle their command and control 
structure and track down bin Laden, the 
suspected mastermind behind the Sept.
11 terrorist attacks.

“It is a very good beginning to what’s 
likely to be a long struggle,” he said.

Bin Laden’s capture would be a sin­
gular accomplishment, and American 
intelligence believes he and M ullah 
Omar, the Taliban's senior official, are 
still in a region of Afghanistan not un­
der northern alliance control, according 
to a U .S. official. This official, speaking 
on the condition of anonymity, said the 
two are believed to be moving around, 
but not together. The official said it is 
viewed as unlikely that bin Laden will 
try to leave the country because those 
movements could expose him to capture.

D efense S ecre tary  D onald  H. 
Rumsfeld, visiting the site of the World 
Trade Center in New York, said efforts 
continue to track down key Taliban rul­
ers.

“Some have been killed, others are 
hiding, and thare are no particular re­
ports of senior leadership having been 
located,” Rumsfeld said. His visit was 
intended to illustrate why the United 
States is fighting in Afghanistan.

He said U .S. special forces are watch­
ing key roads in southern A.ghanktan 
as Taliban militia forces flee southward.

“They have been interdicting the 
main roads that connect the north to the 
south to see what’s going on and to stop 
people that they think ought to be 
stopped,” Rumsfeld said during a brief 
news conference with New YoA Mayor 
Rudolph Giuliani.

“W e still have a ways to go” in the 
hunt for the Taliban and Osama bin 
Laden's al-Qaida network, Rumsfeld said. 
“The Taliban, some pieces of it, ar e melt­
ing into the countryside because they 
have decided to toss in the towel. In 
other cases, they may be simply waiting 
to counterattack at some other time ”

“However, we 
are willing to help the bookstore make 
this change.”

Shonrock said the Division of Stu­
dent Affairs has notified all of the aca­
dem ic dep artm ents about the  new 
change to send the message to students 
about the color change.

“We have let the academic deans 
kn >w that we are maintaining the use of 
black robes at graduation," he said. 
‘ Hopefully, they can remind students in 
some of thi ir last-m'nute information 
they send out to graduates."

T he big city. New 

York, D.C. 
(Desperately

Crowded), Los Angel-less. 
People, upon people, upon 
people stacked so high the 
sun may never reach the 
streets below.

The sky becomes lost 
somewhere among the 
looming soot-blackened 
concrete and steel that 
forms the canyons of 
downtown, uptown, 
midtown and everywhere 
there is more town. The 

endless streets are packed with trash, taxis, 
stretched limos, stretched SU V s, and stretched 
hank accouhtt.

Eyes downcast, the people, dressed in black as 
if attending a funeral, hurry along their way —  
afraid to see, afraid to be seen. They carve a wide 
arc around the boy with no teeth, the man 
urinating on the trashcan, the woman asleep on 
the comer. They try to  convince themselves that 
this is normal. There are simply too many people. 
No excuses can be made for places like that, yet 
the cities exist, and they grow —  testament to the 
over-population problem that plagues the world.

W ith the population numbers greater than 6 
billion, and increasing at a rate of three people per 
second, the situation is only destined to get worse. 
To put it in perspective, we add the equivalent of a 
city the size o f Lubbock to the world population 
every eighteen hours.

As the numbers increase, the festering boils of 
industrial development spread out across the land 
devouring everything to feed an increasingly 
hungry world. We are not faced with a crisis of 
space (we could pack everyone within the borders

of Texas) but rather a crisis of resources.
Every 20 minutes, as the world adds another

G ive to 
humanitarian organiza­

On Veterans Day 
and the tw > 
month

anniversary of the worst 
terrorist attack on our 
soil, I was in Oklahoma 
City at the National 
Memorial. As I silently 
walked up the path 
leading to the site 
where 168 people were 
murdered on April 19, 
1995, the thundering 
sounJ o f an airplane 
overhead beckoned me 

to look up... and remember.
My eyes then locked on the preamble to 

the mission statement; “We come here to 
remember whose who were killed, those who 
survived and those changed forever. May all 
those who leave here know the impact of 
violence. May this memorial offer comfort, 
strength, peace, hope and serenity.”

After entering the gates, 1 noticed 168 
empty glass and bronze chairs sitting on the 
hallowed grounds. Each chair was intrinsically 
unique and the glass bases were illuminated as 
beacons of hope demanding to be recognized.

