Fishing Limits

Cited Since

Abuses Soar
AUSTIN Exceptional fishing

In some fresh water areas this
spring has prompted some abus-
es of the state law on creel lim-

its, reports the Director of Law
Enforcement for the Game and
Fish Commission.

Ho' said field reports Indicate
"several" of the anglers either
did not not know the limits on
various speciesor were too busy
pulling their catch to determine
whether their string was legal.

The director said the principal
abuses were simply in catching
too many fish but that some
cases were made for keeping
fish that were too small. He
added that the principal com-
plaints were for taking too many
crappie or white perch which
have been biting ferociously In
many yeais. Wardens also cited
a substantial number of cases
involving too many black bass.
Some persons have been found
with as many ns three times the
limit on crappie.

The limits on different species
oftentimes vaiy by localities but
here is the official bag limit as
pi escribed by the Legislature:

Large-mout- h black bass, small-mou- th

black bass, spotted bass,
or any subspeciesof these fishes,
singly or in the aggregate, fif-
teen (15), of which not more than
ten (10) shall be of greaterlength
than 11 (11) inches; white bass,
twenty-fiv-e (25); blue catfish,
channel catfish and yellow cat-
fish, singly or in the aggregate,
twenty-fiv-e (25); crappie or
white perch, twenty-fiv- e (25).

In those counties where sale of
catfish is permitted, this limita-
tion as to possessionof catfish
does not apply to persons having
a commercial fisherman's ' license
or retail fish dealer's license.
Sale of bass or crappie or white
perch prohibited in all counties.

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Earlyday Haskell Banking Business

Started in GeneralMercantile Store
(One la a series of articles

on earlyday Haskell, taken
from material in the late R.
E. Sherrill's "History of Has-
kell County.")

By CHARLENE WHITE

On May 2, 1887, Sam H. and
Walter F. Johnson, who were
doing a general mercantile busi-
ness in Haskell added banking to
their business, calling it the Has-
kell County Bank. They contin-
ued this for three years till the
summer of 1890.

On May 24, 1890, the First Na-
tional Bank was organized, and
on June 14 opened for business
in Sherrlll Bros, store with A. H.
Tandy as president. R. C. Lomax,
vice president and Howell B.
Smith cashier. The directors were
these men with B. H. Dodson, H.
R. Jones, and R. E. Sherrlll. Its
capital stock was $50,000. It was
built on the northwest corner of
the square, a two story rock
building.

The Haskell National Bank was
organized July 19, 1890, and
opened for business In Johnson
Bros, store in December of that
year with M. S. Pierson presi-
dent, A. C. Fosterand H. G. Mc-Conn- ell

vice presidents and S. H.
Johnson cashier. Its first direct-
ors were, the above men together
with W. E. Johnson, J. L. Jones,
J. G. Lowden and E. W. Taylor.
It had a capital stock of $50,000
and built on the southeast cor-
ner of the square a two story
brick building, the upper story of
which was a Masonic Lodge
room.

However, the country had not
advanced sufficiently to justify
two bans and after passing
through the depressionof the next
five years, the First National
Bank sold on June 17, 1895 to
the Haskell National Bank its
banking house and half of its
notes, and Haskell National then
moved to the First National
building which it has occupied
ever since.

In the early days when the
country was thinly populated with
no railroads, telephones or tele-
graphs, few schools or curches,
they did not have the same en-
tertainment we have now. But
they had lots of it, nonetheless.
Picnics, fish fries, house parties,
candy pulllngs, barbecues, Wed-
dings and danceswere frequent.
Young folks would gather to a
dance from 20 to 30 miles around,
and dance all night and some-
times next day and night. Ladies
would invite all near neighbors
to a quilting party. Some times
singing parties were held. Preach-
ing and Sunday Schools where
they could be held were also so-

cial gathering places.
Men found entertainment hunt-

ing deer, turkeys and bearsalong
the breaks of Paint and Califor-
nia Creeks or in the breaks of
the Brazos River where bears
were found. Deer, antelopes and
prairie chickens aboundedon the
prairies. On the lakes andwater
holes were ducks and geese. In
the streams fish in plenty af-
fording sport and also food for
the hunter and his family.

The first court housein Haskell
was a two story frame building
erected in the summer of 1885,
the year the county was organ-
ized. The commissioners failed
to sell the bonds voted for this
purpose annd engaged R. C. Lo-
max, a young man recently come
from the Treasurer'soffice in
Austin, to sell the issue of $15-,-
000.

Lomax went to Austin and
easily disposed of the bonds to

new wife who helped him to take
care of the cash,guardingagainst
robbery until they reached Has-
kell. On the road betweenAlbany
and Haskell, Lomax, says, sev-
eral men rode up behind him,
when his heart jumped . to his
throat and nearly got away from
But his young wife, who had most
of the money hidden in her bustle
was not at all excited. They got
through alright and the court
house was built and served its
purpose well until 1891, when the
new rock building was put up.

Tho second court house w a s
built in 1892 and cost $55,000. In
1931 the commissioners court de-

cided to construct and greatly en-lar- go

this secondbuilding. There
was strong opposition but war-
rants were issued for $120,000 for
the purpose.

The first jail was a brick build-
ing put up on the third block west
of the square. For many years
there was very little use for this
jail. It was often used for a camp
house for travelers and immi-
grantsuntil they could make oth-

er arrangements. In 1908, while
Joe Irby was county judge, the
county voted $20,000 for a new
jail built on the southeastcorner
of the square. In 1954 a new jail
was constructed V& blocks south-
west of the square.

Previous to 1849 Haskell was a
great unknown occupied by In-

dians and wild game but during
the:

1850's Gold hunters crossed It
and surveyors located land.

1860's Indians drove back ap-

proaching whites during the civil
war.

1870's Buffaloes were killed and
Indians driven out,

1880's Stocked with cattle and
sheep.

1890sCounty fenced intoranch-
es and farmers begin coming in.

1900's Ranching ends, railroads
enter, county fills with farmers.

1910's FeedingEuiope and fight-
ing in the World War.

1920's All rich, farmers are
gentlemen landlords, all live In
autos.

1930's All broke, one third re
new mortgages and fight taxes,
one third live on the government,
one third starve, all talk of the
good old times we used to have.
