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Parking garage to be completed mid-August

Beginning in the Fall, Texas Tech
faculty, staff and students will be
able to park their vehicles in a four-
level parking garage located on the
corner of Flint Avenue and 18th
Street.

Max Hinojosa, vice president for
operations at Tech, said the first
parking garage will be ready for use

“Right now the construction
company is working on the brick-
work and all the mechanical work,”
he said. “The structure is pretty
much completed.”

The garage will feature three
covered parking levels, one rooftop
level, elevators and handicap ac-
cess.

Of the 798 parking spots the ga-
rage will house, 600 have been al-
located for students.

being oversold by a certain per-
centage.

“Think of a student who has
classes on Monday, Wednesday and
Friday from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. On
Tuesday and Thursday, his spot
would be unused,” he said. “By
overselling each parking space, we
will up the utilization for that space.
We do this for all commuter park-
ing lots as well.”

Faculty will park in reserve and
area reserved parking spots located

throughout the garage.

Hinojosa said on a reserved
parking spot, faculty will pay a
higher fee to have a set numbered
space. Area reserved means there
will be a set area of spaces faculty
can choose from.

Eric Crouch, manager of Traffic
and Parking at Tech, said parking
spaces for students and area re-
served spaces for faculty and staff
cost $250 each. Reserved spots for
faculty and staff are $400 each.

Spears concert
to be refunded
or rescheduled

United Spirit Arena officials said Friday’s can-
celled Britney Spears concert will either be re-
scheduled or tickets will be refunded.

Kent Meredith, general manager for the USA,
said they are still waiting to hear back from
Spears’ promoters.

“We deal directly with the promoter,” he said.
“The promoter will talk to her managers who will
talk to her.”

Meredith said Spears will be performing a
concert in Dallas in July and he hopes she will
make her way back to Lubbock.

Jim Bush, USA technical director, said the build-
ing was up to code with what the Spears show re-
quired, but power in the transformer that fed the
show failed. This effected lighting and lasers for her
show, and it went pitch dark backstage.

Meredith said the decision to cancel the show
was made by Spears’ people. He was not con-
sulted before the announcement.

“We could have thrown around ideas and
seen how long it would have taken to puton an-
other transformer for example,” he said. “Why
could they have not given us the chance to con-
tinue the show? The house lights, spotlights and
sound were still working.”

After performing “Oops I did it again” and “You
drive me Crazy,” Spears appeared on stage with a
new costume and an announcement.

“This is the best crowd | have had so far,” she
said. “I would give anything to go ahead and do
the show for ya'll.  am so sorry.”

Some of the fans in the 14,000-member audi-
ence began to boo the decision. Spears said,
“Please don't boo,” and exited the stage.

United Spirit Arena officials said Friday’s cancelled Britney Spears concert will either be
rescheduled or tickets will be refunded. Jim Bush, USA technical director, said power in the

" Hinojosa said Tech sold bonds
to purchase the garage and will
continue to pay for the garage until
they are out of debt.

“Itis kind of like a mortgage pay-
ment or acar payment,” he said.

Capt. Gordon Hoffman of the
Tech police said the garage will be-
come part of the Tech police patrol.

Bush proposal
could require
service work

A proposal from President
George W. Bush’s administration
could require Texas Tech work-
study students to perform more
community service.

This could leave open many
employment positions located on
campus and force the university to
pay to fill the vacated spots.

The Bush propoesal would re-
quire 50 percentof all federal work-
study dollars to go to students who
serve in community service posi-
tions, such as tutoring or
mentoring children. Currently, 7
percent of the money must be des-
ignated for that purpose.

Earl Hudgins, director of finan-
cial aid at Tech, said Tech has an av-
erage of 600 to 700 work-study stu-
dents comprising a payroll in ex-
cess of $1 million. Most of the posi-
tions are located on campus, but
the Bush proposal would reduce
the number of positions in campus
work.

“We're already doing commu-
nity service with our work-study
program,” Hudgins said. “We cur-
rently have about 10 percent of our
work study money allocated to-
wards community service organi-
zations,”

Hudgins said if this proposal

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Tech receives grant to teach visually impaired students

The College of Education at
Texas Tech received a $1.3 million
grant to provide classes for stu-
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dents who want to be teachers for
the visually impaired or special-
ists in orientation and mobility.
The grant was given by the
New Mexico School for the Visu-
ally Handicapped. The classes for

the New Mexico vision Profes
sionals Outreach Program will
begin in the Fall.

Pat Kelley, co-principal inves-
tigator of the grant and research
associate professor for education
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at Tech, said only students who
agree to work in New Mexico af-
ter they graduate will be offered
this program. New Mexico does
not offer a teacher preparation
course in the state, forcing them
to hire teachers from out of state.

“Right now, in the state of
Texas, there are 6,000 visually-im-
paired students in public schools
and 400 teachers (to teach
them),” she said. “New Mexico
has less children, but they do not
have trained teachers. The pro-
posal is to prepare 100 visually
impaired teachers and 24 orien-
tation and mobility teachers for
New Mexico.”

The grant offers funding to 26
graduate students for five years.
Students take classes online, on
campus and for two weekends in
Alamogordo, N.M.

