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New plan increases bus 
services on, off campus

Recent negotiations between 
Student Government Association 
External Vice President Leigh 
Mauer and Citibus officials have al­
lowed an extension of bus services 
to students on and off campus for 
the fall.

The SGA has collaborated with 
Citibus to allow students to pur­
chase one $50 pass for the aca­
demic year that enables students to 
not only utilize Raider Express

routes, but also all other Citibus 
routes in Lubbock.

Because the university is ex­
pected to break enrollm ent 
records, there is an im m ediate 
need to increase bus service both 
on and off campus.

Mauer said she thinks this is a 
better plan for the students be­
cause $50 will pay for the bus ser­
vice for the entire year throughout 
the city of Lubbock as well as to and 
from campus.

“The service will not be toned 
down at all as originally planned,”

she said. “Instead we are increas­
ing all services.”

Nearly 12 hours of increased bus 
service on the red and green routes 
are part of the plan, especially be­
tween 9 a.m. and 3 p.m. The addi­
tional hours will be from 5 p.m. to 
10 p.m.

The Business Administration 
shuttle also will extend service to 
students until 8 p.m. A nightly ser­
vice will be available to students 
between the hours of 10 p.m. and 3

Students to be placed 
in temporary housing

Housing and Dining Services 
at Texas Tech have prepared for 
200 students to live in temporary 
housing for the fall semester.

Sean Duggan, d irector of 
housing and residence life, said 
temporary housing is space that 
is not normally a residence room 
turned into a room, such as a 
lounge.

“If you lived in the Horn/ 
Knapp com plex, the lounges 
downstairs would be turned into

rooms with bunk beds and locks on 
the door," he said. “To go to the 
restroom, students would have to 
go around the hall to the nearest fa­
cility."

Duggan said the students who 
will live in the temporary rooms 
have been notified through the 
mail.

The lack of room space is be­
cause of an increase of 300 to 400 
students for this fall. M ichael 
Shonrock, vice president for stu­
dent affairs, said the growth in Tech

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Tech’s stock drops slightly 
as market struggles to stay

Texas Tech University experi­
en ced  s lig h t lo sse s  in in v e st­
m ents as the stock  m arket roller 
coasted  up and down the past 
few m onths.

However, Jim  B ru n jes, vice 
president for fiscal affairs, said 
Tech had th e  seco n d  sm allest 
loss in the Big 12 Conference.

"W ith in  the last year, there 
h as b e e n  in c re a se d  c o m m it­
m e n t to sm all s to ck s  and d e ­
c re a s e d  th e  c o m m itm e n t to 
large stocks,” Brun jes said. "Last 
year th e  av ­
erage loss in 
___was 4 per­
ce n t, b u t at 
TTU our loss 
was 1.4 p er­
ce n t, due in 
part because 
o f the diver­
sity  o f  ou r 
portfolio."

D i c k  
A n d e r s o n ,  
s e n io r  c o n ­
s u lta n t a t 
H a m m o n d  
C o n su lta n ts  
ad v ises  T e ch  on  e n d o w m en t 
and investm ent m atters.

"(T ech ) has probably about 
S280 m illion  invested in som e 
form  o f secu rities and it is a d i­
v e rse  p o r tfo lio ,"  he sa id . “It 
would be fair to say that the d i­
versity of the portfolio has given 
us pro tection . It is im portant to 
diversify a portfolio  in order to 
m axim ize re tu rn s and reduce 
losses.”

The university hires m anag­
ers and then they broadly diver­
sify on an array o f stocks.”

“W hat we do when we look at 
a university is establish  a policy 
and we ju d ge p erfo rm an ce  by 
the policy b enchm ark ,” Ander­
son said. “I am  guessing other 
u n iv ers ities  lo st ab ou t 6 p er­
c e n t , b u t w e w on 't know  for 
about seven m onths for sure.”

T e ch  h a s  a n u m e ro u s  
am ou nt o f stock , whick allows 
no one stock  to drastically affect 
the portfolio, he said.

R ecen tly , H am m on d  C o n ­
su ltan ts said  they have pulled 
back from technology stock for 
universities they work with.

B ru n jes said  Tech d oes not 
m ake radical changes.

“ The university just rides the 
stock  m arket up and down,” he

said . “We look  at the in v e s t­
m ents in the stock m arket as a 
long term invest for the m arket,” 
he said. “We don't look at it daily 
or m onthly; we look at the long 
term , and by long term  I m ean 
m ore than four or five years.”

