Closing arguments are all that
stand between Vaughn Ross and the
jury decision that could cost him his
life.

If convicted, Ross could face the
death penalty. A capital murder
charge carries one of two sentence
options — life imprisonment or
capital punishment, said Mary Lou
Elms, 137th district courtroom co-
ordinator. The jury must decide if
the defendant is guilty beyond a rea-
sonable doubt, Elms said. The pros-
ecution is seeking the death penalty
in this case, she said.

Texas Tech criminal law profes-
sor Charles Bubany said there are
two phases to a capital murder trial.
If convicted, Ross will face a pun-
ishment phase, where both the pros-
ecution and defense may introduce
new evidence.

“A jury can decide not to follow
the (district attorney’s) recommen-
dation to give the death penalty,” he
said. “It must be a unanimous deci-
sion, and whether or not they give
the death penalty will be decided
based on the if the defendant poses
a future threat to society.”

Closing statements begin today
in the capital murder trial for
Vaughn Ross, accused of the Janu-
ary 2000 double homicide of Dou-
glas Birdsall and Viola Ross-
McVade. State prosecutors ques-
tioned their final rebuttal witnesses
Friday.

Ross, a Texas Tech student from
1997 through 2000, is on trial for the
alleged murders of former Tech As-
sociate Dean of Libraries Douglas
Birdsall and Lubbock resident Viola
Ross-McVade.

The trial began Sept. 16, with
opening statements from First As-
sistant District Attorney Matt
Powell and defense attorney Floyd
Holder. The state presented its case
against Ross with several witnesses,
including forensic crime specialists.

The victims died from multiple
gunshot wounds to the head at close
range, Powell said. They were found
ina gully in Canyon Lakes Park No.
6 in Birdsall's vehicle.

RAMALLAH, West Bank
Thousands of Palestinians marched
Sunday to protest Israel’s siege of
Yasser Arafat’s headquarters, and Is-
raeli soldiers opened fire on Pales-
tinians who defied curfews.

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Vatican jewels may be

displayed in East Texas

LONGVIEW (AP) — Local and
state officials are in Rome to work
out a proposal that may bring a
Vatican exhibit of ancient Etruscan
jewelry to Longview.

Headed by state Rep. Tommy
Merritt, R-Longview, a dozen civic,
state and art group leaders will meet
with Francesco Buranelli, director
general of the Vatican Museums,
and the Rev. Malcolm Neyland of
the Vatican Exhibit Foundation.

Neyland is the priest credited
with bringing a Vatican exhibit of
31 medieval frescos this year to Lub-
bock. That exhibit ended Sept. 15
and drew 122,000 visitors. Neyland
has been the driving force to bring
the next Vatican exhibit to
Longview.

Buranelli already has given a ver-
bal go-ahead for Longview to host an
exhibit of 108 pieces of Etruscan jew-
elry, dating from 700 to 500 B.C., said
Renee Hawkins, executive director of
the Longview Museum of Fine Arts.

Longview officials hope to view
the Etruscan pieces and then sign a
contract with the Vatican based on
a counterproposal for funding the
exhibit.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Bush administration’s drive to per-
suade Congress and the United Na-
tions to authorize military action
against Iraq is just the public face of
its campaign.

Russia wants assurances it will
not forfeit the $7 billion Iraq owes
it, and less criticism about its
Chechyna policy.

Saudi Arabia and
Kuwait hope for U.S. protection for
their own vast petroleum reserves.
Egypt and Jordan might get more
economic assistance.

Turkey would like reimburse-
ment for its past and continued sup-
port in confronting Iraq. .

“There will be other countries
assisting the United States” if
war comes, Defense Secretary
Donald H. Rumsfeld told the
House Armed Services Commit-
tee last week. “We will have all
the support we need to get the
job done.”

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Athletics department waiting for more facts

Texas Tech Athletics director
Gerald Myers said there is not
enough information yet to make a
decision regarding the fate of Tech
football defensive back Ryan
Aycock.

“Our position on this is the same
as it’s been all along,” Myers said.
“All the facts haven't been brought
to us yet. | don’t think we have the
information we need to make any
decision in regard to the matter.”

Aycock started in Saturday’s
game against North Carolina State
despite an ongoing investigation
into an incident that occurred on
May 26.

Aycock turned himself into au-
thorities last week after learning an
arrest warrant had been issued for
him in connection with a May 26
incident at Bleacher’s Sports Café.

According to police reports,
Aycock assaulted Francisco Ortiz Jr.,
asenior political science major from
Lubbock.

Aycock punched Ortiz six times
after Ortiz looked at Aycock’s girl-
friend, the police report said.

Ortiz suffered a bloody mouth, a
bloody nose and a cut to his face,
according to the police report.

Athletics Sports Information
Director Chris Cook said he was
unable to comment on details con-
cerning the length of the investiga-
tion or why a warrant was issued al-
most four months after the incident.

“I'm not sure how the judicial sys-
tem works,” Cook said. “That could
be a routine deal.”

