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Tech struggles with student gambling
DALLAS (A P) —  Chris is a 31-year-old 

bookie who remembers when Lubbock au­
thorities launched a crackdown on local gam­
bling rings in the late 1990s. Convicted in that 
crackdown, he is back at work.

He and other bookies say they have raked 
in thousands of dollars every weekend under 
the nose of Lubbock law enforcement, the 
same officials who put dozens of bookies out 
of business in the attempted citywide purge 
nearly seven years ago. The crackdown fol­
lowed an article in Sports Illustrated that singled 
out Texas Tech as a gambling hot spot.

Today, student gambling in Lubbock is big­

ger than ever, according to a story in Saturday’s 
editions of The Dallas Morning News. Univer­
sity officials do not dispute this, and parents 
back home may be none the wiser.

Tech administrators, as they did in 1995, 
acknowledge that illegal sports betting by stu­
dents is taking place, but not to any greater 
extent at Tech than on any other college cam­
pus. Gambling on college campuses exploded 
as a problem nationwide in the 1990s. Educa­
tors and addiction experts have been search­
ing for ways to curb the activity, including fed­
eral legislation.

Bookies and gambling experts say they

know of college students who have run up 
gambling losses in the tens o f thousands of 
dollars.

What makes students so attractive is that 
they are willing to bet on anything, Chris said.

Chris knew little about gambling when he 
arrived at Tech in the fall of 1989.

“My trade school was the dorm at Bledsoe 
Hall,” said Chris, who eventually got a busi­
ness marketing degree in 1993. As the years 
passed, Chris’ client list grew to 130, about 40 
percent o f them Tech students.

In 1996, Chris was arrested as part of a sting 
operation. His eventual punishment was writ­

ing a $1,000 check to Catholic Family Ser­
vices Inc. He said he dropped the check off at 
his lawyer's office and never thought about it 
again.

Tech President Dr. David Schmidly said 
he is aware students are gambling with book­
ies at Tech but the extent of the activity is 
impossible to determine.

The first step is finding out whether a prob­
lem exists. Addressing it would be more com­
plicated, he said.

“W e’ll do whatever we have to do to stop 
that,” Schmidly said.

Lubbock County District Attorney Bill

Sowder said he is aware illegal sports betting 
is taking place on campus but said law enforce­
ment officials have other priorities.

Bookies are subject to nothing more than 
a Class A misdemeanor in Texas, which means 
a maximum of a year in a jail and $5,000 fine. 
Those who place bets are subject to a Class C 
misdemeanor.

“It’s a victimless crim e,” Sowder said. 
“W hat people do to hurt themselves is not a 
big priority to people like us. It’s like prostitu­
tion. If it’s not happening right out there on 
the street right there in front of your family, 
you don’t hear about it.”

Speaker 
position 
in limbo

With the Republicans in control 
of the Texas House of Representatives, 
Democratic Speaker of the House, 
Pete Laney of Hale Center, may soon 
be removed from his position.

According to the Associated Press, 
Laney, a Texas Tech graduate and a 
native of West Texas, is losing his 
Speaker position to Tom Craddick, R- 
Midland, who is the longest-serving 
Republican in the House.

Craddick announced Thursday he 
had the support of 102 members of the 
150-member House, including 13 
Democrats.

State Rep. Delwin Jones, R-Lub- 
bock, said he was part of a core group 
of Republicans who stood behind 
Laney and worked hard to keep him 
in the Speaker position.

“1 was a big supporter of Pete Laney 
until the death,” he said.

Two factors were detrimental to 
their campaign, Jones said. If 84 Re­
publicans were elected, they would 
still have a m ajority. T h ere  was 
enough support behind Laney for him 
to remain Speaker; however, 88 R e­
publicans were elected. There were 
also five key Democrats who were de­
feated by Republicans.

The Republican group spent all 
day Wednesday pushing tor Laney, he 
said. It became clear, however, he 
would not keep the position when sev­
eral D em ocrats signed on w ith 
Craddick.

“They thought it was a lost cause 
so they jumped ship essentially," Jones 
said. “That broke our back for Laney.”

They also considered finding an 
alternative Republican candidate, 
which would give them the Demo­
cratic support and alternative Repub­
lican support. That plan also failed 
when the group of Democrats put their 
support behind Craddick.

