Texas which s now pending be-
fore officials of the Department of
Agriculture.

Mahon said in a statement from
California, where he is currently
on an emergency inspection tour
of the nation's issile program
in his capacity as chairman of
the Defense Appropriations Sub-
committee, thay he had been
alerted to the proposal about two
weeks ago.

"l appealed over the telephone
1o USDA officials in $¥ashington
to eliminate the proposals which
would be discriminatory toward
West Texas cotton growers,”’ Ma-
hon said, “I have wired officials
in Washington and Texas once
again, urging that the whole mate
ter be reviewed and that the his-
tory basis of allotment be follow-
ed. This would give West Texas
its equitable share of cotton acre-
age allotments to the state.”

Mahon explained the history
basis, if followed by the State ASC
Committee, would be helpful to
West Texas by reason of the fact
many East Texas farmers have
not been planting their cotton
acreage allotments.

Congressman Mahon Opposes Proposed!
Change In Texas Cotton Allotments

"I had asked Washington offi-
clals to hold the acreage reserve
figure for the 1958 crop year to |
2 par cent and under no circum-
glances to allow iy to be more
than 3 per cent,"” Mahon sald. The
pending proposal would provide
for a reserve of about 7 per cent
and would '‘freeze” each county's
1958 cotton allotment at not less
than 981§ per cent of the 1957 al-
lotment.

“1 shall conlinue (o keep in close
touch with the situation,”” Mahon
sald. “And I will do everything
in my power to prevent West Tex-
as cotton farmers from being
saddled with such an unfair dis-
tribution of alloyments for the
1958 crop. I would like to urge
West Texas farmers and farm or-

elr views known to USDA offi-
clals, and T would be pleased to.

The new road will be a stretch of eight and one-half miles
in the O'Brien area, It will extend from an intersection with State
Highway 283 at O'Brien, east and north to the Knox County line, serv.
ing one of the best farming sections of the county. Work is to be start.
-<d just as soon as final planning s completed and right of way secured

Meanwhile, the securing of rightof-wayv deeds and easements
remains to be completed on two other F-M Road projects which have
been surveved and approved, in Precinct 3 and Precinct 1. These two,
and the new O'Brien preject, will give the county valuable additions
t0 its network of farm roads

Another badly needed road project on which little has been

accomplished to date is an all-weather highway serving the West
Texas Utilities Paint Creek power plant and Scott Memorial Park. The
road would involve only seven miles of grading and surfacing along
the existing right-of-way, and would serve a larger flow of traffic than
several of the F-M roads in the county. Because of its need and im-
portance, we believe that through concerted efforts of city and county
officials, the badly-needed project can be built within ‘a matter (;!

With deep-
running plugs Bsome bass have
been taken from the lower depths,

There'll be a rapid turnovers in
the lakes now with the advent of
cool weather. After settling there
shouid be some excellent top-wal-
er fishing 8gain. Meantime san-
dies and epkppie’are being taken
mhgrul numbers in most of the
lakes.

Texans are lucky that they can
fish throughout the year. In fact
some of the best crappie and sand
bass fishing is during the months
of December and January, There
was a big natural spawn of both

this year.
Speaking of spawn, The New
Hampshire Game department

right now is engaged in artificial-
ly produging trout. Through ma-
nipulation of artificlal lights the
bivlogists have beepn able to take
478,000 eggs from 369 female
trout, three months in advance of
the natural spawning season.
These baby fish then will be used
for early stocking of one trout
stream of the state.
