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Lubbock on hunt for hot check writers
CRACKING DOWN: High number of bad checks in 
city causing District Attorney to narrow the abusers.

Bad check writers beware; the District A t­
torney is cracking down.

Todd Sm ith, ch ief investigator at the 
Criminal District Attorney’s office, said they 
are actively working to track down people who 
have written bad checks in Lubbock County, 
although the office’s goal is not to put every­
one behind bars.

“Our biggest deal is we’d rather the money

come back to the merchants than put people 
in jail," he said. “1 think a lot of people just 
don’t know how to handle it."

A bad check is one that is written by a 
consumer who does not have the funds in 
his or her account to cover the amount of 
the check, Smith said. W hile the problem 
does not seem serious looking at it from one 
check writer’s perspective, it is more serious 
than it looks.

“T h e number of hot check warrants in

Lubbock is astronomical,” he said.
James Tucker, administrator of the bad check 

office in the District Attorney's office, agreed the 
problem is quickly becoming more serious.

His office gets anywhere from 750 to 3,500 
bad checks monthly, he said, and about 40 
percent of consumers who wrote those checks 
come in voluntarily and take care of it.

“The other 60, we have to go find them," 
Tucker said. "If we have to come and find 
them, that’s when they go to jail.”

In the case of a bad check, the merchant 
will run a check. If it is bad, the law requires 
the merchant to send a certified letter to the 
consumer telling him or her that the check

was bad and asking the consumer to take care 
of it. Many of the problems are solved at this 
stage, Smith said.

“We don’t have near as many as we would 
because people take care of it that way,” he said.

If the consumer does not do anything about 
the check, the merchant turns it over to the 
District Attorney’s office, which sends another 
letter informing the consumer that he or she 
has 15 days to come to the office and take care 
of the check.

All residents should be concerned about 
this problem, he said, because bad checks cost 
the merchant money, and that expense is 
passed on to other consumers.

“That’s money that’s passed along to other 
people, other customers at the store," he said.

Smith encourages people who either know 
they have a bad check warrant or think they 
might to contact the office and find out. No 
one with a bad check warrant will be arrested 
if he or she comes in to figure it out, he said. 
Unfortunately, many people never do.

"W hat happens a lot of times is people just 
ignore it, and then they run a stop sign," he 
said, adding the law enforcement officer would 
then run the license and arrest the person. “Ig­
noring it is not going to make it go away.”

After hours visitors 
to pay to park soon

Parking meters have been visible 
throughout campus for some time. 
Now, it is almost time for them to be 
used.

The parking meter park-and-pay 
system will go into effect at 7:30 a.m. 
Thursday. The system primarily affects 
lots used by visitors and night students, 
not those used by commuters, faculty 
and staff, Traffic and Parking Coordi­
nator for Event and Transit operations 
Michael Lopez said.

“There’s a lot of evening students 
and also visitors,” Lopez said. “There’s 
really no reason for them to get a per­
mit, and this way they only pay $1 an 
hour and can park close to the build­
ings they need.”

Essentially, Lopez said, many night 
students or visitors were parking for 
free. W ith the implementation of 
parking meters, they will help pay into 
the system and hopefully keep down 
costs for permit holders in the future.

Any permit parkets can park in the 
metered areas, Lopez said, but will 
need to pay to park there if it is before 
5:30 p.m. Those with any type of park­
ing permit do not need to pay after 
5:30 p.m., although non-permit cars

will need to 
pay.

A t 8 :3 0  
p.m., Traffic 
and Parking 
stops enforc­
ing those ar­
eas, Lopez 
said. T hose 
with or with­

out permits can park there, and the 
machines will be shut down at that 
time.

Failure to pay the machine will 
result in a $25 ticket, Lopez said, 
which also applies to permit parkers.

Entrances to affected lots will be 
manned by attendants for the first 
week of park-and-pay use in order to 
help students learn the new systems 
and to direct cars, Lopez said.

The first lot’s meters to be in ef­
fect will be the R06 lot between the 
A rt, Education and A rchitecture 
buildings on 18* Street, Lopez said.

Other lots will be R07 between the 
Administration and Student Union 
buildings, the band parking lot, lo­
cated on the south side of the Music 
building, the Texas Tech Bookstore 
parking lot, the lot at 15* and Akron

Bearden directs 
final concert 
after 23 years 

at Tech

“Music is well said to be the 
speech of angels.”

No one knows the truth of En­
glish author Thom as C arly le ’s 
words better than Associate Direc­
tor of Bands Keith Bearden, who di­
rected his final concert Monday 
night.

Bearden, who is better known 
for his work as d irector of the C oin ’ 
Band from Raiderland, the Univer­
sity Concert Band and the Court 
Jesters, is retiring in July, with 23 
years of teaching at Tech under his 
belt. The moment will be bitter­
sweet for him.

