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D-DAY: Closing arguments for 16-day long trial set

Sixty nine charges, 57 witnesses, 16 days,
$18 million, 469 years in jail, 30 vials, 60
all

agents, 10 months, 12 average citizens
leading to one verdict.

Both the prosecution and the defense rested
Monday in the trial of Dr. Thomas Butler, the
Texas Tech Health Sciences Center professor
who reported 30 vials of plague-causing bacte-
ria missing from his laboratory Jan. 14 and is
accused of lying to the FBI, embezzlement,
smuggling, and mail and wire fraud.

Closing statements begin today, and the
case and all its complexities will be handed
over to the jury. They hold the ticket to
Butler's fate

“They could go different ways because
the indictment has so many aspects,” said
Larry Cunningham, Texas Tech professor
of law.

He does not believe the jury will reach
a blanket verdict that finds Butler guilty or
not guilty on all counts, he said. Because of

the variety of
charges and the
huge amount of in-
formation the jurors
have to sift through
they will most likely
break down the in-
dictment by groups.

Of course, if the

L - jurors take a poll
Butler early on and find
they are fairly unanimous on most counts, the
verdict could be quic k, he said.

Many factors about the case aid the pros-
ecution, Cunninghant said.

“The benefit to the government here is

that Butler confessed, and also he sort of con-

fessed in his own testimony by admitting that
he did certain things,” Cunningham said.
“The issue is, do they believe the
confession?”

Butler admitted having sepa-
rate contracts, not registering
the Yersinia pestis bacteria or list-
ing it on his customs form when
bringing it into the United
States.

“His defense is, yes, I did
these things, but what I did was
not in violation of the law, for

this reason,” Cunningham said. “That quite

significantly narrows these issues to the jury.”

The government can show the jury the Fed-
eral Express air bills, customs forms and tax
returns as evidence that Butler
did not follow the law.

The defense team, mean-
while, is trying to convince the
jury that Butler did these things
believing he was following the
law. Defense attorneys have ar-
gued that Butler was not aware
of some of the requirements for
having plague or that the in-
tent to break the law was not

there.

Tech police investigate
disappearance of evidence

SABOTAGE: Unidentified Tech lieutenant
took knife without signing it out properly.

An unidentified lieutenant
from the Texas Tech Police

Department took a knife
that had been evidence in
a homicide from the
department’s property
room without signing the
proper paperwork.

This incident sparked
allegations of theft and
launched an internal review
by the Tech PD of the gen-
eral policies in destroying un-
necessary evidence, said Sally Post,
interim director for News and Publications.

“They haven't reached any conclusions,” Post said

The incident occurred within the last few months, said Maj. Gordon
Hoffman of the Tech PD. Hoffman said he could not specify exactly
when because he did not know.

The officer was going to use the knife for training purposes, but as
soon as he realized the proper paperwork had not been completed, he
turned it back in to the department, Post said.

Both Post and Hoffman refused to release the name of the officer to
The University Daily.

The knife will now be destroyed. Post said it is quite common for
items used as evidence to either be destroyed or kept for demonstra-
tional purposes after the cases have been closed.

The policy review is routine not only for the Tech police department
but for other departments as well, Hoffman said.

“Every department has reviews to make sure policies are sound,” he
said. “We periodically look at our policies.”

The Tech PD reviews its policies when something comes up that looks
like it could have been better handled, Hoffman said.

The Tech PD s still looking into whether similar instances of improper
retention of evidence occurred, Hoffman said.

“We worked on (the policy) and will continue to work on it,” he said.
“It is not a criminal investigation.”

Kevin Lawrence, deputy executive director for the Texas Municipal
Police Association, does not agree with the way the Tech PD is handling
the situation.

Lawrence said that when you have one of your own involved in allega-

tions of theft, the investigation should be given to another agency to deal

Housing zone for Tech students in works

®m New townhouses will allow two or more unrelated residents.

