The Crimson Clifis of Gresnlnad—Green
on the Moors

The wonderful difference between
the same landscape In winter god In
summer is & phenomenon familiar to |
all dwellers in the temperate zoneca.
The two great elements of changes
are the presence of snow In winter
and of leaves and grass in summer.
It we could look at our globe from
the moon the variation in its aspect |
due to seasonal changes would per-
heps be even more striking than it
apfeaﬂ to those upon its surface.

n fact, wo sometimes lose sight of
the very important part which vege-
tation plays in giving color to what
might be called the countenance of
the planet, says Youth's Companion.

It is not the high forms of plants
that always produce the greatest ef-
fect in this way, Some of the most
striking scenes upon earth owe thelr
characteristic features to mosses
and lichens. The fumous *‘crimson
cliffs” of Greenland, which oxtend
for miles northward from Cape York,
derive their splendid color from thoe

their faces.

2,000 feet straight from the water's
edge, and being composed of gray
granite their aspect woull be en-
tirely different from what it is but
for the presence of the lichen.

Coming to less magnificent but |
not less beautiful scenery, the rocky

The danger from
the bite of a hog may be as great as
from a rattlesnake, but it Is the dan-
ger from blood polsoning caused by
carrying on the tushes of the hog
some polsonous saliva with whioch
its mouth s filled. Weo call this
saliva polsonous because the hog is
an_{ndiscriminate {eeder, and not
careful about getting articles of dirt
or even of exorement of ‘other anl-
mals with its food. It is polsonous,
Just as are the scratches from fGnger
nails, which always leave an inflamed
sore, hard to be healed in p
tion to its abrasion of the skinm.
This is because with each scratoh of
the nail some of the dirt that always
gathers under It is brought into con-
tact with the blood. A cut with a
clean knife heals more qulokly, es-
pecially if treated at once with some
untiseptic and the air Is carefully
exoluded. —American Cultivator.

Weshall be
thoroughly prepared to meet the worst.

The immediate surroundings will
first recvive a detalled geological and
topographical survey. Meteorological
observations, which will begin on our
arrival, will be continued right along
unremittingly for one year.

A party be kept constantly in
the fleld in search of animal and
table life in the sca and on land. m
party shall also search diligently for
fosail remains of earlier life.

My party will not num-
ber more than twelve or fourteen, in-
cluding the ship's crew.

My scientific corps will not be more
than four or five, und the other mem-
bers of the party shall be intelligent,
educated volunteers.

The long and pleasant voysge from
New York to the Falkland islands will
give me an excellent opportunity to
drill every member of my party for the
work which they are to undertake in
the South Polar regions.

Much of the detall equipment will
be left to oocupy
bers of the expedition until the long
winter night, I belleve that by allow-
ing each man to work out and perfect
his own equipment their minds will be
beat and most effectively employed.
This being done, the greatest obstacle
—the nervous depression during the
period of constant darkness—will be
happily overcome.

Our food will consist of & vast varlety
of canned and dried foods, meats,vege-
tables and frults—enough for three
years. Coal and coal oll will be our
fuel, with an additional supply of seal
oll to fall back on.

Our outside garments will be made
of Arctle reindeer, Esquimau dog and

skins. This, I believe, after having
tried almost every other variety of
clothing, to be the best way to fortify
the body against extremes of temper-
ature.

Weaving Bag Carpets.

There are so many ladies who will
malke rag carpetsthis winter, that per
haps a few suggestions on the subject
would be acceptable.

