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Crane operator dies after rollover accident
WORK FATALITY: The crane operator was an 
employee of Rinks Lease Service in Am arillo.

T h e operator o f a pipe crane employed by Rinks Lease Service of 
Levelland died Tuesday from injuries suffered after his crane turned over 
and rolled over him at approximately 4 :30 p.m. His name and age are 
unknown.

“He succumbed to his injuries shortly after he was transported to the 
hospital,” said Chris Angerer, district chief of the Lubbock Fire Department.

Angerer said the extent of the injuries the individual suffered is un­
known.

T he victim  was taken to University Medical Center via ambulance, 
where C PR  was administered upon transport, said Grinner Nelson, an 
employee o f Pop-a-Lock. Nelson said he observed the scene shortly after 
the accident occurred.

A spokeswoman for Rinks Lease Service said they have great sympathy 
for the individual’s family and are concentrating on taking care of them. 
She declined to comment further on the accident.

The individual and his crewmembers were working in a field located 
just north of Brownfield Highway and west of Indiana Avenue, across from 
the Texas Tech softball fields. They were working to bore a hole for a gas 
line to go under Brownfield Highway, Angerer said.

“They were setting a trench box when the crane overturned,” he said. 
“Personnel arrived and got the other workers out o f the trench.”

T h e area o f land Rinks Lease was working on is not Tech property but 
is Tech stock.

Police removed the operator o f the crane using a piece o f heavy rescue 
equipment called a Stokes box. No one else was injured in the accident, 
Angerer said.

Police and fire crews arrived on the scene at approximately 4:35 p.m. 
and were still assessing the scene at 6:15 p.m. The Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration also was present and investigating the situation.

“We have O SH A  on the scene right now trying to find out exactly 
what happened," Angerer said. “The information is still sketchy right now.”

A tractor rolled into a ditch Tuesday around 5 p.m. off of Brow nfield 
Highway, a construction w orker was killed in the accident.

Fire causes damage to Delta Tau 
Delta fraternity lodge

The next time Steven Dimitt addresses his brothers in Delta Tau Delta he 
said it will be with a positive attitude despite an arson that caused between 
$40,000 to $50,000 in damages to the fraternity’s lodge.

The Lubbock Fire Department received a call from a passerby at 5:59 a.m. 
Monday reporting a fire at Greek Circle at 13th Street and Quaker Avenue.

Firefighters arrived on the scene to a few remaining flames, said Deputy 
Fire Marshall Garett Nelson.

The fire had been intentionally started through a pile of cardboard like 
material placed against the east wall of the living room.

A quick burning fire diminished into lazy, little flames probably an hour 
before the fire department arrived, Nelson said.

“It seemed very much typical of a vandalism fire,” he said. “Random van­
dalism like this is frustrating, but 1 can’t rule out retaliation, but at the same 
time can’t find a reason.”

The wall was made of sheet rock, which is not flammable. There was mini­
mal structural damage caused by the fire but additional vandalism did occur 
throughout the house.

Windows on the east side of the lodge along with windows in a French 
door were busted out. Rocks were thrown against the frames causing addi­
tional financial damage, Nelson said.

"There was very little structural damage,” he said. “The damage is mostly 
smoke damage and a loss of time.”

Groundbreaking for the house took place during parent's weekend on April 
12. The 70 to 75 members of Delta Tau Delta were expected to move into the 
house in two to three weeks, but Nelson said it will be at least 
three weeks behind schedule because of the damage.

Dimitt, president of the Epsilon Delta chapter at Texas Tech, 
said it is frustrating that moving into the new lodge must be post­
poned.

"It’s pretty disturbing to see our brand new house catch on 
fire," he said. "Hopefully, nothing like this happens again.”

Dimitt said the installation of security cameras either during 
the remaining construction or upon completed are a viable op­
tion that the fraternity will further look into.

Remnants of green beer bottles scattered the basement stairs 
and other areas throughout the lodge. Alcohol may have been a 
factor.

“1 would be shocked if it wasn’t,” Nelson said. “What would inspire you to 
be that mean?’

Because of the type of crime committed, Nelson thinks more than one

person was involved.
The incident will be considered arson, which is a second- 

degree felony with a penalty of five to 20 years in prison and up 
to a $10,000 fine, Nelson said.

There are no suspects.
“This type of fire you need information," he said. “1 think 

someone did see something.”
Vandalism at Greek Circle is not unusual, said Stephen Hirst, 

coordinator for student organizations and fraternities at Tech.
“My guess is that it wasn’t anyone in the Tech community,” 

he said. “It is not an isolated incident to the area. It is fairly 
common, and it’s not all that surprising.”

Lubbock City Councilman for District 6  and alumni of Delta 
Tau Delta Jim Gilbreath said he was shocked to hear about the fire to the new lodge. 

"It was a horrible thing to have happened," he said. “But life will go on.”

Student accused of 
murder returns to Tech

A Texas Tech student who stands accused of the murder of a Baytown 
man during spring break has returned to his on-campus residence and has 

i been reinstated at the university, authorities confirmed Tuesday.
Troy Vincent Andrews, a freshman arts and sciences major from Baytown,

! faces murder charges in connection with the shooting death of Jaime Salazar, 
21, also from Baytown.

