Haekell county I situated In the
southern part of the Panhandle on the
line of the one hundredth meridian west
from Greenwich. It !a 1500 feet above
the sea, and has mild wiaters and sum-
mers, [t ia thirty miles square und con-
talas 679,000 acres of land, It was
ereated In 1 from a part of Fannl:
and Milam counties, and named in Lonor
of Charlea Maskell, a young Tennes-
seeais, who fell at the massacrs at Ge-
lind {n 18386,

It remained uneettled until 1874, whea
there was one or two rauches estab-
lished. Other ranchmen followed, and
in 1880 the conngy could boast of dfteen
or twenty Inhnbitants. There was mo
furthor developwment until early in 1884,
when the town of Haskell was laid off,
aud by donating lots a few settiers were
Induced to build 1esidences, and in Jan-
uary 1888 the county erganized with a
yolled vote of fiity-seven electors,

Up to 1884 the mail had never besn
turned by & plow, and e people de-
pended upon raising cattle, sheep aad
horses, ns the natural grusses furnishes
fuvod both winter and summer for lta-
mense herds. The poorer people maide
money by gathering many thousand
tons of buflilo bones and shipping them
east to be made into fertilizers used n
the old states.

Experiments were made in 1385 with
garden products, eorn, oats, wheat, rys,
barley and cotton and the yield wus
bountbful.

TOPUGRAPILY,
