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A fter “T he Passion of the 
C hnst” stirred major con 
troversy this year, “Saved!" 

is a small gem of a teen comedy that 
takes a sharp, satmc aim at some of 
his followers.

Nice timing.
Some have been quick to label 

the film as sacrilegious or blasphe­
mous —  an incorrect assessment be­
cause the film is m aking fun o f 
people, not God. The real targets 
o f the film are close-minded and fa­
natical fundamentalists who believe 
Jesus only cares about those who are 
perfectly in line with his will.

First-time director and co-writer 
Brian Dannelly must either be a 
Christian himself, or has done his 
homework on churchy lingo (the 
film’s title, for example) and the re­
ligious snobbery o f some believers.

C om ing from a private C hris­
tian school, I especially can relish 
and laugh at the humor this film 
employs. Indeed, I felt like I a l­
ready knew these characters.

The film is largely set at Am eri­
can Eagle C hristian  High School, 
a private school with high reli­
gious expectations o f its students. 
T here’s not a picture o f  Jesus in 
the classroom, but there is one o f 
George W. Bush.

Mary (Jena Malone) is a proud 
member of the Christian Jewels, a 
small clique of high school girls led 
by Hilary Faye (Mandy Moore). The 
group wears self-identifying pins on 
their shirts and lead worship for the 
school’s midday church services. 

Mary, through narration, tells

us she has a wonderful C hristian  
boyfriend, Dean (C had Faust), but 
he drops a bomb on her when he 
tells her, “ l think I’m gay!” Mary 
then sees a vision o f Jesus telling 
her to help Dean. She reasons that 
m eans losing her virginity to him 
to help him realize he’s not gay.

It backfires on her when she gets 
pregnant. She soon finds herself ex­
com municated from the Christian 
Jewels for her transgressions, and 
the only people who accept her 
now are the school rejects.

T h e  sch ool’s m ain ou tcast is 
Cassandra (Eva Am urri), the only 
Jewish student at school, who rel­
ishes her rebellion with sm oking 
and outward disgust for the other 
students. Hilary, the model for per­
fect Christianity, knows Cassandra 
needs “ sav in g” —  never m ind 
friendship and acceptance.

She is homfied, then, when her 
paraplegic brother, Roland (Macaulay 
Culkin), starts dating Cassandra.

T h e school is headed by the 
righteously hip Pastor Skip  (M ar­
tin Donovan) who flips onto stage 
and starts church services by yell­
ing “Je su s  in the h ou se ! Je su s 
rocks! L et’s kick it Jesu s-sty le !” 
and then calm ly bows and says, 
“Let’s pray.”

He also is interested in M ary’s 
mother, who goes to church lead­
ership m eetings dressed more like 
she’s going to a singles bar.

P a sto r  S k ip ’s so n , P a trick  
(Patrick  Fugit), has a crush on 
Mary, and tells her he doesn’t care 
about her offenses. He represents 
the C hristian  spirit o f tolerance

the film seeks to praise.
T h e  film  d o e sn ’ t p u ll any  

punches with its sharp-edged hu­
mor. It attacks the religious, “ho­
lier than  thou” sp irit h ead  on. 
T h a t’s fitting because Jesus h im ­
self did the same thing. O ne can 
think o f the C h ristian  Jew els as 
modern-day Pharisees, and realize 
Jesu s h ad  h arsh er words to say 
about the Pharisees than he ever 
did about the worst o f sinners.

Although the film occasionally slips 
into teen-movie tern tory in latter por­
tions, Dannelly s dialogue remains poi­
gnant and smart throughout.

Partnering with the witty d ia­
logue is a fantastic ensem ble cast 
o f some fine teen actors. Mandy 
Moore is devilishly funny, although 
it was somewhat o f a cheap shot 
having her sing in the film.

Jena M alone ably captures the 
confusion o f a teenager who thinks 
Je su s  h as ab an d o n ed  her, and  
Macaulay C ulkin shows he has ex ­
cellent com ic timing with wry de­
livery and a no-nonsense attitude.

