Haskell county is situsted Im tho
suthern part of the Panhandle ea the
line of the one hondredth meridian west
from Gresnwich. It s 1500 feet above
the sea, and has mild wiaters and sum-
mers, It is thirty miles square and com-
tains 876,000 mores of land. It was

'oreated (n 1808 from a part of Fannin
and Milsm counties, and named in honor
of Charles Haskell, a young Tennes-
weoan, who fell at the massacre at Ge-
liad in 1838,

It remained unsettled until 1874, when
there was eme er two raaches estab-
lished. Other ranchmem followed, and
In 1880 the conngy could boast of Afteen
or twenty Inhabitants. There was mo
further development until early in 1884,
when the town of Haskell was laid off,
sud by donating lote & few settlers were
induced to build residences, and in Jan-
vary 1888 the connty erganized with »
golled vote of Aity-seven electors,

Up 101854 the sail had never benn
turned by a plow, and the people de-
pended upon raising cattle, sheep and
horses, as the natural grasoes furnishes
food both winter and summer for iza-
menee herds.

THE ANIMAL'S SKILL IN BUILD-
ING DAMS, -

Cotting Down Ilg Trees of Hurd Wood
With Thelr sharp Teeth -Making »
Home and Laylng Up » Winter's Sop-
piy of Food—. The Beaver's Tools

So long as warm weather lusts the
boaver lives an easy life, disturbed
only by the ungainly moose that
wades out and shares his crop of Hily-
stems.  Hut In a country where the
winters are severo und the snow piles
up from six to nine feet on a level he
must prepare for the future.

A fumily of beavers, consisting,
perhaps, of & pair of ofd ones and
thelr children, have esten every-
thing in the way of bark that can be
enten and must change thelr guar-
ters,  Selecting a stream where food
is abundant they will build a dam—
for & ready-made pond s of course,
not 1o be found evoery day.

On these Northern brooks alders
spring up wherever they find a foot-
hold, often guite choking the stroam.
Usually mere bushes, they sometimes
attain a height of twenty feet gnd a
diameter of six inchos, and take on-
tire possession.

Such places a beaver loves, for
they furnish an abundant building
material and help to hold their dams
in place.

At the point chosen for a dam sticks
are cut of varying size and laid in
the brook, butts polating down
stream. Others are lald on top of
these, not always parallel, but In
every direction, yet moderately
smooth on the lower side,

Dirt, sticks and stones are niled on
top, then mora sticks, until thero
visos an lrregulur, narrow pile of
brush and dirt, the whole thorough-
ly matted together.

Groups of alders standing in mid-
stream are taken In whenever pos-
sible, and to obtain the support of
these a dam may change its direction
several times,

Thus, not only
is the natural weaving away provided
pzainst, but acertaln amount of woar
becdmes an actial necessity.

of fifty-four privates, eleven wmilitia-

L. I,
Helm and Ensign Ronan.

Five hundred ottawatomies nsseig-
bled at the fort to receive the suapplies
which were to ve disposed of. Winne-
meyz advised Heald to hold the fort for
vesenfurcement's, but the latter re-
fused.
Indinn advised immediante evacnation.
This latter advice wus sustalned hfv
the other older officers. Capt, Heald,
however, held o conference with the
Indinns on the 19th. The savages

f he turned over all the liguor and
ammunition. This was agreed upon,

At the last moment Capt. Heald de-
cided to destroy the liguor and ammu-

nition. This incensed the Indians, |

and they resolved to mussacre the gar-
rison. At 9 o'clock on the morning of
the 15th the garrison filed out. Capt.
Wells, who had arrived on the lith
with thirty Miamis. led the way. ‘The
women and children were on Rorses or
in wagons. Through some sirange
colneidence the band played the **Dead
March' ns the retreat began. Pive
hundred Pottawatomies escorted the
garrison, but after awhile went nhead
and waited in ambush for the devetoed
band,
been traversed when the Indians mude
their attack. It was all over very
quickly. Ounly thirty-six men, women
und children survived, The loss to
the Indians was fiftesn,

The Mrs, Helm incident is thus told.
She was ussanlted by o young Indian
who was in the sct of tomahawking
her when Black Partridge snatched
her away nnd bearing her to the lake
plunged her in, keeping hee head
above water. After the firing ceused
she was borne to a place of sufety, It
is this ineldent which has been selzed
upon by the sculptor and cast in  lust-
ing bronze.

| the danger those worlkkmen are con-
stantly in from virlous venomous
and unwelcome stowaways frequently
found hiding amldst the green
bunches of tropleal fruit. Scarecly
a wagon lond of the fruit is taken
from a ship that some sort of deadly
polsonous reptile, splder or insect is
not hidden awony beneath the layers.
The animai e which takes freo
passago from foreipgn eountrics by
storing itsell away in tho bunohes of
bananas would furuish food for an
interesting volume on natural his-
Lory.
Ho accustomed have the handlers
of this fruit become to seeing big.
halry tarantules crawl out of the
bunches and up the legs of thele
trousers that they whisk them to
the loor and step upon them with
no more concern than if they wore
| harmless bugs or entorpillars, instead
of the venomous insocts thut they ave.
The bite of a South American taran-
tuln is in wll enves poisonous, and in
muny instances deadly, yet thelir
presencs  eroates  wnong  banana
handlers no more terror than if they
were the most havinless of spiders

They are more froquently found in
bananus than any other reptiles, and
they come from every place from
which bananas ave shipped. They
are black and fuzzy, with long, halry
legs and little beadlike eyes, which
twinkle and snap like electric sparks,
and their very appearance would
strike terror to the hearts of those
who are not scoustomed to seeing
them. As arule the bodles of these

, big spiders are about the size of the
end of & man's thumb, but sometimes
a “Gulliver” erawls out into daylight,
and he is immediately captured and
engead.

Those of the tarantulas which are
not aroused by the jolting of the
bunches in handling and keep hiding
are stowed away in the hot cellars of
the dealers, whoere they becwne
warmed up and erawl out and spend
the remainder of their days in the
evucks of the ripening rooms with
the domestic vats and other small
animals with which these cellavs
uhound.
