Legislative  
update on MIPs

by Joan Davis
Most Texas counties have 

suffered through a number of 
changes in the past year con­
cerning minors in possession 
of alcohol. The laws relating 
to the violation are found in 
the Alcoholic Beverage Code. 
Following a period of sending 
defendants to county court, 
the law was changed and 
clarified by the 1995 Texas 
Legislature.

The effective date of the 
new laws governing the pur­
chase, possession, and con­
sumption of alcoholic bever­
ages was September 1, 1995. 
At that time the law provided 
new sanctions for the Justice 
Court and the offenses have 
been returned to the Justice 
of the Peace offices through­
out the state.

Those violators who are in 
violation, first offense, are 
fined $135.00 and must at­
tend an alcohol awareness 
course. Subsequent offens­
es carry a fine of $500 to 
$1,000 and defendants must 
also attend alcohol awareness 
courses. There is a charge for 
these courses, payable at the 
available seminars. If the 
course is not completed in 90 
days, the judge may suspend 
the defendant's driver's li­
cense for up to six months.

These are the new laws, 
presented in a basic, simpli­
fied explanation. In short, mi­
nors can no longer afford to 
risk an MIP violation in light of 
the new sanctions.

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Researchers have reported 
if people repeat an action 
each and every day for at least 
21 days, it is highly probable 
the action will become 
automatic. One of the best 
actions students need to be 
encouraged to repeat is that 
of a responsible student.

Responsible 
students do this and are more 
successful in school. This 
also develops a good habit 
and carries over into other 
areas as well.

There are seven habits of 
responsible students as 
reported by The Parent 
Institute. They set goals. 
Goals help keep students 
focused on the future. That's 
why they are the foundation 
of responsible behavior -- and 
success in school. Parents 
need to help their child set 
goals. Goals help students 
focus on what's important and 
what's not. If they have a 
vision of where they want to 
go, they're more likely to get

there. And students with 
goals find it easier to say "NO" 
to irresponsible behaviors . . .

Medicare may pay 
for flu shots 
for elderly

Older Americans are urged 
to take precautions against 
the pneumonia and flu epi­
demics that come with the ap­
proach of winter. The cost of 
both pneumonia vaccinations 
and flu shots may be covered 
by Medicare Part B (Medical 
Insurance) for those age 65 
and older.

Statistics show older people 
are twice as likely as younger 
persons to get pneumonia or 
flu. The Public Health Service 
recommends an annual flu 
shot for people over age 65,

even if they are generally 
healthy. Typically, shots are 
given in the fall or winter. The 
best time to get a flu shot is 
mid-October to mid-Novem­
ber. Medicare beneficiaries 
do not need a doctor's pre­
scription or supervision to 
have this vaccination covered 
by Medicare Part B. And, 
beneficiaries do not pay a de­
ductible or coinsurance 
amount.

Medicare Part B pays the 
reasonable approved amount 
for either shot. If the cost ex­
ceeds the approved amount, 
the beneficiary is responsible 
for the difference.

Generally, the cost will be 
paid if the vaccine is provided 
at a doctor's office or by a 
hospital, skilled nursing facili­
ty, home health agency, rural 
health clinic, federally quali­
fied health center, outpatient 
physical therapy provider, a 
comprehensive outpatient 
rehabilitation facility, or health 
maintenance organization 
(HMO).

Medicare Part B pays for 
pneumonia and hepatitis B 
vaccinations and flu shots 
when the beneficiary is in the 
hospital, even though the 
hospital stay is covered under 
Part A (Hospital Insurance).

Hunters reminded 
of education 

requirements
The Texas Parks and 

Wildlife Department reminds 
hunters born after September 
1, 1971 that proof of hunter 
education certification must 
be carried and be available for 
inspection while hunting In 
Texas.

Even though mandatory 
certification for hunters born 
after August 1971 and who 
are currently 17 years of age 
and older has been in effect 
since 1987, state game war­
dens continue to find large 
numbers of hunters that are 
not in compliance. Game war­
dens are issuing citations for 
failure to comply with the law, 
which can result in a maximum 
fine of $500.

For persons ages 12 
through 16, completion of the 
course is required to hunt 
without supervision or you 
must be accompanied by a li­
censed hunter 17 years of 
age or older.

Hunter education courses 
are offered around the state 
to people of all ages. Children 
under 12 cannot be certified, 
but will receive recognition for 
attending the course. As an

added bonus, many other 
states recognize Texas' certi­
fication while hunting in their 
state.

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Flu season fast 
approaching

It's not too early to start 
thinking about influenza sea­
son, especially for people 
most at risk for developing 
possibly fatal complications.

Flu season for North Ameri­
cans normally starts some time 
after Thanksgiving but has 
been known to strike as early 
as October, as happened in 
1991.

"That's why we recommend 
that people in the high-risk 
categories get vaccinated for 
influenza as soon as the vac­
cine is available, which is usu­
ally about this time of year," 
said Dr. W. Paul Glezen, epi­
demiologist at athe Influenza 
Research Center at Baylor 
College of Medicine in Hous­
ton.

Chief among those in the 
high-risk groups: the elderly.
Every year, thousands of 
people 65 and older die from 
pneumonia that results from 
influenza, Glezen said, and 
many, perhaps most, of those 
deaths could have been pre­
vented by inoculation.

Also at high risk: people 
with heart disease; lung dis­
ease, including asthma and 
chronic bronchitis: diabetes; 
chronic kidney disease; 
chronic anemia, including 
sickle-cell anemia; and im­
mune-system disorders.

Influenza usually strikes 
suddenly and produces fever, 
generalized muscle pain, se­
vere weakness and fatigue, a 
sore throat, and a dry, hacking 
cough.

To reduce fever and pain, 
adults may take aspirin or as­
pirin substitutes; children can 
take acetaminophen, said 
Glezen, a pediatrician. All flu 
victims should get plenty of 
bed rest and liquids.

For influenza A, there are 
prescription drugs. Amanta­
dine and Rimantadine, which 
will shorten the duration of the 
attack and lessen the severity 
of the symptoms, if the drugs 
are taken within 48 hours of 
the onset of symptoms.
These drugs are ineffective 
against influenza B, however.

But the best idea is to avoid 
the flu altogether. The vac­
cine is about 85 percent ef­
fective in accomplishing that,
Glezen said.

Some people worry that 
they will get the flu from the 
vaccine, but that is not possi­
ble, Glezen said, because the 
vaccine is made from killed 
virus.
