e ts /exerc ise
Generally, a young child 

should not oe put on a strict 
reducing diet unless there is a 
specific medical reason. Se­
vere food restrictions may in­
terfere with bone, muscle and 
brain development. For most 
kids, the primary strategy for 
bringing their weight closer to 
normal is to slow weight gain 
until height catches up.

Collecting Social 
Security

Windbreak tree 
seedlings avail­

able
One aspect of West Texas 

weather that can always be 
counted on is the wind. Al­
though it provides such 
benefits as cooling breezes 
and power for windmills, it can 
also cause a variety of prob­
lems for Coke County resi­
dents. Wind erosion strips 
bare fields of valuable topsoil 
and deposits it where it is nei­
ther needed or wanted, such 
as on fence lines, roads, and 
dining room tables. Cold win­
ter winds raise utility bills and 
are dangerous to unprotected 
livestock.

Windbreaks help reduce 
many of the problems associ­
ated with the wind. Field 
windbreaks significantly re­
duce soil erosion. Wind­
breaks around a homesite 
help reduce dust and protect 
the home from cold winds. 
Likewise, properly placed 
windbreaks protect livestock 
in confinement or in open 
pastures.

In an effort to assist 
landowners in this area, the 
Coke County Soil and Water 
Conservation District, in co­
operation with the Texas For­
est Service, is providing tree 
and shrub species for 
conservation planting. First- 
year seedlings of evergreens, 
bareroot hardwoods and 
wildlife packets for quail, deer, 
turkey and squirrel are avail­
able at reasonable rates.

Statewide interest in the 
program is very high, and in­
terested parties should place 
their orders as soon as possi­
ble at the Coke County 
SWCD/Natural Resources 
Conservation Service office at 
214 East 7th Street. The 
seedlings will be delivered to 
the office by the Forest Ser­
vice on February 14, 1996. 
To help insure successful es­
tablishment, they should be 
collected and planted as soon 
as possible after delivery.
