Parents are 
special people

What is a parent? The defi­
nition for parent says "a father 
or a mother; having the re­
sponsibility and authority of a 
child." Parents are a wonder­
ful breed of humans. They 
are the father staying up late 
one night helping his 9-year- 
old construct a compound 
machine for an extra credit 
science project and a mother 
checking the math problems 
that are usually so far above 
her head she pretends to 
know what she's doing and 
studies like crazy to stay a 
step ahead of her child. Par­
ents are the men and women 
who toss and turn at night 
when they are worried about 
their children. They are the 
father who is seen walking 
down a hall in a public place 
singing "Baa Baa Black 
Sheep" because it is his four- 
year-old daughter's favorite 
song and the mom who 
makes a daily appearance at 
the bottom of the stairs to dis­
cuss the child's attire for the 
day when she's already late 
for work.

Sound familiar? Parenting is 
definitely a full-time job which 
can be confusing and over­
whelming but extremely re­
warding.
The older they get, the more 
challenges we face, and I 
wonder how ready we are.

Research shows that many

parents think their teens don't 
need them as much as they 
used to when they were 
smaller. Now more than ever, 
teens need to hear how much 
you love them. Making it a 
point to express love and af­
fection for your teen can build 
self-esteem that could last a 
lifetime. Let them know they 
are special to you. Let them 
know you care by staying in­
terested in their schoolwork 
and by attending all of their 
extracurricular events. They 
may say they don't care if you 
come, but deep down inside, 
they are begging for your at­
tendance. Show your interest 
in their schoolwor1< by getting 
to know their teachers, princi­
pal, and counselor. One-on- 
one conversations allow par­
ents to get Information that 
more directly meets the 
needs of their child. Teens 
will say, "Mom, I'll be so 
embarrassed if you talk to my 
teacher." Acknowledge their 
feelings, but let them know 
that your responsibility as a 
parent is to get to know their 
educators, and that you will try 
not to embarrass them. Give 
them the option of attending 
the meeting. Encouragement 
is so essential at this time. For 
better relations with your 
teen, remember this: "Peace 
cannot be kept by force. It 
can only be achieved by un­
derstanding."

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One or Two
More and more Texas fami­

lies have only one or two 
members. Meal planning, 
food buying and meal prepa­
ration pose unique problems 
for singles and couples. 
These problems prompt many 
small families to settle for con­
venience foods and snacks, 
leading to monotonous meals 
and poor nutrition. A little 
advance planning and new 
techniques can make meals 
for one or two more enjoyable 
and nutritious. Simple meals 
are easier to plan, purchase 
and prepare. Plan meals on 
weekly basis and then post 
the menus in the kitchen as a 
reminder to follow them. 
Consider the food on hand 
and make a grocery list. The 
amounts and types of food 
you buy depend upon the 
methods of food preparation 
you prefer and the storage 
available. Generous freezer 
space lends versatility to meal 
planning. Cook large batches 
of items such as spaghetti, 
barbecue and casseroles that 
are easy to freeze. For oven 
dishes, try this idea. Line 
serving size oven dishes with 
foil, fill with food and freeze. 
Once frozen, remove the item 
from the dish, seal the foil, la­
bel and return to the freezer. 
Later, simply return the item to 
the original dish, heat and 
serve.

* Main dishes - Main dishes 
take a large share of the food 
dollar, so plan their purchase 
and use wisely. Instead of 
cooking a whole roast or 
steak, divide each into serving 
size portions and freeze indi­
vidually. Then prepare each 
section in a different manner 
for variety.

* Vegetable dishes - Veg­
etable dishes provide ex­
cellent nutrition and unbeaten 
flavor for meals. Buy bags of 
vegetables and use only the 
amount needed for individual 
servings. Steaming is a great 
way to cook frozen and fresh 
vegetables. You can cook 
two vegetables at once in one 
pan with a steamer and con­
serve nutrients and calories in 
the process. Marinate leftover 
vegetables. Congealed sal­
ads add variety and keep well 
in the refrigerator for several 
days.

* Breads and Cereals - rice, 
noodles, spaghetti, oatmeal, 
barley, and other cereal prod­
ucts can be bought in large 
quantities to save money. 
Fresh breads often go stale or 
become moldy before they 
are used up in small house­
holds. Bread can be frozen 
and slices removed as need­
ed.

* Dairy Products - keep 
powdered milk available for 
baking. Cottage cheese and 
yogurt are great for light 
lunches or supper served with 
fresh fruit or a favorite bread. 
Purchase milk in pint or half 
gallon size.

* Fruits - include a serving 
of fresh, whole or canned fruit

The Observer/Enterprise
in your daily diet. Fruit juices 
are an excellent source of vi­
tamin C.

Leftover foods in the refrig­
erator until they are no longer 
edible is a needless waste of 
money and food. Prepare 
smaller portions if you or your 
family prefer not to eat re­
heated foods.
