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The following is a list of 
danger signals of drowsy 
driving: *Eyes close or go out 
of focus by themselves: 
‘ Trouble keeping your head 
up: ‘ Can’t stop yawning: 
‘ Have d is c o n n e c te d  
thoughts: ‘ Don't remember 
the last few miles you've 
driven: ‘ Drifting between 
lanes, tailgate, or miss traffic 
signs: ‘ Keep jerking the car 
back into the lane: ‘ Have 
drifted off the road and nar­
rowly missed crashing.

The following are 5 sugges­
tions to keep alert behind the 
wheel: 1) Be rested ... get 
enough sleep the night be­
fore your trip. 2) Pick your 
time ... avoid driving during 
your body’s downtime when 
sleep is almost irrestible. 3) 
Take a break ... schedule 
breaks every two hours or 100 
miles. Be sure to walk or ex­
ercise before continuing your 
trip and talk with your passen­
ger. 4) Make sure both peo­
ple in the front of the car are 
awake. A driver who needs to 
rest should go to the back 
seat, buckle up, and sleep. 5) 
Pull over... if you feel sleepy, 
pull off the road, find a safe, 
well-lighted place and sleep. 
A 15-20 minute nap can be 
highly restorative.

The National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration reports 
that 100,000 motor vehicle 
crashes each year are caused 
by drivers who fall asleep at 
the wheel, killing 1,500 peo­
ple and injuring 71,000 more. 
Drowsy driving is America's 
silent killer. Sleepiness slows 
a driver’s reaction time, de­
creases awareness and im­
pairs judgement, much like al­
cohol and drugs do.

One explanation for this 
problem is that we cram so 
much into each day, and 
spend less time relaxing and 
getting sleep time. Most 
people feel sleepy during the 
afternoon between 2 and 5 
pm, and between midnight 
and 7 am. Not so coinciden­
tally, those are the times when 
most drowsy driver crashes 
occur.

COUGH MORE EFFECTIVELY: Sit with body bent slightly for­
ward. Breathe in slowly through your nose. Cough two times. 
Gently breathe in through your nose and breathe out through 
pursed lips for several breaths. An effective cough should 
sound hollow and deep.

HOW TO SAVE YOUR ENERGY: Sit down to do activities, 
including preparing meals, grooming, and washing dishes. 
Instead of standing, place a chair in the shower. Use electrial 
appliances such as an electric mixer, typewriter, electric tooth­
brush. Arrange your kitchen and bathroom so that frequently 
used items are within easy reach at the level of your waist. 
Wear clothing that is easy to put on and take off, such as zip­
pers and velcro.

Growth implants 
for suckling
beef calves

If somebody offered to give 
you $15 in return for $1, 
would you take it or leave it? A 
majority of cow-calf producers 
have juist that offer available to 
them, but they're leaving it. 
What is being left is the po­
tential financial return from 
growth Implants.

Growth implants for cattle 
have been around for over 50 
years. The first ones were ac­
tually discovered as side is­
sues in the early years of 
looking for birth control com­
pounds in humans. The ac­
tive ingredients in growth im­
plants are nothing but hor­
mones that large animals, in­
cluding humans, already pro­
duce. Some of the more re­
cent products are syntheti­
cally created, but they all work 
basically the same. They 
augment or manipulate the 
animal's hormone system to 
cause a little higher growth 
rate.

Some people get excited 
when you mention hormones 
in food, but we should under­
stand that growth implants 
only minutely increase levels 
of something that is already 
there. And there are much 
higher levels of natural hor­
mones in things we eat every 
day, even in ordinary vegeta­
bles such as cabbage and 
peas. So, there is nothing to 
fear from the use of growth 
implants.

What can a producer expect 
from using implants? Many 
research trials and extension 
demonstrations have shown 
that one implant given to 
suckling calves will consis­
tently Increase weaning 
weight by an average of about

20 pounds. Right now that 
would be worth somewhere 
between $15 and $20 for an 
implant cost of about $1 to 
$1.50.

Are there any reasons not 
to use implants? Yes, you 
should not use them In bull 
calves, especially those you 
might save for breeding. But 
even bulls you're planning on 
selling at weaning should not 
be implanted because they 
won't respond. Of course, all 
those bull calves should be 
castrated anyway or they'll 
probably be discounted.

Some of you may have 
heard that buyers will discount 
Implanted calves. Some of 
them might if they know It. 
But there's no justification for 
any discount because Im­
planted calves perform just as 
well when grazed or fed. And 
a recent survey of a large 
number of calves sold at auc­
tion showed that the im­
planted calves actually 
brought a little more per 
pound.

What about heifers you're 
going to save for breeding? 
All of the implants approved 
for suckling heifers are also 
approved if you're saving 
them for replacements. But if 
you definitely know heifers 
are to be saved there is noth­
ing to be gained. If you're not 
sure whether you're going to 
save some of the heifers, 
then go ahead and implant all 
of them. You'll get the extra 
weight on the sale heifers and 
there will be no effect on the 
keepers.

What product should you 
use? There are several avail­
able, including Ralgro, Syn- 
ovex-C, and Calf-oid for steers 
and heifers, and Compudose 
for steers only. They're all 
easy to administer. Just read

IEvqu now get food stamps or AFDC/TANF for the children you are 
applying for, the application must iiave the children's names, a food 
stamp or AFDC/TANF case number for each child, and the signature 
of an adult household member. If vou are applvine for a foster child, 
the application must have the child's name, the child's "personal use" 
income, and an adult signature. If vou do not list a food stamp or 
AFDC/TANF case number for all children you are applying for, then 
the application must have the children's names, the names of all 
household members, the amount of income each person got last month 
and where it came from, the signature of an adult household member, 
and that adult's social security number or the word "none" if the adult 
does not have a social security number.

Verification; Your eligibility may be checked at any time during the school year. School officials may ask you to send papers 
showing that your children should get free or reduced-price meals.

Fair Hearing: You may talk to school officials if you do not agree with the school's decision on your application or the results of 
verification. You may also ask for a fair hearing. You may do this by crdling or writing:

Reporting Changes: If your children get free or reduced-price meals because of your income, you must tell the school if your 
household size decreases or your income increases by more than $50 per month or $600 per year. If your children get meals 
because you get food stamps or AFDC/TANF, you must tell the school when you are not getting AFDC/TANF or food stamps for 
them. You may then fill out another application giving income information.

Confidentiality: School officials use the information on the application only to decide if your children should get free or reduced- 
price meals. Free and reduced-price eligibility information may be subject to release to other federal, state and local education, 
health, or other means-tested programs. Some programs already identified are the National Assessment of Educational Progress 
and officials collecting data for Title I allocation and evaluation purposes.

Reapplication: 'You may apply for meals anytime during the school year. If you are not eligible now but have a change in status, 
like a decrease in household income, an increase in household size, become unemployed or get food stamps or AFDC/TANF for 
your children, you may then complete an application.

Handicapped: Meal substitutions at no additional cost for children who meet the definition of “handicapped" will be served, 
provided a physician has submitted a statement attesting to this fact and prescribing a substitute.
