Immense Leaves of Palm.

The palm family bears longem
leaves than any other known tree.
The Inaga palm, growing on the
banks of the Amazon, has leaves
which reach from a5 to G0 feet in
length, and 10 to 12 feet In breadth.
Spocimens of the talepot palm, a na-
tive of Cerlon, has been met with 20
foet Jong and 18 feet broad. These
leaves are used by the natives to
make tents, and, thus employed, they
make very efficlent shelters from rain.
The leaves of the double cocomnnut
palm are often 30 feet long and nev-
eral wide. The leaves of the cannl-
bal tree of Australin resemble broad
planks and are frequently 106 feet
long, 20 inches broad aod 1% fent
thick at the base. These boardlike
leaves all shoot out at the top and
hang down so as to form a sort of
umbrella around the stem. The um-
brella treo of Ceylon has leaves of
such enormous size that a single ona
will eover from 15 to 20 men, and
often serves as A canofly to a boat,
or & tent for soldiers. A spocimen
leaf taken to Eugland measured 36
feet round.
