IMEEDDED IN STONE.

Live Frog Found by Kentucky Quarrys

men—Had Heen There for Years

A knotty problem was presented the
other day to scientista by Gordon Wil
liams and Stephen White, two stane
quarriers in the southeastern part ol
Fayetie connty, Ky, near the
tucky river blufis. The quarry in which
the men were at work was opened a
year ago, and has been industriously
worked by various persons all that
time. The character of the stone I3 the
solld blue or Trenton limestone, as dis-
tingulshed from the gray of later for-
mation. It is thick and strong, many
of its ledges running uniformly from
four to alx feet In thickness, Barly one
morning a blast of dynamite was put
In two feet deep Into a six-foot ledge
and exploded, Then the work of re-
moving the broken mess was begun.
Three feet from the upper surface of
the stone, between two fragments of
the broken stone, was found a fully de-
veloped frog In the solld rock, having
only a cell the size of iis body to mark
its abode of ages. The space was a Mt-
tle more than half the size of a goose
egg, but longitudinally, and in outline
resembled the body of the frog. The
little animal when released from his
prigon life geemed in no wise discon
certed, took his own time to make hin
first hop, hesitated about the second,
and when he had reached about a rod
from the start stopped deliberately and
scratched his left ear with the toea
of his left hind foot, The question is,
how did he get there, how long has hy
been there and upon what did he subs
sist during the ages of his confine-
ment—solid stone at least two feet from
the closeet air hole?
