Nature tourism
in Texas

Texas Parks and Wildlife bi-
ologist Mike Krueger of Lam-
passas opened a June 19

"economic development
meeting with a presentation
on nature tourism in Texas.
The research showed that
each dollar spent in Texas on
nature tourism netted three
cents in local tax receipts.
Texas is one of the top twelve
birdwatching sites in the U.S.
A participant at the meeting
pointed out that Texas is a
major flyway of migrating birds.

The presentation pointed
out that nature tourists are re-
sponsible tourists who re-
spect habitat, land, and park
property. They are aware of
the need to sustain habitat
and act accordingly. Wildlife
photography is another
growing hobby which attracts
responsible tourists.

West Texas is a popular
deer hunting area. The infor-
mation gathered by Texas
Parks and Wildlife shows that
hunters are aging and the
numbers declining. At the
same time, habitat neglect
and game fences are inhibit-
ing deer populations. Several
areas of West Texas have
formed hunting cooperatives
where neighbor ranches plan
for maximizing the deer popu-
lation. Some ranches provide
diversified activities such as
trail rides, photography
shoots, RV parking and other
experiences that connect city
dwellers with nature. Wildlife
viewing is a 1.2 billion dollar
activity.

Judy Fort of the Texas De-
partment of Agriculture
Agribusiness office said that
liability was always a concern
when dealing with tourists.
She said most landowners
carry a policy with a million
dollar coverage.

TWC to fund
workforce services
The Texas Workforce

Commission (TWC) recently
announced its approval of a
$5,060,978 allocation to fund
workforce services for the
Concho Valley Workforce De-
velopment Area (CVWDA) for
fiscal year 2002.

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Health precautions

for hot weather

Hot and getting hotter.
That's often the weather fore-
cast day after day in Texas in
the summer. And while sunny
days are the norm, intense
heat can pose serious health
problems even for those who
are used to the scorchers.

Preliminary data from the
bureau of vital statistics at the
Texas Department of Health
(TDH) show 58 deaths from
heat-related causes last year.
Most often, the elderly, the
very young, people with other
illnesses or those without ac-
cess to air conditioning are
the victims of intense, pro-
longed heat.

The body normally cools it-
self by sweating, but the
combination of high tempera-
tures and high humidity can
cause this natural cooling sys-
tem to work overtime. Dehy-
dration and heat illness can
result if a person does not re-
place fluids and salts lost dur-
ing perspiration. Also, when
humidity is high, sweat does
not evaporate efficiently, pre-
venting the body from releas-
ing heat quickly. This heating
of the body to dangerous
levels may result in a heat ill-
ness.

Symptoms of heat illness
include heavy sweating,
muscle cramps, weakness,
dizziness, nausea, weak but
rapid pulse and headaches.
People with these symptoms
should find shade, drink water
and make sure there is good
ventilation.

It fluids are not replaced
soon, heat stroke can follow
causing extremely high body
temperature, red and dry skin, .
rapid pulse, confusion, brain
damage, loss of conscious-
ness and, eventually, death.
For severe symptoms, get the
victim into shade, call for
emergency medical services
and start cooling the person
immediately with cool water or
by fanning.

Staying in an air-condi-
tioned area, either at home or
in a public place such as a
mall, library or recreation cen-
ter, is the most efficient way to
combat heat. If air condition-
ing is not available, pull the
shades over the windows and
use cross-ventilation and fans
to cool rooms. In times of high
temperatures and high humid-
ity, however, turn off the fans
or aim them through a window
to blow the hot air out. A cool
shower or bath also is an ef-
fective way to cool off. Limit
the use of stoves and ovens
to keep home temperatures
lower.

Children especially can
quickly become dehydrated.
They need to drink fluids fre-
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quently, especially water, and

*wear light, loose clothes.
Avoid drinks that are heavily
sweetened or contain caf-
feine. Check on children of-
ten, especially if they are
playing outside in high tem-
peratures.

Other heat precautions in-
clude:

*Never leave anyone in a
closed, parked vehicle during
hot weather.

*Drink plenty of fluids, but
avoid drinks with alcohol, caf-
feine or a lot of sugar. Start
drinking fluids before going
out into the heat.

*Plan strenuous outdoor
activity for early morning or in
the evening when the tem-
perature is lower.

*Take frequent
when working outside.

*Wear sun block, hats and
light, loose-fitting clothes.

*Stay indoors and in air
conditioning as much as pos-
sible.

*Eat more frequently, but
be sure meals are well bal-
anced and light.

*Avoid dressing infants in
heavy clothing or wrapping
them in warm blankets.

*Check frequently on peo-

ple who are elderly, ill or may
need help.
. *Check with a doctor about
the effects of sun and heat
when taking prescription
drugs, especially diuretics or
antihistamines.

*At first signs of heat illness
- dizziness, nausea,
headaches, muscle cramps -
move to a cooler place, rest a
few minutes, then slowly drink
a cool beverage. Seek medi-
cal attention immediately if
conditions do not improve.

*Pay attention to pets. Be
sure they have plenty of wa-
ter, and do not leave them
closed up in parked cars or
hot buildings.

The best defense against
heat-related iliness is preven-
tion. Staying cool, drinking
plenty of fluids, wearing cool
clothing and monitoring out-
door activities all are key to
staying healthy in hot
weather.
