Department of Labor who
was in Haskell last week stat-
ed that all contract extensions
on all Mexican agricultural
workers had been approved,

Haskell County farmers prob-
ably use a larger number of
bracero workers during the
cotton harvesting season than
any other county in this sec-
tion. It is estimated thati be-
tween 3,000 and 4000 Mexican
nationals will be needed this
season, on the basis of the
present crop prospects

Largest concentration of the
laborers is in the O'Brien sec-
tiom, where several thousand
are contracted each year. Sige-
able Thmbers are also contract-
ed In the Rochester, Rule,
and Weinert areas,

Heretofore, only one Haskell
gin is understood to have con-
tracted Mexican nationals, with
a fairly large group being
housed near the gin.
