The Education Trust reports
that 17 percent of college fresh-
men can’t write well enough to
do college-level coursework,
and are required to take non-
credit remedial writing and
grammar courses in order to
raise their writing skills.

ACT provides the following
tips on how you can strengthen
your writing skills and prepare
for college and beyond.

*Read and write frequently.
According to Dale Allender, of
the National Council of Teachers
of English, students should read
as much as they can from a var-
iety of sources, including all
types of fiction, poetry, news sto-
ries, plays, business writing,
magazine features and essays.
“Students should read as much
as they can to experience differ-
ent styles of writing,” he says.

*Practice writing in different
formats and in as many real sit-
uations as possible. Instead of
just writing for school assign-
ments, Allender recommends

that students write letters to the

editor, or letters to a company
requesting information or com-
menting on a product or service.
Wiriting e-mails is good practice,
as long as you-realize that writ-
ing for school and business is
usually more formal than an e-
mail to a friend.

Allender offers these addition-
al tips:

*Notice how adults use read-
ing and writing in their daily lives.
The skills will be important
beyond your years in school.

*Ask friends or family to rec-
ommend a good book.
Sometimes finding a good book
can make all the difference in
your interest in reading.

Degrees take longer

than expected

According to a report by the
U.S. Department of
Education, the average
student no longer completes
a bachelor’s degree in four
years. In fact, only 37% of
students finish a bachelor’s
degree in four years, and
only a quarter of students
seeking associate degrees
earn them in the expected
two years.

Students who begin college
at private four-year
institutions are the most likely
to graduate in four years or
less, with 52 percent of
private-college students
finishing within four years.
Only 24 percent of public-
college students typically
finish in four years.

The study also found that
women were more likely than
men to finish a bachelor’s
degree on schedule, with 61
percent of women and 39
percent of men graduating in
four years or less. .

Cold prevention

Though there is no cure for the
common cold, there are actions
that can be taken to reduce the
spread of colds. Here are 10
tips that may help prevent the
spread of colds:

1. Wash hands. Washing
hands literally rinses germs
away. Be sure to use soap and
running water to best wash
germs off the hands. Teach
children to say their ABCs while
washing so that they keep their
hands under the faucet long
enough.

2. Don't share cups. Using
paper cups can be helpful to

avoid spreading germs. Having -
a dispenser of small cups in the

bathroom and/or kitchen can
help kids to make it a habit.

3. Use paper tissue. It is best
to blow the nose on paper tissue
and throw it away. It is important
to keep the nose gently blown to
rid you body of mucous; but
throwing the tissue away imme-
diately is also important,
because it is a source of cold
virus that can be spread by leav-
ing it on a bedside table, coffee
table, counter, etc.

4. Don't touch eyes, nose or
mouth. If exposed to someone
with-a cold, don’t touch your
eyes, nose, or mouth where
germs can be passed. Wash
hands as soon as possible.

5. Use disposable towels. In
the kitchen, it is best to use
paper or other disposable towels
instead of cloth towels. Both
bacteria and viruses can live on
cloth towels for hours.

6. Keep toys clean. Toys often
carry germs. Wash children’s
toys in warm soapy water once
a week to kill bacteria and
viruses.

7. Sneeze away. That is,
sneeze away from others and
into a tissue that can be thrown
away. If you have to sneeze
cover your mouth with your
hands, be sure to wash hands
afterward.

8. Ventilate. Open windows
when the weather permits
because germs may remain
stagnant in air. Also, keep the
air moist to avoid nose irritation
(a humidifier can be used).

9. Wipe up germs. Germs
may rest on surfaces (up to 3
hours) that are touched a lot,
such as door knobs, handrails,
light switches, telephones, rem-
ote controls, and counter tops.
Use a disinfectant to wipe them
clean as often as possible.

10. Don’t smoke or allow
smoking. Smoking can irritate
the nose and lungs and drasti-
cally increase children’s suscep-
tibility to colds. It's best to make
your environment a smoke-free
one.

fast approaching

The FSA Office reminds
area farmers and ranchers to
make an appointment to sign
up for the Direct and Counter-
Cyclical Program (DCP). The
deadline to apply for DCP is
April 1, 2003. This date is
outlined in legislation and no
extensions or exceptions will
be made.

The new farm legislation is
complex in nature.
Maximizing benefits received
from these programs will
require producers to organize
and plan ahead before visit-
ing our offices.

The sign-up for DCP is
averaging at least one hour
per farm. Producers are encour-
aged to avoid procrastinating
and come in as soon as possible
to make application.

