certification.

“These individuals have shown
a strong long-term commitment
to getting the safest return on the
county taxpayer’s dollar,” said
Linda Robinson, Jefferson
County Treasurer who chairs the
County Investment Officer
Certification Committee. “The
economy has been on a roller
coaster the last ten years and
consistent training through this
program has help to ensure
sound county investments.”

The Texas Public Funds
Investment Act requires the
county’s commissioners court to
designate a county investment
officer to invest county funds.
These investment officers need
to fully know the fundamentals of
a sound investment policy and
what is allowed under the rigid
requirements of the Act.

Since 1992, the Texas
Association of Counties has pro-
vided formal education for county
investment officers, including an
optional certification program
which allows investment officers
to earn and maintain the certified
County Investment Officer (CIO)
credential. In this program, stud-
ents undertake 40 hours of
classroom instruction and must
pass an exam to achieve certifi-
cation. To maintain the certifica-
tion, county investment officers
must complete 20 hours of con-
tinuing education annually.

In addition to CIO certification
training, the Texas Association of
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Mrs. Austin Crawley

Counties expanded the program
to provide for the needs of all
officers involved in public funds
investing on the local level by
hosting the Texas Public Funds
Investment Conference, held
annually in Houston. The Texas
Association of Counties is a non-
profit organization that has for 30

years supported the efforts of -

He
is charged with horse stealing
near Abilene.” This book is about
the day-to-day Old West and how
Rangers “worked together-build-
ing loyalty and trust, their lives
possibly forfeit if teamwork failed-
and yet still endured the loneli-
ness and frustration of life on the
closing American frontier.”

I’'m glad | knew CPR

A near death incident in our
family recently brought home the
importance of knowing the basic
life-saving skills. Our entire
family including my husband
(Gary), our 2 sons (Michael and
Marc) and their wives (Nicco and
Miranda), was recently
vacationing in Maui, Hl. We were
on a scuba diving/snorkeling trip
to the island of Molokini a few
miles off the coast. The men
were completing their first tank at
about 60 feet and Gary was in
the process of ascending to the
surface with a novice diver
running low on  air, while the
others were still below.

They did a final decompression
check at about 15 feet but after
that the story gets vague relative
to who saw what and when. At
the surface, the other diver
noticed that Gary’s regulator was
out of his mouth and his mask on
top of his head. The dive boat,
which was some distance away
with the snorkelers, began to
return to pick up the surfaced
divers. Charley Neal, the
captain, noticed Gary’s head in
the water and directed him and
the dive buddy several times for

Gary to raise his head. The dive
master, Will Copeland, was down
below with the other divers when
he looked up and noticed Gary
without any movement and knew
something was wrong. He
quickly returned to the surface
and immediately started rescue
breathing and towing him to the
boat.

They were still beside the boat
when we arrived after hearing the
captain call for everyone to get in
the boat. Four of the six guys
were still diving, so we did not
have the manpower to pull him
aboard. Several boats in the
area came to the rescue and
some men swam over to assist.
Charley and | started CPR
immediately as he had a definite
dark gray to almost black color
and pupils dilated. All the other
divers and snorkelers were
hurried onto the boat so we could
return to the marina as soon as
possible. The Coast Guard was
contacted by they were too far
away and would have to meet us
at the dock. 1 still remember the
expressions and comments from
the boys when they came aboard
and saw it was their dad. We had
done CPR for at least 8 minutes.
We still did not know at that time
how long Gary had been
unconscious. | thought Gary was
brought from the bottom while
diving. Both sons (also trained in
basic CPR) took their turns at the
effort to revive him. Every breath
caused him to expel more water
and fluids, which forced us to
modify the technique continually
between abdominal thrusts back
to compression. His color
became better and | felt some air
was getting to the lungs. We
went through 2-3 towels to try
and keep his airway clean.
Eventually, we were able to get a
pulse and respiration after about
25 minutes of frantic but
apparently e f fective
compression’s, breaths, and
thrusts. We obtained a pulse 5
minutes from shore and decided
to roll him on his side since the
water drainage continued. He
went critical again, color
changing so started rescue
breathing again. By the time we
got back to the marina, we had a
pulse and fair, gurgling
respiration’s. | remember yelling
at the paramedics that Gary’s
airway is still so unstable and to
please hurry! He continued to
expel fluid, which now had
become somewhat pinkish
tinged.

After three days in ICU and a
week in Maui'sshospital, he was
transferred to Honolulu for
additional test,” which came out
good. We were able to make a
flight back to Utah and further
recover in familiar surroundings.
Gary has almost fully recovered
from this near-death event as a
result of his families’ knowledge
and application of basic CPR
techniques. We never expected
to have to apply these skills to

save a family member, but when
we did, we realized how difficult it
is on a loved one. Two
cardiologists said most people
would not have continued as
long as we did and he would not
have survived at all. Of course,
they also agreed it was a true
miracle, since less than 5%
survive at all and most have
severe brain damage or some
trauma.

We do give all credit to the
Lord, and He will help you use
your skills when needed. We are
so thankful to the specialists that
were brought to us and fought to
save his life.

If a life and death situation
happened suddenly with a family
member, will you have the
knowledge, skill, and focus to
save your loved one? Make sure
you know CPR - for your family’s
sake - call the American Red
Cross for CPR training. Please!

