beer election is August 11

County/District Clerk Mary
Grim has announced September
10, 2005, as the date for the spe-
cial election for Justice Precinct
2. In this special election, voters
will decide whether or not to pro-
hibit the legal sale of beer and
wine for off-premise consump-
tion in Justice Precinct 2.

There are a couple of confusing
questions that voters need to
have answered prior to the elec-
tion. The first concerns Justice
Precinct 2. What that precinct
includes “is both commissioner
precincts 2 & 4 only”. This area
includes for the most part the east
side of the county and will not
affect the legality of beer and
wine sales on the west side of the
county in commissioner precincts
1&3.

The second most confusing
aspect of this special election is
the wording on the ballot. In this
election, you will not be voting
to “prohibit the legal sale of
beer”. The wording on the ballot
will read as follows: you will be
voting “for or against the legal
sale of beer and wine for off-pre-
mise consumption”. Some will
notice that this is the same word-
ing on the ballot as in the county-
wide election, which passed by a
large margin.

So, if you are eligible to vote in
this election, you will vote for
the measure if you want the beer
sales to remain legal. If you are
opposed to the legality of beer
sales on the east side of the coun-
ty, you should vote no on the
upcoming ballot issue.

You will not be eligible to vote
in this election if you are not a
registered voter (in precincts 2
& 4). According to Ms. Grim,
the last date to register to vote in
this special election is August
11, 2005. Early voting will be
conducted from August 24 -
September 6, and, as stated pre-
viously, Saturday, September 10
will be election day for this spe-
cial ballot issue.

Early voting will be conducted
at both the Clerk’s Office in
Robert Lee and the County
Annex building in Bronte. Early
voting hours will be announced
at a later date. For more infor-
