Healthy January

Reminders
Amidst the hustle and bus-

tle of the holidays,
important to slow down and
think about healthy choices
we want to continue making
or start making in the New
Year. Not only can our New
Year’s resolutions include
important daily goals such as
improved diet and exercise,
they can also include making
sure we are receiving our
yearly checkups and exams.

Taking part in regular
physical activity is one of the
greatest things you can do
for your health. Set a goal to
engage in moderate-intensity
physical activity for at least
30 minutes a day, at least
five days a week. Moderate-
intensity exercise means,that
breathing is heavier than nor-
mal, but you do not have to
be sprinting, you can be
- briskly walking. This is the
minimum recommendation
from the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention, but
exercising longer can pro-
duce even greater benefits.
Are your children getting
enough exercise? The
American Cancer Society
recommends that children
and adolescents participate in
moderate to vigorous physi-
cal activity at least 60 min-
utes a day, at least five days
a week. Encourage children
to spend less time in front of
a television or computer
screen and more time playing
outside or participating in
sports.

There are other small
- things we can do every day
to protect our health. Make
the choice to wear a moistur-
izer with sunscreen every
single day to protect your
skin from harmful UV rays.
While it is easy to remember
to wear sunscreen on a hot
summer day when going to

the pool, it is also important -

oral health is also another

way to maintain good overall

health. Recently, an increas-
ing amount of evidence has
been found that connects oral
bacteria with stroke, diabe-

you will be getting more than
a healthy looking smile by
taking a few minutes each
" day to practice good oral
hygiene. Good oral hygiene
includes brushing your teeth
thoroughly twice a day with
a fluoride-containing tooth-
paste and flossing daily.

up to date on all of your doc-
tor visits. Trips to your den-
tist are a vital part of good
oral health. The number of
times you need to see a den-
tist each year often varies
from person to person based
on the recommendation of
their dentist. Some people
with no problems can get
away with having a dental
exam only once a year, while
people with more complica-
tions may need to see a den-
tist more than the typical two
times a year.

When was the last time you
went to the doctor for a well-
ness check when you weren’t
sick? Depending on your age
and gender, there are screen-
ing tests that are recom-
mended by your doctor to
keep you healthy. Screening
tests are a valuable tool
because they can help catch a
disease in its earlier stages,
before it becomes life threat-
ening.

weight. Everyone’s blood
pressure should be checked
every two years. Cholesterol
levels should be checked
every year starting at the age
of 35, or earlier for people
with other risk factors for
high cholesterol. Screening
for colorectal cancer should
be done at the age of 50 and
be repeated every five or ten
years depending on the test
used.

All women should begin
getting a pap test to screen
for cervical cancer begin-
ning at the age of 21, or
three years after the begin-
ning of intercourse, which-
ever comes first. Screening
should be done every year;
depending on your age and
results of past tests, your
doctor may decide you can
be ‘'screened less fre-
quently. As part of breast
cancer prevention  and
early detection, all women
should be aware of their
breasts and be able to
quickly report any changes
they may notice to their
health care provider.

‘Do Not Call’
By Jason Alderman

Few things bug me more
than unsolicited telemarket-
ing calls - especially on the
weekend. That’s why my
family registered our home
and cell phone numbers with
the national Do Not Call list
administered by the Federal
Trade Commission (FTC)
when it became available in
2003, joining 149 million
others. As promised, the vol-

ume of annoying calls
dropped significantly.
Earlier this fall, the FTC

announced that millions of
numbers would begin drop-
ping off the list next year
when a five-year explratlon
date kicks in - meaning peo-
~ple would have to reregister
their numbers or risk being

bombarded by telemarketer
calls once again. Fortunately,
Congress is working on leg-
islation to make opting out
permanent, unless you want
to remove your number from
the list.

If you haven’t already reg-
istered, ‘it’s: easy Go to
www.donotcall.gov, or call 1-
888-382-1222. You can regis-
ter all phones in your
household.

The Do Not Call Website
and phone number are also
where you can file com-
plaints if telemarketers vio-
late registry rules by contact-
ing you against your wishes.
Such violators have paid mil-
lions of dollars in penalties
since the list’s inception.

Note that certain organiza-
tions are exempt from the Do
Not Call regulations barring
contact: Charities, political
causes and candidates, com-
panies conducting surveys
and companies with which
you’ve done business in the
last 18 months are still
allowed to contact you unless
you specifically request to be
removed from their lists.
Also, telemarketers have
up to 31 days to update
their lists, so if you’re not
currently registered it
could take that long for
calls to cease.

Be aware that the FTC
doesn’t allow third-party
companies to register people
on the list, so if someone
offers to act on your behalf,
hang up or take their infor-
mation and report it to the
FTC. These crooks will try to
collect a fee for this free
service - or worse, steal your
personal information.

ing is not the only way peo-
ple are inundated with unso-
licited marketing offers. In
2006, $166.5 billion was
spent on direct marketing in
the U.S. alone, and close to
100 billion spam email mes-
sages are sent each day.

Here are a few things you
can do to slow the flow of
junk mail and email spam:

Register for the Direct
Marketing Association’s Mail
Preference Service. For $1,
they’ll remove your name
from their prospect mailing
lists (www.dmachoice.org).
