1t used to
be a popular pastime, but it hag fallen
mueh into disrepute, except In very se-
Tont 1Httle towns In New Mexieo and in
Arlzona. In the fall of 1874 Hardin

coin to the amount of §27,000 was con- |
fiscated. The pleces recelved at theo
treasury the other day were prebably
among those confiscated in 1861, The
tetal coinage of the Dahlonega mint
was about §8,000,000, but few of its coina
are in circulation. Those received at
the treasury the other day were the
first that have shown up there for a
good many years.—Boston Post,

Soon he Is in Rhode 1sland, at the
big Providence fair. A few days later
he turns up in Connecticut. He goes
the rounds of the Nutmieg stata falrs
and reaps & rich harvest, Next he s
gren In Vermont, or even as far north
ns Ontario, and anon he appears In
Delaware and Virginia.

About this season of ths year he
carries hundred dollar bills In every
vest pocket and is very apt torun into
New York in ovder to get rid of some
of his money. He spends a good deal

While these “sure-thing men™ con-
centrate their main efforta upon the
“shell game,” they are not avorse to
utilizing other more showy apparatus,
with the sama ulterior object In view,
Among these may be cltlad the shuf-
fleboard, the black-and-white, the threo
dials and the drop case,

like & beehive, with o little hole in the
apex, and a board below divided Into
compartments, some of which are black
and others marked with odds of from
Stolupto 75 tol,

The idea I8 to drop a marble into the

L the Potomae  rives, cutting  up sueh
capers as to make even a naturalist
gasp,

sand crow ducke, After hnlf an hour
I notiend an  eagle golng toward the
flock. When he arrived at the proper
digtanee he made a dart, but the ducks,
ag If by magie, went under water like
i flash and gent up o volume of water
as if a blg mine had been exploded,
This was done time and time again,
and Anally the volume of water thrown
up was so greal that the eagle was
nearly drowned. An old ducker once
told mea that he once witnessed the
same scene and  that the eagle was
drowned, This |s a sight seldom seen,
which may ocenr but onee In a ducking
Hie of Aifty years,

Thia erow duck Is also known as the
Ameriean coot, mud  hen, blue peter
and Fullea Americana by varfous hunt-
ers and alongshore peaple, Up mnorth
here these ducks may be seen In creeks
and marshy, reed-grown rivers, but
south, in Florida, they resort in enor-
mous numbers to the lnkes where bon-
nets or yellow Wlies abound, assocint-
Ing there with lesser seaup ducks, They
are shy birds, being much persecuted
nsually, but in loealities where shoot-
. Ing 18 prohibited, near the Titusville,
Fla, rallroad pler for Instance, they are
ad tame  as sparrows, understanding
that they are safe,

The nearest anybody ever came to
the drowning eagle story was Frank
M, Chapman in his “Birds of Eastern
North Ameriea,” when he says: “When
alarmed they patter over the water,
using thelr feet as much ns thelr wings,
The sound produced s a characteristie
one.”
