A very beautiful variety comes from
Holland and Japan. About ten per cent
of the lllies cultivated here comes from
these two countries, Thoe other ninety
| per cent comes from Bermuda, and the
reason l8 obvious. The extra frelght
from Japan and Holland prevents the
products of these countries from com-
peting with those of Bermuda, Besides,
the Bermuda lily s more beautiful, and
ls easier to bring into bloom at Eoste:
than elther of the other two spocies
Forelng the Easter llly to a bloom Just
at the desired season is the result of
much calculation on the part of tha
growers, The Easter lily {s a shert.
lived plant as far as its bloom ls con-
cerned, the blossoms or lowers lasting
only about two weeks. It expends all
{ta strength for the time being in that
- one blossoming, and for that season does
not bud again.
