The U.S. Constitution
requires a national census
every ten years. The count
determines boundaries for
state and congressional dis-
tricts, and it determines gov-
ernment allocations of fed-
eral funds.

The first census took place
in 1790 to determine the
number of seats each state
would have in the U.S.
House of Representatives.
Only the head count is
reported by the Census
Bureau, not personal names
or addresses, or number in
personal households, not per-
sonal ages or genders. Just

the numbers will appear in

almanacs, newspapers, his-
tory books, and public
records. Head counts are
often taken - at ball games, in

~classrooms, on bus trips, at

tourist sites - no personal
information is needed, just
the numbers are important.
Rural areas hoping for more
representation and a cut of
the federal funds are espe-
cially needed in the count.
None of the information,
other than the numbers given
in the count, will be released
for 70 years. The Census
Bureau and the National
Archives release household
names some 70 years after a
census has been taken. The
1940’s census has just
recently been released.

No personal information can
be given to any law enforce-
ment or other state or federal
agencies. Prosecution for
giving out information is
heavy and violations are
made public - unlike the
information some credit card
companies, catalog compa-
nies, Internet businesses, or
