Dear Editor,

The Commissioners Court
is required each year to have
a budget that must be
adopted before the fiscal year
starts. For the 2011 budget
the Commissioners Court
decided that Pct. #1 consta-
ble needed a salary increase
from $7,992 to $14,400 per
year and the Pct. #2 consta-
ble’s salary would increase
from $7,992 to $11,196 per
year. This unfair difference
in salaries was taken before a
salary grievance committee
and a nine to zero vote
allowed Pct #2 constable to
receive $14,400 per year
also.

On September 1 and
September q; the
Commissioners Court had a
public hearing for the 2011
proposed budget. I attended
the September 1 hearing and
voiced my concern that a sal-
ary increase of 80% from
$7,992 to $14,400 per year
can’t be justified. The
county has also had an
increase in health insurance
for county employees from
$6,692 to $7,869 per year,
which is a 17.6% increase. If
you do the math, a salary
increase of 80% and hospital
insurance increase of 17.6%
equals a 97.6% increase in
salary and benefits for one
constable. The total cost for
Pct #1 constable which
includes retirement, social
security, travel expense, and
equipment expense, and sal-
ary is $33,000 per year.

Are you aware that Pct #1
constable several years ago

started receiving approxi-

mately $750 per month from
the city of Robert Lee to do
law enforcement within the
city? Two deputies on the
west side of the county had
been sharing the $750.

(c) Premises used for
commercial, business, and/or
public purposes not receiving
sanitation container service as
described herein shall be charged
$14.54 per month with one
collection per week.

(d) Charge for additional carts
shall be $9.22 per month, with one
collection per week.

(e) Base rate may be adjusted
monthly based on the previous
month’s cost of diesel fuel as
published by the Department of
Energy — Gulf Coast Region.

SECTION I:

CONTAINERIZED SYSTEM

The following rate schedule is
hereby implemented as stated in
Exhibit A of the Solid Waste
Contract between the City of
Robert Lee and Duncan Disposal:

TRASH RATE ORDINANCE

ORDINANCE #274 of the
City of Bronte, Texas is hereby
amended as to Section G and
Section I to read as follows:

SECTION G

COLLECTION CHARGES

(a) Premises used for private
residences, single or double unit
apartment houses, single mobile
home sites and/or locations,
shall be charged $14.20 per
family unit as to occupied
residences, apartments, and
units. One polycart container
will be provided for each trash
service location. Additional
containers will be provided for
an additional cost of $9.00.

(b) Premises used for
commercial business, and/or
public purposes not receiving
sanitation container service as
described herein shall be
charged $15.77 per month. One
polycart container will be
provided. Additional containers
will be provided for an
additional cost of $9.00.

(c) Premises located outside
the City Limits shall be charged
at a rate of 1.5 times above the

" rate charged the City by its
trash collection provider. Said
premises must be served by
another city utility for which a
bill is sent.

(d) If polycart is lost or
damaged by the resident, a
$60.00 replacement fee will be

assessed.

R SECTION I
CONTAINERIZED
SANITATION SYSTEM:

(1) After the effective date of
this ordinance, certain public,
private, business and/or
commercial locations and sites,
including the City of Bronte are
to receive sanitation container
system service for the removal
of garbage and trash under the
rates and rules hereinafter set
forth. Pursuant to the sanitation
container system services, the
City of Bronte will furnish a
container or containers to be
used in the collection and/or
removal of garbage and trash.
The following formula shall be
used as to the fees charged for
garbage and/or trash hauling to-
wit:

Charges per month:

Container size: Rate
2 yd. (1 x week) $63.34
4 yd. (1 x week) $100.71
6 yd. (1 x week) $134.95
8 yd. (1 x week) $169.19
