At a special m eeting la s t Thursday night, the 
City council voted to call a special election for a 
one cent sales tax for Seminole. The tax was deem­
ed necessa ry  because of added operational expenses 
due to inflation and a need in the near future for 
additional expenses fo r s tre e t re p a irs  and addition­
al w ater field working expenditures. At p resen t, 
som e city equipment is  in need of re p a ir  o r r e ­
placem ent. It was pointed out at the m eeting that 
there  a re  sizable expenditures in these th ree a reas  
and that th e re  has been no tax in c rease  since 1960.

The ordinance to call an election on a one per 
cent sa les  tax was in accordance with House Bill No. 
207, Local Sales and Use Tax.

Decem ber 12 was selec ted  as the date to vote on 
the city  sa les  tax. T here  a re  a num ber of Texas 
c ities  planning to vote on the new city  sa les  tax be­
fore the end of the y ear. The tax went into effect 
on August 28 of this y ear and thus far, 24 out of 25 
c ities  have voted in favor of the tax. In E lectra , 
vo ters defeated the issu e . Lubbock citizens will 
ca s t th e ir  votes on November 9. The new sales 
tax will be applicable to a ll item s that a re  taxed at 

the p resen t tim e and it  would be in addition to the 
p resen t taxes. It was also pointed out a t the m eet­
ing that the city is s till  operating within th e ir  bud­
get but that added operational expenses in the 
foreseeable  future deem this election n ecessa ry .

SEMINOLE FIRE

T here  w as som e kind of exp lo­
sion, w hether from  paint o r som ething e lse  
it is  not known, that caused  the f ire  to sp read  
rap id ly . M r. W ickson sta ted , ”Our lo ss  may 
reach  $25, 000 .”

That tim e of the y ear has a rriv ed . The leaves 
have begun to fall from  the tree s , tumbleweeds have 
begun to loosen and ro ll a c ro ss  the Plains, and wood 
has been put up fo r the firep lace . The second cold 
spell is  h e re . We will kill hogs in the morning!

Hog killing tim e is  a delightful tim e - - fresh  m eat 
in the house, neighbors over to helpi

T here  a re  so many in te resting  things to note a -  
bout a hog killing s ite . F ir s t  of a ll it  takes a heavy 
pipe to hold up four hogs. In the late  twenties, it  
would have been an in su lt for a man to have killed a 
hog weighing only 200 pounds. These m ust have 
weighed 400 to 500 pounds. The pipe was placed 
between two tre e s  o r into the windmill stand. They 
also had to be n e a r w ater. The b a rre l  in the fo re ­
ground was used to sca ld  the hog. It took quite an 
expert to te ll exactly the tem pera tu re  of the w ater; 
it  had to be hot enough to slip  the h a ir  but not too hot 
to se t the h a ir  and cook the outer p a rt of the skin.
In those days a hog had shoulders and ham s (no 
picnic ham s). When the hog was dipped in the b a rre l, 
i t  was difficult to find a p a rtn e r that could slide him  
out, stand him  exactly in the rig h t place on h is head, 
and slip  the o ther end back in the b a rre l.

F rom  hog killing tim e cam e not only the ham  and 
the shoulder, but the sausages, p ig ’s feet, fresh  
backbone, and many gallons of la rd . The hog that 
is  being gutted is s till  hanging on a s in g le -tree . 
O thers a re  hanging on a sharpened stick . The hooks 
on the s in g le -tree  w ere hooked in a leader behind the 
back feet. He could e ither be pulled up by a block 
and tackle a fte r he was scraped  o r pulled up with a 
rope over the top of the pipe with o thers lifting up 
on the front q u a rte rs . Most everything about the 
hog was saved. The p ig ’s tail was sent to a g ir l that 
had jilted  h e r boy friend o r an old maid aunt. Some 
people p re fe rre d  to shoot th e ir hogs with a rif le  and 
stick  them . O thers knocked them  in the head with a 
single bladed ax and cut th e ir th roat. Some p re fe rre d  
sim ply to cut th e ir throat, o r com binations.

A fter the m eeting was called  to order, M rs. Glynn 
Chandler, p rogram  chairm an, introduced M rs. Kent 
Denson, who gave a re p o rt on the bilingual k inder­
garten  held this p ast sum m er a t the Denson fa rm  
w est of Seminole.

M rs. Denson, who was a ss is ted  in the work by M rs, 
Paul Condit, said  that c la sses  w ere held th ree  days 
a week fo r four weeks. The object of the k in d erg ar­
ten was to teach English to young Spanish-speaking 
children to p rep a re  them fo r en trance into public 
school. The school day began fo r the eleven children 
who attended with a tim e during which they w ere free  
to get acquainted and explore th e ir surroundiiigs.
A fter that a sh o rt les son in English was given. The 
children then played a gam e o r  took p a rt in som e 
type of physical ex erc ise .

The k indergarten  covered o ther a re a s  of norm al 
child developm ent. Small m uscle co-ordination was 
developed through a r t  activ ities which involved the 
use of crayons, s c is so rs , and paste .

M rs. Denson said  the k indergarten  was a success 
and that she believed the children who attended would 
be b e tte r p repared  for classw ork  in the public 
schools.

A fter the report, M rs. Paul Condit lead a d iscu ss ­
ion on the problem s of the bilinguals in our schools.

