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GROWERS TO VOTE ON
TRANSFER OF COTTON

ACREAGE ALLOTMENTS|

OUT OF THE COUNTY

Growess in all upland cotton
producing counties will vote dur-
ing the period May 5 through
May 9 on whether to permit the
transfer of 1970 cotton acreage
allotments to farme in other
counties by sale or lease.

If in any county at least two-
thirds of the growers voting
favor the transfer, growers of
that county will be permitted to
transfer their allotments by sale
or lease to farmers in other
counties within the same State.
(Any lease agreement filed with
the county ASC committee be-
tween June 1 and Dec. 31,1969,
where an allotment is transferred
within or outside a county, will,
if approved, be honored by the
committee for the number of
years specified in the lease. )
Allotments may not be shifted
to other States.

Where approved by at least
two-thirds of the growers voting
in the county, transfer of allot-
ments to other counties will be
permitted during 1970, The trans-
fer of allotments is authorized in
the Food and Agriculture Act of
1965. This Act, as amended,
and the authority to transfer
allotments expires at the end of
1970.

The May 5-9 referendum on
this question will be the fourth
to be conducted by mail, Ballots
will be delivered to all cotton
growers of record in counties
holding a referendum next
month, Officials said a mail
vote has proved to be more

! convenient for growers, rather

' than having to appear in person
at their polling place, partic-

; ularly during a busy season. To

LIBRARIES ENCOURAGE LOCAL CITIZENS

With the theme, '"Be all you can be - READ", the
libraries in the school and the court house encourage
local citizens during library week to avail themselves
of good reading materials. The high school library
reports that on June 1, 1968 a total of 9588 books,
723 filmstrips, 28 record albums, 211 single records
and 67 transparencies were in the library. Added to
date have been 651 books, 43 filmstrips and 13 single
records.

Bound magazines make up a total of 345 volumes.
The National Geographic magazine dates back to 1943
Reader's Digest dates back to 1946.

Besides selection, classification, cataloging, and
circulation of library materials, the library staff al-
so processes and circulates all the classroom sets
of English materials for the nongraded English pro-
gram.

The daily average circulation of library materials
was around 75 books a day for the first semester of
school. Daily average circulation, including English
materials, is around 115 books per day.

Some of the unusual requests are:” 1. Materials
for a student whose father wanted to pass his citizen-
ship test to become a U, S, citizen. 2. Books for
my mother to read. Primarily, the library attempts
to support all areas of the curriculum.

A reading card is kept for each student in the school

For four years, a student can check to see what titles .

he has checked out of the library. The borrower's
card also enables the library staff to give intelligent
reading guidance for each student, not just the stu-
dents who are personally known to the staff.

Library assistants for the High School are Julia
Martinez, Brenda Allen, Janie Riojas, Mary Zuniga,
Robert Castleberry, Connie Moore, Linda Routh,
Randy Harris, Elaine Driver, Rolf Stone, Beverly
Forbis and Jimy Ruthart., Marva Freeman assists in
the Junior High School Library.

Mrs. Janelle Sullivan has been the librarian since
1962. Since that time, over 4000 books have been
purchased, processed, and circulated. Mrs, Juanita
Morgan has been the library clerk since 1964.

Selection of materials is based upon: 1. Suitability
for age level 2. Need in curriculum 3. Recommen-
dation by authorities for age and grade level 4. Rec-
ommendation by teachers,

If in doubt, materials are ordered on approval and
then checked by the librarian and teacher whose
classes will be reading the material.

The average cost of each book is $5.00. The in-
vestment in materials and equipment in the library
would be over $60, 000,
