The story goes like this -  Pete's daddy was cutting a hay crop 
when the mother quail jumped into the machinery and was killed. 
He found 15 eggs in her nest. He brought the eggs in, they were 
placed in a dish on top of a cloth, then set on top of the hot water 
heater and turned each day for five days. On the sixth day, Boom! 
quail were all over the utility room, under the dryer and under the 
washer. Fourteen little ones were found with one egg to go.

Trying to keep 14 young quail together and make a picture is like 
trying to corral five year olds. One bounded out of the box, to the 
table and to the floor. It took six hands to corral them. If all goes 
well, the News will give a progress report.

The 
soles of her feet were clean but 
had that dark callused look 
that only comes about by 
going shoeless.
