New Ambulance
The Com m issioner's Court of Gaines County is in the process of 

having a new am bulance equipped and it should be  ready for service 
soon after November 1st. D elivery has already been  m ade of a new 
1970 Chevrolet, equipped w ith em ergency equipm ent, to  Seagraves. 
The fire departm ent w ill operate the rescue veh icle  there . The one 
delivered  there cost $6235. A ctually  Seagraves firem en started  an­
swering calls several weeks ago. The new am bulance for Sem inole 
w ill be  operated  in the  sheriff's departm ent. Deputies are going to 
school this w eek so th a t they  m ight qualify for rescue service when 
the  new veh icle  arrives.

The Seagraves am bulance is based a t the fire station. The Sem ­
inole am bulance w ill be  based a t the sheriff's office. County Judge 
Chester Browne stated  th a t a second am bulance for Sem inole w ill be 
delivered  som etim e in the future. The City of Seagraves had  already 
bought and equipped one un it. The prim ary purpose for the county 
owned am bulances is for w reck victim s. These arrangem ents were 
brought about when am bulance services in Sem inole and Seagraves 
were discontinued by private owners.

The last ten  days have brought 
to  Gaines County m ore ra in fall 
than  we received  during several 
years of the drought. Upwards of 
9 inches has been  reported in the 
county. About the least am ount 
th a t's  been  reported is near 5 
inches. R ain  is forecast again 
for today.

It is reported  th a t cotton th a t 
has been  defoliated , w ith no 
leaves for protection, is suffer­
ing the  m ost. Then th e re 's  the 
problem of a hard freeze and 
ruining a g reat deal of the crop 
by  freezing cotton bolls th a t s till 
have a g reat deal of m oisture 
in them .

A rea farm ers are looking 
pleadingly to  the skies for sun­
shine, sunshine and m ore sun­
shine. If rainy w eather contin ­
ues dam age w ill b e  extensive. 
Suffering from an early  frost 
already w ere green b ean  growers 
who did not have th e ir  crop out 
of the field . The frost did not 
k ill the cotton  bu t did get to m a­
toes and green beans.

Upwards of 85% to  90% of the 
m ilo  m aize has been  harvested.

School Board Meets

ton, Mr. Roy Barnes, Mrs. Frank Nix, Mr. Jam es B ram lett and Mr. 
John Thompson. The subjects to  b e  approved this year are arithm etic , 
grades 1, 2, and 3; A m erican history, grade 8; literatu re , grades 9 and 
10; supplem entary reading,grades 7 and 8; journalism , b iology,high 
school; physics I, Spanish I and II, A m erican history, high school; 
drafting, high school; and English d ictionaries, grade 12.

2. Mr. Bob W ilton, from the C ertified  Public A ccountant firm  of . 
W ilton, Woods and Coffee, was present and gave an audit report on 
m onies spent through the  school. Among m any other things he point­
ed out in his report th a t August 31, 1978 w ould pay out the fu ll in ­
debtedness of school owned properties. He reported th a t per pupil
for the year ending August 31, 1969 th a t $752. 95 was spent com pared 
to  the year before of $702. 93. For the 1969-1970 school year bond 
indebtedness w ill cost $53, 390 in in terest and $185, 000 in principal. 
He assured the board th a t m oney spent and accountings m ade by the 
business office was in good keeping w ith bookkeepping practices.
This was his yearly  report. He reported on the  FFA fund, high school 
ac tiv ity  fund, cafe te ria  fund, co llec tion  of taxes and gave a good  
report.

Wool producers were rem inded 

today th a t they  should bring sales 
docum ents for shorn wool and un­
shorn lambs to  the Gaines A gri­
cultural S tabilization and Conser­
vation  Service O ffice to  earn 
incentive paym ents for the  1969 
m arketings. Sales of both wool 
and unshorn lam bs m ay  be in­
cluded in a single application  
for paym ent, according to  Troy 
M artin, C hairm an of the Gaines 
ASC C om m ittee.

Producers were also rem inded 
th a t purchases of a ll unshorn lambs, 
including th e  lambs in  ew e-lam b 
pairs, m ust be  reported when 
application  is filled  for wool in ­
centive paym ent. M artin said 
wool producers occasionally  
overlook reporting purchases of 
rep lacem ent stock, bu t the ASCS 
County Office m ust have an 
accurate record of purchases as 
w ell as sales of unshorn lambs.

Wool delivery expenses not 
shown in the sales docum ents 
should be reported when producers 
apply for incentive payments.

The ASC C om m ittee Chairm an 
pointed out th a t under the Natio­
nal wool A ct a ll producers who 
m arket wool and m ohair in 1969 
are elig ib le  for incentive pay­
m ents.

Shorn wool paym ents to  a 
producer are equal to  a percen­
tage of his returns from sales.
The percentage of his returns 
from sales. The percentage is 
th a t required to  raise the nation­
al average price received  for 
shorn wool by  a ll producers up 
to  69 cents a pound. M ohair 
paym ents are determ ined in a 
sim ilar m anner, w ith the  national 
incentive price a t 77.

Claude C. Pittman had passed away at Car- 
tersville, Georgia from strokes Friday, October 24, 
1969. He was 84 years of age and he taught school 
here in Seminole in 1913 and 1914 and that summer 
studied law while his team grazed as he made my 
first and best crop back in 1914.

Claude made a successfu l lawyer and he located 
at Cartersville, Georgia. An old law firm  sent a 
Negro to him who was charged with stealing a shot 
gun. This was his first case and when he asked the 
Negro what he was going to receive for his fee, the 
man replied, "Nothing, unlessen yous’ can get the 
shot gun". Since the owner could not describe the 
gun, he still owned his fir st law fee at the time of 
his death.

Judge Claude C. Pittman served ten years as Judge 
of Superior Court in North Georgia and was elected  
to State Representative and State Senator several 
tim es.

Eunice Coker, Drucilla Lord, Leo Holmes, Homer 
Trimble, Howard McReynolds and several others 
were his students here.

Of twelve children of the R. M. Pitt, lan family, 
there survive two boys and six  g irls , Ml living around 
Dalton and LaFayette, Georgia, with the exception 
of the one who came to Seminole in 1909.
