H e's also the one tha t 
threw  his chain com ing down the 
sam e h ill and w aited  too long to 
get off his b icy c le . He m ust have 
been  m aking 100 m iles an hour, 
bu t he rode 'e r  out.

His last nam e was Goats and 
why they nam ed him  W illiam  
I 'l l  never know. They did, just 
plain  ol* Billy Goats. But he was 
good natured. He never had any 
trouble like his older brother did, 
w ith people b leating  at him .

Now Bill (W illiam ) knew where 
a ll the orchards w ere. He was a 
m em ber of one of those clubs 
where you smoked cigarettes. He 
sold papers and Saturday Evening 
Post. He was a w h e e l! He owned 
his own b icy c le  and when he had 
to  fight he did it in a hurry and 
got it  over w ith.

The Scout C enter w ill serve bo th  boys and girls, the  boys on the 
west and the girls on the east. The building has a fine assembly 
room. There are 200 chairs availab le plus 30 tab les th a t w ill seat 
from 6 to  8 each . The k itchen, in the  cen ter and adjacen t to  the 
assembly room, is equipped w ith the  very finest so th a t banquets 
m ight be served or other Scouting needs. On the  boys' side accord- 
ian doors can b e  pulled from north and south and east and west to  
accom m odate four groups. The girls' side has two m eeting  rooms. 
From the landing in the streets to  the sidewalks is outstanding 
arch itectu ral work. Pebble rock inserted into the cem ent takes the 
visitor past the sign th a t reads M. S. Doss Scout C enter and into a 
building th a t would m ake m uch larger c itie s  proud to  own.

"D on 't hold back . Use a ll the e lec tric  power you w ant w henever 
and wherever you w ant in the 45, 000 square m ile  area th a t we 
serve. There is no e lec tric  power shortage in this part o f  t h e  
country, " Roy Tolk, president of the Southwestern Public Service 
Company, said today.

The sta tem ent of the e lec tric  com pany president was m ade as a 
result of frequent articles in national m agazines and other m edia 
which leave the  im plication  th a t the whole nation  faces a power 
shortage not only this year b u t "in  the  decade ahead,", as one pub­
lication  put it.

"At the end of last year, when we announced our plans to  invest 
$25, 000, 000 in  new plant and equipm ent this year, I said, 'th e re 'l l  
b e  no blackouts in  our service area in 1970.' T hat s till goes. I 'l l  
add a t this tim e  th a t there w on 't b e  any in the future, either, as 
long as we have the  right to  plan our own future w ithout outside in ­
terference. We have a responsibility to  m e e t the e lec tric  service 
needs of this area and we have dene the planning required to  carry 
out th a t responsibility, " Tolk continued.

Southwestern Public Service Company has generating capab ility  
reserves th a t are 18% greater than the peak load w hich has been  pre­
d icted  for 1970.

"T hat's like saying you have $118 put aside to  pay a $]00 b ill that 
you owe, " Tolk pointed out.

Adequate reserves are norm ally considered to  be  generating capa­
b ility  tha t is equal to  the largest single generating unit on your sys­
tem . Southwestern's reserve capab ility  for 1970 exceeds th a t m argin 
of safety by nearly  100, 000 kilow atts.

Southwestern is already looking down the line a t its next 500, 000 
kilow atts of e lec tric  generating capability . At the present tim e , a 
210, 000 kilow att unit, the  first in a new fac ility  southeast of Lub - 
bock, is under construction and is scheduled to go into service in 
mid-1971. P rojected units of 289, 000 kilow atts of capab ility  are in 
the planning stage for 1973 and beyond.

"W ith the help  of our area developm ent departm ent and in  co­
operation with other lo ca l industrial developm ent groups, I have 
started  to  w rite to  presidents of some com panies and to  telephone 
others whose organizations are interested in expansion to  te l l  them  
of the ava ilab ility  of e lec tric  power and other resources in this area. 
We have outstanding people, lots of space for expansion, a superb 
c lim ate  and energy reserves. Not m any areas can say th a t these 
days and a ll of us should work to  b en e fit from these advantages, " 
T olk  concluded.

In Texas alone, there are 
over 200 catfish farmers, so 
the U. S. Bureau of Sport, Fish­
eries and W ildlife says. In the 
U. S . , 18 out of the 50 states 
have catfish farm s. A large 
num ber of them  are operated 
on the sam e principle th a t a 
feed lo t is operated  for ca ttle .
Texas ran  3rd in catfish to ta l 
acreage farms behind Mississip­
pi and Arkansas.

