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MENTALLY RETARDED

The Tri-Cities Satellite School for mentally retarded youngsters
will open in Seminole November 2, according to Mrs. Tommy Mon-
tandon, chairman of the temporary supervisory board. Open to res-
idents of the Seminole, Seagraves, and Denver City area, it will be
for pre-school educable mentally retarded pupils, or trainable men-
tally retarded pupils of all ages.

Operated under the supervision of the Texas State Department of -
Mental Health and Mental Retardation, the school will offer special
training and evaluation for mentally retarded children. Emphasis will
placed on self-help training and emotional adjustment with a goal of
helping these children find their place in and be a contributing part
of society.

The salary of the teacher will be paid by the Department of Men-
tal Health and Mental Retardation. There will be no charge to the
pupils as money for other expenses will be raised through contribu-
tions and special projects.

Day-to-day oversight of the school will be in the hands of a super-
visory board chosen from residents of the Tri-Cities region.

Classes are scheduled to nm = from 9:00 a, m. until 12:00 noon
each Monday through Friday all twelve months of the year.

Mrs. Montandon said that applications are now being accepted for
admittance to the school. Parents may contact Mrs. Montandon, Post
Office Box 443, Seminole, or Mrs, Fred Koberg, 601 S. W, 14th
Street, telephone number 758-3709, in Seminole relative to enroll-
ing children, Application should be made immediately as class en-
rollment will be limited to eight pupils,

Applications are also being accepted for a teacher for the class.
Salary will be approximately $300 per month with the primary qual-
ification being an interest in working with handicapped youngsters.

A mature lady who has raised children is preferred, however. No
previous experience is necessary as training will be furnished by the
Lubbock State School staff,

Persons interested in this position should contact Mrs. Montanton
or Mrs. Koberg before October 1, as interviews and screening pro-
cedure will commence on that date.

In addition to the salaried teacher, volunteer aides are also need-
ed. Aides will work in assisting and encouraging students rather than?
