C lin ic Fund has been  form ally listed as a tax  exem pt corporation.

Letter To The Editor
Dear Daddy,

Life in Carrizo Springs is different from anything I 've  ever exper­
ienced. I t's  one of those towns you 'd  think should have existed 100 
years ago because it's  just old fashioned and I love it!  O ld ladies 
and old m en rock every afternoon on their porches, re te lling  stories 
about the Carrizo bandits k illing the deputy sheriff. And yes, Miss 
Woods also sits on the porch, rocking w ith the old tim ers and soaking 
up a ll the m arvelous stories of the past. Usually a porch of the typ ­
ic a l old tim er contains at least six rockers,for a ll those who walk by 
and w ant to  join in the big talk.

Carrizo's the type of town where you go w ith a grandm other and 
grandson for visiting purpose and end up eating  beans and fried po­
tatoes and tasting the best of anything. Then before I could leave 
this grand lady and her grand boy she just had to  give m e a ja r  of 
fig preserves, a ja r of plum preserves, and a ja r  of bread and bu tte r 
pickles. And a ll this tim e she was thinking it was her pleasure that 
I cam e.

Another tim e an old tim er showed m e his tw enty bee hives of non­
fighting bees. My questions tum bled  out for about th irty  m inutes and 
before I knew it, h e 'd  knocked off the value of his twenty gallon, 
honey container and filled  for m e a quart ja r  fu ll of honey. "This 
w ill do for a starter, " he said.

The plants and land were a l l  so strange to m e at first here. Palm 
trees w ith ripening dates vegeta te  this sm all com m unity, being out­
num bered only by the over loaded orange trees and tangerine trees. 
Here they grow egg plant, ch ili plants hot peppers h onions, to m a­
toes, oranges, grapefruit, and lemons. Harvest tim e com es about 
November and m any m igrant fam ilies leave Chicago to  com e to  the 
south for work in the fields. Since 75% of population is M exican, 
this crop raising is the m ost im portant factor in Carrizo. In Novem­
b e r a ll the classrooms increase a t least five or six students.

Another old m arker of the com m unity is the school I teach  in 
which was b u ilt in 1917 and stands firm ly as a landm ark for the old 
tim ers. My classroom has brown torn window shades, rickety  old 
painted windows, birds' nests in the windows and no m atching desks. 
But I love m y room and m y students because no pretense is m ade 
and no discrim ination is shown. I think m y room displays a colorful 
personality because of the creative children 's works.

My 24 Latins and 2 Anglos fair fine together and the whole school 
system is set up  this way. My room as w ell as the other rooms are 
w ell behaved and m any children in m y room w ant to  com e early 
and stay la te  to  h e lp  d ie teach er finish her work. Most of m y school 
kids have an average of 7 to  8 brothers and sisters. A ll understand 
the words SHARE and KINDNESS and none are lacking in love from 
hom e. Fam ilies are close to one another and m any aunts, uncles 
and grandparents are considered to  be  a part of the im m ediate fam ­
ily. Some of m y school boys attend  early mass every m orning at 
6:30 a .m . and mass every evening at 7:00 p. m . Every m orm ing the 
church bells re a l out about 6:15 a .m . to wake those to  com e to 
mass.

Right now the lady I 'm  living w ith is on her front porch, piecing 
a quilt by hand. The porch is where she m akes a ll her Christmas 
gifts. She's a darling. She loaned m e a quilt, bedspread and four 
pillows. She's a good friend and a good land lady! Most .of the 
m en of Carrizo like a "good chew" one tim e  a day or a leisurely 
puff on the pipe w hile relaxing. "Rodeoing" is a b ig  th ing here, too. 
On every Friday and Saturday night the cowboys practice roping, 
bronc busting, and steer wrestling. Instead of paying to  see a rodeo 
it 's  a community' affair th a t everyone attends.

Since Carrizo is close to  the border, it has the ty p ica l M exican 
m ainstuff for food -  beans and peppers. I rem em ber in Seminole 
we always had ham burgers on Thursday w ith chocolate m ilk . W ell, 
in Carrizo we eat M exican food every Wednesday very ritually .

One other strange, w eird thing of Carrizo are the bats! Now, bats 
a ren 't rea lly  scarey unless you 're w alking up a dark stairway and two 
swoop two fee t from your head  like theyr did to  m e. I ye lled  for the 
jan ito r because they' rea lly  spooked m e. He cam e up w ith a base­

b a ll b a t and k illed  two bats swinging as they swooped past his head. 
Since it was s till dark, the bats could m ove better than we cou ld . 
When I w alked into my room I couldn’t raise my windows because 
a swarm of about 100 bats were outside my windows actually  flying 
straight into the  glass part of the window. V. hen daylight cam e the 
bats left and m y nerves were better.

This town being western really  has some good points. The other 
night I visited a ranch hom e a id  after supper we sang good ole ' Eddy 
Arnold songs for alm ost an hour. Now, tha t's  living when you can 
hear a rea l cowboy yodel the "C attle  C all" w hile strumming on his 
.guitar. Am ericans everywhere would be  proud of Carrizo. The people 
still believe that God is num ber one and fam ily is num ber two.

Other towns w ithin fifteen  m iles of us have had m archings and gen­
era l unrest in the school with pupils and teachers. Our pupils w ant no 
part in m arching or minority' b ickering. I thank God there are s till 
places like Carrizo left in this world. Sem inole gave m e so m uch 
that I thought I wouldr.'t ever find another town so friendly.

Information From 
Social Security Office
b y  DOROTHY FEAZELL

EVERYONE who comes into 
the social security office to  file 
a cla im  for social security  b en e ­
fits asks one com m on question 
"How long w ill it take  to  get m y 
first check?"

This is a very proper question 
and we in the social security 
office like to  be able to  give the 
individual as accurate an answer 
as possible. Norm ally, a person 
can expect a check w ithin six 
weeks after the c la im  is sent to 
one of the reviewing offices. 
Notice the emphasis on the word 
"Sent" because this is the key.

We are required to  have cer­
ta in  inform ation before we send 
a c laim  to  the  review ing office 
and this inform ation MUST be 
supplied by  the person filling a 
cla im  with us. This inform ation 
m ay be evidence of age, a tax  
return, a W -2 form or other 
documents depending upon the 
circum stances in each case.
The sooner a person can  supply 
us with the necessary informa - 
tion , the sooner he can expect 
a check.

I want to  stress th a t the  repre­
sentatives of social security are 
eager to assist applicants and we 
can often m ake suggestions tha t 
w ill enable you to  get tne infor­
m ation quickly. The im portant 
thing to  rem em ber is th a t the 
person applying for payments 
can have a lot of effect on h w

soon he w ill receive his first 
check.

Representatives in the social 
security office are experts in 
the ir field . They know w hat 
is needed and how it can be ob­
tained; b u t they c a n 't go out 
and get it for the c la im an t.

Please do check w ith the 
social securtiy office if you are 
nearing retirem en t age or if you 
have questions about any part 
of the social security of M edi­
care programs. If th a t is not 
convenient for you, contact 
m e on one of m y regular visits 
to  the Gaines County Courthouse.
