being penalized unfairly. The
temporary advancements were
made effective, with few excep-
tions, as of Oct. 19, 1950, for the
575 Regular majors promoted to
lieutenant colonel and as of Dec.
14, 1950, for the 1,077 Regular
captains promoted to major.

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New Courts Martial
Manual Scheduled
For Armed Services

President Truman recently
signed an executive order pre-
scribing the Manual for Courts-
Martial, 1951, which sets out and
explains the rules of procedure
to be followed in court-martial

proceedings under the New Uni- ,

form Code of Military justice.

The Uniform Code was enacted
by the 81st Congress and signed
by the President last May 5.

Like the Code, the Manual for
Courts-Martial will be applicable
to all of the armed services. A
single set of rules will, accord-
ingly, replace the separate manu-
als for the administration of jus-
tice now used by the Army, the

Navy (including the Marines),
the Air Force, and the Coast
Guard.

Also like the Code, the new
manual will not go into effect
until May 31st of this year. This
effective date was written in the
law in order to allow time for
the preparation of the Manual
and time for familiarizing all per-
sonnel with the new provisions
of both the Code and the Manual.
The training program will be
touched off by the publication of
the Manual. The training program
will be touched off by the publi-
cation of the Manual in the Fed-
eral Register. The Manual will be
printed in book form as soon as
possible, and an estimated 450,000
copies will be distributed through
the services.

Highlights of the new Manual
and Code include the right of an
enlisted man who is being tried
by general or special court-mar-
tial to have one third of the court

Base Drive Begins
On February 28th

Military leaders of the nation
this week endorsed the March
1951 American Red Cross Fund
appeal, the largest since World
War II. Heading the nation-wide
campaign will be Brig. Gen. David
A. Sarnoff, chairman of the board,
Radio Corporation of America.

The national goal in the cam-
paign will be $85,000,000. Of this
total it is estimated that $38,-
221,600 will be spent for services
to the armed forces and veterans.

The Reese drive will be con-
ducted from 28 February through
March 31, Mr. H. E. Albright, base
Red Cross director, announced
Wednesday.

In pledging the “full support”
of the Department of Defense,
Secretary of Defense Marshall
said: “Never in its long history
has the Red Cross faced a larger
test of its responsibility than it
does today. The emergency calls
for a blood supply, strengthening
of disaster preparedness, and in-
tensification of first aid training.
These programs are public re-
sponsibilities and require generous
support from the public.”

Secretary of the Air Force
Thomas K. Finletter stated, “The
Red Cross record of achievement
merits wholehearted support of all
segments of the American Repub-
lie.”

The Air Force Chief of Staff,
Gen. Hoyt S. Vandenberg, added,
“The Red Cross must be able to
gear its vital program to responsi-
bilities raised by the emergency.”

THE PROSPECT BEFORE US
By Don Passos

In THE PROSPECT BEFORE
US, John Dos Passos carries on
a grassroots examination of post-
war life in the western world.
Using a series of homely “lec-
tures,” with overtones of satiric
humor, the author points out that
though there is much talk of
systems of society, there is very
little direct observation of life
under such systems. Seeking for
the integrity and freedom of the
individuals, Don Passos finds that
whatever the political structure
under which he lives, man is to-
day faced by a common problem.
How can he adjust society to the
massive corporation—industrial or
governmental—so that the liber-
ties and dignities of the simpler
society can be preserved?

With Don Passos, the expert
reporter, as his guide, the reader
watches life in London under the
blitz and again under post-war
socialism; he travels in provincial
England and Scotland observing
farmers, industrial workers, mana-
gers—the young and eager, the
mature and doubting, the wise
and the foolish. In South America
Mr. Don Passos takes us through
the democracy of Uruguay and
Chile and the stranger regime of
Argentina. Finally, our own
country is explored in all its var-
iety—the farm, the great industry,
the labor union, the producer and

the consumer.

Before the great project of our
era—the restoration of a just and
stable society—can be accomplish-
ed, we must examine our materials
dispassionately and with penetra-
tion. The Lecturer and his heck-
ling audience do just that in a
lively appraisal which runs the
gamut from exhortation to quip
and paradox.

AACS Detachment Nears
End Of Building Operation

Airways and Air Communica-
tions Service personnel here at
Reese have completed the first
building phase of the new Control
Tower and Remote Transmitter
station, detachment officials an-
nounced this week. The antennas
to the Remotet station were com-
pleted recently and they are lo-
cated just south of Reese proper.

The new-type antennas are
nearly 100 feet high as compared
to 60 for the old ones.

Military Personnel To
File Income Returns

(AFPS Washington) All Armed |
Forces personnel must file federal |
income tax returns for earnings
during the year 1950. With limited
exceptions — including those in
combat zones—the returns must
be filed no later than March 15.

Returns must be filed regardless
of whether or not any tax was
withheld or due. All Service per-
sonnel are required to file returns
if they earned $600 or more during
the calendar year 1950.

The rate of withholding tax on!
Oct. 1950 was increased from 15
to 18 per cent. Thus, if your dis-
bursing officer had been with-
holding $20.10 from your pay
monthly before Oct. 1, he is now
required to withhold $24.20 from
the same amount.

Enlisted men and warrant of-
ficers may exclude all active serv-
ice pay for any month or any part
of which they served in a ‘“com-
bat zone,” and commissioned offi-

made up of enlisted men; an ap-
peal system similar to civil courts
with the Court of Military Ap-
peals as the highest tribunal; uni-
form administration of justice by
all the services; the law officer
will no longer retire with the
court to vote on the guilt or in-
nocence of the accused; and com-
manding officers are forbidden
to censure a court-martial or any
member thereof because of any
judicial action. Any attempt to in-
fluence judicial action is itself an

offense against the Code and tri-
able by court-martial.

Washington (AFPS)—The Navy
has developed a glass fiber filter
paper 5,000 times more effective
than present commercial filters
and containing no foreign im-
ports. -

The Naval Research Laboratory
is responsible for the paper, made
of glass fibers 1/20th the thick-
ness of a human hair. It is im-
pervious to fungus and easily
made in conventional paper mills.

The Navy said that added in-
dustrial and military uses are ex-
pected for the glass fiber paper
because of its electrical insulating
properties. Thinner and capable
of withstanding more intense heat
than insulating papers now used
in condensers, it will make for
reduction in size of condensers
used in electronic equipment.
