FREEDOM OF RELIGION

The term “Freedom of Religion”
is well-known to most people in
these United States of America.
But to many of us the term only
means that we are free to do
nothing about it. However, any
freedom of expression, whether
of speech, or the press, or reli-
gion, is kept in balance only when
the people who enjoy such free-
dom also exercise responsibility
in the matter of stating their
points view. i

This aspect of liberty we call
Freedom of Religion was estab-
lished and is maintained for the
purpose of allowing each man
to hold and practice our own
religious convictions. The Ameri-
can view of religious freedom is
broader than that of some other
countries which also boast of hav-
ing this liberty. These nations
where a phrase ‘“freedom of reli-
gion” is used usually mean that an
established religion, a state-church,
is free to propogate and dissemi-
nate its particular views, but that
other religious grours mu:t b2
limited in their rights and free-
doms. But among us, freedom of
religion includes the right of all
to practice and propogate their
particular religious views.

Freedom of Religion is writ-
ten large in our traditions and
history chiefly because people of
many religious backgrounds came
to America is search of security
against oppression in this regard.
When it came to writing this par-
ticular freedom into the Bill of
Rights, it was ordered that “Con-
gress shall make no law respect-

cal disability, as a result of a chal-
lenge, or by order of the conven-
ing authority. If, before, the as-
sembly of the court for the trial
of a case it appears to a member
that he should not sit on the
court, either at all or in a particu-
lar case, for reasons as enumerat-
ed in 62f (self-challenge) or for
any other reason except physical
disability, he will take approp-
riate stens to bring the matter
to the attention of the convening
authority.

If he is able to do so. a mem-
ber of a general or special court-
martial who is, or has reason to
believe that he will be, absent
from a session of the court because
of physical disability will so in-
form the trial counsel. The latter
will make an informal inquiry to
verify the cause of the absence,
and. if it occurs after the araion-
ment of the accused, will report
his findings to the court.”

41 (d) (3) “Before arraignment
—The unauthorized absence of a
member of a general or special
courtmartial from a session of the
court may be a military offense,
but his absence prior to the ar-
raignment of the accused will not
prevent the court from proceeding
with the trial if a quorum is pres-
ent. However, the trial counsel
will report any unauthorized ab-
sence of a member to the conven-
ing authority.”

At any time after arraignment
of the accused before the court, if
the accused should absent him-
self or escape, the trial could con-
tinue. .
