The Department of Defense recently announced the opening of the
Blood Donor Drive to replenish the stock of plasma that has been
so severly diminished by the War in Korea. To emphasize the serious-
ness of this situation the Defense Department cites -
these figures: In World War I, between eight and
11 men died out of every 100 wounded. At this time
neither whole blood nor plasma was being used.
During World War II the comparable rate had
dropped to 4.5 per 100. In Korea the rate has been
2.6

to replenish the now practically non-existent blood
bank, some of our men are going to die needlessly
for the want of blood plasma.

This is a service which behooves every one of s to consider. Only
by making it our own personal responsibility can this vital task be ac-
complished.

RELIGIOUS RESPONSE

“If all the world were filled with
saints

And all the heavens, too,

With all the Quotas o’er the top,

What then would preachers do?”

is a question which ministers and
priests need not try to answer at
present. There are still too many
of us who could in no way be
classified with the “saints.” There
are 'far too many about whom it
could-be said, “He is a self-made
mean, and worships his maker.”

The primary purpose of organ-
ized religion is to offer a means
for man to have a natural and
vital relationship with Almighty
God, his Creator,

When the people of our nation,
through their established govern-
ment, decreed that ministers,
priests and rabbis would be made
available to all military person-
nel, it was done quite obviously
for the purpose of offering spir-
itual counsel and leadership to in-
dividual persons of the military.
Most of our chaplains go as far
as they can in making this pro-
gram effectual, but in the final
analysis the success of the pro-
gram of religion must depend on
the response of the persons who
need their leadership.
