SPAIN 1S SULKING.

PEACE Ooml%IrOI MAY BREAK

Intimation that the War May Bs
Benewed.

Paris, Oct. 15.—(Copyright, 1898,
W. R. Hearst—Special to the News)
—The probability of a rupture in
the peace negotiations is now almost
a certainty. When the American
commissioners declined to talk
about the Cuban debt on the ground
that the United States would not
consider any questions not included
in the strict terms of the protocol,
Mentejo Rios demanded to know
whether Spain was to surrender her
sovereignty in Cuba to the United
States or to a Cuban republic.
Chairman Day replied that he could
not discuss that point, as Spain had
agreed in the protocol to relinquish
her sovereignty in the island uncon-
ditionally.

Rios twisted and turned in his
arguments, He declared that the
United States must at least assume
the debt of Porto Rico and declared
that the financial administration of
Porto Rico was a separate thing from
the Cuban treasury and had always
been so treated by the Spanish col-
onial department.

The American commissioners re-
fused to bedrawn out, They said
that Spain must get out of Cuba, the
protocol said so, and the protocol
said nothing else. The Spaniards
then gave up the situation in de-
spair.

The political situation in Madrid
is tragic. The spectre of financial
ruin stalks through the whole land
and behind looms the sinister ghost
of a revolution,

The American commissioners, by
a rigid interpretation of the protocol
and by their persistent refusal to
admit the discussion of outside
points, have completely disconcerted
Sagasta's plans and caused such
bitter disappointment that those in
& position to know the facts no long-
er hesitate to say that, in apparent
disregard of the possible grave con-
sequences of such a step, instruc-
tions have been sent to the Spanish
commissioners authorizing them to
withdraw from the conference and
return to Madrid if they find that
upon the disputed points their role
is limited to acceding without argu-
ment to the American demands.

It is even predicted that the Span-
ish commissioners are likely to take
advantage of this authorization soon-
er than was expected and with their
task unfinished they will be back at
Madrid within ten days.

It is possible that an attempt may
be made by the administration at
Washington to excite the belict that
Spain desires to upset the negotia-
tions for the present, in the hopes
that in case of a democratic majority
in the next congress she can get
more favorable terms. I can say
with absolute certainty that Senator
Gray, the only democrat on the con-
mission, has refused from the begin.
ning to even consider the possibility
of the United States assuming or
guaranteeing any part of the Cuban
debt. His opposition to the Spanish
demands has been unflinching,

Washington, Oct. 17.—~Informa-

tion has reached the war department
that a high official of the Spanish

army very recently made the state-
ment that had the Spaniards been
aware of the condition of the Amer-
ican army, its inability to withstand
the hardships of a campaign, its
lack of medical and other supplies
and general inefficiency as told by
the American papers, the Spaniards
would not have given up but would
have continued the fighting for a
long time to come, fully believing
that they would have been able to
prevent the capture of Cuba by
American arms, This statement is
known to have been made to the
American officers now in Cuba, and
causes some uncasiness in official
circles, as it may mean that the
Spaniards are not yet ready to yield
the island under the terms of the
protocol, Tt is believed by officials
in Washington that had it not been
for the outcry made regarding the
army and the conduct of the war
that there never would have been

any question raised by the Spanish
peace commissioners regarding the
Cuban debt. It in poisted out that

To the People of Texas—Fellow)

Citizens: By resolution adopted at
the last reunion of the Division of
Texas, U. C. V., the undersigned |

phasizing the vital importance to
ex-confederate veterans of the
amendment to our state constitution, |
known as the “confederate amend-
ment," which is to be voted on No-
vember 1 of this year, and urging
them, each and all, to use their ut-
most efforts to secure the adoption of
the amendment by the vote of the
people of their respective sections of
the state. In pursuance to these
instructions we address you, and
beg your earnest and activeattention
to the following suggestions:

All of us who wore the gray are
growing old; many are poor: many
are now and many more will be, by
reason of age and the increasing
effects of wounds received and hard-
ships endured during the war, un-
able to earn a living, and must suffer
for the necessities of life unless they
receive assistance.

