| The temperature was 35 degrees below
| zero; and the doctor must have been

conslderably discouraged when, upon

looking at his candle, he dlscovered
| that the flame had all it could do to
It was so cold that the
flame could not melt all the wax of the
candle, but was forced to eut it way
down, leaving a sort of skeleton of the
candle standing. There was lieat
' enough, however, to melt oddiy-shaped
holeés in the thin walls of wax; and the
"result was a beautiful lace-like cylin-
der of white, with a tongue of yellow
| flame burning fuside it, and sending

hasty eable dispatehes 18 was intimated
he would, The late shal left threa
gong, The eldedt, Prince Zeleh Sultan,
wag born from a mother not of roval
Baood, and conscquently he coulid nat,
accoling to the Persian law, Inherit
the crown, unless no other son should
be born to the shah by a royal princess,
