Officer Writes of Kilmer,Germany
‘With regard to Kilmer, you 

might tell anybody going through 
here not to get in a hurry.”

Thus writes 1st Lt. Richard C. 
Burgess, formerly of the Reese 
personal affairs office and now 
stationed at Weisbaden, Germany. 
In a letter to his friends here, 
Lieutenant Burgess passed on a 
few tips for those who anticipate 
a tour of duty overseas. He said:

“I thought I would get out (of 
Camp Kilmer, N. J., POE) in four 
or five days but they kept me 
there three weeks. I stayed in a 
tourist court with my w ife for 
seven days, finally got wise and 
got a furnished apartment at New 
Brunswick for the balance of the 
time. The tourist courts were 
seven dollars a day, and the 
apartment was $23 a week. K il­
mer is one-and-a-half miles from 
New Brunswick and easy driving 
distance.

“ It is a'bout 29 miles to New 
York and within easy driving dis­
tance. The best way is to go 
across the bridge to Staten Island, 
park the car, and take the ferry 
boat to Manhattan. It’s a half- 
hour boat ride for five cents 
across New York harbor. A t 
Kilmer the officers are required 
to check the bulletin board twice 
a day; ■ at 9 a. m. and 4 p. m. 
When a sea shipment is ready all 
the names are posted on the or­
ders. So you may tell the fe l­
lows that they will have plenty 
of time on their hands. For those 
who do not drive automobiles, 
they may take the Penna rail­
road train to New York. Fur­
lough rates are $1.55 a round trip. 
* “ If any of the men drive their 
cars to Kilmer for overseas ship­
ment, they will deliver the cars 
to the Brooklyn POE. This may 
be accomplished by going via 
Staten Island, and ferry boat to 
Brooklyn. The port authorities 
require everybody to take off the 
windshield wipers, side mirrors, 
ash tray, spotlight, and every­
thing on the outside. A ll these 
items are placed in a large box in 
the trunk. I f  you do not have the 
box they will sell you one for 
$4.55. I found an old wooden 
foot locker which served the pur­
pose. Would suggest anyone who 
does the same to bring along their 
own boxes.

“ It takes four to six weeks to 
get the car to Germany. I got 
mine in four weeks exactly. It 
was in good shape, although 
somebody stole a flashlight and a 
few other items. You hear about 
cars being handled pretty rough, 

>'but I think these are in a minor­
ity. Out of 100 cars, 99 of them 
arrive okay. Tell the fellows to 

, arrive at the Brooklyn POE with 
as little gas as possible, because 
it is drained out of the tank 
while aboard ship. You will need 
two copies of your overseas or­
ders when taking the car to 
Brooklyn.

“Gasoline costs 15 1-4 cents a 
gallon here and everybody is al­
lowed 100 gallons a month. When 
the car is picked up at Bremen­
haven you purchase the ration

coupons in advance. You also 
need a driver’s license to operate 
a car in the European Command. 
The license may be obtained here 
but the examination is pretty 
stiff. They test your eyes, check 
your reflexes, and the hardest 
part is the International road 
signs. It takes an hour to com­
plete the exam. Tell everybody 
to bring along their auto insur­
ance policy as the Bremerhaven 
port authorities w ill want to ex­
amine it.

“With regard to housing in 
Weisbaden, it is pretty rough at 
this time. It looks like a delay of 
about six months will be requir­
ed. However, there is expected 
to be some' relief as rotation w ill 
make some vacancies. It is no 
longer possible to stay here over 
three years, so a lot of the ‘home­
steaders’ w ill have to return 
stateside.

“ I saw one of the quarters 
which are issued to company

grade ofilcers and they are ‘out 
of this world.’ Officers without 
children have two-bedroom a- 
partments with bath, kitchen and 
living room and dining room 
combination. They are complete­
ly furnished even to silverware. 
The only item to bring along is 
bedding. Most of the electric cur­
rent is 220-volt AC, 50-cycle. If  
you have standard U. S. appli­
ances like radios, grills, irons, 
etc., you will need a step-down 
transformer. These can be ob­
tained from the P X  at $4 to $15 
depending on the wattage.

“Single officers are billeted in 
hotels taken from the Germans. 
I am in a nice old place two miles 
out of the city, on a high hill. 
There are a few single rooms, but 
most of them are doubles and 
must be shared on account of the 
large number of people being 
shipped in here. The airmen live 
in German troop billets, called

New Method of Inspection 
For Food Service Personnel

good sanitary practices.
The primary responsibility for 

dining hall sanitary conditions will 
be shifted, by this new regula­
tion, from the medical officers to 
the supervisors directly concern­
ed with food preparation.

HQ., ATRC . . .  In a move to 
achieve improved sanitary condi­
tions in dining halls and, at the 
same time, reduce costs, this Com­
mand has adopted a new system 
of inspection of food service per­
sonnel.

This system is described in 
ARTC Regulations number 146-5 
and closely parallels the practice 
now used in many cities.

The former system of monthly 
physical examinations of food 
handlers is discontinued and an 
initial examination for those ent­
ering the food service field is 
substituted. Only one examination 
each year is required after that.

In place of monthly examina­
tion, a system of daily inspections 
will more closely control dining 
hall standards. Food service sup­
ervisors will be required to con­
duct these inspections and also 
conduct a continuing program of
