The last 
accident involving an American 
student took place September 15, 
when two cadets made hard land­
ings and damaged aircraft slight­
ly at the Abernathy auxiliary fiild, 
it was pointed out.

FTAF Record Improved
The flying safety record of all 

bases in Flying Training Air Force, 
of which Reese AFB is a part, al­
so showed major improvement. 
Maj. Gen. G. P. Disosway, FTAF 
commander, Tuesday telegraphed 
congratulations to all bases, point­
ing out that the aircraft accident 
rate was reduced from 30.1 in Jan­
uary to 8.5 in December.

“During the last four months of 
1954, a new low accident record 
was established,” the general said. 
“ We must now take every precau­
tion to avoid complacency which 
inevitably seems to follow in the 
wake of such achievements. I will 
expect your continuous support of 
this effort to insure future im­
provement in our accident preven­
tion program.”

Captain Shaw said today there 
will be no let-up in flying safety 
activities as effort is made to ex­
tend the accident-free period.

Our world is a little out of joint at this time and there is real need 
that all freedom-loving Americans stand shoulder-to-shoulder and be 
vigilant. In brief we must work together in the right spirit of team­
work in order that our nation might be strong and that freedom might 
be preserved.

Personnel, Facilities 
Upped At Hospital

Medical care for military de­
pendents at the Reese AFB Hos­
pital has been broadened, both in 
scope and facilities, Colonel Ray­
mond A. Lawn, hospital command­
er, declared today. Three civilian 
doctors have been employed to re­
lieve the critical shortage of train­
ed personnel, said Colonel Lawn. 
Also, obstetrical, pediatric and 
orthopedic care is now available 
to dependents on a “ first come, 
first served” basis.

Critical Personnel Problem
During the last three months, 

Colonel Lawn reported, five out of 
nine doctors assigned were lost. 
One replacement reported this 
month, however there are only 
five doctors filling 10 authorized 
vacancies. Assigned strength is 
expected to increase to eight by 
the end of February.

Under a new program launched 
in FTAF, base hospitals have been 
authorized to procure the services 
of civilian practitioners on a part- 
time basis. A general surgeon, 
pediatrician and orthopedist from 
Lubbock will assist the regularly- 
assigned staff at the Base Hos­
pital.

Orthopedic Clinic Initialed
An orthopedic clinic, a service 

not usually available at a base of 
this size, according to Colonel 
Lawn, has been instituted for oper­
ation on Mondays and Thursdays 
during specified hours. A sched­
ule of the hours of operation of 
this and other clinics is available 
at the hospital.

Obstetrical cases are now being 
accepted regardless of where the 
military sponsor of the dependent 
concerned is stationed. Such cases 
are handled on a “first come, first 
served” basis.

“Although we are now in a posi­
tion to take care of all dependents, 
we urge dependents to limit pedi­
atric calls to specified appoint­
ments since our staff is heavily 
burdened with 2 4-hour duty every 
fourth day in addition to their reg­
ular daily assignments,” Colonel 
Lawn stated.

Texas & Broadway
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Freedom— Our American Heritage
Ever Read The Bill Of Rights?

The Bill of Rights is the part of our Constitution we hear the most 
talk about. It’s one of the first things that the Communists would do 
away with if they ever succeeded in taking over our country. It’s 
worth knowing better—but when was the last time you read it?

Just in case you haven’t seen it lately, here it is:
ARTICLE I.

(Religious Establishment Prohibited. Freedom of Speech, of the 
Press, and Right to Petition.)

Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of reli­
gion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom 
of speech or of the press; or the right of the people peaceably to as­
semble and to petition the Government for a redress of grievances.

v ARTICLE II.
(Right to Keep and Bear Arms)

A well-regulated militia being necessary to the security of a free 
State, the right of the people to keep and bear arms shall not be in­
fringed.

ARTICLE III.
(Conditions for Quarters for Soldiers.)

No soldier shall, in time of peace, be quartered in any house with­
out the consent of the owner, nor in time of war but in a manner to be 
prescribed by law.

ARTICLE IV.
(Right of Search and Seizure Regulated.)

The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, papers 
and effects, against unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be 
violated, and no warrants shall issue but upon probable cause, support­
ed by oath or affirmation, and particularly describing the place to be 
searched, and the persons or things to be seized.

ARTICLE V.
(Provisions Concerning Prosecution, Trial and Punishment— PrivatS 
Property Not To Be Taken for Public Use Without Compensation.)

No person shall be held to answer for a capital or otherwise in­
famous crime unless on a presentment or indictment of a grand jury, 
except in cases arising in the land or naval forces, or in the militia, 
when in actual service, in time of war or public danger; nor shall any 
person be subject for the same offense to be twice put in jeopardy of 
life or limb; nor shall be compelled in any criminal case to be a witness 
against himself, nor be deprived of life, liberty, or property, without 
due process of law; nor shall private property be taken for public use 
without just compensation.

