
Class 55-R Arrives R A F B  
To Begin Pilot Training

Eight Texans are among the 82 
members of Class 55-R just arriv­
ed at Reese Air Force Base to be­
gin the basic phase of their multi- 
engine pilot training work, Capt. 
Herman Lilley, Pilot Training 
group adjutant, said today. Thir­
ty-one states and two foreign 
countries are represented.

The class includes 40 student 
officers, four aviation students, 
and 38 aviation cadets, all of whom 
will complete about five months 
of training before being awarded 
wings of the United States Air 
Force pilot. All came to Reese 
AFB f r o m  primary training 
schools.

North Carolina and Texas are 
tied at eight for the most students.

California has six students and 
Louisiana five. One cadet is from 
Honduras and another lists the 
Netherlands as his home.

Graduates or former students of 
58 colleges are included among the 
new students, with Texas A&M 
out in front with six AFROTC 
graduates. Utah State, State Col­
lege of Washington, Agricultural 
and Technical College of North 
Carolina, and Southwest Louisi­
ana Institute have three former 
students each.

The four aviation students are 
the first to enter in that category 
at Reese AFB, although four stu­
dents already in training were 
given the rating in December.

Three Graduates

Three graduates of the Reese 
Air Force Base multi-engine pilot 
training program have been re-as- 
signed to new instructor duties at 
the base, Capt." Herman Lilley, 
3500th Pilot Training group adju­
tant, said today.

He served as a navigator in 
Newfoundland from February 1951 
until January, 1953. He was grad­
uated from the Reese training pro­
gram in December, 1953, as a 
member of Class 54-A, remaining 
as a flight instructor. While a civi­
lian following World War II he 
installed and maintained ship to 
shore radio equipment for RCA.

Lt. Bunce also was a member of 
Class 54-A. He was an enlisted 
man from September, 1950, until 
October, 1952, serving a year and 
a half in Alaska. He was commis­
sioned on graduation from Reese 
AFB and was retained at the base 
as pilot instructor. He is a former 
student of the University of Michi­
gan and University of Alaska.

Lt. Nuzman, graduate of Kansas 
State, Was a member of Class 54- 
P, graduated at Reese AFB last 
August. He later completed B-26 
transition at Vance AFB and re­
turned to Reese AFB as an in­
structor last October. He was 
among the first graduates of the 
Reese basic instructors school* 
opened last October.

Information from the Texas 
Highway Patrol and the Motor 
Vehicle Bureau of this state indi­
cates that certain privileges have 
been extended to persons in the 
military and their dependents. If 
a military person and/or his de­
pendent has a drivers license cur­
rently in effect in his home state, 
he does not have to acquire a 
Texas drivers license. He should, 
at all times be sure, however, that 
his renewal of his home state 
drivers license is current. These 
drivers licenses are valid even 
though the car which is being op­
erated bears Texas license plates 
and not plates of the individual’s 
home state. Of course, it goes 
without saying that the Texas 
drivers license, if current, is valid 
in this state even though the in­
dividual is driving a car bearing 
license places from his home state.

Public Interest Aroused

Curiosity aroused the interests 
of many persons in connection 
with the six foot rack which was 
placed in the PX Cafeteria here 
at Reese this past week. The rack 
consists of 48 hearts with the name 
of a state on each heart. This 
method of appeal for the 1955 
Heart Fund Drive has stimulated 
strong competition among person­
nel as to which state-heart will be 
filled first.

“Letters have been sent to each 
state governor,” said Capt. Jack 
Laney, base project officer, “in­
viting them to contribute in be­
half of their state. At the comple­
tion of the drive, the governors 
will be notified what amount their 
respective container received.

The 1955 Heart Fund campaign 
runs the entire month of February 
to support this year’s fight against 
heart and circulatory diseases 
which affected some 10,000,000 
Americans and accounted for 794,- 
000 deaths in the United States in 
1953, which is more than 52 per 
cent of that year’s national total.