1 immediately thought about what line after 
line of 5 ,000 empty chairs would look like.

It’s obvious when we say we will never 
forget Sept. 11. T h e  mere magnitude and 
nature of the events forces us to zoom in and 
file it away.

But, “remembering” is not about knowing 
where you were and what you were doing when 
the first hijacked plane hit the first World Trade 
Center tower. It isn’t about holding an eternal 
giudge against the perpetrators.

It’s about carrying the lessons with you 
always.

It’s about demonstrating ycur remembrance 
with your actions. And I am not talking about 
dropping a $ 10 bill in a Red Cross bucket or 
plastering your car with a plethora of Ameri­
can flags.

What 
matters is that they were fathers, mothers, 
brothers, daughters, coaches, lovers and friends 
to other people. W hat is remembered is how 
they tteated others and the impact they had.

T he biggest mistake we can make right now 
is to put the terrorist attacks so far in back of 
our minds that we forget the lessons learned 
from our nation’s tragic loss. In doing that we 
will insure there will never be healing or 
peace.

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HS prof gets family service award

Fatuity members of Texas T ech ’s 
College of Human Sciences play an ac­
tive role in advocating the development 
of strong families in the community.

T h :  N ational Council on Family 
Relations recognized one of those fac­
ulty members at a convention earlier this 
m onth  in  R o ch ester, N .Y. M iriam  
Mulsow is an assistant professor in the 
college and director of graduate programs 
o f the department of human develop­
ment and family studies. She received 
the Meritorious Service Award given by 
the Association of Council Division.

Mulso-v played a key role in forming 
a local affiliate for the N CFR.

“Mostly the award is given for build­

ing student involvement,” she said.
Only students can become members 

of the N CFR affiliates. However, ex-stu- 
dents can become associate members. 
Muisow said she hopes to take as many 
students as possible to the upcoming 
national convention in Houston. Mem­
bers promote family strengthening pro­
grams such as family therapy, n.amage 
enrichment and parental education.

“If we don't have strong families, we 
don’t have anything," Mulsow said. 
“Families are the building blocks of our 
nation.”

Yvonne Caldera and Eric Lindsey, 
both HDFS faculty members, and Anna 
Tacon, an HDFS alumnus, received a 
grant for a research project called “Child 
Care in Mexican Families.”

“In the field of child development, 
there have been a lot of studies on how 
different types of child care affect a child’s 
adjustment,” Lindsey said. "But Hispan- 
ics have been under-iepresented in these 
studies.”

Lindsey and the rest of his team have 
received a grant from the Department 
of H ealth  and H um an S erv ices 
Childcare Division totaling more than 
$500,000. The funds nave been awarded 
fot the team to monitor 160 families 
during a three-year period.

“W e will document what types of 
childcare they use and how they affect 
the child’s development,” Lindsey said.

The team hopes to be able to inter­
view the families in their homes and 
observe the children in the facilities or

homes where childcare is adminis­
tered.

“W e would also like to conduct 
periodic phone interviews,” Lindsey 
said. “We will offer compensation to 
the families for participation."

The results of the project will be 
made available to government depart­
ments and childcare professionals. 
Lindsey said he hopes the results will 
allow funding for alternative types of 
child care for Hispanic families

Recruitment of Hispanic families 
will begin in January 2002. Toqualify, 
a family must have a child or chil­
dren between the ages of 6-12 months 
or 24-30 months. For more informa­

Sneed Hall to undergo 
changes after holidays
Residence hall will get Sam’s Place store

Greg Durbin, president o f Sandia 
Construction, said after the Thanksgiv­
ing break his company will begin a reno­
vation project for Sneed Residence Hall.

“W e'll be taking out the existing 
game room area and turning it into a con­
venience store,” he said. “O nce we’re 
done and finished, the residents will have 
a Sam ’s Place store with a kitchen.”

The store will begin in the existing 
snack bar area and continue through half 
of the game room. The remaining por­
tion of the game room will he turned into 
a seating area.

Mark McVay, associate diiector of 
Texas Tech Housing Facilities, said the 
products earned in the store will he similar 
to any convenience store, but applied to 
college students. There currently are two 
Sam’s Place stores located on campus.