Students will learn how to
teach Braille and orientation and
mobility skills. In addition, they
will learn about methods and ma-
terials and anatomy of the eye.,

Kelley said this summer stu-
dents will be wandering around
on campus and around town
blindfolded and using a cane to
learn orientation and mobility
skills.

“This teaches the students
how to teach others how to ma-
neuver through their environ-
ment,” she said. “Earlier students

went blindfolded to United Su

permarkets and will go to places
like the mall to learn how to ma-
neuver.”

Tech and Stephen E Austin
University are the only colleges in
Texas that offer classes for orien-
tation and mobility classes.

Kelley said there are 32 pro-
grams in the United States that
train teachers to work with indi-
viduals with visual impairments
and 16 programs that train for
mobility professionals.

Fifteen students have applied
for the New Mexico program for
the Fall 2002 senfester.

Nora Griffen-Shirley, co-prin
cipal investigator for the grant
and director of the Virginia
Murray Sowell Center for Re
search and Education in Visual
Impairment, said the program
with New Mexico is replicated
from the Reach Across Texas pro
gram. The Reach Across Texas
program is based at Tech and
trains teachers to work with the
visually impaired in Texas.

“The Reach Across Texas pro-
gram pays the students’ full tu-
ition in the primary distant pro
grams,” she said. “Basing the New
Mexico program on the Texas
program provides us with the re-
sources to train for visual profes-
sionals for New Mexico, and that
isagreatneed.”

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Tech Library hours increase two hours

The Texas Tech library will now
remain open for two more hours
each day. The idea was formulated
six months ago, when it was
brought to the attention of the
Student Senate.

Donald Dyal, dean of the Tech
libraries said the staff found cur-
rent library hours are not suffi-
cient for students.

“Closing early simply was not
meeting the students’ needs,” he
said.

Monday through Thursday the
library will open at 7:30 a.m. and
will close at 1 a.m. The library is
open from 7:30 a.m. until 9 p.m.
on Friday; 9 a.m. until 11 p.m. on

Saturday, and fromnoon to 1 a.m.
on Sunday through the end of the
summer.

Dyal said the cost associated
with the extra hours is $1,560. The
estimate accounts for the wages of
students who work those hours as
well as maintenance and electric-
ity for keeping the building open.

This past year, the student bud-
get for the library was cut 10 per-
cent and expenses increased with
the higher cost of books, journals
and other library supplies, he said.

“Because the budget was al-
ready set, we had no extra money
to implement this new policy for
the summer,” Dyal said. “So we re-
allocated money from projects we
never completed or from areas
where we overestimated the costs.”

Alan Burke, a graduate student
studying history from Houston
who is a student assistant at the li-
brary, said gate counts were used
to determine whether the extra
hours were necessary.

Gate counts are taken every
morning by adding up the east
and west gates to ascertain the
number of patrons. Occasionally
hourly gate counts are taken.

“Last week an hourly gate
count was taken and it showed we
could keep the library open for a
couple of extra hours to accom-
modate students,” he said.

A memorandum was sent out
within the library that stated the
notice of new closing hours and
the additional work for students
who currently work until close.

The hours are based on the
number of students who use the
facility compared to the cost of
keeping it open, Dyal said. After a
certain time, the number of stu-
dents dwindles, so there is no
need to keep the library open, he
said.

“There is a pattern of students
who study or make use of the re-
sources in the library until about
2 a.m.,” Dyal said. “We want to
meet student needs without un-
necessary spending.”

Dyal said he plans to have the
library open 24 hours during finals
next Fall.

“During finals is the most im-
portant time for students to have
full access to the library,” he said.
“During the Fall, we have decided

to extend the 24-hour library ac-
cess to the week before finals to
help students who need to study
or complete term papers.”

Williams sisters
seeded No. 1 and
2 at Wimbledon

LONDON (AP) — Venus
and Serena Williams were
seeded 1-2 for Wimbledon on
Monday, setting up the chance
of another Grand Slam final
between the two sisters,

Seven-time champion Pete
Sampras, meanwhile, was in-
stalled at No. 7, his lowest
seeding since 1991 when he
was No. 8. Australia’s Lleyton
Hewitt was seeded No. 1.

It’s the second year that
Wimbledon has seeded 32
players instead of 16. But the
All England Club continues to
take into account a player’s
grass-court credentials rather
than strictly following the tour
rankings.

Venus and Serena Williams
are Nos. 1-2 in the latest WTA
rankings, the first sisters to
hold the top two spots.

Venus, the two-time de-
fending Wimbledon cham-
pion, will be at the top of
Tuesday’s draw and Serena at
the bottom, meaning they
can’t meet until the final.

If they both get there, it will
be the third all-Williams Grand
Slam final in 10 months. Venus
beat Serena for the U.S. Open
titie in September in New York,
while Serena won the French
Open in straight sets in Paris
last month.

Either Venus or Serena has
won six of the last 11 Grand Slam
titles, while Jennifer Capriati has
three majors in thatspan.

The sisters have faced each
other before at Wimbledon,
with Venus winning in 2000.