T ech  h a s  so m e  fu n d s in ­
vested  in w hat is  called  large 
c a p ita l  v a lu e . T ech  a lso  h as 
funds invested that protect the 
u n iv e rs ity  a g a in st ra d ica l 
changes in the m arket, Brunjes 
said. Som e types of investm ents 
are fixed incom e securities, like 
bonds, Anderson said.

“W hat we view as m ost im ­
p o rta n t is 
to modestly 
chan ge the 
a s s e t a l lo ­
c a t io n  to 
increase re­
tu rn  and 
d e c r e a s e  
lo s s e s ,” he 
sa id . “ 1 
don't have a 
d e t a i l e d  
c o m p a r i ­
so n  w ith  
o th e r  u n i­
versities af­
te r  2 0 0 1 , 

but for exam ple, one year end- 
in g o n ju n e 3 0 ,2 0 0 1 , Texas Tech 
had a positive 2 percent return 
and sim ilar institu tions lost 3.4 
percent.”

At the end o f the fiscal year 
Tech lost 4 p ercen t, w hile the 
S&P broad m arket lost 18 per­
cent, he said.

The S&P 500 lost 18 percent 
while sm all value stocks gained 
8.5 percent.

Small stocks are generally de­
scribed as small com panies that 
a stockhold er would not have 
heard o f trading at very m odest 
evaluations, for exam ple, retail 
stores like Gap, Anderson said.

Investm ent com p an ies like 
Ham m ond C onsultants do not 
trade, purchase or sell on a stock 
by stock basis, Brunjes said.

Because of broad diversifica­
tion  that in clu d es a co m m it­
m en t to in te rn a tio n a l s to ck s  
and rates and real estate invest­
m ent trust, there are more small 
U.S. stocks as opposed to large 
U.S. stocks and bonds, he said.

“We are  in th e  w o rst b ear 
market since 1973 and 1974, and 
it has really been an absolutely 
horrible m arket, and there is no 
o th er way around it,” B run jes 
said.

Coal miners prove to us 
what America is all about
Last week, nine coal 

miners were rescued 
from certain death in 

western Pennsylvania. Their 
press conference was a thing of 
beauty— a lesson about how 
America really works. Intellec­
tuals may prattle and business­
men scheme, but the real work 
of America is done by men in 
uniforms, toiling in places 
where the rest o f us fear to 
tread.

The news media inspires a 
kind of myopia. Networks 
focus on the bad, the cruel and 
the criminal because these are 
the actions that disrupt lives. I 
don't fault them for that, but we 
have to keep perspective.

There is good news mixed in 
with the bad, and I think, in 
many ways, the good news has 
more to teach us.

Those miners were rescued 
because a community came 
together on their behalf. Quick­
thinking engineers pumped 
warm air into the shaft to 
prevent hypothermia, and 
rescuers pulled in resources 
from around the country, 
racing to beat the clock. This 
com bination of passion and 
intellect gave us a miracle, as it 
did in the aftermath of Sept. 11.

In the same week, the 
Amber Alert system saved the 
lives o f two teenage girls, 
directing local sheriffs to a 
secluded location, minutes 
before they were to be killed.

There are lessons to be 
learned in all these tragedies — 
a com mon thread that should 
be grabbed and brought into 
the light.

We are a capable, com pas­
sionate country. We struggle 
against the forces ofignorance 
and evil, but we are not 
helpless. We have the weapons 
and the will to rise above these 
thi ngs that would demean us, 
and the media has a vital role to 
play, calling our attention to
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things that need to be fixed.
As citizens, we fight a constant 

battle against pessimism. It is 
easy to give in when our airwaves 
are saturated with stories about 
corruption and perversion and 
death. But I believe this pessi­
mism is based on an illusion.

The media is a magnifying 
glass, focusing our attention on 
bad things. But the evils that 
dominate our consciousness are 
smaller than they appear. And the 
strengths of our nation are 
hidden from us, obscured by a fog 
of modesty and routine.

There is an iron core of 
decency in this country— a heart 
that is not troubled by terrorism, 
corruption or crime. The heart of 
America is notWall Street, 
Hollywood Boulevard or Madison 
Avenue. America is not defined by 
its music, its movies or its stock 
market.

America is a way of life— 
millions of ordinary people going 
to work, loving their children and 
helping their neighbors — the 
same quiet benevolence that 
built this country, alive and well 
in 2002.