Casey Cruise, a freshman electri-
cal engineering major from Tomball,
said he is disappointed in the inves-
tigation.

“I thought it was real weird,”
Cruise said. “Considering the case
and how long it took to issue (the
warrant), [ don’t think they handled
it very well for starters. With the
facts that were presented I couldn’t
tell if it was real or not. Because it
happened so long ago, I think they're
just bringing up dead evidence.”

Krissy Domnbach, a senior adver-
tising major from West Columbia,
said she questions the amount of
time that transpired between the
incident and the issuing of the ar-

rest warrant.

“That sounds kinda fishy,”
Dornbach said.

Jennifer Newhouse, a graduate
student studying political science,
said she is disappointed how the in-
cident has been handled in the me-
dia.

“It seems we’re only hearing his
(Ortiz’s) side of the story,” Newhouse
said. “l know the (Athletics) depart-
ment has to be quiet, but I think
they're going about it the right way
by doing that.”

Cook said Aycock refused to
comment on the matter pending
investigation.

Ortiz told The University Daily he
contacted investigators two days af-
ter the May 26 incident to advise
them that he wanted to press charges

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design and photography, not exclu-
sively architects, said Flueckiger.

“Our committee looked for
people with interesting backgrounds
as well as good architectural skills,”
Flueckiger said. “We wanted people
from different fields, not just archi-
tecture.”

MacKay-Lyons has crossed fields
of his own with his work in archi-
tecture by teaching and creating his
own book, which will be available
for sale at today’s lecture, said Dar-
win Harrison, lecturer for the col-
lege of Architecture.

“He is someone who does a lot of
things and treats architecture as multi-
faceted,” Harrison said. “He looks to
other things for inspiration in his work,
particularly vernacular buildings,
which are local traditional buildings,
such as farmhouses and shipyards.”
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MacKay-Lyons’ book is called
“Brian MacKay-Lyons: Selected
Projects 1986-1997.” It focuses on
15 projects completed by MacKay-
Lyons in an 11-year period and in-
cludes black and white photographs
of his projects and essays detailing
the evolution of his work. The cost
of the book is $20.

“He’s definitely a rising individual
in architecture,” Harrison said. “He
works in Nova Scotia, a place that is
out of the spotlight, much like Lub-
bock is. But he is doing excellent
work in a remote location.”

MacKay-Lyons’ office of Urban
Design has received more than 50
awards for design, including four
Governor’s General’s Awards, which
is Canada’s highest award for archi-
tectural excellence.

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Criminal record could affect

s some students begin to see

the light at the end of the

tunnel of their university ex-
perience and start actively seeking em-
ployment after graduation, a certain
realization might strike. Will my
criminal record, minor though it may
be, prevent me from getting my dream
job?

The answer: possibly. However, a
process is in place to help people re-
move minor offenses from their crimi-
nal record. That process is called
expungement, and the Student Legal
Services component of the Student
Mediation Center can help.

Not all offenses can be expunged.
The Texas Code of Criminal Proce-
dure permits expunction of criminal
records of misdemeanors and felonies
if a person was either: No. 1, tried for
the offense and acquitted; No. 2, tried,
convicted and subsequently pardoned;
or if information or an indictment
charging a person with an offense was
not presented or that information or
indictment was dismissed or quashed.

If any of those three conditions
exist, the person has been released and
there was not a final conviction, the
case is no longer pending, the person
was not under court ordered commu-
nity supervision, i.e. probation, and
the person has not been convicted of
a felony within the five years preced-

ing the arrest, the criminal record can
« be expunged.. . -

A person also may expunge certain
alcohol-related offenses. The Texas

Student Legal Services
Alcoholic Beverage Code allows a
person to expunge his or her criminal
record if that person was convicted of
not more than one provision of the
Alcoholic Beverage Code. Some of-
fenses contained in the Code are Pur-
chase of Alcohol by a Minor, Con-
sumption of Alcohol by a Minor and
Possession of Alcohol by a Minor
(M.LP.). When the person reaches the
age of 21, a petition for expunction
may be filed with the court provided
the person was only convicted of one
violation of the Texas Alcoholic Bev-
erage Code.

In a nutshell, as long as the stu-
dent was not placed under probation,
the record can be expunged. A stu-
dent with a class C misdemeanor who
received deferred adjudication can
expunge all records and files relating
to the incident.

Anyone wishing to have their
record expunged should gather several
pieces of information prior to meet-
ing with an attorney.

The student must provide personal
information including their driver’s
license number, Social Security num-
ber and where they were living at the

time they were arrested or received the, .,

job placement after graduation

the date the student was arrested, the
county and city where the arrest oc-
curred, the agency that arrested the
petitioner (for example, city police,
county sheriff, highway patrol), the
case number, and a list of all law en-
forcement agencies or other govern-
mental entities that might have
records or files that would be subject
to expunction.

Once all of the information is gath-
ered, the petition can be filed with the
court in the county where the arrest
occurred. A hearing will be set no
sooner than 30 days after the petition
is filed.