Wednesday evening, the 17 Re­
publicans decided neither plan would 
work, and for the good of the state, 
they needed to support Craddick. 
Jones said he is not discouraged by 
Craddick’s probable appointm ent; 
Craddick is from West Texas as well, 
and he has been in the House for more 
than 30 years, so he has experience 
with transitions.

“Any new Speaker has to kind of 
feel around and get a little experi­
ence,” he said. "But he’s in a pretty 
firm position to move ahead, espe­
cially now that he’s got united support 
from Pete Laney supporters."

State Rep. Carl Isett, R-Lubbock, 
said he has been a supporter of Laney 
for lsett's three terms, but the state will 
continue on its normal course.

“Our system is set up for power to 
change,” he said.

Isett does not see West Texas suf­
fering much either, which was a ma­
jor concern because after the 2000

The Red Raiders of Texas Tech 
have a long history of athletic excel­
lence in many sports. Some of those 
student athletes and coaches have left 
a lasting impact on Tech. Four more 
of them were honored for their accom­
plishments Friday evening.

The Red Raider Club sponsored 
the 42nd annual induction banquet 
for the Texas Tech athletics Hall O f 
Honor. The inductees of 2002 were 
former basketball coach Gene G ibson, 
former golf coach Danny Mason and 
form er football players Tyrone 
Thurman and Billy Joe Tolliver. The 
inductees also were honored in a pre­
game ceremony prior to the game 
against Oklahoma State on Saturday.

From 1947 to 1950, Gibson played 
basketball at Tech under the legend­
ary Polk Robison, earning All-Border 
Conference honors his senior year. 
Gibson took over as coach of the var­
sity basketball team in 1961 and won 
100 games, 66 in the Southwest Con­
ference, during the next eight years, 
placing him fifth all-time for wins at 
Tech. His 1962 team shared a South­
west Conference title, and his 1964 
squad finished as runner-up.

Gibson said he is awestruck to be 
awarded a spot in the Hall of Honor. 
He said it left him speechless, and he 
does not how he can accomplish any­
thing more than this induction.

“1 just don’t have the words to de- 
scnbe how honored I am to be selected,” 
he said. “I don't know where to go from 
here; this is the top of the heap.”

education department and a golf 
coach, Mason made a lasting impact 
on Tech’s golf program. In his 13 sea­
sons as coach of the men’s team, 1964 
to 1966 and 1969 to 1980, he directed 
his squad to three NCAA tournament 
appearances as well as the Southwest 
Conference title in ,1971.

Mason said being recognized in the 
Hall of Honor caught him by surprise, 
but he is happy to have the honor.

“I certainly didn’t expect to get it, 
but I’m glad I did," Mason said. “It 
humbles you. That’s for sure."

Nicknamed the Smurf, Thurman 
stands at roughly 5 feet 3 inches tall. 
During his career at Tech from 1985 
to 1988, he was heralded as the 
smallest player in college football. 
Returning kicks and punts was his 
forte, earning him a spot on the As­
sociated Press A ll-A m erica  first 
team as a kick returner. He holds 
four punt records at Tech, including 
a 96-yard touchdown return in a 
1986 game versus Texas.

Thurm an said he believes his 
award belongs not only him but so 
many others who helped him. He said

adds class of 2002
he is proud to have his accomplish­
ments remembered even though his 
college career seems so distant.

“It’s an honor for me,” he said. “It’s 
good to know there's people out there 
who recognize what you’ve done. It 
seems like a long time ago. Everything’s 
changed here and for the best."

The final inductee was Tolliver, 
quarterback for the Raiders from 
1985 to 1988. His first collegiate 
start against T C U  saw him pass for 
422 yards in 63-7 win. His senior 
year he engineered a fourth-quarter 
comeback against Texas, overcom­
ing a 17-point deficit and giving the 
Raiders a 33-32 victory. Following 
his career at Tech, he played in the 
NFL for 12 seasons, first for the A t­
lanta Falcons, then the Houston 
Oilers, again with the Falcons and 
finally with the New Orleans Saints 
before retiring in 2000.

Tolliver emphasized the contribu­
tions of his fellow players to his ac­
complishments, saying it was them 
who made him a better player.

“You’re about as good as the people 
you’re surrounded by,” he said. “It’s all 
about the guys you play with. I played 
with some great players who made me 
look a hell of a lot better than I was.”