“I'm going to be a Tech fan for­
ever,” he said, adding while it would 
be different to watch the band per­
form from stadium seats instead of 
directing it, the day is one he is 
looking forward to.

During his two-plus decades at 
Tech, Bearden had many positive 
experiences, he said. However, 
some stand out more than others. 
The band winning the Sudler tro­
phy in 1999, which earned it na­
tional recognition, was one of them.

Another was seeing the regular, 
everyday business of the band.

“1 think the continuing tradi­
tion  o f the G o in ’ Band from 
Raiderland is one thing I’ll remem­
ber," the music professor said.

One thing he will not miss, at 
least not at first, is having to sched­
ule things and remain on schedule, 
with only seconds to spare.

"T hat’s going to be really weird, 
not having the pressure to do ev­
erything by the minute,” Bearden 
said.

Stadium renovation heading toward completion

On schedule are two words not usually 
uttered by Texas Tech officials when speak­
ing about the renovation of Jones SB C  Sta­
dium. That is not the case anymore, said 
Cindy Rugeley, vice chancellor for News and 
Publications.

“Everything is on schedule, and it should 
be done by the first home game," she said. 
“The only thing that will be left is some 
brickwork and cleanup. But unless something 
terrible goes wrong, everything should be 
done by the first home game."

Tech opens the season Aug. 30 at home 
against Southern Methodist University.

Robert Cameron, project manager, said 
the stadium should be operational by the 
opening kickoff.

“It will be operational," he said. “It is gor­

geous. The view is fantastic. Everyone that 
goes up there is incredibly impressed.”

The iron and steel work of the 175,000- 
square-foot building was finished last sum­
mer; remodeling is the only remaining task.

Viewers will notice windows and bricks 
are being put in place, and the 175,000 square 
feet at the top of the stadium that includes a 
working press box, 47 luxury seats and 1,112 
club-level seats. It reaches a height of about 
150 feet.

He said there is a lot of brickwork, but he 
did not know a number.

“I couldn’t tell you,” he said. “Thousands 
and thousands of square feet.”

Cameron also said the field lights are al­
most all in place.

Also, the construction of the new foot­
ball training facility on the practice fields east 
of the stadium is part of the final phase. That

construction is under way and close to comple­
tion, he said.

The 57, 500-square-foot facility will in­
clude a hall o f fame, lounges, locker rooms, 
weight rooms and offices for the coaching staff.

"It is coming along very nicely," he said. 
“It will be operational for the first game un­
less something falls apart or blows up on us,” 
he said. “They will move into the building by 
late July, early August."

Cameron said the stadium would be unique 
from every other one across the globe because 
no other stadium has the renaissance-Span- 
ish style that Jones SB C  Stadium adorns.

“There will not be a stadium like it in the 
world," he said. “In that retrospect, it would 
one of a kind.”

Tech athletics director Gerald Myers re­
turned phone calls but was unable to be 
reached again for comment.
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Bush courts Arab community in Michigan
W ASHINGTON CAP) —  Presi­

dent Bush is touting his 
administration’s efforts to plant the 
seeds of democracy in the rubble of 
Saddam Hussein’s toppled dictator­
ship, courting Michigan’s Arab com­
munity with an eye on his re-election.

Bush travels Monday to Dearborn, 
Mich., a Detroit suburb where about 
30 percent of residents claimed Arab 
ancestry m the latest census.

He was not ready to declare com­
bat in Iraq over yet, aides said Sunday. 
That is likely to come later this week.

But Bush was offering an “optimis­

tic vision of a liberated Iraq, and how 
Iraq can live in peace with its neigh­
bors and become representative of an 
Islamic democracy,” W hite House 
spokesman Ari Heischer said in pre­
viewing the trip.

Helping craft an “Islamic democ­
racy" is dicey business, however. The 
United States has promised democ­
racy for Iraq but has ruled out the kind 
of Islamic government that democracy 
could yield.

With Shiite Muslims forming more 
than 60 percent of Iraq’s population, a 
free vote could produce an Islamic-ori-
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ented government with close ties to the 
historically anti-American Shiite cler­
ics who have governed Iran since the 
1979 Islamic revolution.

In an interview with The Associ­
ated Press, Defense Secretary Donald 
H. Rumsfeld said the United States 
will not allow a religious government 
like Iran’s to take hold in Iraq.
, Sen. Bob Graham, D-Fla., said 
Rumsfeld’s position “demonstrates the 
kind of quagmire that we are poten­
tially going to be in Iraq.”

“If you talk about a democracy, 
which means that people vote and se­
lect the political leadership that they 
desire, then you can’t say, ‘But there 
are certain segments of the population 
that are off-limits,”’ the 2004 presiden­
tial hopeful said Sunday on A B C ’s 
“This Week.”