Somne students have already begun considering where
they want to live next year. For those who would like to
live in a house with two other people, a solution is in the
beginning stages of development.

Elroy and Vickie Wisian, owners of Wisian Proper-
ties, Inc., are beginning to develop a plot of land
that will be zoned specifically for Texas
Tech students and other students in the
city. The 80-acre plot of land north of
502 North Clinton Ave. is the first resi-
dential site in the city to be zoned to
house two or more unrelated Tech stu-
dents.

The Wisians are the first develop-
ers, landlords and builders in the city
of Lubbock to have a residential complex zoned A-1,
which is an apartment zoning, Elroy Wisian said. The
current city ordinance prohibits two or more unrelated
people living in the same residence when the house is in
a R-1 or single family residence zone.

Elroy Wisian said he took the proposal to the City of

Lubbock Planning and Zoning Commission. The idea
went over well with the commission, so the proposal went
to the City Council. Instead of being zoned R-1 or R-2, a
duplex and residential zone, the council gave the new
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complex A-1 zoning rights.

Melissa Marshall, a sophomore merchandising ma-
jor from Richardson, said she would consider living in
the developing complex because she would not have to
worry about how many people she would be living with.

“You wouldn't have to worry about the ordinance,”

she said. “It would be nice with more students living
around you than families.”
Elroy Wisian said the new complex,
Lynnwood Townhomes, is being con-
structed so that Tech students will be able
to live in an area where they can have a
good experience among other Tech stu-
dents.

“This is a way so that kids don't have
to live in purple houses with smiley faces,
and the kids don’t have to live where they

aren't wanted,” he said.

The complex was formerly an 80-acre cotton farm.
Within the complex will be 300 townhouses. The homes
are considered townhouses because the homes do not
share a common wall, Vickie Wisian said. By not shar-
ing a common wall, the amount of noise is restricted
between the residences.

With 300 townhouses, there will be 600 rental units.

Throughout the fall semester,
Texas Tech's Student Government
Association Student Senate has had
five meetings. The average amount of
time spent at those meetings is about
three hours. That does not include the
hours each senator puts in developing
and writing legislation.

Jacque Steinmetz, SGA internal
vice president, said Thursday’s meet-
ing was a true testimony of hard work
as senators looked at 11 different reso-
lutions.

Artists speak out about killings
of hundreds of Juarez women

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — A
pink blouse, a frilly yellow child's frock
and other pastel-colored clothing dangle
from the ceiling. Beneath the dresses,
shoes lie haphazardly among dead flower
petals.

Inartist Adrian Arias"homage to the
wofnen of Juarez, Mexico, the hanging
clothes are a reminder of hundreds of
missing or murdered girls. The scattered
shoes recall those found in the desert
where their raped, mutilated and beaten
bodies were often abandoned.

The slayings of more than 250
women in the city just across the border
from El Paso began a decade ago. But
recently, growing outrage over the kill-
ings has spread to places far from Juarez,
including the San Francisco cultural
center where Arias’ haunting tableau is
on display through Wednesday.

“There’s a lot of silence around this
problem,” said Arias, a 42-year-old
videographer, artist and poet.

“This has been going on for the past
10 years and there hasn't been anything
done to resolve the problem. As an art-
ist, I feel I need to do something to be
near the families who miss their sisters,
their daughters, their friends.”

In recent months, protesters have
called attention to the murders by car-
rying signs that read “Not one more” and
“Justice for our daughters” outside Mexi-
can consulates in Washington, D.C.,
Minneapolis, Austin, El Paso and other
cities around the world.

Last month, a congressional delega-
tion led by U.S. Rep. Hilda Solis, D-
Calif., visited sites where the victims'
bodies were found and spoke with their
families.

And in February and March, ben-
efit performances of “The Vagina Mono-
logues” around the world will each do-
nate up to 10 percent of proceeds to help
families of Juarez victims. The shows, co-
ordinated by nonprofit V-Day, will fea-
ture a new monologue about the kill-
ings by playwright Eve Ensler and pro-
vide information about them to audi-
ence members.