I have seen, hit or miss, carpets that
I thought very pretty, but none were
50 nice as the one [ have just finished.
It is made mostly of cotton rags, chil-
dren’s clothing, women's dresses, etec,
As 5000 88 the dresses were worn out,
they were dyed blue, green, yellow,
red and brown, with diamond dyea
All that is necessary to insure success
with them is to remember to use the
dyes for cotton, if the rags are cotton.
After they were dyed, they were torn
and put in a box. When I had enough
for a carpet. I mixed them thoroughly
and sewed them. Most of the strips
were less than a foot long, and the
carpet is 5o strangely mixed that I feel
well repaid for the trouble of muking it

A friend of mine, who is & weaver,
has just finished some beautiful striped
carpets. One was made by sewing the
dark regs. hit or miss for the wide
stripe, and dyeing the light-colored rags
fof the bright stripe. The hit or miss
stripe is five inches wide, followed by
two threads of orange, two threads of
purple, two of green, three of red, and
two of black. The last was the center
of the bright stripe. The chain i
brown and white, and it is woven in
checkerboard style.

Another carpet has a wide stripe of
dark brown, followed by five threads
of red, three of orange, two yellow,
four dark green, three light green, six
blue, four indigo blue, four purple, and
six yellow. The chain is all dark
brown.

The last carpet that I shall describe
took the premium at & county fair,
three years ago. There is & plain
stripe of brown, forty-two threads,
The bright stripe Is orange six, green
six, yellow and red twisted four, pupr
ple sixgyellow six, green snd black
twisted six, red six, brown six, yellow
and red twisted six.

Recollections of an Kdueated Sloux.

Our wanderings from place to pluce
afforded us muny pleasant experiences
as well as many hardships and mis-
fortunes. We had severa! narrow es
capes from death. There were times
of plenty and times of scarcity, There
were seasons of happiness and seasons
of sadness. In savage life the carly
spring is the most trving time, and
almost all the famines oceurred at
this period of the year.

The Indians sre n patient and clan-
nish people: their love for one an-
other is stronger than thatof any
civilized people I know. If this were
notso, I believe there would have been
tribes of cannibals among them, White
people have been known to kill and
eat their companions in vreforence to
starving; but Indians—never! In
times of famine the adults often de-
nied themselves a fuir meal in order
to nake the food last as long as possi-
ble for the children, who we-e no?
able to bear hunger as well as the old.
As o people they can go without fool
longer than any other nation.

I once passed through one of these
hard springs when we had nothing to
eat for several days. I well remeni-
ber the six small birds which consti-
tuted the breskfast for six familis
one morning; and then we had no
dinner or supper to follow it. What
a relief that was to me—although I
had only a small wing of a small birs
for my share! Soon after this, w:
came to a region where buffaloes were
plenty, and we soon forgot all the suf-
tering we had just gone through.

Such was the Indians' wild life!
When game was plenty and the sun
shone graciously upon them they for-
got the bitter experiences of the
winter before. Little preparation was
made for the future. They are chil-
dren of Nature and occasionally she
whips them with the lashes of expe-
rience; yet they are forgetful and
carcless. Much of their suffering
might have been prevented by a little
ealeulation. During the summer,
when nature was at her best and pro-
vided sbundantly for the savage, it
seemed to me thut no life was happier
than his! Food was free—lodging
free—overything free!  All were alike
| rich in the summer: and, sgain, all

were ulike poor in the winter and
}emrh’ spring.  Thelr diseases were |
fewer, and wers not so destructive as
| now, and the Indians' health was gen-

statistics show that about one-sixth
of those attacked died, and shat
many survivors wero laft blind, deaf
and disfigured,

When Edward Montagn was ap-
pointed English ambassador to Tur-
key, in 1716, his wife, Lady Mary,
called attention in one of her letters.
written In 1717, to the custom of
“Ingrafting” smallpox. Upon her
return to England she at once under-
took the introduction of the art into
that country, showing her absolute
faith in the operation by having her
young daughtor inoculated.