“He has been reinstated in school and at housing,” said Maj. Richard 
Foster of the Tech Police Department. “That status is in question right now 

j but not by us.”
Foster said Student Affairs officials are reviewing the reinstatement of 

Andrews.
According to the Harris County District Attorney’s Office, Andrews 

posted a $30,000 bond on March 24-
Police reports indicate on March 18, Baytown authorities responded to 

a call o f an unknown problem at the 200 block of Gresham. After arriving 
at the scene, authorities found Salazar unconscious at the side of the road. 
Emergency workers transported Salazar to San Jacinto Hospital where he 
was pronounced dead.

According to Baytown police authorities, an investigation revealed that 
Salazar and Andrews had engaged in an argument over a bottle of pills. The 
argument escalated, and Andrews allegedly pulled a handgun and fired two 
shots at Salazar, missing both times. A third shot allegedly fired by Andrews 
hit Salazar in the chest, police reports indicate.

Tech faculty discuss 
attendance resolution
NO CLASS: SG A Student Senate resolution 
prohibits adjusting grades based on attendance.

The Student Government Association’s 
Student Senate approved a resolution con­
cerning revisions to the current attendance 
policy last week. As more students are prone 
to missing classes, the faculty and adminis­
tration of Texas Tech gave their opinions 
about the issue.

The resolution gives students who have 
different learning methods than others the 
possibility to master a course without at­
tending all of the scheduled classes. Many 
instructors have used strict grade punish­
ments as attendance incentives, according to the resolution.

The resolution suggests changes be made in the wording of the operat­
ing procedure of Tech and the undergraduate catalog of the university.

Currently, the operating procedure states -  “The instructor determines 
the effect of absences on grades, consistent with university policy for ex­
cused and unexcused absences. When absences jeopardize a student’s stand­
ing in a class, it is rhe responsibility of the instructor to report that fact to 
the student’s dean. Excessive absences constitute cause for dropping a stu­
dent from class; in such a case the grade of W F will be given. In extreme 
cases, the academic dean may suspend the student from the university."

According to the resolution, the same paragraph is used with the addi­
tion of the following -  “It is not the right of the instructor to negatively 
alter a student’s grade based on poor attendance and that instructors should 
clearly state in their syllabi their policy regarding student absences.”

Although the intent of the additional sentences is for the protection of 
students who are able to pass courses without attending every class, Vice 
Provost James Brink said the recommendation is not the best solution for 
the university.

“We’re not going to go for that," he said.
National literature has made it clear the best predictor of good grades is 

class attendance, Brink said. If a student at Tech takes a course it does not 
mean that the student will read the book and then take a test. Instead, the

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Saddam silent in interrogations
W A SH IN G TO N  (A P ) —  He 

doesn’t have a lawyer in the room, hut 
Saddam Hussein apparently is practicing 
what most attorneys would advise: Don’t 
talk. Diplomatic and military officials say 
the former Iraqi leader has provided little 
useful information in interrogations so far 
—  and may even be having fun.

The questioning of Saddam —  ini­
tially handled by the C IA  —  is now a 
joint CIA-FBI operation, a sign the 
aim is changing from finding intelli­
gence to gathering evidence for any 
eventual trials. The people who are 
asking the questions at the moment 
are from the FBI, said a U.S. intelli­
gence official, speaking on the condi­
tion of anonymity.

D efense Secretary Donald 
Rumsfeld has indicated in interviews 
that interrogators aren’t learning much 
from the former president of Iraq.

In a recent interview, Deputy Sec­
retary of State Richard Armitage said 
he occasionally sees the interrogation 
briefing reports. “He’s a pretty wily guy, 
and he’s not giving much information 
that I’ve seen. But he seems to be en­
joying the debate,” Armitage told 
WPHT-AM radio in Philadelphia.

LONDON (A P) —  Police ar­
rested eight men and seized half a ton 
of ammonium nitrate, a fertilizer com­
pound used in the Oklahoma City 
bombing, in raids by hundreds of of­
ficers —  one of the biggest anti-ter­
rorism operations in Britain since the 
Sept. 11 attacks.

Home Secretary David Blunkett, 
who has warned for months that Lon­
don is a prime terrorist target, said the 
arrests Tuesday were a “timely re­
minder” of the threat from al-Qaida. 
But a Muslim leader warned that the 
headline-grabbing dawn raids risked 
demonizing the whole community.

Press Association, the British news 
agency, said all eight were of Pakistani 
descent, but police would not comment.

In a sweep involving 700 officers, 
eight suspects were picked up in Lon-

When Saddam was captured, hag­
gard in an underground room in Decem­
ber, officials hoped the interrogation 
would yield details about the Iraqi in­
surgency, Saddam’s weapons programs, 
human rights violations and corruption 
in the U.N. oil-for-food program.

Instead, House Intelligence Chair­
man Porter Goss, R-Fla., now calls the 
questioning a “patience project.”