But the standout is the sassy 
and sexy Eva Am urri, daughter o f 
Susan  Sarandon, who lends a spe­
cial depth to her would-be stereo­
typical character.

“Saved !” is a wildly funny com ­
edy that hits close to home. This 
Bible Belt-buster deserves to be 
seen by Christians who are willing 
to give it a chance, instead o f pray­
ing against it without seeing it.

The only people that should be of­
fended by “Saved!” are those the film is 
targeting in the first place.

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Smith appealing to legislature for added funds

In order to accommodate the rapid growth Texas Tech has 
expenenced, Chancellor Dr. David R. Sm ith will go to Austin 
to ask for more money from the state. The yearlong process to 
bring in more money will begin in August.

According to university budget reports, the total operating 
budget for Tech in 2004 is $503.8 million. O f that budget, 
about 38 percent comes from the state. The Texas Tech U ni­
versity Health Sciences Center receives about 23 percent of 
its budget from the state.

Smith said presentations will be made in August to the 
Governor’s Budget Office, the Legislative Budget Board, the

Senate Finance Com m ittee and the 
House Appropriations Committee.

The goal of the presentations is to 
show how fast Tech has grown and the 
need to accommodate the expansions.

“Our message is going to be that Tech 
is growing, it has a great track record at 
both universities. We have superior stu­
dents, and we’ve got to grow the faculty,”
Smith said.

The presentations will precede the ^mit^ 
legislative session that will begin in January and conclude in 
May.

The amount that is needed is in the process o f being de­
cided on.

If received, the money will go toward a number of different 
things, Smith said. Adding more faculty members and reduc­
ing class sizes are among the prionties.

Continuing formula funding and receiving a start-up bud­
get to fund the El Paso Medical School project also are on the 
agenda.

Debra Boyce, a senior education major from Lubbock, said 
she would like to see smaller class sizes but is not sure where 
the money would come from to make that possible.

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Incoming freshman 
dies in car accident

A future Texas Tech student died Tuesday from injuries suf­
fered in a one-vehicle accident that happened on the way home 
from freshman onentation.

Danielle Fleming, an 18-year-old from Roswell, N.M ., and 
Nicole Slayton, also 18 and a Roswell resident, were traveling 
west on U.S. 380 about 10 miles west of Roswell. The vehicle was 
traveling at a high rate o f speed when Slayton, who was dnving 
the 2002 Ford truck, started to drift off the road to the nght, said 
John Roberts, a communication supervisor for the New Mexico 
State Police. The accident occurred about 10:45 p.m.

Slayton overcorrected, traveled across the center line and ex­
ited the road on the left in a broadside skid, Roberts said. The

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Reflecting on Reagan
The president who made me laugh His lessons live on, inspiring all

Former President Ronald Wilson Reagan, 
an actor who never missed a cue, is dead, 
on the eve of the anniversary of D-Day. 

Even in his passing, his timing was perfect.
I will miss Rea^n. Partly because he was genu­

inely funny, which is something you can’t take 
easily. Partly because his name is the first 1 re­
member being attached to the word “President,” 
and partly because he was one of the last giants of 
his age. Like him or not, he moved through the 
world with the effect all big things have when in 
motion, altering the world around them with their 
shape, their force. Reagan was a deeper and more 
complex man than many gave him credit for. The 
path he traced through the 20th century, from 
1911 to the presidency, was the track Amenca 
took —  which explains why he could connect 
with so many o f his fellow countrymen, especially 
when he was chastised for being a distant and 
uncunous man. Reagan stood for what was lik­
able in Amenca in the rrunds of many of its citi­
zens —  optimism, zeal for freedom and its prom­
ises, a curiously intense streak of private piety, and, 
strangely, a li^rt-heartedness and practicality that, 
in Amenca, often go hand in hand.