Our office is processing
applications as soon as pos-
sible so payments can be
issued to producers as soon
after sign-up as possible.

Emergency farm
loan applications

being accepted

Applications for emergen-
cy farm loans for losses
due to damages and losses
caused by drought and
excessive temperatures
that occurred on various
dates from January 1, 2002,
and continuing, are being
accepted at the Farm Service
Agency (FSA) office located
in Sweetwater.

Coke and Sterling
Counties, as primary dis-
aster counties, were
recently declared eligible
for FSA EM loss loans.

Farmers may be eligible
for loans of up to 80 per-
cent of their actual losses

or the operating loan need-
ed to continue in business
or $500,000.00, whichever
is less. For farmers unable
to obtain credit from private
commercial lenders the
interest is 3.75 percent.

As a general rule, a farm-
er must have suffered at
least a 30 percent loss of
production to be eligible for
an FSA emergency loan.
Farmers participating in the
PIC or Federal Crop
Insurance program will have
to figure in proceeds from
those programs in determin-
ing their loss.

Applications for loans
under this emergency des-
ignation will be accepted
until June 23, 2003 but
farmers should apply as
soon as possible. Delays in
applying could create back-
logs in processing.

The FSA  office in
Sweetwater is open from
7:30 to 5:00 Monday
through Friday.

Accent on health

“Alzheimer’s”

“I'm having a senior
moment.”

That’'s become the half-
joking, half-worried state-
ment of aging baby boom-
ers - hinting at the possible
onset of Alzheimer’s dis-
ease. But when does
absentmindedness - such
as forgetting where you put
your car keys - becoming
something for which to seek
diagnosis and treatment?

Alzheimer’s is an age-
related, degenerative brain
disorder that causes pro-
blems with memory, think-
ing and behavior severe
enough to interfere with
everyday life.

Over time, as cognitive
and functional abilities
decline, people become
dependent on others for all
their care. Eventually their
body functions shut down,
and they die.

“People often are reluct-
ant to seek a diagnosis of
Alzheimer’s disease, prefer-
ring not to know because in
the past little could be
done,” said Ejaine Braslow,
administrator for the
Alzheimer’s Disease
Program at the Texas
Department of Health
(TDH). “Things have
changed dramatically, and
there is now hope and a
sense of urgency for early
diagnosis of Alzheimer’s.”

The Alzheimer’s
Association has developed

a checklist of
warning signs of
Alzheimer’s and recom-
mends consulting a physi-
cian if you recognize any of
these symptoms in yourself
or a loved one.

*Memory loss that is
worsening.
*Difficuity performing

familiar tasks, such as pre-
paring a meal or participat-
ing in a lifelong hobby.

*Problems with language,
such as forgetting simple
words.

*Disorientation to time
and place.

*Poer.. or
judgment.

*Problems with abstract
thinking, such as balancing
a checkbook.

*Abrupt changes in mood
or behavior.

*Changes in personality -
becoming extremely con-
fused, suspicious or fearful.

*Misplacing things.
Anyone can temporarily
misplace a set of keys, but
a person with Alzheimer’s
may put things in unusual
places such as a set of
keys in the freezer.

*Loss of initiative and
increasing apathy.

New drugs may help
delay the progression of
symptoms associated with
Alzheimer’'s and are most
affective when started at
earlier stages. Early diag-
nosis offers people with
Alzheimer’s the chance to
help their own treatment
and care and gives them
time to put financiali and
legal affairs in order.

Diagnostic tools also have
improved - there is a 90
percent accuracy rate in
diagnosing Alzheimer’s. In
evaluating a person for
possible Alzheimer’s,
health care providers can
help rule out other disor-
ders that share similar
symptoms such as stroke,
brain tumor, thyroid pro-
blems and substance
abuse.

“Many of these conditions
are reversible and best if
treated early,” Brasiow said.

Americans have
Alzheimer’s. But as the

American population ages,
the number of those with
Alzheimer’s increases and
is projected to reach 14 mil-
lion by mid-century. About
280,000 Texans have this
disease, with a projected
552,000 expected by 2025
if no cure or prevention is

“Alzheimer’s affects up to
10 percent of people age
65,” Braslow said. “That
rate increases to 50 per-
cent of people at age 85 or
older, although some peo-
ple in their 30s and 40s
have been diagnosed with
the disease.”

The earlier the diagnosis,
the more likely symptoms
will respond to treatment,
Braslow said. “Because
some individuals with
Alzheimer’s do not realize
they have a problem, it
may be up to a family
member or friend to help
them make and keep a
doctor’s appointment,” she
said.