Slow down or change
lanes for stopped

emergency vehicles

SB 193 requires drivers
nearing stopped emergency
vehicles-with lights activated -to
either slow down or change
lanes.

The law states a driver must
vacate the lane closest to the
stopped emergency vehicle or
slow down 20 miles below the
speed limit. (If the speed limit is
below 25 mph the driver must
slow down to 5 mph.)

Emergency vehicles include
police, emergency medical
service and fire vehicles.

A violation is punishable by a
maximum fine of $200. If the
violation results in property
damage, the maximum fine
increases to $500. If the
violation results in bodily injury,
the offense is enhanced to a
Class B misdemeanor.

The new law was passed in
the last regular session of the
Texas Legislature and went into
effect Sept. 1, 2003.

Texas: A State

of Science?
By Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchison
Texas was born out of a drive

for adventure and a desire for

independence which compelled
our forebears to make the last
stand at the Alamo, drill for oil at
Spindletop and continues to lead
our modern-day push for
scientific discovery. Our Texas
ancestors valued education,
even setting aside state land to
endow both secondary and
higher education for future
generations.

This commitment, along with
the support for research and
technology, has produced an
environment that attracts some
of the greatest scientists in the
world. Two decades ago Dr. Julio
C. Palmaz, of the University of
Texas Health Science Center at
San Antonio, created a stent, the
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Robert Lee

first to be approved by the FDA
to treat diseased blood vessels.
Dr. Michael DeBakey, at Baylor
Medical School, invented an
artificial heart pump for
transplant patients. Drs. Robert
Curl and Richard Smalley, at
Rice University, uncovered new
forms of the element carbon,
called fullerenes, for which they
jointly received the Nobel Prize
in chemistry in 1996, and
became the fathers of
nanotechnology.

Knowing the immense depth
and breadth of our state’s
scientific talent and the
immeasurable benefits of such
expertise, | have made it one of
my top priorities in the United
States Senate to elevate the
profile of Texas research
institutions, and increase federal
research and development
dollars to our schools. In 1997, |
discovered we were sixth in the
receipt of these funds, behind
Maryland, Massachusetts,
Pennsylvania, New York and
California. Since then we have
moved up to fifth place and
increased funding from Texas’
participation in federal research
projects to over $1.26 billion,
through hard work, greater
attention to research
opportunities, and the convening
of annual higher education
summits in Washington D.C.

The summits have focused on
bringing Texas schools to the
table with government agencies
that do the most research,
NASA, the National Institutes of
Health, the Department of
Homeland Security and the
National Science Foundation, to
match federal needs with Texas
expertise. At the summits we've
encouraged schools to create
centers of excellence based on
their capabilities and combine
their efforts to go after bigger
projects. When more research is
conducted on our campuses,
students gain access to more
sophisticated educational tools
and world-class training. And
each dollar spent in this
endeavor is a boon to our
economy. In fact, research has a
$4.4 billion impact on our state’s
economy and for every $1
invested, Texas gets a $5 return.
Our efforts thus far have paid off
handsomely.

Earlier this year the University
of Texas Medical Branch
(UTMB) was awarded one of two
National Biocontainment
Laboratories, which will discover
ways to protect our nation from
the threat of biological terrorism.
UTMB will receive $110 million in
grants from the National Institute
for Allergy and Infectious
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Diseases to establish the lab. In
addition to this growing expertise
in biodefense, Texas is already
an internationally recognized
powerhouse in nanotechnology,
a science measured in billionths
of a meter. The Strategic
Partnership of Research in
Nanotechnology, or S.P.R.I.N.G.,
is a consortium of schools
including Rice University, UT
Austin, UT Dallas and UT
Arlington, among others, that
have joined forces to explore this
promising field to form stronger,
lighter, and more efficient
materials that will revolutionize
healthcare, transportation and
defense.

Now we are taking the next
step in elevating Texas’ profile
as a science state. This January,
at the suggestion of several
academic research leaders, |
launched the Texas Academy of
Science, Engineering and
Medicine. The Academy
commenced with a conference in
San Antonio, featuring our Nobel
Laureates and members of the
National Academy of Science,
the National Academy of
Engineering and the Institute of
Medicine. Two of our state’s
Nobel Laureates, Drs. Michael
Brown and Rick Smalley, are co-
chairs of the scientific advisory
committee.

The Academy will bring
greater recognition to the stellar
researchers working at our
institutions and provide them a
forum to discuss their research,
exchange ideas, identify
potential areas of collaboration,
and foster the future generation
of scientists. Industry leaders
will also be an important
component to this effort
reminding them of the rich
resources they can utilize in their
own endeavors. Our industry
advisory committee, led by
Ernest Cockrell, Chairman of
Cockrell Interests; Thomas
Engibous, Chairman, President
and CEO of Texas Instruments;
and Michael Dell, Chairman and
CEO of Dell Inc. will help ensure
an open dialogue between Texas
academia and industry.

By creating the Academy and
bringing local and national
recognition to our members, we
hope to attract and retain
researchers, increase the federal
resources coming into Texas,
and shine a spotlight on the
cutting-edge discoveries that are
made daily on campuses across
the Lone Star State. It is my
hope this Academy will help
place .Texas in the top tier of
scientific preeminence and
further enhance the depth and
quality of life in our great state.