Many tim es they a re  fearfu l of new places or of 
try ing new things. T h e ir lives have been very  much 
the sam e thing day a fte r day until the tim e they 
en ter public school. C uriosity  about the world out­
side th e ir home o r fam ily has never been encouraged.

Most of the bilinguals a re  c lass  conscious; they 
feel deeply that they a re  d iffe ren t. The language 
b a r r ie r  is  the roo t of this, but it often produces ex ­
trem e shyness o r hostility  and resen tm en t towards 
teachers  and other c lassm ates .

M rs. Condit mentioned som e things you might 
not expect to find among the bilinguals. She said 
they w ere eager students and that once they had con­
fidence in th e ir  teacher and them selves, they 
w ere very  co-operative and appreciative. She said 
also that the paren ts  of these children seem ed to 
understand the im portance of education and in sisted  
that th e ir children re sp ec t and obey the teach e rs .

Most of these children a re  secu re  in th e ir  home 
life and also independent in th e ir ca re  of them selves. 
Many come from  la rge  fam ilies and have learned  
personal responsib ility  as well as how to share  
willingly.

The language b a r r ie r  is the basic problem , and it 
m ust be broken early  if these children a re  to develop 
norm ally  in th e ir educational growth.

A fter the discussion, it  was repo rted  that four of 
the club m em bers had given a Halloween party  for 
the children in the Special Education D epartm ent of 
die Seminole schools. M esdam es H ilbem  Briscoe, 
Paul Condit, Kent Denson, and Mike Jenkins e n te r­
tained the children with gam es and re freshm en ts  at 
school a fte r the Halloween parade.

O n e  of the o ldest c ra fts  known to m an-kind is 
ceram ics which is being taught in Junior High A rts 
and C rafts c la s se s .

T here  a re  many Biblical re fe ren ces  to this a c ti­
vity, which rem ains one of the outstanding industria l 
en te rp rise s  in the m odern technological world.

Junior High pupils in a r ts  and c ra fts  not only learn  
to c rea te  an a rtic le  from  raw  clay, but fire  th e ir  
clay to bisque a t 1625 degrees. L a te r the glazed 
piece is fired  to 1825 degrees making i t  w ater and 
bake proof.

In re fe ren ce  reading in a r ts  and c ra fts  pupils find 
the im portance of ceram ics in a scientific world, 
quoting from  C eram ics, by Vincent A. Roy: 
"Scientists and engineers a re  on the brink of new 
ceram ic  d iscoveries that w ere undream ed of a few 
years  ago. New ceram ic  m ate ria ls  a re  m ass p ro ­
duced to very  c lose to le ran ces . By standard  g la ss ­
making methods, they a re  drawn into sheets, rods, 
o r tubing, o r even blown, c a s t o r p re ssed . These 
ceram ics  a re  light in weight, yet rem arkab ly  strong 
under severe  conditions of tem peratu re  and s t r e s s .  
They re s is t  chem icals. Some a re  so hard  that they 
will cut stee l and can be used as special ciitting 
tools in m etal working m achines. "

An in te restin g  p ro jec t of the a r t  departm ent for 
second y ear pupils is  in ternal carv ing  of p lastic .
One of the f ir s t  things a beginner a t in ternal carving 
mu s t  do is  to lea rn  the "feel" of the high-speed tool 
as it b ites into p lastic  m a te ria l. Cutting tools turn  
a t the ra te  of 12, 000 to 18, 000 r .  p. m . A cutting tool 
ro ta ting  a t such high speed can be dangerous, hence 
safety ru les  m ust be observed any tim e the d rills  
a re  in use.

At this tim e of y ear candle-m aking has top p r io r i ­
ty as a p ro jec t in a r ts  and c ra fts  c la s se s . The s tu ­
dents have taken g re a t p ride in displaying th e ir  work 
in the a r t  departm ent exhibit window for paren ts and 
v is ito rs  to enjoy.

The a r ts  and c ra fts  c la sses  a re  organized in such 
a way that students ro ta te  in assum ing re sp o n sib ili­
ties in the departm ent. Tools and supplies a re  
checked out to students by the chairm an for that 
week. Everyone has a specific duty to perfo rm  
each week.

M rs. Anderson sta tes  that a ll students a re  not

The s ix -sh o o te r , it is  sa id , brought law 
and o rd e r to the W est and B arb  W ire tam ed 
it. The e a r l ie s t  patent on B arb  W ire w as 
re g is te re d  betw een 1850 and 1860; the la te s t 
in 1893. D uring th ese  y e a rs  probably  betw een 
250 to 300 kinds w ere  m ade. T hese four a re  
shown to give our r e a d e rs  an idea of how 
c o llec to rs  identify the kinds of w ire  they find 
and tra d e  fo r .

W allace P ow ers , A ndrew s Highway, is  one 
co llec to r that has shared  h is  s to ry  with the 
NEWS re a d e rs . ’’The b est way to get in te r ­
ested  in a co llection  is  to find som e old w ire .
I found 300 y a rd s  of single stran d  patented 
in 1888, in K e rrv ille , T exas, on my Uncle 
C harley  R o g e rs ’ p lace . I w as in b u s in e s s .”

A standard  c o lle c to r’s length of w ire  is  
18 inches. G aines County is  not a  good place 
to find old w ire  because of the age of the 
county.