Som etim e in the future, so 
Purina s ays, the production 
m ay catch  up with the dem and. 
It is es tim ated  th a t 5 to  10 
tim es as m any catfish could be 
sold as are being  grown.

Since catfish are warm w ater 
fish, it  is econom ically  neces­
sary th a t they  be  grown where 
the w ater tem perature can be 
expected  to  rem ain  above 70° F. 
for approxim ately 200 days in 
the year. The longer the grow­
ing season, the b e tte r . Catfish 
ea t very lit tle  when the te m ­
perature dips, hence, gain 
very li t tle .

W ater lever for catfish can 
run from 2 j  co 6-10 fee t deep. 
Ponds m ay b e  harvested by 
draining, and a sloping bottom  on 
a pond is m uch easier to  drain 
and harvest. The artific ia lly  
b u ilt pond m ust 'hold  w ate r '. 
Catfish grow b e tte r in slow m ov­
ing or in a sta tic  w ater level 
pond.

The quality and quantity of 
the w ater is m ost im portant. 
W ater w ell or spring w ater are 
desirable because you do not 
have the worry of pesticides, 
fertilizer and industrial waste. 
Also, w ater can  be defic ien t of 
oxygen and can be  saturated 
with carbon dioxide or othe. 
m inerals. W ater from wells or 
springs can be airia ted  by run­
ning it  through baffles or 
splashing it off of a fla t surface. 
It takes a w ell y ie ld  of about 
1000 gallons of w ater per m in ­
u te to  serve a 40 acre lake or 
sm aller lakes am ounting to  40 
acres.

A grower can hatch  his own 
fish eggs or purchase fingerlings 
and stock up to  1700 to  2000 
per acre. ( 5 inch fingerlings 
weigh an average of about 32 
pounds per 1000, 6 inches- 
60 pounds per 1000)

Fish are fed 3% of th e ir  body 
w eight per day, 6 days a week. 
T heir w eight should be checked 
to  determ ine feeding ra te . If 
you 're lucky, if you m anage 
w ell, you could produce up to  
2000 pounds of m arketab le 
fish per acre in a year to  a year 
and a half.

Gay Foote wrote to her dad, Leon Foote the follow­
ing letter from Japan where she had gone with the 
group from the F irst Baptist Church.

Sunday afternoon •
Dear Daddy,

I sure wish you were here. I love it over here.
The people are all so nice and considerate. I only 
wish I could speak Japanese fluently so I could c o n ­
verse with them.

I decided to come to Fukui and I'm so glad. I love 
it here. The people at the church here are just 
great. The pastor speaks a little English but he is  
the only one. One good thing is that the church here 
invited a m issionary (Calvin Parker) to come and in ­
terpret. Last night we had a planning meeting with 
the pastor, his wife and the church officers. They 
served us apple pie and hot tea. It was delicious. 
This morning Jenna Maynard, Keith Hawkins and I 
went to Sunday School. They only have Sunday School 
for the little children. After Sunday School the child­
ren go home and the adults come for church. Jenna 
taught the Sunday School lesson this morning.

After church this morning we had a fellowship din­
ner. You would have loved it. It consisted of tom a­
toes, cucumbers, deviled eggs, little s lices  of ham 
and cheese rolled together, tuna salad sandwiches, 
milk, hot tea and water. It was real good. In a few 
mintues we are going by train to Ono City where we 
w ill have evening worship. It is  the only other Bap­
tist church in this district or area.

Well here it is Monday. We had to leave before I 
finished this letter. This is the only chance I've had 
since I was dead tired last night. We had a real 
good service last night. The church at Ono City is a 
m ission of the Fukui Church. There were about 
twelve saved and about twenty-four more who said 
they were interested in seeking Christ. So the m em ­
bership of that church was more than doubled.

Yesterday morning there were about twelve present 
at the Fukui Church and an elderly couple was saved. 
So it was a good day.

I tried calling you last night. I was almost 11:30 
p. m. here so it would have been about 9:30 a. m. 
Sunday there. You didn’t answer at home so I tried  
the church and no one answered.

This morning we went and visited from house to 
house in the area around the church. In about thirty 
minutes we are going to hand out tracts on the 
streets near the hotel. I love giving people some 
tracts because they are so receptive.

Tell them at the News that our schedule is so 
busy I don’t know if I can find time to write. I 
wouldn't take anything for the train ride over here.