They gave their young manhood
to the service of their country, en-
dured those hardships and received
those wounds at their country’s call,
and in the heroic defense of its
rights; can the pittance proposed to
be paid them by this amendment be
called charity, and is it not rather
the payment of but a small part of
the debt which the state owes them?

It is said that the state has pro-
vided a home at Austin for them.

ing,

Immediately the word was spread

and o denes crowd of miners lined the
staticn platform, while another crow:d
collected at the entrance of the stock-
ade a half mile north of the station. D
B. Klley, a Chicago and Alton detect-
ive, stood guard at a swltch at the
south end of the station platform to
see that it was not tampered with, At
10:40 the special train paszed Lhe sta-
tion and signal shots were fired from
the south end of the train announcing

. tho special’s arrival,

Immediately shots were fired from
the moving traln and outside, and the
battle was on. A few moments after
the train had passed the switch where
Kiley was stationed, and while he was
talking with two cltizens he threw up
his arms and dropped dead with a bul-
let through his brain. He was the first
man killed.

The train continuad Lo the stockade,
the miners firing into it all along the
route, and the colored passengsrs re-
turning the fire. The moment the traln
reached the stockade the miners open-
ed a desperate fire with Winchesters,
revolvers and firearms of all descrip-
tions.

The colored men on the train an-
swered with a steady fire. The miners
and the traln were enveloped In @&
eloud of smoke and the shooting sound-
ed llke n continuous volley. Engineer
Burt Tigar roceived a bullet in the arm
and dropped from his seat. The fire-
men aelzed the throttle, pulled it open
and with a jerk the train was under
speed carrying a load of wounded col-
ored passengers to Springfleld.

A detail of militla at 10:50 o'clock
last night killed ex-Lleut. of Police
Tom Preston of Chicago at the stock-
ade, He was sitting outside the stock-
ade nx guard. The militia gave the
bystanding miners the command to
halt and Preston stepped back to the
gate. The militia fired and he was
shot In the stomach. He was carried
into the office in the stockade where
he expried.

The approaching between
Spain and the United States makes it of
some Interest to consider the legal of-
fect of the cession of territory by obe
state to another, Such cession has
many Important consequences In rela-
tion to questions of international re-
lations and constitutional law. Many
controversies have arisen on such
questions, but some general principles
cun be extracted from the tangle of
diplomatic correspondence and juris-
tic writings. Thera can be no doubt
that the inhabitants of a conquered ter-
ritory become subjects of the states
to which It is ceded; but treaties of
peace commonly give them o right to
retain their former allegiance, though
geldom unconditionally, The laws of
some countries do not allow allens to
hold landed property, and as & matter
of policy states may object to the pres-
enre on thelr &all of a large number
o' ersons owing allegiance to a for-

gn state, Thersfore in treaties of
cession ft is often provided that all
Inhabitants who wish to retain thelr
former alleginnce must quit the coun-
try within a certain time, sometimes al-
80 dispose of thelr property, When
Alsace and Lorraine were ceded to Ger-
muny the inhabitunts who wished to
remalin French subjects were obliged
to leave. They were, however, allowed
to retain thely landed property. When
Callfornin was ceded by Mexico the
United States were more liberal to the
inhabitants, Dy the treaty of Guade-
lupe Hidalgo they might within & year
elect 1o remain Mexican citizens, and
no restriction was put on thelr right to
reside or to retain their property.
Naturally all public property in the
ceded territory belonging to the state
is transferred to the new soverelgm.
Ax regards obligations, it is commonly
agreed that in the abience of express
treaty stipulation no portion of the
general public debt is transferred with
the territory. There are, however, sev-
eral instanceg of a proportionate share
of the general public debt being trans-
ferred by treaty, Other considerations
apply to local debts, and the better
opinion {s that they should be taken
pver with the territory.—London Law
Journal,

LIFE ON A WARSHIP,

A modern warship ig like a moving
village. It has to house and feed and
give employment to I8 inhabitants,
and to place them at certain polnts at d
a moment's notice, to face upknown
conditions and to face them coolly
and intelligently, You can imagine the
confusion in a village of G600 people
should they be dragged out of bed at
midnight by an alarm of fire.