ARTICLE VI.
(Right to Speedy Trial, Witnesses, etc.)

In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall enjoy the right to a 
speedy and public trial, by an impartial jury of the State and district 
wherein the crime shall have been committed, which districts shall 
have been previously ascertained by law, and to be informed of the 
nature and cause of the accusation; to be confronted with the witnesses 
against him; to have compulsory process for obtaining witnesses in his 
favor, and to have the assistance of counsel for his defense.

ARTICLE VII.
(Right of Trial by Jury.)

In suits at common law, where the value in controversy shall 
exceed twenty dollars, the right of trial by jury shall be preserved, and 
no fact tried by a jury shall be otherwise re-examined in any court of 
the United States than according to the rules of the common law.

ARTICLE VIII
(Excessive Bail or Fines and Cruel Punishment Prohibited.)

Excessive bail shall not be required, nor excessive fines imposed, 
nor cruel and unusual punishments inflicted.

ARTICLE IX.
(Rule of Construction of Constitution.)

The enumeration in the Constitution of certain rights shall not be 
construed to deny or disparage others retained by the people.

ARTICLE X.
(Rights of States Under Constitution.)

The powers not delegated to the United States by the Constitution, 
nor prohibited by it to the States, are reserved to the States respective­
ly, or to the people.

Can You Know T i l  You've Lost?
You’ve heard it said that nobody can really appreciate his rights 

until they’re taken away. Let’s suppose, then, that our rights were 
taken away. What would it be like?

Imagine for a moment how it would be to live under a Govern­
ment that decreed that:

I. The religion of the State will be the religion of the people, and 
all will take part in it; the press, radio, television, the arts and sciences 
and education will be State-directed, and no opposing opinion will be 
tolerated; no group of people may meet together without State per­
mission; no person may ask the Government to correct mistakes or 
injustices.

II. No person may keep or bear arms, except by authority of the 
State.

III. Troops and State police will be quartered in any person’s 
home when the Government so chooses.

IV. A  person or his home may be searched by the Government 
at any time it chooses, and his property may be seized for any reason.

V. It is not the business of the State to guarantee a fair trial to 
anyone. If necessary, a person may be tortured in order to make 
confessions that will be employed as testimony that may be used 
against him for the good of the State; and he may be deprived of life 
or liberty or property when the State so desires.

VI. A  person accused of a crime will be tried by one or more 
officials, in secret, and without being informed of the nature of his 
alleged offense; he will not see the witnesses against him nor be 
provided with a lawyer for his defense.

VII. No jury will be used in deciding non-criminal cases of any 
kind.

VIII. There is no limit as to amount of fines or the kind of 
physical punishment to be meted out to a law-breaker.

IX. Rights not listed in this document do not exist.
X. All power rests in the hands of the national government.
Those are the first ten amendments to our Constitution stated

backward, so to speak.
Compare this “Bill of No Rights” with our Bill of Rights and you 

can see some of the main reasons why the people of the United States 
have resisted any form of total rule from the beginning. These 
amendments help guarantee a way of life that we’re defending now.

USAF Slates Consolidating Form 
For All Airman Personnel Records

Airmen personnel records will 
be consolidated on a single form 
(Air Force Form 7) under a new 
system to be initiated by USAF 
early in 1955.

Form seven will replace two 
forms (AF Form 20 and Depart­
ment of Defense Form 230) now 
being used in personnel manage­
ment. The forms being replaced 
were carried over from the Army 
personnel system and have not 
been changed since the Air Force 
became a separate service.

Use of Form seven will enable 
personnel officials and clerical help 
to process airmen records quicker 
and more efficiently since less 
items are carried on the single 
form than on the two it replaces.

Because of its color, Form seven 
also will be easier to identify when 
personnel officials check individ­
uals’ records. The form will be a

green card inserted in a blue fold­
er.

USAF’s decision to provide 
new personnel form for airmen is 
a continuation of a policy to re­
duce paper work and improve 
management procedures through 
out the Air Force.

Airpower’s Part In Modern Warfare
“Airpower”—it’s a word you of­

ten hear or read about but seldom 
give much thought to.

Webster’s dictionary d e f i n e s  
“ air” as the invisible mixture of 
gases that surrounds the earth. 
“Power” is defined as the poses- 
sion of sway or controlling influ­
ence over others. But these two 
simple definitions can’t give us a 
true understanding of air power— 
although they do give a small idea 
of its scope and complexity. They 
suggest that one definition of air 
power is the application of aircraft 
to exert control and influence.

To many people, air power and 
the Air Force are synonymous.” 
The Air Force has always been 
foremost in developing new equip­
ment, techniques, tactics and con­
cepts of operation to exploit the 
full potential of aircraft. The vi­
sion of its leaders and the devotion 
to duty of its members have earn-

the Air Force are inseparable.