Men are faced with a challenge 
to find the complex problems of 
heart disease through the research 
of many branches of scientific in­
vestigation. The American Heart 
Association is dedicated to solve 
the problems of heart disease and 
to assist in treating the disease.

Reese A FB  Second In Safety 
In Air Training Command Bases

Over 500 points behind the lead­
er, Reese AFB for the first six 
months of the 1955 fiscal year 
ranked second among the 46 Air 
Training Command bases in com­
petition for the $25,000 in the 
Commander’s ground safety con­
test, Joe Lopez, ground safety 
technician, has been advised.

Figures released for the last six 
months of 1954 show Sampson 
AFB leading with 1,801 points, 
while Reese had 2,338 points and 
Harlingen AFB 2,473 points. Rat­
ings were based on accomplish­
ment in four categories, military, 
civilian, government vehicle, and 
private vehicle accidents.

Lackland AFB was lowest in 
the military accident bracket with 
2,182 points, while Craig AFB 
had 2,414, and Reese was third 
with 3,381. Reese led all bases in 
the private vehicle accident cate­
gory with .045, while Webb AFB 
was second with .046 and Craig 
had .058. Reese was not listed 
among the top five bases in civil­
ian and government vehicle acci­
dent categories. *

Lopez s a i d  Reese, although 
trailing the leader by a substantial 
margin, still has a strong chance to 
win the $25,000 prize set up by 
Lt. Gen. Charles T. Myers, ATC 
Commander. —

“Reese has made good progress

in cutting down civilian acci­
dents,” Lopez said. “ We stand 
about as good as any right now 
and by the end of the fiscal year 
should be in good shape in that 
category. But it is the govern­
ment vehicle rate which is caus­
ing us the most trouble. About 
62 percent of our accidents involve 
government vehicles. These acci­
dents are not bad ones, but most 
of~ them result from some thought­
less act of the driver. It is those 
little things which are hurting.”

Lopez said commanders of units 
having vehicles assigned them 
conferred late last week to work 
out a program aimed at reduction 
in accidents and he felt the num­
ber of collisions would be reduced.

Last year we had a bumper crop in babies, over 4 million. This 
year looks even better. Certainly we produced our share here at 
Reese. Already merchants and business concerns are making plans 
for what this increasing birth rate and population will mean in the 
years ahead.

Youth clubs and 
the like are all right in their place, but they can never meet the real 
need. We see our children too little as it is. Sometimes I think par­
ents need a course in “How to Spend Time With Your Children.” -

master of Kaimhill school in Aberdeen, Scotland, in a talk to the 
Aberdeen Rotary club.

“Bless the clinic which weighed me with care,
And the nursery teacher who tooth-combed my hair,
And the youth movement leaders so toil worn for me,
But my mother, God bless her, never sees me.

If you are a parent you have a responsibility to your children 
starting at birth, further emphasized by Baptism, up through ele­
mentary school, high school, until the child comes of age. Most 
parents don’t consider they have a responsibility in raising their 
children but feel they have been afforded the opportunity of extend­
ing their own lives by molding and developing their children into 
replicas of themselves.

The 
opportunity is afforded the parents of Reese Village by joining and 
attending PTA meetings where our teachers welcome the chance to 
acquire information pertaining to childs background, proficiencies, 
social skills and the childs liking for people. Families at Reese AFB 
are fortunate to have a new school only a few blocks from their 
homes. A  school where the faculty tries to develop our children as 
individuals so that each one can have a chance to grow up into the 
kind of citizen he can best be.

If you are a parent, living in Reese Village or base housing, and 
have an interest in developing the RAFB school as the best in educa­
tion, attend the next monthly PTA meeting this coming Monday night, 
February 21, 8 p.m., in the local school auditorium.

Bill Now Proposed In Congress 
May Increase Service Benefits

General Thomas D. White, Vice 
Chief of Staff of the Air Force, 
has expressed the hope that Con­
gress will authorize what he calls 
a long overdue pay raise and other 
legislation which will help to im­
prove service attractiveness.