“T h e main reason we’re doing that 
in Sneed is there’s really nothing like that 
in that part of the campus," he said. “It 
kind of gets neglected.”

M cVay said the pro ject includes 
building a new computer lab in the ex­
isting television lounge, a location  
change for the mailboxes and the reno­
vation of the laundry room.

The computer lab will have Internet 
access and will allow students to type

documents. McVay said the lab will be a 
joint project between Housing and Din­
ing Services and the Computer Informa­
tion Technology department, and it will 
operate as a remote advanced technol­
ogy-learning center.

T he mailbox area in the hall will be 
partitioned off to allow hall access to resi­
dents during construction. O nce the 
project has been completed, Sneed and 
Bledsoe residents will have their mail­
boxes located in their respective lobbies.

The walls in the laundry room will 
be rep ain ted  and th e  ce ilin g  and 
countertops will be replaced.

“T h at’s the joy of construction, kind 
of like moving,” Durbin said. “We'll look 
at the plans and find out where we can 
shuffle things around.”

The construction cost is $737,500, hut 
Durbin said, the total cost of the project 
would be close to $ 1 million. The project 
is expected to be finished in August.

“1 think the project will pay for itself, 
becau se i t ’s a revenue gen eratin g  
project,” he said.

Sandia Construction will be con­
structing two athletic courts for the Car- 
penter/Wells Residence Complex. The 
company has poured the concrete slab 
for the basketball court foundation and 
will pour the concrete perimeter o f the 
sand volleyball court next week.

T he day has arrived for smokers to 
give up their cigarettes and possibly start 
living tobacco-free lives.

Tech students and Lubbockites are 
encouraged to give up smoking ciga­
rettes and chewing tobacco today dur­
ing the 25th Annual Great American 
Smokeout, said Joy Harveson, cancer 
control director for the American C an­
cer Society.

Smokers should make a conscious ef­
fort to not smoke for at least the day, she 
said.

“It would be my hope if you can put 
cigarettes down for one day, you can do 
it the next day also,” said Harveson.

Not only is the G reat A m erican 
Smokeout a day of no cigarettes, but 
also Hatveson said it is a day the pub­
lic is educated about tobacco.

“T he G reat A m erican Smokeout is 
a way to get awareness out about the 
harm of tobacco,” she said.

Texas accounts for 26 ,427  o f the 
more than 4 2 0 ,0 0 0  nationally to ­
b a c c o -re la te d  d eath s  e a ch  year, 
Harveson said.

"W e lose large numbers of people 
(to tobacco-related deaths) in the state 
of Texas," she said.

However, she said smokers are not 
the only people dying from tobacco- 
related deaths.

“For every eight smokers that die 
from smoking," Harveson said, “one 
non-smoker will die from the exposure 
(to  second hand sm oke.)"

Harveson said environmental tobacco 
smoke or second hand smoke is the third 
leading preventable cause o f death in the 
United States.

More than 5 3 ,0 0 0  people in the

United States die from second hand 
smoke each year, she said.

To help educate the community on 
the h arm fu l e ffe c ts  o f to b a c c o , 
Harveson said the American C ancer 
Society teamed up with the Texas Tech 
Student Health Services, Tech Student 
Recreational Sports, the city of Lub­
bock H ealth Department, University 
Medical Center, Texas Department of 
H ealth, Lubbock Christian University 
and South Plains College, as well as 
various local organizations.

Harveson said smokers who want to 
quit, can obtain a quit tobacco kit to 
help with the process.

“If you are willing to surrender your 
cigarettes, you will receive a survival 
k it,” Harveson said.

T h e  quit to b acco  kit com prises 
printed information on how to suc­
cessfu lly  q u it sm o k in g , said  Jo  
Henderson, health education coordi­
nator for Student H ealth Services.

Coupons from smoke-free restau­
rants, as well as a stress ball, magnets 
and paper clips are also in the kits, she 
said.

S m o k ers  w ill a lso  re ce iv e  
matchbooks, which are filled with in­
formation on smoking, in their kits, she 
said.

“Instead o f matches, there are op­
tio n s  o f  ways to  q u it sm o k in g ,” 
Henderson said.

N icotine gum, quitting cold turkey, 
and Zyban or W ellbutnn, which are 
prescription drugs, are a few of the op­
tions listed, she said.