Decency, compassion and 
hard work are not relics from 
some bygone age. In honoring the 
past, there is a temptation to 
apologize for who we are, a 
temptation to define ourselves in 
terms o f our weaknesses. The 
med ia gives us an ill usion of 
certainty, a sense that what we 
see on television is all we are.

Don't fall for it. There is more 
to America than what you see on 
TV.

The Taylor family has hope that 
one day Cas Taylor will be able to 
walk on the Tech campus and ful­
fill his dream of becoming a Red
Raider.

Doctors gave him a 4 percent 
chance of recovery, but Cas Taylor 
never lost hope.

“Overall Cas has handled this 
with such a grace and strength," his 
mother Roni Taylor said. "He never 
doubted. When he was in (intensive 
care) he knew he would walk again 
because of his faith in God.’

This May there was another sign 
of hope. The family came across a 
Web site for a new program in San 
Diego, Calif., called Project Walk.

Roni Taylor said it seemed liked 
an answer to prayer. The family 
took Cas Taylor to the West Coast 
for an evaluation in June.

Steve Taylor said within the first 
hour he knew Project Walk was what 
his son needed to quickly recover, 
but the cost involved remains the 
highest hurdle to overcome.

Insurance will not com e the 
therapy, so the family will have to 
pay more than $1,500 a month, 
plus living expenses and special ac­
commodations.

The Taylors’ said incurring large 
debts would be the only option
available.

Fortunately, Gary Hughes, ING 
financial advisor, who works with

a m. throughout the duration of 
the academic year.

Off-campus routes have been 
re-evaluated to prevent a m in i­
mized service. More than 33 hours 
per day have been added to the 
off-campus routes by adding two 
busses for both the north Indiana 
Avenue and west Fourth Street 
routes.

Michael Shonrock, vice presi­
dent of student affairs, said he is 
excited about the new arrange­
ment.

“We are rea llo catin g  about 
MOO,000 from our entire transpor­
tation budget and putting it to­
ward increased service on cam ­
pus," he said. “The remainder of 
the budget will go toward off-cam­
pus, which the passes will mainly 
pay for.”

The budget increase is approxi­
mately $400,000, which was ac­
quired through fund balances and 
some reserves from the division of 
student affairs and the vice presi 
dent of operations. For the off- 
campus routes, the sales of bus 
passes will account for the remain-

Brandt Taylor said he would be

grateful for any help the Tech com ­
munity offered his parents.

Roni Taylor said God has 
opened doors for them by putting 
caring people in their path.

“When we found out they were 
working with this fund raiser it was 
an answer to a prayer, because we 
were praying for God to open doors 
if Cas was supposed to be at Project 
Walk,” she said. “Anything we get 
will be a great help, and that is a 
hard thing to do because we are not 
used to asking for help,” she said.

dents will be more apt to purchase 
the passes if they allow students to 
travel throughout the city.

“For the first week of school, we 
are allowing students to ride the 
off-campus busses for free, so they 
can see if it is worth it to buy a 
pass,” he said. “I think many stu­
dents will see the advantage in it 
and we will sell more because of 
this."

The passes may be purchased 
at apartm ent com plexes located 
along north Indiana Avenue and 
west Fourth Street as well as the 
Student Government office in the 
Student Union Building.

available Housing and Dining Services 
vail look at where and how to move the 
students into the normal rooms.”

The master plan for housing 
and dining indicates that 1,300 bed 
spaces should be added during the 
next 10 years.

Duggan said Tech plans to in­
vest $100 million into the resi­
dence hall system.

“The money will be borrowed 
to build the dorm space and then

paid back with room and board 
rates,” he said.

Tech President David Schmidly 
said new apartments are being built 
in the North Overton area for Tech 
students. The apartments are sched­
uled for completion in May2003.

"We accept students when they 
are academically qualified. We tell 
them if we have dorms available to 
them," he said. “If we do not have 
dorms available, we refer them to 
where they can get an apartment.”

riter and director M.
Night Shyamalan ("The

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stays focused on the flashlight 
on the ground. It would be a 
relief if we could only see 
around the corner of a wall or 
under a door to see what’s on 
the other side. The power of 
suggestion and possibility is so 
much more terrifying.

It also is utterly crucial 
Shyamalan constructs his 
characters using key scenes of 
dialogue and interaction. How 
characters change and deal 
with their emotional scars is 
absolutely essential in the 
unraveling of this deliciously 
fascinating mystery. It’s so 
involving that every scene 
holds you in its grasp.