At that point, the court will enter
an order directing the records and files
be expunged if the court finds the per-
son is entitled to an expunction.

The Student Mediation Center
can represent students in the
expungement process in Lubbock
County. Students are only responsible
for the court filing fees. Any student
with questions regarding the expunc-
tion process or seeking to have their
records expunged should contact Stu-
dent Mediation Center at (806) 742-
3289, or come by our office, located
in 109 West Hall.

Students desiring an expungement
should start the process no later than
the beginning of their last year at
Tech.

Peres said the demolition work
had ended.

“There is no physical danger, nei-
ther to Arafat nor to the other
people,” Peres said Sunday on
CNN’s Late Edition.

“We don’t want to expel him, we
don’t want to kill him, we don’t want
to hurt him,” he said. “There was a
vote in the government. The ma-
jority of the government decided
against expulsion.”

Earlier in the day, Israeli soldiers
fired tear gas and bullets to try to stop
demonstrations in West Bank towns
as thousands of marchers disregarded
military orders confining them to
their homes. Four protesters were
killed during the demonstrations,
Palestinians said.

Later, a 13-year-old boy was also
killed under disputed circumstances:
Palestinians said he was shot while
violating the curfew, while Israeli
military sources said a firebomb he

was trying to light ignited his cloth-
ing instead.
About 7,000 Palestinians

marched in Lebanon’s largest refu-
gee camp, threatening retaliation
should Israel harm or kill Arafat.

“If Arafat is martyred, we will
bomb embassies,” some of the
marchers shouted in Ein el-Hilweh
camp. The demonstrators carried
portraits of Arafat, Palestinian flags
and placards calling on world lead-
ers to protect Arafat.

For three days, huge Israeli bull-
dozers systematically knocked down
buildings in the city-block-sized
compound in the West Bank town
of Ramallah, closing in on Arafat’s
office, where the beleaguered leader
was holed up in four rooms with his
aides. The Israelis surrounded the
building with barbed wire.

Water and electricity in the of-
fice building were cut for several
hours. Palestinians interpreted this
as pressure on Arafat, who contin-
ued to resist Israeli demands to hand
over the people in his office. The
Israeli military said the lines were cut

dent who lives near the crime scene,
also testified at the trial. Holder
questioned Lawrence about the pos-
sibility of more than one suspect
being involved. Lawrence testified
he recognized Birdsall’s vehicle from
the night of the murders after he
watched the news.

“I heard a lot of noise, screeching
tires, so | opened the door and saw
two dark cars without headlights on,
run stop signs on 10th (Street) and
Avenue S and Avenue R,” he said.

Lawrence was asked if it appeared
that the cars were together.

“Yes, at first I thought they were
racing,” Lawrence said.

Prosecutors interviewed
Angelina Reeves, a criminologist
with the Lubbock Department of
Transportation, to establish that
DNA found on the victims and at
the scene of the crime matched Ross’
DNA.

Holder questioned Reeves about
possible contamination of evidence,
and requested the evidence be sent
to a private lab before the trial be-
gan. He said he sent the evidence to
Lab Corp. for a second analysis.

The defense called their final
witness to testify in court Friday, and
the prosecution also questioned their
last rebuttal witness, Arthur
Eisenberg.

Eisenberg testified as an expert
witness for DN A analysis, specializ-
ing in evaluating criminal evidence
and identification of remains.

Prosecution questioned him
about his previous experience.
Eisenberg testified he has been called
to testify in numerous cases in Texas.

He said he was the chairman of
the 14-member National DNA
Testing Advisory Board, appointed

State prosecutors asked Eisenberg
if he agreed with conclusions that
criminologist Reeves had testified to
earlier in the trial. Eisenberg said
Reeves’ findings of DNA evidence
linked Ross to the scene were “very
clean, and easy to compare.”

He testified that the lab has a
standard procedure for packaging
and preserving the evidence so as to
not contaminate it. He said if the
evidence was contaminated, there
would be no result; there would not
be an inaccurate result.

Following Eisenberg’s testimony,
the defense rested its case, and the

by accident as huge bulldozers lev-
eled structures in the area and that
the lines were later repaired.

A few hundred yards away, doz-
ens of protesters defied army orders
to return to their homes. As soldiers
used loudspeakers to declare that the
curfew was still in effect, the dem-
onstrators chanted back, “No more
curfew!”

In a statement, the Palestinian
parliament called on Palestinians to

escalation,” warning that Israel’s
operation might lead to a regional
explosion and blaming both Israel
and the United States. “The Ameri-
can administration bears responsibil-
ity of blood of our people and of our
leadership,” the statement said, a
reference to U.S. support for Israel.

Israel insisted that Arafat was nota
target, but demanded the surrender of
everyone inside his office, about 200
people, saying that most would prob-
ably be released. Initially, Israel had said
only some 20 people inside were

wanted and singled out West Bank in-

telligence chief Tawfiq Tirawi.