Tolliver said he wanted to be hon­
ored at the game against Oklahoma 
State on Saturday, since it would be 
his first time to watch a game from the 
stands and not get to play. He also 
threatened jokingly that he would 
knock out Tech quarterback Kliff 
Kingsbury at halftime and play die sec­
ond half himself, although he did not 
carry it out.

Two patients die 
at state hospital

WICHITA FALLS ( A P ) - A  
man’s death at a state psychiatric 
hospital in Wichita Falls is the sec­
ond death of a patient there in six 
weeks, officials said.

The man was killed in his sleep 
at about 12:30 a.m. Saturday at the 
Wichita Falls campus of the North 
Texas State Hospital, Officer Jimmy 
Hodges said. The victim’s name and 
cause of death were not released

Police arrested the victim’s 
roommate, whose name was not 
released.

“What we basically deal with 
... is all of our patients are there 
because they are a danger to them- 
selves o t to others,” hospital 
spokesman Jerry McLain said. “We 
deal with hundreds of patients on 
a daily basis, and we don’t have a 
problem with things to be con­
cerned about. It seems in this one, 
it was unexpected.”

Police and hospital officials 
are doing separate investigations.

The facility is finishing its 
probe of the Sept. 30 death of 
Teresa Penninger, who walked out 
of the hospital and set herself on 
fire at a gas station.

Penninger had been listed as 
being at risk of an unauthorized 
departure and was supposed to be 
watched at all times. But as she 
began to improve, the monitor­
ing requirements were slowly re­
laxed, McLain said.

“We need to be more secu­
rity conscious that we’re aware 
o f where patients are at all 
times,” McLain said.

The UD's Nov. 7 article, “Tech 
law professor pursues complaint," 
describes Texas Tech law professor 
Daisy Floyd’s complaint of discrimi­
nation against Tech. The allega­
tions made in this com plaint

against Tech president Dr. David 
Schmidly are based in part on an affi­
davit by former Law School Dean 
Frank Newton, who stated, according 
to The UD, that Dr. Schmidly made a 
remark to Newton in a private aside 
that “disparaged w om en.” Dr. 
Schmidly denied this statement. New­
ton also is reported to have said, “1 am 
haunted by the possibility that 1 mis­

heard or misunderstood the aside."
If Newton was “haunted" by his 

uncertainty, then he should have is­
sued a retraction to his original state­
ment. Newton’s actions, if accurately 
reported, demonstrate lack of judg­
ment and were unbecoming of a law 
school dean. Moreover, basing a dis­
crimination complaint on a statement 
whose author admits that his state­

ment may be untrue is most inappro­
priate.

In judging an administrator's ac­
tions regarding diversity, examination 
of the people the administrator has 
hired (or to whom she/he has offered 
positions) provides telling evidence as 
to the administrator’s view and con­
duct related to  diversity.

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Lady Raiders 
fall in opener

In their season-opener, the 
No. 7 Lady Raiders came out on 
the losing end against No. 16 
Louisiana Tech, 85-76 Sunday 
in Knoxville, Tenn.

Texas Tech failed to estab­
lish any type of outside shoot­
ing, as the Lady Raiders were 
1-5 from behind th e three- 
point line. The inside game was 
strong, however, as the much 
anticipated return o f Plenette 
Pierson aided Tech in its offen­
sive attack.

Pierson had 25 points on 
the day and drained numerous 
15-foot jump shots. A ftet estab­
lishing herself as a threat from 
away from the hoop, Pierson 
then drove the lane and put 
points on the board from the 
paint.

La. Tech proved too much 
for the Lady Raiders’ defense as 
Cheryl Ford, daughter o f Utah 
Jazz forward Karl Malone, led 
the Lady T ech sters w ith 24 
points and 15 rebounds.

Tech shot 45 percent on the 
day compared to La. T ech ’s 43 
percent and was out rebounded
45-37.

Tech will take time off from 
its regular season schedule this 
week to  play two exh ib itio n  
games. T he Lady Raiders’ next 
match is at 7 p.m. Tuesday at 
the  U n ited  S p ir it  A ren a  
against Spartak Moscow.

Red Raiders become bowl bound

T h e old adage says that good 
things always come in threes. Against 
Oklahoma State, Texas Tech coach 
Mike Leach and the Red Raiders 
proved that cliché to be true.