A group of Iraqis in Michigan wrote

a communique outlining their hopes 
for their native country, and planned 
to deliver it to Bush on Monday. The 
communique asks that "Iraqis be al­
lowed to be the masters of their own 
destiny,” said Jafar al-Musawi, a 
Dearborn-based Iraqi writer.

The administration has been try­
ing to build bridges to Atab-Ameri­
cans in M ichigaa

Two months ago, during the run­
up to war, Deputy Defense Secretary 
Paul Wolfowitr convened a town hall 
m eeting o f Iraqi-A m ericans in 
Dearborn, asking his audience to help 
the U .S. government oust Hussein.

Wolfowitz says about 150 Iraqis 
who have been living in the United 
States or Europe have volunteered to 
go back to help establish a demo­
cratic government, and some already 
have gone.

for McClellan hall and Instituional 
Development, and the R10 lot be­
tween the Foreign Language and Edu­
cation buildings.

The Flint Avenue parking garage 
already has a park-and-pay station in 
use. In the future, the Robert H. Ewalt 
Student Recreation Center also will 
have a park-and-pay system. That lot 
will allow community membership 
users to park for free, but not Tech 
parking permit users, who will con­
tinue to park in the adjacent lot.

With the exception of the band 
parking lot, the system operates by 
spot number. Spot numbers will be 
painted on the spots, Lopez said. 
Parkers will put the number of the 
spot that they are using into the ma­
chine, and a receipt will be printed.

The band parking lot will require 
the receipt to be placed on the driver’s

side of the dashboard, as numbers will 
not be painted on the spots.

Julie Coviness, a senior animal sci­
ence major from Madjamar, N.M., lives 
off campus and uses on-campus facili­
ties such as the library and Rec Center 
on a regular basis. She said she does not 
think the extra charge is warranted.

“I think it's good they’re letting us 
on campus, but I don’t think they should 
charge us extra when we already pay for 
parking permits that are $110,” she said.

Coviness said she understands Traf­
fic and Parking has insisted the meters 
are not to unnecessarily permit hold­
ers. However, she said during the day, 
students already need to use buses to 
get to and from commuter lots, and if 
she is using the library, by the time she 
is done studying, she has to walk all the 
way back to commuter lots.

“I just wish they wouldn’t charge for 
the lots," Coviness said. “They should 
have a designated place for people to 
park, and the Rec Center lot should be 
all for commuters anyway.”

Texas Tech students who move or 
go home for the summer can be ar­
rested for warrants acquired in Lub­
bock, he said.

In addition to jail time, other con­
sequences are in store for people who 
do not take care of hot checks.

Tucker said the fines and fees for 
a $3 returned check cost about $100. 
If a warrant is issued, the fee for that 
is more than $600.

Businesses also suffer, because if 
several people write bad checks, they 
are unable to pay the necessary bills 
to remain in business.

Many places have stopped taking 
checks because it was costing them 
too much money, Tucker said.

Each m erchant deals with bad 
checks differently, Sm ith said.

Som e run it through the bank 
once and consider it bad; others will 
wait a few days to  see if enough 
money comes into the account.

Wal-Mart, one of the larger mer­
chants in Lubbock, gives consumers 
a month to get money to cover the 
check.

“Basically, what we do is if it 
doesn't clear the first time, we send 
it through the bank again,” said Bran­
don Scribner, a cash office associate 
at the store on Quaker Avenue.

After that, they wait 30  days and 
turn it over to the District Attorney, 
he said.

For the second consecutive year, the 
Texas Tech equestrian team will be 
sending one member to compete in the 
Intercollegiate Horse Show 
Association’s National Championship 
Show.

Jessica Bieber, a senior agricultural 
communications major from Ovilla, 
earned an invitation to the champion­
ships taking place May 2 through May 
4 at Middle Tennessee State Univer­
sity in Murfreesboro, Term.

“It is really an honor to achieve this 
status in our region as well as our zone,” 
she said.

Victoria Patton, a senior agriculture 
major from Rccwell, N.M. anil coach 
of Tech’s equestrian team, said Bieber 
had to secure 35 points to advance to 
the regional championships that t<x>k

Jessica earned third place, allowing her 
to move on to the Zone Seven Cham­
pionship Shoe at New Mexico State 
University in Las Cruces, N.M.," she 
said.

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Wall Street firms reach $1.4  billion settlement
W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  S e ­

curities regulators on Monday an­
nounced a settlement that will cost 
nine big Wall Street firms $ 1.4 bil­
lion and require reforms to resolve 
dlegations that they issued biased 
stock ratings to lure investment­
banking business.

One of the largest penalties ever 
levied by securities regulators, it fol­
lows a lengthy investigation by the 
Securities and Exchange Commis­
sion, New York Attorney General 
Eliot Spitzer and other state regula­
tors, and market regulators.