“1 feel really, really compelled now
to do everything I can to stop what's
happening there and to get America to
stopit,” Enslersaid, adding that she’s had
trouble sleeping since returning from a
recent trip to Juarez to research a maga-
zine story. 4

“If this were happening to men, it
would have stopped a long time ago.
Because it’s poor women, they’re com-
pletely invisible and nonexistent on
anybody’s radar.”

The Juarez victims are mostly slen-
der, long-haired and pretty, between the
ages of 14 and 20. Mexican authorities
estimate that 258 women have been
killed; nearly 100 were sexually moti-
vated and the victims were raped,
strangled and had their necks broken.
Human rights groups, however, place
the number of victims at more than 350.

Police have arrested more than a
dozen people, including an Egyptian
chemist who is the only one convicted
in the crimes. Officials say the chemist,
Abdel Latif Sharif, paid others to con-
tinue the killings while he was in jail.

But some don't believe the official
version, and theories abound that the
women were killed by organ traffickers,
a street gang or Satanic cult. There is
fear the killings have spread to the state
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capital of Chihuahua.

Some victims' families have com-
plained of sloppy police work, corrup-
tion and government apathy. Others
blame American companies, point-
ing out that many of the women
worked in assembly plants that pro-
duce electronics, toysand other items
for U.S. consumers.

Alicia Gaspar de Alba, a UCLA
professor who organized a conference
this month on the murders, said con-
cern has been growing in the Uniced
States since eight bodies were found
together in a former cotton field in
Juarez about two years ago.

She also credits filmmaker
Lourdes Portillo’s “Senorita |
Extraviada, Missing Young Woman” 1
documentary, which has been shown
around the world since late 2001, with
increasing awareness of the probleiz.

In the political arena, Solis has
pressured Mexican authorities to fur-
ther investigate the crimes. On Fri-
day, she and other legislators intro-
duced a House resolution outlining 1
their concerns and suggesting solu-
tions.

“There’s just aclear negligence on
the part of the authorities in really,
truly coming to grips with who is ac-
tually involved with the murdersand
then finding some resolution and con-
clusion for the families,” Solis said. |

The killings have also provoked
an artistic outpouring. In Los Ange-
les, “The Women of Juarez” play tells
the story of a family grieving over the
disappearance of a young factory
worker.

New Mexico songwriter Bugs
Salcido plans to donate a portion of
proceeds from his new CD, “The
Juarez Murders,” to Amigos de las
Mujeres de Juarez, aLas Cruces, N.M.,
group working to end the killings and
support victims' families.

In San Francisco, Day of the Dead
installations by Arias and by Mexi-
can artist and activist Silvia Parra,
have been on display since the be-
ginning of the month. In Parra’s ex-
hibit, slips of paper list the dead
women'’s many say
“Desconocido,” unknown. The
names are surrounded by pink candles
painted with a black crosses, a sym-
bol for the dead Juarez women.

“They're my sisters. They’re my
daughters,” Parra said. “The crimes are

Body in Houston fire
identified as lobbyist

HOUSTON (AP) — The Harris
County medical examiner’s office has
identified the charred body found in
the rubble of a burned home as that of
Houston City Hall lobbyist Ross Allyn.

A spokesman for the medical
examiner’s office said dental records
were use to make a positive ID because
the body was burned beyond recogni-
tion.

An autopsy report released Friday
said that Allyn, who was implicated
and then cleared in a 1997 Houston
City Council bribery scandal, had been
shot in the back. Police said no weap-
ons were found in the home.

The cause of the early Friday mom-
ing blaze is still under investigation.

Homicide Sgt. Wayne Wendel said
he believes it was arson, while chief
arson investigator Roy Paul said he
believes it was an accident because
there were no signs that accelerants had
been used.

Only the blackened, charred frame
of the home remained Friday; there was
a large hole in the roof. Burnt belong-
ings covered the front yard.