In 1721, scientists having ques-
tioned the expediency of the opera-
tion, the government extended re-
mission to several prisoners under
sentence of death on condition that
they would submis to the inoculation.
The experiment proved successful
and the prisoners werc released
Upon the strength of this experiment
the eperation was received with ruf-al
favor, the princess of Wales having
two of her daughters “infectod" after
tho “Tourkish method. "

The efclency of the operation (o
mitigating the severity of small-pox
was great, tho mortality averaging
but three in 1,000, But there was
one drawback, which wae considered
fatal.  However light the ingrafted
disease might be, it was still small-
pox, and the more it was conveyed
in this way the more: were centers of
infeotion muitiplied, from which
those not protected were liable to
coniract the disease in its most viru-
lent form.

Dr, Edward Jenner was tho son of
an English clergyman, born In May.
1719, at Berkeley, a village In
Gloueester. The confident assertion
of a young country woman that hav-
ing hal ocow-pox, she was proof
aguinst small.pox, made a lasting
impression on his mind. In his
twenty-first yoar he went to London
to finish his medical education under
Dr. John Hunter. Returning after
two years he began practice in his
native village of Herkeley. On
renewing his acquaintance with the
dairy people of the district the bellef
of an existing antagonism between
cow-pox and small-pox was again
brought to his attention.

By degrees ho accumulated suf-
ficient evidence to convince him that
there was something in it On
May 14, 1796, Jonner made his first
vaccinstion on a boy of B jears
named James Phipps. Beveral weeks
aftorward the boy was inoculated with
small-pox matter, and, as Jenner
had predicted; no result followed.
Within one year [rom the first an-
nouncement of the discovery seventy
of the leading physiclans of London
eigned a declaration of their absolute
confidence in it

In spite of this the discovery was
not generally sccepted without much
opposition. Jenner, his systom and
all who adopted it were made the
butt of attacks hardly equaled in ex-
travagunce by mny in the history of
medieine. ‘hen he porsisted in
pressing the consideration of vaceln-
ation on & medical society of which
he was a member, he was threatened
with expulsion. Jenner and his fol-
lowers were denounced as auacks
I'he so-called school of orthodoxy
consisted of those practitloners who
still adhered to inoculation.

A mother complained that since
her daughter had been vaccinated
she coughed liko acow and that hair
had grown all over her body. Itis
niso said that vaccination had been
discontinued in one countiry district,
because those who had been Inocu-
lated with vacecine virus “bellowed
like balls.”

In 1800 the practice was intro-
duced into this country, and six
years after. it waus first made publio
the knowledge and practice of this
operation had spread over the entire
world.

In Russia the empreoss gave tho
name of “Vaceinoff” to the first ehild
vaccinated and made its education a
public charge. Muny® honors were
conferred on  Jenner by forelgn
courts.  The anniversary of his birth
and that of his flest vacelnation were
for many yoars celebrated In Ger-
many as feast days. In 1802 porlin
ment voted him &50,000, and five
years Intor $100,000 more. He died
of apoplexy in 1528, and his rve-
maing were laid in the parish church
of Herkeley.

Water Platlaum.
Experiments made with the water
platinum pyrometer on the boilers
of the Pacific mills, Massachusetts,
have exhibited some important practi-
cal results. It was found that in the
heart of an anthracite coal fire the
temperature marked 2,420 degrees,
while st the bridge wall it was 1,341
degrees, 905 at the entering tubes, and
373 at the leaving tubes. In this case,
twenty pounds of air were supplied
per pound of coal, usually, however,
this amount belng greater and having
the effect of reducing the temperature.
The method of making the tests was
to heat platinum balls in a ecrucible
placed at the point where the tempera-
ture is desired, these, when heated,
being removed and submerged in water.

The people of Palestine to this
day wear much hindering spparel, and
when they want to run a special race,
or lift & special burden. or fighta
special battle, they put off the outside

spparel, as in our land, when s man |
proposes a special exertion, he puts off |

his coat and rolls up his sleeves. Walk
throngh our foundries, our machine
shops, our mines, our factories, and
ou will find that most of the toilers
ave their coats off and their sleeves
rolled up.