“He is very good at denial and de­
ception. 1 am not sure he even knows 
what the truth is anymore," Goss said. 
“1 think he’s been surrounded by yes- 
men and sycophants.”

In an interview with the Associated 
Press last week, FBI Director Robert 
Mueller said the FBI is assisting with “cer­
tain interrogations” in Iraq, as well as 
helping with investigations into killings 
there. He said the bureau is also working 
with documents obtained in Iraq.

T hose most likely include 
Saddam’s papers. Vince Cannistraro, 
a former counterterrorism director for 
the C IA , said papers found with 
Saddam when he was captured have 
proved much more useful than any­
thing the former leader has said. “Ev­
ery thing that they have found and

don and towns to the south and west 
on suspicion of involvement in the 
“commission, preparation or instiga­
tion” of acts of terrorism, London’s 
Metropolitan Police said.

Authorities recovered the ammo­
nium nitrate —  often used in terrorist 
bombings —  from a self-storage facil­
ity in west London, police said. It was 
the largest seizure of potential bomb­
making material in England since the 
Irish Republican Army suspended its 
campaign of violence in 1997.

"Part of the investigation will fo­
cus on the purchase, storage and in­
tended use o f that material,” said 
Deputy Assistant Commissioner Pe­
ter Clarke, head of the force’s anti-ter­
rorist branch.

Clarke said the saspects were Brit­
ish, aged 17 to 32, and were arrested as

However, Saddam did write a letter 
to his family that was to be deliv­
ered once the United States con­
firmed it did not contain any hid­
den messages to his followers. Verges 
did not discuss that letter.

The eighth 
arrest was in Ilford, east London.

Father asks ‘why?’ in stoning of children
TYLER (A P) —  His voice break­

ing, Keith Laney told a jury Tuesday 
that he asks every day why his wife of 
19 years bludgeoned two of their sons 
to death with rocks and severely in­
jured their youngest.

“I don’t understand it," he said.
Keith Laney, 47, said there was no 

change in her mood and no clues she 
was capable o f k illing  8-year-old 
Joshua and 6-year-o ld  Luke last 
Mother’s Day weekend.

Deanna Laney, a 39-year-old stay- 
at-home mother who homeschooled 
her children, has pleaded innocent by 
reason of insanity to charges of capi­
tal murder and serious injury to a child.

Keith Laney, who has supported his 
wife, looked to her and smiled when 
prosecutors asked what year they were 
married. When prosecutors brought out 
a poster-sized photo of the three smiling 
boys taken months before the killings, 
Keith Laney saw his crying wife and lost 
composure in his face for a moment.

Earlier Tuesday, jurors saw a crime 
scene video of Joshua and Luke with their 
skulls smashed, lying in a yard where gar­
den signs read “Mom’s Love Grows Here” 
and “Thank God for Mothers.”

They were found in their under­
wear with heavy rocks on their chests. 
The video also showed a large spot of 
blood in a baby bed, where Laney se­
verely injured her youngest son, 
Aaron, 14 months old at the time.

To show the severity of the attack 
on Joshua, Smith County District A t­
torney Matt Bingham hammered a 16- 
pound rock into the floor of the court­
room eight times. Vibrations could be 
felt throughout the courthouse.

Deanna Laney sunk her head during 
morning testimony and wept as graphic 
autopsy photos were shown. Her husband 
shifted in his seat a few rows behind and 
often sighed deeply and lowered his head.

Rice to testify before 9/11 Commission
W ASHINGTON (A P) —  Presi­

dent Bush agreed Tuesday to do what 
he had insisted for weeks he would not 
—  allow National Security Adviser 
Condoleezza Rice to testify publicly 
and under oath before an independent 
panel investigating the Sept. 11 ter­
rorist attacks.

The W hite House also agreed that 
Bush and Vice President Dick Cheney 
would answer questions —  together, 
in private —  before the entire com­
mission.

The turnabout reflected adminis­
tration concern the president's stron­
gest point with voters —  his leader­
ship in the war on terror —  could be 
eroded if the high-publicity dispute 
over Rice’s testimony lingered.

“I've ordered this level of coopera­
tion because I consider it necessary to 
gaining a com plete picture of the 
months and years that preceded the 
murder of our fellow citizens on Sept. 
11 ,2001 ," Bush said.

The nation “must never forget the 
loss or the lessons of Sept. 11 and we 
must not assume the danger has 
passed,” Bush said in short remarks in 
the White House briefing room. He 
took no questions.

T h e  com m ission’s R epublican 
chairman, former New Jersey Gov. 
Thomas Kean, welcomed the decision 
and said the White House shouldn’t 
be concerned the testimony would 
violate the principles of executive 
privilege or separation of powers.

“We recognize the fact that this is 
an extraordinary event,” Kean said. 
“This does not set a precedent.” He said 
there was still no time set —  either for 
Rice’s public testimony or for Bush and 
Cheney’s private appearance.

Bush is staking much of his re-elec­
tion bid on his performance as presi­
dent after the 2001 attacks.