Reagin read a novella when he was a young 
man called "That Printer of Udell’s,” a Horatio 
Alger-esque short fiction of the type that used to 
be a regular staple of the American paperback 
diet. “ Udell’s” extolled the virtues of a young 
tradesman, who, through hard work, dedication, 
and Christian faith, rises from his humble state to 
prospenty, and from there, to Congress and po­
litical glory. It was the text that convinced Reagin 
to convert to his mother’s religion and, amazingly, 
prophesied a great deal of his life.

The Amenca Reagan represented was that 
America, Udell’s Amenca, and its values were 
Realm's values. What sort of tie did Reagan have 
to his countrymen? 1 use my grandfather as a ba­
rometer of main American sentiment My grand­
father thinks FDR is a great man, just like Reagan 
did  But Reagan is his hero, which is unscientific 
but highdy reliable evidence that he was America’s 
hero too. If he was just an actor, he was a good 
one.

Ronald Reagan did not end the Cold War.

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To give Kim credit for defeating communism is 
like giving the ocean thanks for swallowing the 
sun. More importantly, it disagrees with what 
Reagan believed, and what 1 believe; communism 
was doomed to perish for its ethical and economic 
weaknesses in the competition with capitalism 
and democracy. Our system would have won no 
matter what, 1 think Reagan would have said. 
However, that end could have been homfic, like 
the death pang> of Nazism. Reagan’s triumph ex­
ists in allowing the Cold War to end as it existed: 
without fire.

Reagin is not my saint His records on things 
like AIDS is shameful. But he had three big 
achievements, to my mind, aside from the obvi­
ous one above. First, he was willing to call the 
U SSR  what it was: an Evil Empire. Even Jimmy 
Carter, preacher, couldn't do that Second, some­
thing that not even his bitterest enemy can deny, 
he returned Amenca’s optimism to its proper 
height Some have called our intense love of coun­
try arrogance. Reagan reminded us we have some­
thing to be proud of. And thud, Reagan give us 
the reassurance that government was a necessary 
evil, at best Although his spending record con­
tradicts his words, it needed saying. Love your 
country, distrust your government

Lincoln spoke of stim ng America’s “mys­
tic chords o f memory,” as if the life o f the 
nation were nothing more than a musical in­
strument to be played. If so, Reagan’s worth 
lies not in the playing of any bold new theme 
but in the short striking o f old but familiar 
notes, playing them for an ear that once 
loved, then forgot, now remembered.

W
ith the recent passing of Ronald 
Reagan, we’ve started to hear 
much discussion about presiden­
tial legacies. Although legacies are nothing 

more than historical stigmas, they do dictate 
history. I marvel at the summation of great 
men in their post-White House days. Nixon 
has never escaped the aura of Watergate. At 
the same time, FDR is still credited wuh pull­
ing America from the Great Depression in the 
1930s. Bill Clinton, of course, rightly earned 
his stature of moral impropnety.

Reagan, unlike many of his predecessors, 
should not risk being remembered for anything 
except pamotic service and unparalleled per­
sonality. But aside from all the clichés (though 
true) of patriotism and his ability to charm most 
Americans, there are universal lessons we can 
take from President Reagan’s life.

In today’s world, it has become so difficult 
to separate the man from the policies. It has 
truly become a hate/love relationship. This is 
the sad reality, but anyone engaged in politics 
is guilty of doing it. The amazing nature of 
Ronald Reagan was to transcend the policies 
and partisan debates so often attached to presi­
dential politics. In essence, he was a common 
man. And Amenca loved this.

The first universal lesson Reagan taught us 
was the power of realistic idealism. All presi­
dents carry some amount of idealism whether 
it is moral, fiscal or militaristic. Reagan dreamed 
big, but not past the attainable. Reagan’s ide­
als were the key to success, most notably re­
garding the Soviet Union The collapse of the 
Soviet Union rivaled anything America had 
seen in the last century. But the reality is, 
Reagan didn’t start talking about the “evil 
empire" once he amved in Washington It 
was a collective belief he’d earned since the 
195& in his political beginnings. The central 
idea was communism was wrong and could be 
dealt with in a straightforward fashion.