Dut in the floating village of the
warship discipline and training have
taught the inhabitants to move to o=
tain places and to perform certals
work when they get there, within the
space of two minutes, And the labor
does not consist entirely in manning
a gun and pulling a lanyard. That is
showy work, the work that tells the
despatches, and which is illustrated im
the papers,

There are also those who serve,
“who only stand and walt,” who ses
nothing of the fighting, but take equal
risk with those who fight, who have -
none of the consciousness that all is

mulch heavily with old fine manure,
In early spring ridge up the rows by
turning the soll between the rows over
the sprouting plants, The sprouts com-
ing through this depth of soll will be

are gtored In this way It Is necessary
to keep the temperature of the pit or
cellar as near the freezing point as
possible, If, however, it Is desired to

Partly Anulyzsed Solis

The analysls of solls Is of a good
deal of importance to the farmer and
yet no analysis can tell exactly what
a so0ll will do or what It most needs,
By chemical annlysis we get certain
results. The test shows the chemicals
that compose the soil but it does not
show the humug and ready plant food.
Thus two wsolls might apalyze exactly
alike and yet one of them might be
a productive and the other an unpro-
ductive soil. One might be rich in
humus and the other contaln no hu-
mus. In one the available nitrogen
might be large, while In the other
there might be no available nitrogen,
The analysis of solls is & thing that
ghould be carried on to a greater ex-
tent than at present, but we wust not
look for too great results from it One
of the Lest unalyses of solls {8 that
made Ly the actual plants. Knowing
the needs of different planls we can
largely determine the character of the

Artificial Lakes on Farma,

We have notlced in some parts of Il
inols a number of smal] artificial lakoes
constructed in the pastures where the
soll is sultable. Recently we saw not
less than half a dozen of these on a
single large farm. BSo far as we could
see they supplied the only water avall-
able for the stock, and the latter not
only drank the water but bathed in it
There was no outlet, and the supply
wis gathered mostly from the rains,
The result of such conditions Is that
the water becomes stagnant and foul.
Water weeds and water life multiply
rapldly and the possibilities of diseasa
are greatly Increased. It would be
better to bulld fewer artificlal ponds
and have them more sanitary lo con-
struction.

The desideratum (8 to produce a
pond In which there will be a current
of water., In such farms as we refer
to it will be found Impossible to pro-
duce such ponds without golng outside

that run throughout the year, The de-
pendence in such cases must be placed
in a wind-mill, and thia is the reason
why fewer and better ponds should be

1897-98 was 11,199,904 bales, and
sold for §320,552,606, or §28.62 per
bale, Here we have for the crop of
1807-98 2,442,030 more bales than
1896-97 and the value §1.372,228
less money, The foregoing figures,
it strikes me, suggest the remedy
with so much force that it appears
irresistible, and that is, to make
every farm self-sustaining and let
the cotton be a surplus and the
money crop. If this were done the
money for the cotton crop would re-
main in the country and all would
realize that a change had been
wrought.

Antidote for S8nake Poison.

A United States army surgeon,
who has been stationed in Arizona
for many years, furnished the follow-
ing formula for the treatment of rat-
tlesnake bites, the efficacy of which
he claims he has proven in scores of
cases where it was adopted. imme-
diately: “When bitten by a rattle-
snake take a sharp knife and cut
through the wounds of the fangs
deep cnough to make them bleed
freely, then take some mud and
make a dam around the incision,
break open a cartridge and pour
some of the powder from it on the
wound and touch it off; the explo-
sion will burn out the poison and at
once kill its effect. The mud dam
around the wound is constructed
only to keep the powder from burn-
ing more of the flesh than necessary
and to confine its eflects to the
wound itself. The doctor goes on
to note many cases where prospec-
tors and cattlemen have been bitten
by the viruient snakes of the territory
and by this simple process saved
their lives, hardly suffering from the
poison over an hour. He earnestly
advises every one frequenting snake-
infested districts to try this method
or, as he says, “'paste it in your hat.”