Survival Dependent Upon

Airpower
Airpower is a force so powerful 

that the great nations of today de­
pend on it for their defense and 
survival. The leaders of our own 
Government have made it increas­
ingly clear that airpower is the 
dominant force of our national de­
fense system.

United States airpower is made 
up of the industrial know-how, the 
tremendous natural resources and 
the people of our great Nation. It 
is the mathematician, the chemist, 
the prospector, the miner, the skill­
ed workman, the designer, the 
engineer, the- test pilot. It in­
cludes our civil airlines, which 
carry the flag of the United States 
of America to every area on the 
globe. It includes our airfields 
and navigational aids. The crews, 
mechanics, the cooks, the clerks of 
our Air Force are all an integral 
part of airpower. So are the com­
manders who direct air operations 
and the staffs that plan them.

Development Of Airpower
The airplane first appeared as 

a weapon of war in World War I. 
It was a fragile weapon, an awk­
ward contraption compared with 
the supersonic wonders of today. 
Only a little less awkward were 
the sincere attempts by the Army 
and Navy to fit this new weapon 
into the traditional concepts of 
land and sea warfare.

Hitler’s Air Force easily proved 
in France at the start of World 
War II that, even though protected 
by huge land armies and massive 
concrete fortifications, a nation 
can be unable to cope with oppos­
ing airpower. Soon this same 
German Air Force was mercilessly 
pounding Britain. The Nazi ad­
vance was stopped for the first 
time by airpower represented by 
the Royal Air Force in the “Battle 
of Britain.” Our leaders needed 
no more proof of the value of air­
power. The scientific know-how 
and industrial might of the United 
States began building «n  Air Force 
second to none. Four years later 
our Air Force had met and bested 
the German Air Force and was 
bombing the heartland of Ger­
many at will.

Eisenhower Lauds Airpower
General Eisenhower, as Supreme 

Allied Commander, paid tribute to 
airpower in connection with the 
Allied invasion of Normandy. He 
said, “Here, as always, was empha­
sized the decisive influence of air­
power in the ground battle.”

In the Pacific phase of the war 
Japan was finally reduced to sur­
render by airpower. Invasion was 
unnecessary. Japan’s military sit­
uation was hopeless even before a 
B-29 dropped an atomic bomb on 
Hiroshima. The Strategic Bomb­
ing Survey reported that total 
damage was approximately as bad 
in Japan as it had been in Ger­
many. Its figures show that 160,- 
800 tons of bombs were dropped 
on Japan—6,800 tons by Navy 
planes and 154,000 tons by Air 
Force planes, mostly B-29’s. Also, 
mines planted by B-29’s in a five- 
month period sank 9.3 per cent of 
all Japanese merchant tonnage lost 
during the entire war.

Said Premier Suzuki: “ It seem­
ed to me unavoidable that in the

long run Japan would be almost 
destroyed by air attack, so that 
merely on the basis of B-29’s alone 
I was convinced that Japan should 
sue for peace.”

Airpower Decisive In Korea
In Korea, airpower proved again 

its versatility and capability to be 
decisive even under adverse con­
ditions. Out Air Force airplanes 
struck the first blow in support of 
the United Nations. From this 
first blow until he signed the Arm­
istice, the Communist invader was 
relentlessly pounded from the air. 
UN Air Forces stopped some 800 
out of every 1,000 tons of enemy 
supplies from getting to the front 
lines, kept UN troops unhampered 
by enemy aircraft, and destroyed 
an astonishing percentage of all 
troops, and guns, tanks, and other 
material lost by the Reds in Korea.

General Douglas MacArthur and 
other responsible Army command­
ers have emphasized that U. N. 
Forces would have been driven 
out of Korea if it hadn’t been for 
airpower.

Atomic Power And Airpower
Now aircraft and nuclear weap­

ons have made our military air­
power more powerful today than 
ever before. Today, real military 
airpower consists of the air forces 
that are ready to meet the enemy 
and carry the air battle to his 
homeland the instant war comes.

Cadets From Chile,
Colombia Report 
With Class 55-P

Class 55-P, newly arrived at 
Reese, has the assignment of train­
ing five foreign cadets from South 
America. Beginning classes on 
January 3, Jose R. Gonzalez from 
Colombia; Miguel L. Arce, Gus­
tavo L. Latorre, Ramon I. Vega 
and Hector R. Delgado from Chile 
started the last leg of their train­
ing to be pilots.

Not all of their training has been 
in the United States. Before a 
foreign student can join the MDAP 
program he must have had flying 
instruction in his own country.
Using the PT-19 and the BT-13 for 
their basic flight training, these 
five men accrued their hours and 
arrived at Lackland last Mrach 17.

“ The one main difference be­
tween our cadet program and that 
of the United States,” said Vega,
“ is the length of time in training.”
While it takes a little over a year 
in the United States, Chile requires 
a period of three years to become a 
flying officer. Chilean pilots are 
not necessarily commissioned offi­
cers. To be eligible for commis­
sion one must have three years of 
college which is included in