“ Increased benefits will result 
in more of our best people stay­
ing in the Air Force,” General 
White said in a talk to a civilian 
group at Hq. USAF. “ The larger 
our corps of professional airmen, 
the more effective our Air Force 
will be.”

To accomplish the AF mission, 
the Vice Chief of Staff said, “we 
need a top notch Air Force com­
posed of people, planes and bases. 
Of these elements, the most impor­
tant one is people. Modern wea­
pons and equipment are so expen­
sive and complex thft it takes 
experienced, skilled technicians to 
operate and maintain them. It is 
the skilled men whom we want to 
reenlist and make the Air Force 
their career.”

General White said AF bases 
must be improved to keep up with 
modern airplanes and a growing 
Air Force. He said: “At some bas­
es our airmen are living in crowd­
ed a n d  undesirable barracks. 
They are working in shops and 
hangars which no longer meet our 
m o d e rn technological require­
ments.”  He said there needs to be 
improvement in these areas, as

well as more normal recreational 
facilities. He said the AF needs 
more family housing, including 
three and four bedroom houses.

General White said our airmen 
and officers are normal American 
family men who desire to live like 
Americans. He added that the AF 
is proud of its large families and 
is concerned with their welfare.

A new program to go along with 
the new Hangar has been initialed 
by Capt. Thomas P. Carroll, com­
mander of the 3501st Periodic 
Maintenance Squadron.

The prorgam designed to im­
prove the quality of maintenance 
on the TB-25 Aircraft the six 
docks comprising the Maintenance 
section oif the 3501st Periodic 
Maintenance Squadron have en­
tered into competition for a three 
day pass which is given to the 
dock having the lowest average 
amount of “gigs” , or inspectors 
discrepancy write-ups for the 
month.

Each individual dock processes 
for a complete periodic inspection 
approximately one complete B-25 
Aircraft per day. The dock picks 
the aircraft up after it has been 
washed and after receipt of Jhe 
aircraft from the 3502nd Flight 
Line Maintenance Squadron. All 
Specialist activity comprising hy­
draulics, electrical, instrument and 
painting work is completed on the 
aircraft the night before the dock 
actually takes over. It is then up 
to the dock to complete the inspec­

tion requirements as outlined in 
the “ -6” or T. O. 1B-25J-6. This 
requires unusually close supervi­
sion on the part of the dock chief 
processing the aircraft, and very 
close cooperation from all of his 
crew in order that the whole op­
eration may be completed in the 
one day alloted by Maintenance 
Control for this operation.

The dock is also charged with 
the responsibility of “selling” the 
aircraft after completion of the 
docks inspection and the clearing 
of the “gigs” given by Quality 
Control. This includes the outdoor 
run-up of the aircraft, again with 
a Quality Control inspector pre­
sent to check all pertinent mat­
ters, or, if a test flight is necessary, 
preparing the aircraft for a test 
flight which is conducted through 
Quality Control by the Test Flight 
crews assigned to that section. The 
Aircraft is then returned to the 
Flight Line organization for 75 
more hours of flying by the stu­
dent pilots of this base.

This months winner is Dock No.

5, of which T/Sgt. Jim K. Thomas 
is the dock chief, and T/Sgt. Bob 
S. Walker is the Ass’t dock chief. 
Sgt. Thomas and Sgt. Walker have 
15 men under their immediate su­
pervision, and completed th e  
month of January by processing 16 
aircraft with a minimum average 
of 35 gigs per aircraft. This com­
pares quite favorably with the 
standard average of “gigs” as set 
forth by Flying Training Air 
Force and is considered a job well 
done by Sgt. Thomas’ crew.

New T-34 Trainer 
At Primary Bases

Hq, ATC, Scott AFB, 111. — The 
priority demand by the Civil Air 
Patrol for excess PA-18 aircraft 
being phased out of contract-pri­
mary schools will probably leave 
very few of the light planes avail­
able for purchase by Air Force 
aero clubs, the director of material 
announced at ATC headquarters 
this week.