Henderson said these kits will not 
help smokers quit unless they have the 
m otivation themselves to quit smok­
ing.

“If you don't want to quit now, there

ally, really, really want to quit.”
Henderson said students can pick 

up a kit for themselves or for someone 
they know who smokes today at the

Fitness/Wellness C enter in the base­
ment of the Robert Ewah Student R ec­
reational Center, at Student H ealth 
Services in Room E 107 in Thompson 
Hall or at the Health Sciences Center.

Kits will also be available to  the 
public from 7 a.m. until 2 p.m. today 
at the United Supermarket, located at 
112 N University and the United Mar­
ket Street, located at 3405 50th  St., 
she said.

Erica Strode, who has smoked for 
three years, said the only way the Great 
American Smckeout would help smok­
ers successfully quit is if they really 
wanted to quit in the first place.

“It could be a good id ea ,” said 
Strode, a sophomore psychology ma­
jor from Houston, “but you have to go 
in thinking that you are going to quit. 
If not, it will be pointless.”

Even though she has no plans o f 
giving up her cigarettes, she said she 
will try not to smoke during the G reat 
American Smokeout.

“1 will make a conscious effort not 
to smoke that day,” she said.

Strode, who has never tried to quit 
smoking, said she could stop smoking 
whenever she wanted to.

“1 don't phene for a cigarette,” she 
said. “If I really w anted to q u it, I 
could.”

However, that day will not come 
right now while she is in college, she 
said.

“Cigarettes go along with beer re­
ally well," Strode said. “W hen I’m out 
drinking, I constantly  have a ciga- 
le tte .”

T he stress, which comes along with 
being a college student, is another rea­
son she said she could not quit smok­
ing during college.

Heather Deane said she agrees with 
Strode about smoking and stress going 
hand-in-hand.

“W hen you get stressed out, you 
sm oke,” said D eane, a sophom ore

photo com m unications m ajor from
Houston.

W hile Deane is going to participate 
in the Great American Smokeout, she 
said she does not know if - he will be 
able to give up her cigarettes forever.

She does not know if other smokers 
are ready to quit, either, she said.

“If (smokers) really want to quit, 
th is w ill help th em ,” she said. “If  
they’re not positive about quitting, it 
is not going to work.”

It takes motivation o f the smoker 
to quit, said Deane, who has been try­
ing to quit for the past year.

“I don’t think it is a waste of tim e,” 
she said, “ but I don’t know how well 
it will help people.”

Bret Barnett, associate director for 
the Tobacco Prevention O ffice, said 
Tech students who smoke should com ­
mit themselves to the Great Am erican 
Smokeout and consider quitting smok­
ing.

“The Great American Smokeout ex­
ists to give people the chance to not 
smoke or use tobacco for just one day,” he 
said. “Give it a shot for the day.”

Barnett said 28 percent to  36  per­
cent is the national average o f college 
students who use tobacco at least once 
in 30 days.

Tech falls in the middle of the na­
tional average, Barnett said.

According to a survey done by the 
depart ment of mass communications in 
April 2000, 30 percent to 32 percent o f 
the Tech student body uses some form 
of tobacco.

Causal or social smokers comprise 30 
percent of that number, he said.

“T he perception is that up to 70 per­
cent o f college students smoke,” he said, 
"and they really do not.”

A photography exhibition by Bar­
bara Van Cleve will begin today at the 
Ranching Heritage Center.

Are there back-up 
plans? W hat if something goes awry?

All of these are questions the audi­

ence is constantly asking themselves 
throughout the film. We question 
every promise and doubt every deal.

Mamet has written a script with 
more twists than a cinnam on roll 
factory.

Hackman is always good to watch 
as the guy who is always one step 
ahead of everyone else and Delroy 
Lindo has finally chosen a script be­
fitting his talents.

There are three scenes in particu­
lar that will have audiences on the 
edge of their seats. Mamet employs 
swift camera shots and fast pacing 
during the robbery scenes, hut this 
film is more o f a character-based 
story. It carries itself on smart dia­
logue and the overall charisma of the 
actors, Hackman in particular

Although it lacks the star power 
that tueled this year’s “T h e Score,” 
it is far less predictable.

Texas children’s museum displays work of folk artist
SA N  A N G EL O  —  T h e bright and 

optimistic —  some nostalgic and some 
purely fanciful —  folk artworks o f the 
late Emma Lee Moss are on exhibit at 
the San A ngelo Museum o f Fine A rts 
C hildren’s Art Museum.