Gibson gives a wonderful 
performance as he tries to 
remain strong and fight back 
tears of hatred and sorrow. The 
two children, Culkin and 
Breslin, also impress, as does 
Phoenix whose skeptical 
nature is soon broken in half. 
Also worthy of mention is 
Shyamalan himself in astrong 
cameo as a neighboring farmer 
who has not seemed right in 
the head after a tragedy in his 
life. A great musical score by 
James Newton Howard adds to 
the Hitchcock feel.

A film like this just goes to 
prove that you don’t need a 
huge budget and gallons of 
fake blood to make a scary 
movie. Shyamalan demon 
strates he is still one of the best 
storytellers working today.

Tie unique thing about live 
performances as art is the 
aesthetic experience is 
variable. You can’t really say the 

same thing about most other arts. If 
you thinka painting sucks the first 
time you see it, chances are, it’s 
going to suck again the next time 
you see it. Likewise, no matter how 
many times you see Godfather II, it 
will still be better than part three.

The live music performance on 
the other hand has the ability to be a 
great show one night and a snooze- 
fest the next. Well, the first time I saw 
Endochine in performance it was 
something less than memorable.

They were the headlining band 
in the Rock-U tour and they 
absolutely knew it  On stage they 
came off as if they were the coolest 
band in the world— or at least they 
thought they were. The guitarists 
were in full gunslinger stance; heads 
rolled back as they ever so hiply 
gazed up into the rafters. Basically 
they looked like a rock band is 
supposed to look like, which 
translatesintoaband trying very 
hard to look cool.

If I go to a Creed concert— God

forbid— then I am going to expect 
that kind of showmanship. But ifl 
am at a local show (technically 
they’re from Austin) I want a band to 
be real.

Saturday night Endochine was 
back in Lubbock and despite my 
dislike of their last show, I was there 
to check it out.

There was a big difference 
between this show and their last— 
whereas they were playing in front 
of possibly a couple hundred at 
Einstein’s, this time around at the 
more intimate Klusoz, the crowd 
was considerably less. This 
contributed to the band’s ditching of 
the flashy showmanship, which I 
greatly appreciated. Endochine 
played a definitively better show as a 
result.

Oh, and the music is pretty good 
too. Endochine has a fairly enjoyable 
pop-rock sound that is as clean as it is 
fun. I have said it before— context 
makes a huge difference in music.

TAMPA, Fla. (AP) — The features 

f New York City firefighter Joseph

Michael DeMinico — working 
om a photograph published in The 
’em York Times — will soon dab oil 
aint on the 9-inch-by-12-inch can- 
as to flesh out the mustached vis- 
ge of the 35-year-old Agnello, one 
f the more than 3,000 people killed 
the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks. 
Then DeMinico will move on to 

e next photo and then the next, 
ntil he has captured on canvas all

Sept. 11 victims as they were in life. 
He works alone, usually, in the ga­
rage studio at his home, but the 
project has evolved into something 
much bigger than one man's re­
sponse to a national tragedy.

DeMinico, a 50-year-old trial 
lawyer, is an accomplished painter 
who sells other works for thousands 
of dollars. To him, creating the por­
traits seemed a logical step in his 
own struggle to comprehend what 
had happened.

"At least in personal terms it 
would give me some kind of sense 
... of the real scale of this,” he says. 
“There would be plenty of slabs go- 
ingup to commemorate the event. 1

thought the measure of this thing 
was in the individual, and not just 
some name carved on a stone some­
where.”

What began as a private, self- 
help exercise has turned into a pub­
lic art project over the past few 
months as word has spread. People 
have responded with letters, phone 
calls and donations, and a nonprofit 
foundation has been set up to sup­
port the effort.

DeMinico, who is married with 
two children, has scaled back his 
law practice to pursue the project. 
He is now spending 25 to 30 hours a 
week on it, preparing to put oil to 
the initial group of 15 portraits. He

figures it will take several years to 
finish them all.

The idea arose from his reflections 
on the six-month anniversary of the 
attacks in March. In April he took out 
a notice in the Times announcing his 
intentions and seeking comment 
from victims’ families and others. He 
printed his phone number and the 
address of his Web site.

People who saw the ad called 
and wrote. About a dozen families 
sent along alternate pictures of their 
loved ones from which he will now 
work.

New York Gov. George Pataki's of­
fice called about possibly incorpo­
rating his project into a larger plan

to com m em orate the victims. A 
documentary film crew also has be­
gun chronicling his work and will 
follow him to Fairhope, Ala., next 
month where he will sell some of his 
other paintings in a fund-raiser for 
the Sept. 11 project.