In his third season as head coach, 
Leach has produced three bowl eli­
gible teams, and his team earned a 
bowl berth Saturday by following 
Leach’s motto of rising on all three 
sides of the ball.

Tech outscored O SU  49-24 and 
out gained the team by 125 yards Sat­
urday at Jones SBC  Stadium to win 
its seventh game of the year.

After the game, the Tech players 
were happy to have earned another 
W inter break trip. Receiver Carlos 
Francis said the win was big, not only 
for the bowl berth but to keep up 
Tech's reputation for being hard to 
topple at home.

“If you come to Lubbock, you bet­
ter come to play," Francis said. “It’s 
home. You don’t let some team come 
into your house and beat you. You're go­
ing to have to put 60 up to beat us here.”

The ringleader of Tech's assault 
was quarterback Kliff Kingsbury who 
finished the game with 425 yards and 
four touchdown passes. T he yards 
mark sent him to No. 5 overall in 
N C A A  career passing yards. A l­
though Kingsbury's name has become 
partnered with the legendary quarter­
backs who played throughout history, 
it has been much more silent in talk 
of the top quarterbacks of the current

year, which has began to chafe his 
head coach.

W hen asked if the perception of 
Kingsbury as a short-range passer hurt 
the player, Leach scoffed at the no­
tion.

“He leads the nation in passing," 
Leach said. “So if that’s the case, I’ve 
never bought it, and he’s got a pretty 
good GPA. So 1 doubt he’s buys it.”

Maybe the must crucial and excit­
ing play of the game was orchestrated 
by Kingsbury, who was pressured and 
forced from the pocket and had to 
make an improvisational play. The 
line o f scrimmage was Oklahom a 
State’s 29 yard line, but after scram­
bling, Kingsbury found himself on the 
50. He then pressed forward up the 
sideline and shot a ball into the end 
zone to Mickey Peters, who had es­
caped coverage during the scramble.

Kingsbury said the play call was 98 
X Sluggo and talked about how the 
touchdown pass unraveled.

“1 probably should have stayed in 
the pocket," Kingsbury said. “1 saw 
him breaking back, and 1 made the 
throw. Every once in a while you get a 
play like that, that works out.”

Peters, who’s role on the play was 
merely to draw the safety away from 
the outside receiver, said the score al­
most did not happen and gave credit 
to his quarterback for finding a way.

“Kliff saw me, 1 almost slipped, but 
1 made myself pause for a second, and 
I caught the ball,” Peters said. “It was 
a great throw by Kliff. It was hard to 
see me from where he was.”

The play drew wild reactions from 
the fans, which also had lost Peters on 
the play. After the game, the play was 
a visual piece of evidence on Leach’s 
case for Kingsbury getting more na­
tional recognition.

“There’s all these lists around on 
pretty good quarterbacks and things 
of that nature," Leach said. “1 just saw 
a guy that if he makes that play, you 
should take a look at it and then 
maybe he should be on that list.”

Kingsbury was happy to be bowl 
eligible and pleased to be reunited with 
his helmet, which was recovered by the 
Lubbock Police Department last week.

“It’s great to be bowl eligible be­
cause now we can have fun the last 
two weeks of the season," Kingsbury 
said. “We don't have anything to lose. 
The helmet helped me today"

On the other side of the ball, the 
Raiders had several promising perfor­
mances and came one step closer to 
achieving the playmaker defense that 
coordinator Greg McMackin had in 
mind this season.

Linebacker Josh Rangel finished 
the game with a pair of sacks and con­
verted running back Vincent Meeks 
intercepted a pass late in the game and 
returned it for a touchdown.

After the game, McMackin said he 
was pleased with the defense’s perfor­
mances and talked of the two players’ 
contributions.

“W e’re trying to get all of our 
playmakers on the field,” McMackin 
said. "W e were really pleased with 
Vincent Meeks today. Josh Rangel 
made plays for us in nickel, dime and 
45 packages. He’s a smart kid who can 
help us do things."

McMackin also applauded his de­
fense for hanging in this season when 
the unit was not playing as well early 
in the season and said he could not be 
prouder of the group.

Defensive end Aaron Hunt sacked 
Cowboy quarterback Josh Fields deep 
in the fourth quarter to become the 
Big 12 C onference all-tim e sack 
leader.