The settlement, aimed at bolster­
ing investor confidence, will change 
the way major investment firms— in­
cluding Citigroup, Merrill Lynch and 
|.P. Morgan Chase —  do business.

“These cases are an important 
milestone in our ongoing effort both 
to address serious abuses that have 
taken place in our markets and to re­
store investor confidence and public 
trust by making sure these abuses don’t 
happen again,” SEC Chairman Will­
iam Donaldson said at a news confer­
ence at SEC headquarters.

Donaldson, a former chairman of 
the New York Stock Exchange and co­
founder of a major Wall Street invest­
ment firm, said he was “profoundly sad­
dened and angry" about the conduct 
detailed in the regulators’complaints.

“There is absolutely no place for it 
in our markets, and it cannot be toler­
ated,” said Donaldson, who was 
flanked by the other regulators.

F in a n cia l services giant 
Citigroup will pay $400 million in 
fines and for funds to promote bet­

ter research under the settlement, 
which is based on a tentative agree­
ment reached in December.

Two form er star analysts —  
Internet expert Henry Blodget of 
Merrill Lynch and telecommunica­
tion s analyst Jack  Grubm an of 
C itig ro u p ’s brokerage business, 
Salomon Sm ith Barney —  agreed 
as part of the settlement to pay $ 19 
million in fines and penalties and 
be banned permanently from the se­
c u ritie s  industry. B lo d get and 
Grubman are neither admitting nor 
denying any wrongdoing.

Grubman will pay $15 million for 
undisclosed conflicts. He faces a life­
time ban from working for an invest­
ment firm or acting as an investment 
adviser, dealer or broker. His penalty 
cannot be reimbursed or indemni­
fied, and the penalty portion cannot 
be written off on taxes.

Blodget will pay $4 million.
The five SEC commissioners dis­

cussed the settlement in closed-door 
meetings last week before approving 
it. In the final deal, the Wall Street 
firms will not be able to deduct any of 
the payments against their taxes —  a 
change from the tentative accord that

had been demanded by Sen. Charles 
Grassley, R-lowa, and other lawmak­
ers, who said U.S. taxpayers should not 
have to pick up part of the tab.

The settlement with the brokerage 
firms will require that certain analysis 
from an investment be made public 
within 90 days after each quarter to 
allow investors to compare the perfor­
mance of analysts from different firms 
and promote objective rankings.

Brokerages also will be banned 
from allocating to executives and 
board directors preferential access 
to initial public offering shares of 
firms they have courted as invest­

ment banking clients.
An independent monitor will be 

assigned to each firm to make sure the 
terms of settlement are met. An $85 
million investor education program 
also is being created at the expense of 
the brokerages. Brokerages would pay 
$450 million over five years into the 
independent research fund.

The firms neither admitted nor de­
nied allegations that they had misled 
investors, although Citigroup agreed 
to a statement of “contrition.” The in­
vestigation was based on internal e- 
mails in which the firms' financial 
analysts privately derided stocks they

were touting to the public.
Salom on Sm ith Barney will pay 

the heaviest fine: $300 million. In 
addition , parent C itigroup will 
provide $75 million for an inde­
pendent research fund and $25 
million for an investor education 
program . B u t C itig ro u p  C E O  
Sanford W eill won a guarantee 
that he would not be prosecuted.

Regulators alleged that Citigroup 
published fraudulent and misleading 
research that promoted banking cli­
ents and harmed investors while ig­
noring strong criticism from inside the 
company about the quality of research.

At Morgan Stanley Co., regulators 
found the firm failed to manage con­
flicts of interests between its invest­
ment banking and research divisions 
and failed to properly supervise senior 
researchers, including Mary Meeker, 
its top telecommunications stock ana­
lyst. Morgan Stanley will pay a $50 
million penalty, as well as $75 million 
toward the independent research fund.

Credit Suisse First Boston will 
pay $150 million. Goldman Sachs, 
J.P. Morgan Chase, Bear Stearns, 
Lehman Brothers, Deutsche Bank 
and U BS Paine Webber each will 
pay $50 million.

Head coach Larry Hays said the team 
needs to play better away from home. He 
also said Tech is not traveling with its 
entire pitching staff, but the team needs 
to prepare for its trip to play conference
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opponent Oklahoma this weekend.
“W e’ve got to see if we can play 

on the road,” Hays said. “W e’re going 
to Albuquerque, and we’re going to 
leave all of our regular pitchers here. 
We’re going down there with a short 
deck, but I’d like to see us battle and 
do something well heading into Okla­
homa. We just haven’t proven we can 
play on the road a lick."

The Raiders are a talented squad, 
Hays said, but he does not know why 
the team can do well in practice and 
then struggle in game situations.