Investigators said it's likely that
Allyn had returned home before the 4
a.m. blaze swept through the house
because his 2001 Lexus was parked in
the garage.

His body was found near the front
door, consistent with someone trying
to escape, officials said.

News of that Allyn had been shot
to death surprised his friends because
he never spoke of having problems with
anyone.

City Councilwoman Carol
Alvarado said Allyn was happy when
she talked to him Thursday and seemed
excited about events they planned to
attend together Friday night.

Friend Paul Gomberg said that he
last saw Allyn Thursday night. The two
went to a fund-raiser and went to a res-
taurant for dinner, he said in the Hous-
ton Chronicle’s Saturday online edi-
tion.

“Actually, he said he thought his
phones might be bugged,” Gomberg
said while standing outside the burned
house Friday. “He said that yesterday,
as a matter of fact. He didn’t go into
details, but he just thought somebody
was listening to him or listening to his
phones.”

Gomberg said Allyn did not say
why someone would tap his phone.

Active in politics for more than 20
years, 45-year-old Allyn survived a
high-profile City Hall bribery trial be-
fore charges against himn were dismissed
in 1998,

“(Whitmore) wants to visit with
the candidate and then let the chan-
cellor and Board of Regents know
about it,” he said.

Jury decides on death

penalty for sniper

VIRGINIA BEACH, Va. (AP) —
Jurors decided Monday that John Allen
Muhammad should be executed for mas-
terminding the deadly sniper attacks
that terrorized the Washington area for
three weeks last fall.

As the verdict was read, Muhammad
maintained the same unflinching de-
meanor he had shown through most of
his trial. The jury deliberated five hours
over two days before reaching the ver-
dict against Muhammad, a 42-year-old
Army veteran who had asked police to
“Call me God" during the October 2002
spree.

The same jury had convicted him a
week earlier of murdering Dean Harold
Meyers, a 53-year-old man struck by a
single bullet to the head on Oct. 9, 2002,
as he filled his tank at a Manassas-area
gas station.

The jury’s sentencing recommenda-
tion is not final. Circuit Judge LeRoy E
Millette Jr. can reduce the punishment
to life in prison without parole when
Muhammad is formally sentenced, but
Virginia judges rarely do that.

Sentencing was set for Feb. 12; Vir-
ginia death row inmates are executed
by injection unless they choose electro-
cution.

The jury concluded that prosecutors
proved both aggravating factors allow-
ing the death penalty: that Muhammad
would pose adanger in the future or that
his crimes were wantonly vile. He was
sentenced to death on both counts he
was convicted of last Monday: multiple
murders within three years and murder
as part of a terrorist plot.

“As we said from the get-go, the
death penalty is reserved for the worst
of the worst,” prosecutor Paul Ebert said.
“We think Mr. Muhammad fell into that
category, and we think the jury agreed.”

Jonathan Shapiro, one of
Muhammad's attoreys, said the defense
team had no problem with the jurors,
“who applied the law as it was given to
them.” But he added: “We have deep
disagreement with any system that sanc-
tions killing.”

Prosecutors  had  depicted
Muhammad as a ruthless murderer who
was “captain of a killing team” that in-
cluded teenage co-defendant Lee Boyd
Malvo.

They presented evidence of 16
shootings, including 10 deaths, in Mary-
land, Virginia, Alabama, Louisiana and
the District of Columbia.

“One thing's for sure they took plea-
sure in terrorizing people,” Ebert said.
“They took pleasure in killing people,
and that's the kind of man that doesn’t

deserve to be in society.”

When Gilbert stepped down, the
administration said staff people in the
university’s Office for Fiscal Affairs,
would step forward to assume the va-
cated role until an interim was
named.

Dorm fire in Moscow
kills 36, injures 200

MOSCOW (AP) — An early-
morming fire Monday raced through a
Moscow dormitory packed with students
from Africa, Asia and Latin America,
killing at least 36 people and injuring
nearly 200.