Isaiah saw that there must be a tre-
mendous amount of work done before
this world becomes what itought to be,
and he foresces it all accomplished,
and accomplished by the Almighty;
not as we ordinarily think of him, but
by the Almighty with the sleeve of his
robe rolled back to hisshoulder: “The
Lord hath made bare his holy arm."

Nothing more impresses me in the
bible than the ease with which God
does most things.

THE THUGS OF M(NDOSTAN

AND THEIR Rqﬁ.lﬂlﬂﬂ.

They Banded iolves In Outh-Bound
Societies to lah the Human Hace—
Methods

Killing and Robbing—in

Thuggee, summarily defined, is,
or rather was, a profession by which,
ceatury after century, thousands of
Indian males, Brahmins as woll as
Mohammedans, bound themselves by
the most solemn oaths, and under re-
ligious ceremonies carried out with
the sublimity ateaching of old to the
Eleusinian mysteries, to unite in se-
cret socletlos whose purpose It was
to punish the human race, and thus
to merit the approbation of Bhow-
'anes, by whom men and women
were abhorred. This punishment, says
Balloy's Magazine, took the form of
| ontloing rich travelers to be-
{come the companions of armed

bands of thugs, who, pretending
| to be merchants, or soldiers secking
service with the nizam, or with
| Holkar, Scindiah or others among
| the powerful feudsl princes, offered
| protection and companionship to de-
| fenseless bunneas, or traders, to
snhoucars (sowcars) or bankors. to
| ziminders on the road to big eities
Inmaen with rupees, hars of sll-
ver or bills of exchange, which they
had recoived In payment for thelr
crops. Even professional robbers,or
dacolts, were lollowed for days and
nights by wary bodles of thugs, who
attacked and murdered thom when a
convenlent spot in the road or jun-
gle was reached and robbed them of
thelr plunder.

All this homiclde was wrought by

the simple agenocy of a allk handker-
chief, flung from behind over the
head and throat of the victim, who
was instantanecusly strangled, and
in most cases his or her neck dislo-
cated by the dexterous application o1
the bhuttote, or strangler's knuckles,
under the victim's ear. One essential
preliminary %o the successful and
undeteoted perpetration of all these
countless crimes was that the lugg-
hass, or grave diggers, attached to
| each band of thugs were sent in ad-
vance of the commanding ofcer—
the organization of these bands was
strictly milltary—to an indicated
spot some miles ahead, |In
order to prepare the grave for the
victims about to be murdered. Great
skill was shown in selecting a fitting
spot for the execution of the mur-
ders and the preparation of the grave
#0 that no evidence of the crime
should meet the eye. The spot se-
lected was often on the edge of a
bushy stream, where the unconscious
victim was asked to descend from
the vehicle in which he was travel-
ing, so as to lighten the load of the
bullocks or horses which had to
climb the high bank on the other
side. Bearcely had the poor wretch's
foot touched the ground before the
deadly bandkerchie! was round his
neck and the foul deed was accom-
plished.

The burying party then ran for-
ward, caught up the body and car-
ried it to the grave prepared for it,
either among the bushes or rocks or
in the bed of the stream. Every
member of the murdered man's party
or escort, Including women and
children, was killed simultaneously
! by other bhuttotes or stranglers and
| within a few minutes the bodles of
all were buried together in one long
and deep grave, into which huy
rocks were fung to prevent lg:
keen-scented jackals from burrowing
down and devouring the prey.

The murderous band of robbers
then betook themselves once more
to the road after a delay of a few
minutes, and such was their knowl-
edge of the country in which they
were operating that, under the dex-
terous guldance of their leaders,
pursuit was virtually Impossible.
Scouts were continually thrown out
in advance, on the flank or in the
rear ol ‘Bhowanee's faithful chil-
dren,"” and such was the skill and

vigilance under which the lives of
thousands of rich victims were sac-
rificed year aftor year that for cen-
turles total immunity, not only from
punishment, but even from suspicion,
was the reward accorded by Bhowanee
and her bloodthirsty husband.