Uzbekistan death toll raises to 42 in battle
TA SH K EN T, Uzbekistan (A P) 

—  G u n fire  and exp losion s re ­
sounded in the capital Tuesday as 
Uzbek forces battled for hours wfth 
suspected Islamic militants after two 
m ore su icid e  a tta ck s . O ffic ia ls  
claimed 20 terrorists and three po­
lice died in the fighting.

The bloodshed brought the death 
toll to 42 in three days of violence, 
the government said —  the most seri­
ous unrest in th e  country since 
Uzbekistan let hundreds of U.S. troops 
use a base near the Afghan border af­
ter the Sept. 11 attacks. All of this 
w eek’s attacks appeared to target 
Uzbek authorities.

The clashes Tuesday were centered 
in the Yalangach neighborhood, just 
outside the city limits off the road 
heading to the official home of Presi­
dent Islam Karimov.

A n Associated Press reporter saw 
four separate sites of fighting in the 
district: remnants from two suicide 
bombings on roads, a burned-out 
building pockmarked with bullet 
holes and the bodies of at least five 
suspects splayed out in front of an 
apartment house.

The Interior Ministry said in an 
statement read on state-run T V  that 
20 terrorists and three police were 
killed in the confrontations that be­
gan about 7:20 a.m., while five other 
police were wounded.

“Twenty of them blew themselves 
up using self-m ade explosive de­
vices,” the ministry said of the alleged 
terrorists.

T h e  statem ent didn’t say how 
long the operation lasted, but wit­
nesses in d icated  exp losion s and 
shooting went on for at least sev­
eral hours.

T he clashes began with a pair of 
suicide bombings.

Motorist rescued after lying paralyzed on freeway 36  hours
FR IE N D SW O O D  (A P ) —  A 

motorist injured after a crash lay para­
lyzed in the middle of the Gulf Free­
way with a broken neck for 36 hours 
before he was rescued.

Ed Theisen's plight was blocked 
from the view of passing cars by some 
traffic barricades.

The 46-year-old chemical engineer

from Friendswood, a Houston suburb, 
survived a night alone on the concrete, 
unable to move or summon help.

“Someone riding in the back of a 
pickup truck spotted him and called 
police,” Debora Rodeffer-Theisen, his 
wife, said Monday after her husband 
emerged from surgery. “The officer 
poked him with a nightstick thinking

he was a dead body, but he was there 
and he was very much alive. It was a 
miracle."

Worried he had been carjacked, 
Theisen’s wife drove past the area 
twice as her husband prayed for small 
things such as the ability to grab a plas­
tic bag fluttering nearby to wrap 
around his arm. He was on his side,

staring at a concrete wall, his shouts 
inaudible to passing traffic.

D octors later determ ined th a t 
Theisen had broken his neck and suf­
fered a spinal cord injury. He under­
went surgery Monday. Family mem­
bers are eager for him to recover and 
also are searching for the person who 
spotted him and called police.
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Price of college doesn’t include eyesight
EASY ON THE EYE: Experts say reading, 
using com puters shouldn’t dam age eyes.

Ah, college life. Though students 
spend countless hours reading books 
and researching on the Internet for 
upcoming midterms and ever-loom­
ing finals, there is some good news. 
Their eyes aren’t suffering.

Ted Reid, associate professor of 
ophthalmology at Texas Tech, said 
college-aged students are not at high 
risk for eye problems.

“It all depends on what they’re 
doing with their eyes," he said. “For­
tunately, college-age kids —  that’s a 
good age; unless you have something 
from birth.”

“The best thing to do is to wear 
reading glasses if they’re having 
trouble focusing,” he said. “If you can 
focus, it’s fine."

Reid said generic reading glasses 
are inexpensive and can be picked up 
at grocery or convenience stores for 
about $5.

Reid said there in non-conclusive 
evidence linking poor eyesight with 
lots of reading or spending long time 
periods in front of a computer screen.

“1 think that the big problem col­
lege students have with their eyes,” 
he said, “is going out in the sun with 
regular sunglasses."

Reid said students should wear 
protective sunglasses that block wave­

lengths of blue spectral light, which 
penetrate normal sunglasses causing 
damage to the cornea or retina.

The retina is the area located in 
the back of the eye, containing opti­
cal nerves. Reid described one’s retina 
as the film in a camera. Once dam­
age is done to the retina, he said, it 
cannot be repaired.

T he cornea is the hole in the 
middle of the iris, or colored part of 
the eye, and it allows light to pass 
through, Reid said.

The thing to look for when shop­
ping for sunglasses is not limited to 
style, Reid said. Though they look 
goofy, he said, blue tinted sunglasses 
block out harmful rays.

“People wear sunglasses and they 
think, ‘O h, I ’m protecting my eyes,"’ 
he said, “actually doing just the op­
posite."

Wearing no glasses at all is more 
beneficial than wearing the wrong 
glasses, Reid said. One way to tell 
whether a sunglass purchase was a 
good one is to look at something blue. 
If the object appears gray through the 
sunglass lenses, they offer the correct 
protection.