Cntics saw Reagan as escalating an already 
fragile relationship. Reagan wasn’t escalating 
anything. He was cracking the underpinnings 
of a flawed system He knew what his goals 
would require, and he accomplished them. 

Reagan’s second universal lesson is the

power of contagious optimism. As I said earlier, 
Reagan was able to transcend everyday policies 
and bring forth an air of humanism. His ability to 
connect with the people through laugjuer and 
optimistic dialogue was the dnving force behind 
Amenca spamotiorenewal during the 1980s. Vic­
tor Borge once said, “Lau^iter is the shortest dis­
tance between two people.” Reagan knew this 
and used it in debates, speeches and when deal­
ing with the media. It conveyed his lightness of 
heart and bndged the gap of president and citi­
zen. His aptness for humor was effective because 
if  was always mixed with an optimistic view of 
America. Reagan knew optimism leads to solu­
tions and creation of better ideas.

"The Shining City on the Hill” was a vision 
for a new Amenca. Reagan provided hope wuh 
his optimistic visions. Because of all this, people 
followed his leadership and overwhelmingly sup­
ported him at the polk. He knew how to bring 
out our greatest hopes, never our greatest fears.

The lessons of realistic idealism and an opti­
mistic spint are desperately needed in our world 
today. Reagan proved their effectiveness and we 
can leam from his example. It’s these two ideas 
that bring me back to the same thought. Reagan 
brought out the very best in Amenca. In his own 
words, “a good leader doesn’t do great things, he 
inspires others to do great things.” Reagan ac­
complished just that.

Unfortunately for A m erica, President 
Reagan’s journey is over. In keeping with his 
strong Christian faith, I am confident he is finally 
home with his Lord and Savior. We’ll always miss 
the man and the way he made us feel to be Amen- 
cans.

to make way for the freeway.
Phase two of the freeway is sched­

uled to begin in spring 2005 by build­
ing the freeway from Salem Avenue to 
Avenue L. The third phase will be cen­
tered toward the east end of 1-27 and is 
projected to be finished after 2010.

Brent Hillebrenner, a transportation 
engineer with TxDOT, said the use of 
the frontage road as a detour on the 
West Loop is running smoothly.

‘There are some delays,” he said. “It 
is a wl iole lot better now than it was a 
month ago —  but people can expect 
these delays for at least a year.”

West Loop 289 is not the only area

under construction in Lubbock. Indi­
ana Avenue at 19th street is under con­
struction and should re-open Aug. 15.

“When the Texas Tech Parkway is 
fin idled —  which is why Indiana has 
been closed in order to build the park- > 
way through the Tech campus —  the 
traffic at Indiana will be very limited,” ; 
Mason said.

Hillebrenner said the final intention 
is to clc»e Indiana completely when the 
parkway opens.

Overall, Mason said the Lubbock 
community has been supportive and 
understanding of the traffic delays 
caused by construcuon.

The Marsha Sharp Freeway and the 
Texas Tech Parkway are estimated to 
cost $256 million and $9 million respec­
tively, Mason said

‘Under God’ 
stays in pledge

W A SH IN G T O N  (A P ) —  
The Supreme Court preserved the 
plirase “one nation, under God,” 
in the Pledge of Allegiance, ruling 
a California atheist could not chal­
lenge the oath but sidestepping the 
issue o f separation of church and 
state.

The court said atheist Michael 
Newdow could not sue to ban the 
pledge from his daughter’s school 
and others because he did not have 
legal authonty to speak for her.

Newdow is in a protracted cus­
tody fight with the girl’s mother. He 
does not have sufficient custody of 
the child to qualify as her legal rep­
resentative, the court said. Eight 
justices voted to reverse a lower 
court ruling in Newdow’s favor.

Justice Antonin Scalia removed 
himself from the case, presumably 
because of remarks he had made 
that seemed to telegraph his view 
that the pledge is constitutional.