Between now and 15 September 
1956, 178 of the Piper produced 
two-placed, high-winged mono­
planes are anticipated to be dis­
posed of in accordance with the 
provisions of existing contracts. Of 
this number 169 have been order­
ed by CAP officials. Additional 
CAP requests may be received in 
the future, ATC material person­
nel say, that might consume the 
remaining number.

Since public law authorizes the 
Air Force to support CAP, it will 
be given top priority for the pur­
chase of that number. No federal 
legislation supports the aero clubs; 
however, the Air Force general 
counsel is reviewing the present 
policy to determine what consid­
erations, if any, can be given the 
aero clubs.

Further information in regard 
to the matter may be obtained by 
writing to Mr. R. W. Cantwell, As­
sistant Deputy, Contract Admini­
stration, Headquarters FlyTAF, 
Waco, Tex.

Six of the nine civilian contract 
schools will dispose of the PA-18 
upon the arrival of the new T-34s, 
the new primary trainer.

30 from Stallings AB, NC. by 15 
Sept. 56; 30 from Bartow AB, Fla. 
by 1 Jul. 56. Maranna AB, Ariz., 
Spence AB, Ga., and Moore AB, 
Tex., are presently operating with 
T-34s entirely.

said: “ We cannot assure you that 
you will have a completely settled 
life or that you will not have to 
move occasionally. The greatest 
assets of air power are its mobil­
ity and flexibility. Now and in 
the future our combat units will 
probably move ••cnore and faster 
than those of the other services, 
but these moves should still be 
fewer and less hectic than those 
we have recently experienced.”

The AF Chief of Staff com­
mended airmen and officer wives’ 
clubs for voluntarily working long 
hours to help weld the AF family 
together. “By your actions aimed 
toward helping each other, you 
have given real meaning to the 
motto, ‘The Air Force Takes Care 
Of Its Own’.”

General Twining said wives’ 
clubs haye won the gratitude of 
all of us in uniform. “More im­
portant, you have won our admir­
ation. Your work is a model of 
effort of which we are really 
proud.”

In his talk the Chief of Staff re­
viewed the measures now before 
Congress to improve career ser­
vice. He said, “Legislation and 
appropriations cannot give full 
meaning to another most impor­
tant AF unit—the Air Force fam­
ily.”

General Twining explained how 
the AF has grown to its present 
121 wings and he related in detail 
the complexity and cost of modern 
aircraft, using the development of 
the Boeing B-52 long-range heavy 
bomber from its inception in 1946 
to present operations as an exam­
ple.

He also spoke of the tension pre­
vailing in the Far East, saying: 
Our mission in that area is protec­
tion. The actions we are taking 
are aimed toward peace, not war. 
If the sparks of war are struck 
Nthere or in any other place in the 
world, I assure you that it will be 
because the Communists want 
war despite all our efforts to 
prevent it.”

Tied in with drivers licenses is 
the .question of proper plates for 
automobiles of persons in the mil­
itary. The law of Texas, as well 
as that of many other states, is 
quite clear on this matter. Per­
sons in the military and their de­
pendents are required either to 
have currently valid Texas license 
plates or currently valid license 
plates from their home state if 
they are operating an automobile 
on Texas highways. This is a 
question of reciprocity between 
Texas and other states and does 
not mean that persons in the mil 
itary may buy their plates any­
where in the country and drive 
their cars on Texas highways. 
The law governing this principle 
may be found in Article 6675 of 
the Texas Civil Statutes and the 
penalty for violating Article 827B 
of the Penal Code of the State of 
Texas which supports the proper 
registration of vehicles is a fine of 
a maximum of $100.

Individuals who have been sta­
tioned at other bases and are 
transferred to this base may con­
tinue their current registration, 
but in the following year must 
elect either to buy Texas license 
plates or those of their home state. 
Further information in this mat­
ter may be obtained from the per­
sons in the Office of the Staff 
Judge Advocate.