T h e work will rem ain on display 
through Jan. 26 in tire museum, located 
on the ground floor of the Cactus Ho­
tel.

Though Moss lived to see her work 
largely appreciated, her introduction 
into the art world was a humble one. 
Moss was bom  in Tennessee and after 
attending schix>l to the eighth graile, 
she went to work as a housekeeper.

Her employers relocated from T en­
nessee to San Angelo in 1946. Because 
Moss, 20 years old at the tim e, had 
grown quite fond of the youngest child, 
Tommy Figucrs, she came with the fam­
ily.

In the early 1950s, w hile young

Tommy was at school. Moss made her 
first attempt at painting.

T he paint colors fascinated her and 
she couldn’t keep herself from experi­
m enting with the 9-year-old’s paints 
and brushes. But even Moss's earliest 
attem pts impressed Tommy’s mother, 
and Mrs. Figuers encouraged Emma Lee 
to  approach the hoy’s art tea ch er, 
T incie Hughs Heddins, for art instruc­
tion.

Through that connection, Moss was 
allowed to attend Heddins’ art classes 
at San A ngelo College for two years 
where she learned media, materials and 
techniques. Hedilins insisted Moss had 
a unique style and should continue with 
it.

“Her work was very instinctive," said 
Howard Taylor, d irector o f the San 
Angelo Museum of Fine Arts. “It’s re­
ally very charming . .  . and some o f it is 
quite funny.”

Moss friends, critics and fellow art­
ists agree has a vivid painting style that 
connects nostalgia with whimsy. Her 
work that’s considered most outstand­
ing “seem to capture the spirit o f the 
ilay with busily populated urban anil 
rural laiulscapes."

Though her paintings, "show a na­
ive lack of perspective,” the “innate a t­
tention to intricate patterns and com ­
position" are practically Moss’s trade­
mark.

“I knew Emma Lee after she was 
rather well-known as an artist,” said 
Roger A llen o f the Old C hicken Farm 
Art Center. “She was moving hack to 
San Angelo, and 1 took a van to Dallas 
to bring back some of her artworks."

A lle n  and M oss b ecam e good 
friends.

“Emma Lee was at ease in any crowd. 
She had a great sense of humor and she 
could just enjoy any situation. She was 
about 70 when 1 first got to know her, 
but by attitude or anything else, any­
one would have thought she was much 
younger,” Allen said.

Moss lived within walking distance 
of C hicken  Farm and often spent time 
there working on her creations. A llen 
said Moss had wanted to learn to throw 
pots, hut he conspired with her to paint 
plates he had thrown.

“She did that for a while and 1 no­
ticed they were selling like hotcakes," 
A llen said. “T h a t’s really what gave me 
the idea of painting plates myself.”

For her paintings, Moss drew on her 
rural, agricultural background and her 
African-A m erican roots, as w ell as of- 
feringher unique view of “high society," 
Taylor said.

T ay lo r's  fa v o rite  p iece  in th e  
SA M FA  collection pieces primarily left 
to  th e  m useum  in M oss's w ill is 
“Bloomingdails,” one ot the paintings 
currently on display at the Chililren’s 
Art Museum.

O ther pieces in the exh ibit have 
been borrowed from private c o lle c ­
tions.

"T h e  painting is full o f people in ab­
stract patterns, going up and down on 
escalators," Taylor said. “It’s quite funny 
and full of energy.”

In many ways, Moss’s approach to 
her artwork, her ability to create, were 
“what every artist dreams of," Taylor 
said, describing Moss as a fountain of 
creativity who apparently didn’t suffer 
creative hlocks.

"T here was no dark side to Emma 
Lee,” he said. “S h e  is a true treasure of 
our com munity.”

W lule SA M FA  owns about 15 Moss 
paintings, most of the works by the pro­
lific folk artist are in private collections. 
U ltim ately, Taylor said, the museum 
woulil like to acquire more.

In the m eantim e, Taylor hopes the 
works on display in the Children’s Art 
Museum “will inspire parents and chil­
dren to take a freer approach to their 
own self-expression.”