DeMinico has plenty of ideas 
about how and where the portraits 
might be displayed. Gallery space in 
New York or Washington might be 
logical, he says, but ultimately he 
sees the decision being made by the 
families. “This is resonating, and 
that's gratifying as an artist, to feel 
as if what you're doing is making 
that connection, bridging that gap. 
That’s what I think art is about.”

Texas Tech held its first full- 
squad practice of the season Satur­

Tech coach Mike 
Leach praised  the 
m orning workout by saying the 
squad had a great first practice. 
However, he was not impressed 
with the night workout on day one.

“I thought we’d get a little more 
in the afternoon,” Leach said in a 
press release. “The effort is there, 
but we need to continue to be more 
polished.”

Tech will continue two-a-day 
workouts through Sunday and will 
put on full pads for the first time 
Wednesday.

Tech wide re ­
ceiver Anton Paige 
said the team needs 
to focus on mental 
toughness during 
these first weeks of 
practice. He said ev­
erybody looks great.

“We have come 
out the last two 
days and picked up 
where we left off in 
the spring,” Paige 
said in a press re­

lease. “We are working on polish­
ing up our game and are continu­
ing to focus on our mental tough­
ness, not the soreness."

The Raiders open the season in 
the Pigskin Classic against Ohio 
State at 1:30 p. rn. Aug. 24 in Colum­
bus, Ohio. The game will be tele­
vised on ABC.

Rangers head into final 51 games still struggling, even after big outburst
ARLINGTON (AP) — W hen the 

Texas Rangers scored 36 runs over 
two nights, the highest two-game 
total in the m ajors this season, 
th ey  show ed  w hat they had 
thought their big bash offense 
might be capable o f more often.

But those two games in which 
the Rangers had 41 hits against 
the New York Yankees and B os­
ton, the top two team s in the AL 
East, were only a tease for a team 
headed for its third straight last-

place finish in the AL West.
T h e  R angers, who were o ff 

Monday, followed up their explo­
sive outburst by losing to Boston's 
ace pitchers, and failing to score 
against both  o f them , over the 
weekend.

With 51 games left over the fi­
nal eight weeks o f the regular sea­
son, the Rangers are a season- 
high 2 1 1 / 2  gam es behind  AL 
West-leading Seattle. Their 47-64 
record is the worst at this point

since they had only 42 wins in 
1985.

There is a 161 /2-game gap be­
tween Texas and the rest o f the di­
vision. Seattle, Anaheim and Oak­
land —  the only team s the Rang­
ers will play their final 20 games 
—  are all in playoff contention.

Pedro M artin ez  and D erek 
Lowe, the Boston teammates who 
are leading candidates for this 
year’s AL Cy Young, both pitched 
seven shutout innings in their

starts against Texas.
Martinez (15-2) struck out 10 

and allowed just three singles be­
fore leaving Sunday night’s game 
with an 11-0 lead. Texas scored 
against relievers Alan Em bree 
and Chris Haney to make the fi­
nal 11-3.

“It’s not easy losing agam e like 
that," said Rangers manager Jerry 
Narron. "Getting blown out isn’t 
easy if you are young or old.”

That cam e two nights a fter

Lowe (15-5) shut out the Rangers 
over seven innings in a 13-0 Red 
Sox victory.

That was the first tim e Texas 
had been shut out at hom e since 
April 8, 2000 , a s tre tch  o f 213 
gam es. And it cam e in the first 
game after the two-game stretch 
in w hich the Rangers won 17-6 
over New York and 19-7 over Bos­
ton.

Only the Red Sox bullpen kept 
the Rangers from being shut out 
again Sunday night.

Texas finished its homestand 
5-5 against the A’s, Yankees and 
Red Sox. The Rangers are 8-17 
since the All-Star break.

D espite the team ’s struggles 
and going 0-for-3 Sunday, All-Star 
shortstop Alex Rodriguez is hit­
ting .311 and leads the m ajors 
w ith  37  h o m ers  and  94 RBIs 
through 111 games. He led the AL 
with 52 hom ers last season, when 
he didn’t hit No. 37 until the 124th 
game.

S e co n d  b a se m a n  M ichael 
Young, who was 2-for-3 Sunday 
and had on e  o f  th e  h its  o ff 
Martinez, has 10 hits his last 18 at- 
bats over five games.