The fire quickly engulfed most of the
dilapidated building housing students of
the Patrice Lumumba Friendship of
Peoples University, an institution that in
the 1960sand 70s symbolized the Soviet
Union's commitment to the Third World
but deteriorated in the 1990s.

The building, which housed 272 stu-
dents, served as a quarantine facility for
newly arrived foreign students needing
medical checks before beginning their
studies.

“Itwas like a horrible nightmare,” said
Abdallah Bong, a student from Chad
looking at the gutted building. “We saw
them crying for help and jumping out of
the windows, and we could do nothing
to save them.”

Bong and other witnesses said fire
engines were slow to start action as they
jammed into a narrow access road
blocked by parked cars, unable to stop
the flames from gutting most of the dor-
mitory above the ground floor.

The fire burned for more than three
hours. Smoke poured from windows as a
wet snow fell before dawn, and, after the
fire was put out, the building’s concrete
walls were streaked with black soot.
Nearby trees were caked with ice that had
formed from water used to extinguish the
blaze.

“A friend of mine who arrived just a
few days ago broke his leg when he
jumped out the window, and | don’t know
what happened to another friend,” Nafafe
Tengna, a third-year journalism student
from Guinea, said as he waited for au-
thorities to distribute a list of victims.

A preliminary investigation pointed
to an electrical problem, Deputy Interior
Minister Rashid Nurgaliyev told Presi-
dent Viadimir Putin during a Cabinet
session. Some bystanders said the fire
could have been started by electric heat-
ers.

Lubov Zhomova, a spokeswoman for
the Moscow Health Directorate, said 36
people died and 197 others were injured.
The Chinese foreign ministry said 34
Chinese students were among the in-
jured.

Tengna said firefighters and emer-
gency workers were slow to mount a res-
cue effort.

“Studentshad to do it all themselves,
holding mattresses for those who were
jumping out,” he said. Later, some half-
naked victims suffered frostite waiting
for ambul inces.

ORANGE (AP) — Two teenagers
were charged Monday with conspiracy
to commit capital murder in connection
with an alleged plot to kill people at
Vidor High School in southeast Texas.

Orange County juvenile prosecutor
Krispen Walker said the former students,
a 16-year-old boy and a 16-year-old girl,
also were charged with conspiracy to
commit murder and conspiracy to com

known scientist, never been in trouble
before, who was doing what he thought
was the right thing,” Cunningham said.
“The main thing they have going for
them is he’s not a violent criminal; he’s
not charged with anything violent.”

Cunningham discussed the concept
of jury nullification, which refers to the
power of a jury to disregard the law and
come toa decision based on something
other than the law, such as hatred, bias
or sympathy.

Jury nullification has been 1895, he
said, because according to the U.S. ju-
dicial system, judges decide law and ju-
ries decide facts. Juries do not interpret
the laws to their liking and reach a
verdict based on emotion.

“There’s very little we can do about
jury nullification,” he said. “They're not
supposed to do it, but there’s nothing
we cando. [t'snext to impossible to hold

He will not hive ham
either. He said it does not bother him.

“I have strong convictions of eat-
ing dairy products, and milk and eggs,”
the sophomore psychology major from
Pampa said.

Frelsis a vegan. He will not eat meat
or animal byproducts. He refuses to
drink milk or eat ice cream. But it is
more extensive than simple dairy prod-
ucts.

He said he became a vegetarian
about 13 months ago and a vegan five
months ago.

“It was a slow process,” he said. “I
felt it was the needed step for my com-
passionate lifestyle.”

For Thanksgiving, Frels said he will
enjoya Portobello mushroom burger. A
mmushroom burger is a mushroom, about
the size of a hamburger patty, marinated,
spiced and grilled like a burger.

He said he tops it like a regular
burger with lettuce and tomatoes.

He said his love for animals made
giving up eating meat easy for him. His

“Ever since | was little, my dad
would always try to take me and my
brothers hunting,” he said.