Reid suggested students add egg 
yolks and dark green, leafy vegetables 
to their diets in an effort to maintain 
their good eyesight.

Such foods contain a compound 
called lutin, which is also found in 
the retina.

Steven Mathews, associate profes­
sor in the department of ophthalmol­
ogy and visual sciences, said he does 
not believe students are concerned 
about their long-term eyesight.

“They're young, so a lot of the dis­
eases of the eye haven't necessarily

kicked in yet,” he said. “Most of the 
problems are related to ‘1 can’t see the 
board’.”

Lutin is effective for people who 
suffer from molecular degeneration, 
Mathews said. He said people may 
benefit from a diet rich in lutin-forti- 
fied spinach later in life. Lutin is also 
available in supplement form, he said.

“I don’t know that you’ll get any 
college students to worry about what 
will happen when they're 70," he said.

To prevent eye-strain, Mathews 
suggested students take breaks when 
studying to give their eyes a rest at 
least every hour for five minutes. 
Breaks from reading allow the eyes to 
sustain effort longer, he said.

Mathews said students having 
trouble seeing the front of the class­
room or straining their eyes by study­
ing for four hours at a time should see

an eye doctor because eyeglass or con­
tact prescriptions could help the situ­
ation.

However, Mathews said young 
adults tend to treat their contact 
lenses badly, causing chance for in­
fection.

“They don’t tend to take good 
care of their lenses,” he said, “or re­
place lenses.”

Mathews said in order to main­
tain good eye health, contact lens 
users should replace their lenses after 
they expire and should pay close at­
tention to care information listed on 
the lens packaging.

“A contact lens is a device that if 
abused can cause you problems,” he 
said. “If they treat their lenses with 
an appropriate amount of caution, 
people can save themselves pain and 
expense.”

Earlier this month, Baytown of­
ficia ls told  T h e U niversity Daily

separate occasions by the depart­
m ent, including an arrest in co n ­
n ection  w ith a theft charge last 
year.

A ssociate Director of News and 
Publications Sally Logue Post said 
university officials are unable to 
com m ent on  the matter as a result 
o f federal privacy laws.

T h e  m other o f a Tech student, 
who wished to remain unidenti­
fied, contacted T he University Daily 
on  Tuesday to express co n cern  
about Andrews’ reinstatem ent to 
the university.

“I don’t appreciate that other 
students have to share a bathroom 
in the residence halls with this 
m an,” she said. “I’m sure that par­
ents would be outraged to know 
that these kids are living with a 
man who has this kind o f history. 
I’m all about innocent until proven 
guilty , but I ’m s ti ll  co n cern e d  
about th is.”

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Gilbreath is president of the 
housing corporation for the Tech 
chapter and said the lodge was in­
sured through the contractor.

“I hope it’s not a sign of more 
things to com e,” he said. “I hate 
that it happened in my district. 1 
hate that it happened at all in 
Lubbock, and I hate that it hap­
pened in G reek C ircle. Those 
kinds of things you can’t antici­
pate.”

Numerous phone calls from 
members of the community have 
been encouraging to the frater­
nity.

“The Greek community is very 
supportive of us getting up and go­
ing again,” Gilbreath said.

Jason Blazek, a sophomore 
business major from Carrollton 
and member since fall 2002, said 
many of the members of the fra­
ternity are just finding out about 
the incident.

“I makes me very upset that 
somebody would do this," he said. 
“1 don’t see why somebody would 
want to come in and destroy our 
house already."

The fire is still under investi­
gation. Nelson said anyone with 
information regarding the case is 
encouraged to call 775-2646.

“W hat we need now is infor­
mation to follow up on," Nelson 
said. “W e need people to talk.”

Instead, the student learns 
through the wisdom and knowl­
edge of the instructor teaching 
the course.

“Students get the accum u­
lated wisdom and knowledge of 
the expert in the field. That wis­
dom and know ledge are co n ­
veyed in a class setting,” Brink 
said. “Especially at the under­
graduate level; it is through class 
discussion that a valuable con ­
nection is made leading to the 
student’s understanding.”

In essence, this understand­
ing is a greater form of learning 
than knowledge accumulation, 
Brink said. Various colleges at 
Tech have their own attendance 

\ policies, which are put in place 
1 for the benefit o f the student.

Roger Saathoff, an associate 
professor for the School of Mass 
C o m m u n ic a tio n s , said m ost 
p o lic ies  in the school are in 
place to m otivate students.

As an exam ple, some profes­
sors inform their classes that any 
more than four absences would 
require the student to take the 
final exam for the course.

T h is semester, Saathoff said 
he has not taken attendance in 
one of his largest classes. Brink 
said it is the right of instructors 
and professors to not have an a t­
tendance policy.

Saathoff said almost 120 of his 
170 students attend the class.

However, he 
said he has no­
ticed more dis­
cussion and par­
ticip ation  than 
when he made 
attendance nec­
essary.

A t the Tech 
Sch o o l of Law, 
the school has a 
separate policy than the rest o f the 
university. Although the policy is 
different, attendance is still impor­
tant to the grade o f the student, 
Brian Shannon said.