“W hen Fiard questions of do- 
| mestic relations are sure to affect 
1 the outcome, the prudent course is 
| for the federal court to stay its Fiand 
i rather than reach out to resolve a 

weighty question of federal consti- 
J tutional law,” Justice John Paul 
| Stevens wrote for the court

Summer is the time of year when 
people get outdoors and enjoy the 
sunshine and the warm tempera­
tures. However, while those tem­
peratures and the sunshine can be 
fun, they can also be dangerous if 
precautions are not taken.

A ccording to the Federal C it i­
zen Inform ation Center, to avoid 
heat illness, which is caused by the 
body’s cooling m echanism  over­
loading, the FC1C recom m ends 
slowing down all activity.

N o  m atter how high your ac­
tivity level is, drink a lot o f fluids. 
It is important to avoid drinks that 
contain  caffeine, alcohol or large 
am ounts o f  sugar.

It is also important to wear light­
weight, loose fitting clothing that 
is light in color. Reducing strenu­
ous activity in the heat or doing 
them in cooler parts o f the day will 
also reduce the risk of heat illnesses.

C aro l Lain , a nurse with the 
C ity  o f Lubbock H ealth D epart­
m ent, said  people need to  slow 
down, drink plenty of water and 
change their diets to beat the heat 
in the summer months.

“People need to slow down on 
how they approach activities, and 
take it slow and easy,” she said.

Som e signs o f h eat illnesses 
such as heat exhaustion include 
p a le  or flu sh e d  sk in , m u scle  
cramps, heavy perspiring, nausea, 
weakness, dry mouth and head­
ache.

From 1979 to 1999, according 
to the Centers for Disease C o n ­
trol and Prevention, heat exposure 
caused 8,015 deaths in the U nited 
States.

H eat stroke is a serious condi­
tion and requires im m ediate a t­
tention. Everyone is vulnerable to 
heat stroke, but the groups most 
commonly affected are young chil­
dren, athletes and the elderly.

Sym ptom s include a body tem ­
perature hotter than 103 degrees, 
hot, dry skin, no sweating, hallu­
cinations and loss o f conscious­
ness.

A m anda Popham , a graduate 
student from Strawn studying ar­
chitecture, said she has never dealt 
with any kind o f heat illness, nor 
has she seen anyone experience it.

A ccording to the FC1C, it is 
im portant to stay hydrated and in 
the air conditioning. It is also im­
portant limit physical activities to 
the evening or early morning to 
avoid heat illnesses.

Lain said eating lighter foods 
such as salads, fruits, vegetables 
and fish is im portant, as is eating

smaller meals more often through­
out the day.

Avoiding heavy foods like red 
m eat, beans and protein shakes 
can make the summer more pleas­
ant.

Lain said high am ounts o f pro­
tein are hard to digest and makes 
the body’s temperature rise.

A  common summer annoyance 
is sunburn. According to the C D C  
the time o f day when the sun’s U V  
rays are the strongest are between 
10 a.m. and 4 p.m.

Sunburn can be avoided by ap­
plying a sunscreen with an SPF 15 
or higher. Reapplying after swim­
ming will lessen the chance o f get­
ting sunburned.

Popham said she does not have 
time to lounge by the pool, but she 
does wear sunscreen with SPF 40 
because she does not want to get 
sunburned.

“ I ’m n o t a fra id  to  get su n ­
burned, it just hurts,” she said.

W hen applying sunscreen, Lain 
said it is important to put it on 30 
minutes before going out in the sun 
to give it time to soak in to the skin. 
Lain said most people don’t do this 
because they are impatient.

“T hey’re in a hurry, they want 
to get out in the sun. It really 
works if people would give it some 
tim e,” she said.

A ccording to the C D C , more 
than 1 m illion cases o f the most 
com m on forms o f skin cancer are 
diagnosed each year, and even a 
few serious sunburns can increase 
risk o f skin cancer.