Cowboys’ 2'6 record full of close losses at
IRVING (A P) —  T he Dallas Cow­

boys reached the midway point o f this 
season with the kind o f record most 
people predicted. But despite being 2-6, 
they have been more competitive.

Even while using four different quar­
terbacks, playing two games so far with­
out Emmitt Smith and having a salary 
cap-strapped roster filled with young play­
ers, they have been blown out only once. 
Take out that 40-18 loss at Philadelphia, 
when the Cowboys had five turnovers and 
a blocked punt in tire first half, and they 
have been outscored by an average mar­
gin of less than a touchdown.

“There were so many games that we 
were right there and we didn’t get it 
done,” said running hick Ttoy Hambrick, 
him self a second-year player. “T hat 
comes with maturity.”

The 53-man Cowboys roster includes 
39 players with *ewer than three full sea­
son^ in the NFL. There are 14 rookies 
among the group.

The Cowboys started 0-4 , then won 
consecutive games for the first time since 
the start ot the 1999 season. But they’ve 
followed home wins over Washington 
and Arizona with losses at the New York 
Giants (27-24 in overtime) and Atlanta 
(20-13) —  blowing halftime leads in 
both games.

“A few plays here and there, we are a 
.500 team,” said safety George Teague. 
“It’s kind of easy for people to say we were 
going to be sorry. As we watch tape, we

see the progress. We actually are a pretty 
decent team if we can eliminate a few of 
our mistakes that are killing us each and 
every game.”

Said fourth-year defensive end Greg 
Ellis, “We need to just find a way to fin­
ish it. It’s amazing. We’re coming in and 
we’re getting on teams pretty good. W e 
just have got to find a way to sustain the 
momentum and finish the game off."

Dallas plays three of its next four 
games at home. But the Cowboys begin 
the second half o f the season against 
Philadelphia, the same team that blew 
them out six games ago. And the Eagles 
(5-3) have won three of their last four, 
including a convincing 48-17 victory 
over Minnesota last weekend.

“W e’ve made a lot of progress in a lot 
of areas, hut we are not where we want 
to be for sure,” said Cowboys coach Dave 
Campc. “We need to make a few more

plays and get some more points.”
T he Cowboys hope to open up the 

offense a bit more this weekend in Ryan 
Leaf’s second start, and throw the hall 
down the field more often. He was 14- 
of-22 passing for just 114 yards at A t­
lanta, hut didn’t throw much until after 
the Falcons had tied the game and taken 
the lead in the fourth quarter.

Leaf, the former No. 2 overall pick by 
San Diego, signed with the Cowboys last 
month after rookie starter Quincy Carter 
tore his left hamstring and right before 
Anthony Wright had season-ending knee 
surgery.

King has caught 31 passes for 330 
yards at Tech, following a high school 
career that saw him earn all-district hon­
ors in football, basketball and baseball 
at Dallas Hillcrest High School.

Dupree was a three-sport team cap­
tain at Hillcrest and was selected all-dis­
trict in baseball and basketball.

Before coming to Tech, though, they 
had not been on the same grid squad.

“W e hadn’t really played football on 
the oame team,” King said. “W e played 
baseball but that’s about it.”

Elder sibling King said his best mo­
ment as a Red Raider is still to come.

“H opefully this weekend against 
Oklahoma, or maybe the bowl game,” 
he said.

Younger brother Dupree said earning 
the Scout Player o f the Year Award was 
his top achievement with the Raiders.

“It kind o f felt like all my hard work 
was paying off,” he said.

W ith all the plusses there are to hav­
ing a brother on the team. King also sees 
a couple of minuses.

“He sees all the stuff I do that he 
shouldn’t emulate,” he said. “T he fine 
line is there o f when I should coach him 
up or let him learn for himself.”

W hile both feel lucky to get to play 
football at Tech, their family legacy can 
have its down side.

“You feel like you have to live up to 
something,” Dupree said, “there’s some 
pressure there, but that’s good pressure.

Last chance for Bears to avoid 0-8 Big 12 record
W A C O  (A P) —  For all his recep­

tions and touchdowns, Reggie Newhouse 
has never experienced a Big 12 victory.

T h ird -year B aylot c o a ch  K evin  
S te e le , th e  co a ch  who recru ited  
Newhouse, hasn’t won a conference 
game either.