“I.can tell it's on the rise,” Frels said.
“1 saw two bumper stickers in one day
that said ‘meat is murder.” I've never
seenone here, Even if people are doing
it to be trendy, it’s still cool because lives
are being saved and people are becom-
ing more open toalternative lifestyles.”

One reason people might be con-
verting to not eating meat, Frels said, is
the health benefits that come with the
lifestyle.

“I definitely get sick less often. I take
in zero grams of cholesterol a day and |
eat a low-fat diet,” he said.

Nutrition professor Julian Spallholz
said eliminating meat from cne’s daily
intake is likely to improve the risk of

heart disease and some cancers

People also like toeat urgdnic foods,
he said. But organic foods are not more
healthy but more expensive. Other
countries also try to keep their diets
more organic. Veganism and vegetari-
anism do have positive health effects.

“When you reduce the amount of
animal protein, you reduce the amount
of calories, and calories control weight
loss,” he said.

Despite the positive health effects,
Spallholz said he would not recommend
such a radical diet change just to lose
weight. Frels would not either.

“People don’t understand it’s not a
mind thing,” Frels said. “It’s rooted in the
heart, and that makes the difference.”

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Reflection hegins after regular season’s end

The 12-game schedule is over, and
the record books have been rewritten
by three Red Raiders. But what will
be the lasting thought about Texas
Tech's 7-5 season?

After starting the season 5-1, Tech
skidded with a 2-4 record to close out
the 2003 campaign. Though, Tech's of-
fensive and defensive units experienced
a season that answered the questions
surfacing about them in the offseason.

One of the biggest questions of the
season was if Tech’s defense would be
better than in 2002.

Fora two-week period Tech's defense
sat at the bottom of Division I football
as the No. 117 defensive unit in foot-
ball. Tech climbed up and made steady
improvements to finish at No. 110.

The ranking might not appear stel-
lar, but Tech held Oklahoma to 78 yards
on the ground. Defensive coordinator
Lyle Setencich said he believes his de-
fense is close to becoming something
special; it just needs a little more time.

“I think we're on the verge of be-
ing a decent group of people,” he said
“It’s going to take more work.”

Setencich has preached the impor-
tance of experience all season, and he
had very few seniors starting. In fact, at
one point he had more freshmen start-
ing on defense than upperclassmen.

Twenty-five starts is what it takesfor
aplayer to fully understand and develop
into a solid NCAA Division | player,
he said. With a number of his players
now having 10 starts under their belts
as freshmen, he believes the defense has
the makings to be very good soon.

One player who already has the ex-
perience is junior defensive lineman
Adell Duckett. After setting the fresh

man school record for sacks in 2001,

he set the record for sacks in a season
with 14 this year. With one more year
to go, he could make a push for career
sacks leader at Tech.

On offense, Tech answered critics
who thought the unit would crumble
without departed quarterback Kliff
Kingsbury with a second consectuive sea-
son as the No. 1 offense in the nation.

Some have ar-
gued Leach’s system
is not balanced in rushing and pass-
ing. He counters their arguments by
saying he believes balance comes not
through passing and rushing yardage
but by distributing the ball to every
receiver on the field.

He has said he would rather have
four or five quality receivers than one
superstar. He believes it makes it more
difficult for people to defend his of-
fense when there are five receivers on
the field and a running back that can
all catch the ball. It creates mis-
matches, one-on-one situations and
leaves someone open when teams
double cover a receiver.

Senior wide receiver Carlos
Francis was the receiver who used the
system to catch the ball most. In his
last year for the Raiders, Francis led
the team with 90.58 yards a game,
which ranks 18th in the nation. He
was on pace to have more than 100
yards a game until the final two games

of the year when he had 36 yards at
Texas and 27 against Oklahoma

Despite the usual passing totals, the
No. 1 NCAA offense was closer to be
ing balanced in the traditional sense of
the word this year, however.