T he associate dean and Charles 
“T ex” Thornton  Professor of Law 
said, in some courses, a professor 
could exclude a student from the 
final for excessive absences, which 
would have a severe impact on the 
final grade o f the student.

If the student is excluded from 
the final, the professor has the op­
tion o f giving the student a W  or 
W F for the course.

According to the operating pro­
cedure o f Tech, after the instruc­
tor informs the student’s dean of 
excessive absences, the dean has 
the option o f dropping the student 
from the course or suspending the 
student from the university.

O f the nearly 11,000  students 
in the C ollege o f A rts and S c i ­
ences, the policy would create hun­

dreds o f students who would have 
to  be e v a lu a ted  by th e  d ean , 

Saathoff said.
H o w e v e r , '  

s tu d e n ts  who 
h av e to  miss 
classes because 
o f u n iv ersity  
business are still 
protected under 
th e  o p e ra tin g  
p ro ced u res o f 
Tech.

Brink said a professor cannot 
penalize a student for missing class 
if the absence is excused.

According to the operating pro­
cedure, any student absent because 
of university business must be al­
lowed to  make up missed work 
w ithin a reasonable span o f time, 
or have alternate grades substituted 
for work due to an excused ab­
sence.

Regardless, Brink said he still 
believes good attend ance is the 
best possible action taken by a stu­
dent.

“It is through attendance that 
a student makes valuable conn ec­
tions to understanding,” he said.

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STD  rates in Lubbock dropping
Doctor: Rates should not scare students hut he a warning to the dangers.STD rate among highest in state

Ann tested  positive for 
chlamydia and the human 
papillom a virus, better 

known as genital warts, about a month 
ago.

While chlamydia is curable, and Ann 
no longer has the infection, there is no 
cure for genital warts, and she may carry 
the disease for the rest of her life. Because
it is a virus, she will have the disease un- _______
til it runs its course and dies. It could last 
a year, 10 years or 50 years.

“I felt devastated,” she said. “I’ve only had two sex partners my whole life. I am a 
basically good, loving person. I am not promiscuous."

Ann got tested after discovering from a friend that her ex-boyfriend had been 
diagnosed with chlamydia, but finding out site had genital warts was a surprise.

She had the warts on her cervix frozen with liquid nitrogen, a procedure she said 
was extremely painful. She now has to have pap smears every six months and said 
future relationships will never be the same.

Using protection could have prevented the chlamydia and probably the genital 
warts as well. Ann said she did not feel she was properly educated about S ID s  and 
their effects.

“My parents never discussed the subject with me, and at school it was only briefly 
mentioned,” she said. “1 just never thought it would liappen to me.”

Many Lubbock county residents feel like Ann. Lubbock County has the highest 
recorded STD  numbers in the state, especially for chlamydia and gonorrhea.

But the numbetsare dropping, saiddisease intervention specialist VilkaScott-Kitching. 
Only about six of die many different STDs are required to be reported by the

health department. These are chlamy­
dia, gonorrhea, chancroid, syphilis, HIV 
and AIDS.

Herpes and the human papilloma 
virus are not required to be reported, 
and Scott-Kitching said if they were 
reported, the numbers would be over­
whelming.

In 2000, Lubbock County re­
ported 2,528 different ST D  cases. In 
2003, the number dropped to 1,725. 
Scott-Kitching said she thinks the 
good disease reporting method in 
Lubbock is the main reason why the 
county’s numbers are so high.

she said.
Scott-Kitching said she believes few people are properly educated about 

the risks and chances of getting an STD.
“Some people seem to have a complete lack of knowledge that it’s not good to 

have more than one sex partner,” she said. “I don’t think we should expect the 
school (to teach children). Sex education in junior high and high school is not 
enough. That should start at home."

While some people may be afraid of the high STD  rate, said Dr. Kelly Bennett, 
medical director for Student Health Services, the rate on the Texas Tech campus’ is 
not higher than other Big 12 schools.

Also, many counties in Texas have fewer young people, and therefore counties 
with a higher concentration of young people, like Lubbock, will naturally have a 
higher rate, she said.

“Lubbock is going to be higher because Tech is here, and there are a higher 
concentration of 18- to 24-year-olds,” Bennett said. “When you have this concen­
tration of 18- to 24-year-olds together, it’s going to be a breeding ground for STDs."

She said as long as Tech is in Lubbock, the rare will probably be higher. To lower

the rate, she suggested promoting condom use.
“Condoms are used mainly to prevent pregnancy and not STDs," she said.
Bennett said many women taking contraceptive pills do not make their partner 

use a condom because they are not worried about contracting an STD.
She said the rate should not scare students, but should make them aware of the 

dangers and take protective measures.
“I don’t think that there’s any kind of special Lubbock county or Texas Tech ver­

sion of STDs going around,” she said. “A lot of that is all urban myth.”

T he Coens, H anks devour ‘Ladykillers’
When Tom Hanks walked 

on to the stage to present 
at the Academy Awards 

in February, the band played “Hail to 
the C h ie f’ as he walked across the 
stage.