Saturday is their last chance to avoid 
extending their conference losing streak 
to 29 games. The Bean (2 -7 ,0 -7  Big 12) 
get that opportunity against another strug­
gling team, Oklahoma State (2 -7 ,0 -6 ).

“1 don't care if I don’t catch a single 
pass, w inning is w hat’s im portant,” 
Newhouse said. “W e know we can com ­
pete, but it’s better to get that one in the 
win column.”

Newhouse caught a school-record 12

passes for 131 yards and three touch­
downs last weekend at Missouri but the 
Bears lost 41-24.

Newhouse, who last year became the 
first Baylor receiver in 17 years with 40 
catches, has 48 catches for 538 yards and 
seven TD s this season. His 95 career re­
ceptions rank third in Baylor history.

The last Big 12 victory for Baylor was 
31-24 against Kansas on O ct. 10, 1998, 
a year before Steele and Newhouse ar­
rived. T he Bears are 0-23 in conference 
play under Steele, and have gone just 3- 
44 in the league’s six seasons.

“It’s not a monkey on our backs. It’s a 
gorilla,” Steele said. “I can’t describe how 
much 1 want to win for our players."

Steele and his players are well aware

of what all a win Saturday would mean.
Besides breaking the conference los­

ing streak, the Bears would avoid finish­
ing in last place in the South Division.

Oklahoma State wouldn’t be able to 
overtake Baylor in the standings, and the 
Cowboys would still have a league game 
left. They will be the underdogs in their 
season finale against intrastate rival and 
No. 3 Oklahoma on Nov. 17.

“A  win will give us some momentum 
and be a big boost for the seniors,” said 
senior offensive lineman Greg Jerman. 
“W e’ve proved we can be competitive 
against the best teams in the country, but 
we’re still inconsistent. W e want to show 
everyone what a good job  these coaches 
have been doing.”

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Pinella and Bowa voted as 
top managers in big leagues

N EW  YO RK (A P) —  Lou Piniella 
looked at Larry Bowa a year ago and saw 
a lot of himself in his third-base coach 
at Seattle. It turned out he was right —  
both wound up with Manager of the Year 
awards Wednesday.

Piniella won the American League 
honor for the second time for leading the 
Mariners to a record-setting season, and 
Bowa won the National League award 
for keeping the surprising Philadelphia 
Phillies in playoff contention until die 
final three days of the :;eason.

“1 recognized he knew baseball,” 
Piniella said. “1 recognized that he had 
leadership qualities. As the season pro­
gressed, 1 even told him, ‘You should 
think about managing at die big-league 
level again and not be satisfied being a 
third-base coach.’”

Piniella, whose M ariners tied the 
major league record of 116 wins, received 
22 first-place votes and six seconds for 
128 points from a panel o f the Baseball 
Writers’ Association.

Bowa got 18 first-place votes, six sec­
onds and five thirds in the separate NL 
voting, for 113 points.

Piniella, 58, and Bowa, 55, have simi­
lar intense styles, but Piniella has calmed 
down during 15 years as a major league 
manager.

“I do have the intensity,” said Bowa, 
whose contract was extended Wednes­
day for two years dirough 2004. “I think 
I've learned to bottle it up a little bit 
better dian before. I’m still very intense. 
I’m not going to lie about that.”

Bowa, fired by San Diego after com ­
piling an 81-127 record in 1987-88, said

Piniella warned him about his intensity.
“There was a time during the course 

of the year when 1 was very high,” Bowa 
said, “and you have to sort of back off 
there.”

Piniella said it was difficult for him 
to acquire patience.

“1 came to realize a manager can't be 
more intense than his team," he said. “He 
has to find the level o f intensity his team 
has and hover around it —  in fact, bet­
ter, hover slightly below it.”

Oakland’s Art Howe was second in 
the AL voting for the third consecutive 
season, getting five first-place votes and 
77 points. Minnesota’s Tom Kelly was 
third with 25 points.

Jimy Williams, fired by Boston on 
Aug. 16 after keeping his team in con­
tention for most of the season, finished 
fourth with 12 third-place votes and 12 
points. He was the first manager fired 
during a season to receive any votes since 
the BBW AA began the manager awards 
in 1983.

Jim  Tracy, the first-year manager of 
the Los Angeles Dodgers, was second 
in the N L voting with 48 points, fol­
lowed by Tony La Russa of St. Louis 
with 38 and Bob Brenly of Arizona with 
33.