It’s no wonder. Hanks has proven to 
be one of Hollywood’s finest, and has 
most recently concerned himself with 
serious roles (“Road to Perdition, 
“CastAway").

In a partnership that is, perhaps, long 
overdue, he has teamed up with Joel and 
Ethan Coen (“Fargo,” “O  Brother, 
W here A rt Thou?”) for “The 
Ladykillers,” a remake of a 1955 British 
comedy of the same name that has now 
been given the unmistakable Coen spin.

Hanks dons a deep Southern accent, 
clothes stolen out of the closet of Col. 
Sanders, and a bushy Vandyke to play 
Goldthwait Higginson Dorr III, Ph.D., 
a university professor of Latin and Greek 
with a love for the poetry of Poe and 
the sound of his own voice.

He has a certain fascination with 
himself and his mastering of the English 
language and manages to make any 
simple idea or statement sound far more 
complex than necessary.

Dorr appears on the doorstep of a 
widow, an African-American Southern 
Baptist named Marva Munson (Irma P. 
Hall). He is inquiring about a room to 
rent, and oh, do you also have a cellar?

He explains he needs the cellar to 
rehearse with his small ensemble of ba­
roque instrumentalists. His ensemble, 
however, are not musicians at all. They 
are actually a small band of rag-tag 
thieves that Don has assembled to pull 
off a robbery of a riverboat casino by tun­
neling from the cellar to the vault.

The film gives us mini-background 
stories of each of these oddball Coen 
caricatures: Gawain MacSam (Marlon 
Wayans) a slacking janitor working at 
the casino; G arth  Pancake (J.K . 
Simmons) the demolitions expert with 
a bad case of ireitable bowel syndrome; 
The General (Tzi Ma) a Viet Cong tun­
neling expert and Lump (Ryan Hurst) a 
football player who has taken one too 
many shots to the head.

In looking at the cast list, Hanks and 
Wayans are probably the only readily 
recognizable names. But the Coens are 
not concerned with a marquee full of

A-list names. They've cast good char­
acter actors that fit their roles perfectly. 
The Coens' writing and characterization 
is so rich that they know that it is the 
characters that will be remembered long 
after the film has ended, not the names 
of die actors.

Neither are. the Coens concerned 
with making this a “Hee-Haw” version 
of “Ocean’s 11." While die film shoi'd 
fit into the mold of “heist movie,” it 
never seems to be that concerned with 
the heist itself.

The plot is, admittedly, uneven as 
the film sometimes catches us up by a 
character saying something like “OK, 
now that we've done (insert plot point 
here) while (insert subplot here) we can 
now do (next plot point).”

It’s a fault, but only one that viewers 
may think of in hindsight or between

laughs.
The Coens stay ttue to their own 

form in that the film turns into pitch- 
dark comedy on a hairpin turn. Bodies 
soon need to be disposed of, a cat gets a 
severed finger as a chew-toy, and straws 
are drawn to try to decide who kills the 
old lady upstairs.

It’s sick, it’s wrong, and it’s hilariously 
funny.

They also effectively use Southern 
Gospel music as a motif here, like they 
used bluegrass and country music in “O  
Brother, Where art Thou?" It only adds 
to the dark comedy as we watch a char­
acter do something deplorable while a 
church choir sings a hymn.

Hanks is obviously having a blast fi­
nally getting to play a curly-mustached 
villain like something out of a melo­
drama. Even if the whole movie had 
been a disaster, he would still be worth 
watching.

Hall also earns laughs throughout as 
an old woman everyone thinks is long- 
gone into senility, and who knows that 
repeatedly smacking a foul-mouthed 
“hippity-hop”-listening young man is 
sometimes the only way.

“The Ladykillers" is not the Coens’ 
best work, but it does possess that intel­
ligent and disturbingly funny wit that is 
distinctly their own.

T h e Texas Tech  softball team 
knows it has one part of the equation 
to winning under control and if the 
Lady Raiders can get their pitching 
and defense to be as consistent as their 
hitting, wins should come today in a 
doubleheader against New Mexico 
State.

“We just have to cut down on our 
errors,” said junior outfielder Kelly 
Rhyne. “We have the talent to play 
defense really well. W e’ve seen it 
throughout the season.”

The Raiders had three errors in 
Sunday's 7-4 loss to Iowa State, and 
the offense produced eight hits. If the 
defense improves Rhyne said, Tech 
could increase its chances of sweep­
ing the Aggies at 1 and 3 p.m. at Rocky 
Johnson Field today.

“If we can score runs and put one,

if not both pitching and defense to­
gether, we’ll win ballgames,” Rhyne 
said. “The way our offense Tias been 
performing has been great, and if we 
can put one of the two together we’ll 
have a good chance to win some 
ballgames.”

Tech (17-20,1-1  Big 12) will have 
to do that against a New M exico 
State team that is 9-28 this year and 
defeated the Raiders in San Marcos 
earlier this season, beating them 4-0. 
Tech then beat the Aggies on their 
home field 5 -3 ,7 -0  in a doubleheader.