Seattle went 116-46, breaking the AL 
record for wins set by the 1998 Yankees 
(114-48) and tying the mark set by the 
1906 Chicago Cubs (116-36). The Mari­
ners then were eliminated by the Yan­
kees in the second round of the playoffsj 
4-1.

Ballots for the awards had to be post­
marked before the start of the playoffs.

Lawmakers challenge MLB owners
(A P) - -  Sen. Paul Wellstone and 

Rep. John Conyers inttoduced legisla­
tion Wednesday that would rescind 
baseball’s antitrust exemption on issues 
pertaining to elimination or relocation 
of teams.

T h e bills are aimed at pressuring 
baseball owners into reversing their 
decision to eliminate two teams before 
next season, most likely the Minnesota 
Twins and the Montreal Expos.

Wellstone, a Minnesota Democrat, 
and Conyers, the ranking Democrat on 
the House Judiciary Committee, were 
joined at a news conference in Wash­
ington by Reps Martin Sabo, Betty 
McCollum and Bill Luther of M inne­
sota, as well as Rep. Earl Pomeroy, a 
North Dakota Democrat.

“It’s a steep mountain to climb, but 
we absolutely have to make the effort,” 
Wellstone said.

O n  M onday, S e n a te  M ajority  
Leader Tom Daschle asked commis­
sioner Bud Selig to delay any decision 
on folding teams for at least a year.

“I spoke with Sen. Daschle,” Selig

said at the Hank Greenberg Sportsman­
ship Award dinner Tuesday night in 
New York. "Any conversations I’ve had 
with people like that stays between us.” 

Lawyers for baseball players planned 
to speak by telephone Wednesday with 
Shyam Das, baseball’s arbitrator, to set a 
tLite for their grievance hearing aimed 
at stopping owners from elim inating 
teams.

Selig reiterated Tuesday he hopes to 
complete contraction by Dec. 15. The 
union contends the move violates its la­
bor contract and that franchises can’t be 
folded without its permission.

Selig  acknow ledged there was a 
chance U ie  elimination could be held up 
by a judge or arbitrator, which could cre­
ate lame-duck teams.

"T h a t happened to the Braves in 
1965 and it’s happened to other clubs, 
hut you can’t worry about that,” he said. 
“The intention is to get it done.”

Florida A tto rn e y  G e n era l Bob 
Butterw orth subpoenaed docum ents 
from Selig and die two teams in his state 
on Tuesday to find out if Florida and

Tampa Bay are candidates for elimina­
tion.

“The people of Honda are entitled to 
some straight answers about the future of 
baseball in Florida,” Butterworth said.

The subpoenas require baseball to 
turn over documents to Butterworth by 
Dec. 13 —  including all studies, research 
or reports relating to contraction and any 
documents relating to the Nov. 6  meet­
ing and the contraction vote that day.

Butterworth also wants documents 
relating to profits or losses by the two 
Florida teams and major league baseball, 
as well as the potential economic impact 
to Miami and the Tampa-St. Petersburg 
area of losing the teams.

Butterwordi thinks owners already 
might have decided which two teams 
will be dropped.

“It’s not going to be easy for baseball 
to move out of the state of Florida,” 
Butterworth said.

“W hy are they always hiding behind 
closed doore?They act like they are elect­
ing a pope.”

Florida’s Supreme Court ruled in

1994 that baseball’s antitrust exemption 
didn't apply to franchise movement. 
M innesota’s Supreme Court ruled the 
opposite way two years ago, saying the 
exemption protected die Twins and base­
ball from an investigation by its attor­
ney general.

In Minneapolis, a court hearing on a 
lawsuit filed against ihe Twins by the 
Metropolitan Sports Facilities Commis­
sion was delayed again after a second 
judge was removed from 'he case.

H ennepin County D istrict Court 
Judge Harry Crump is expected to hear 
die case Thursday. T h e  lawsuit is at­
tempting to force the Twins to play in 
the Metrodome through the end of their 
lease in 2002.

Crump replaced Judge C atherine 
Anderson, who was picked to hear the 
case  last week after lawyer R oger 
Magnuson, who represents the Twins 
and Selig, filed a notice removing Judge 
Diana Eagon.

Eagon issued a temporary restraining 
order barring the Twins from being elimi­
nated.