Now the teams will play in a 
d ou bleh ead er in  L u b b o ck , and 
catcher Lisa Lawler said the Raiders 
are looking to get back on track af­
ter a poor defensive and pitching 
performance against a team  they 
know well.

“(We are) very familiar,” she said. 
“You know what their pitchers throw; 
you’re very aware of what they can do

and what they can ’t do. S ince we 
know so much about them, we should 
be able to just go out and play what 
we know how to play and win.”

Tech is batting .263 as a team and 
.351 in conference play, but Lawler 
said the team is not stressing over the 
average. The Raiders are aware they 
need their pitchers and defense to take 
the challenge and make improve­
ments for today’s double-dip.

“That’s our strongest point is our 
hitting,” Lawler said. “If we don’t have 
pitching or defense, we always have 
hitting. I can’t even recall a game we 
didn’t have hitting. We need at least 
pitching or defense. Hitting has been 
there, we don’t need to worry about 
that. But at least pitching or defense, 
one o f those need, to step up in 
(today's) doubleheader.”

Assistant coach Kellyn Tate said 
the hitting has spread throughout 
the lineup , but it has not been

enough, and the team has the po­
tential to do some great things if the 
missing parts of the equation can 
becom e as consistent as the bats 
have been.

“W e’re swinging the bats really 
well, and it's starting to become con­
tagious,” she said. “W e’ve seen signs 
of greatness in all of those areas. It’s 
just finding the consistency in those 
areas that’s most important."

Knowing the bats are hot right 
now may make the defense’s job a little 
easier, and Rhyne said hitting well can 
take away some of the burden from the 
defense and pitchers.

“It’s comforting to know that we 
can stand up there and put some runs 
on the board, and there's not a whole 
lot of pressure on the defense like be­
ing in a close game 0-0 and not hav­
ing any runs on the board,” she said. 
“It just takes a lot of pressure off the 
defense and off the pitching.”

Red Raiders struggling against southpaws

Southpaws and slow balls are things 
Texas Tech baseball players do not like.

Head coach Larry Hays said the 
team  has struggled against left- 
handed pitchers and the squad needs 
to fix its problem.

“We have struggled against the 
left-handed pitchers we have faced,” 
the head coach said. “1 can name 
about five that have shut us down.”

In those five games against lefties 
this season Tech is 0-5. O n Feb. 21, 
Northern Illinois’ Zach Minor beat 
Tech 7-5 at Dan Law Field, and No. 8 
Notre Dame’s Tom Thornton defeated 
the Raiders 6-1 on March 13 in Round 
Rock. New Mexico pitcher Cooper 
Eddy slashed through Tech’s batting 
order, winning 4-1 on March 16. The 
last two losses to lefties came in the 
Raiders’ Big 12 Conference opener 
against Texas A & M ’s Jason Meyer and 
Zach Jackson, last Friday, 5-2, and 
Saturday, 4-1.

Hays said A&.M pitchers were 
probably the best Tech has faced all 
year.

“They were two very great pitch­
ers,” he said. “Friday, we didn’t do too 
bad. There were just a few defensive 
mistakes. But Sat­
urday, we faced a 
guy that o v er­
loaded us.”

J a c k s o n  
pitched a com ­
plete game against 
T ech  Saturday, 
forcing 14 
strikeouts, one run 
on four hits and 
threw a total of 
144 pitches. Hays 
said he figured his 
batters would have done better.

“We have enough right-handed 
batters on the team to be able to hit,” 
he said. “They just shut us down.”

A t the plate, junior first baseman 
Josh Brady said the Tech batters are

not worried about the pitchers they 
face.

“We have struggled as much with 
lefties as we have with right-handed 
pitchers,” he said. “We're not like, ‘Oh 
great, here comes another left-hander,’

"(Travis) Walden is the only coach 
that can throw left handed, so he has 
been throwing BP for a while now,” he 
said. “Also, some of the lefties that 
won’t play this weekend will get to 
pitch to us, so we get more practice 
against them."

Junior right fielder Michael Mask

xas Tech 
Baseball

said batting practice is not the only 
thing the lineup has worked on to 
keep from struggling with lefties.

“T h e  cage the T ech  H ecklers 
bought us also throws left, so we’ve 
worked on curves, fastballs and things 
of that sort from that side,” he said.

All pitchers have certain pitches 
they throw, but selection is a matter of 
finding out what kind hatters prefer.

If there’s one pitch Mask said he 
prefers, it is one that almost every ball 
player waits for.

“I like fastballs, and I think every­
body does,” he said. “Except for Brady. 
1 think he likes the curves.”

Brady said he disagreed w ith 
Mask’s assumption and said he also 
likes the fastball.

“I like them right down the middle, 
but pitchers don’t throw them on pur­
pose," he said. “You have to wait until 
they mess up and then you can blast 
them out.”

Tech hosts No. 1-ranked Texas 
this weekend at Dan Law Field be­
ginning at 6 :30 p.m. Friday. The Red 
Raiders will play the Longhorns in 
a three-game series, with game two 
at 2 p.m. Saturday, and the last set 
for 1 p.m. Sunday.
