Ancient Greece comprised all of
that portion of Turkey in Europe
north of the Pendris mountains, The
people of that section, though under |
Turkish dominion, are of the great
Slav family, The racial bond be-
tween them and the Grecks leads

| Greece to hope for much assistance

from them in case of war. Persons'
unacquainted with the sharp anti-’
pathy ol the Slav for the Mussulman
are apt to judge of Turkey's resour-
ces by the extent of Turkish territory,
overlooking the fact that for fifty
years the Turk has been engaged in
a struggle not for the acquisition of
territory, but to hold what he has
got, He has not held his own, even
though he has now at his back six of
the greatest powers in the world,
England, France, Russia, Germdny,
Italy and Austria.

The inhabitants of a great part of
Turkish territory are not only allied
to the Greek by racial consanguinity,
but by religious affiliation. Nearly
all of them are membersof the Greek
church, and this gives Greece an
additional hold upon their allegiance
in time of extremity.

The modern (ieeks are of very
composite origin, yet are an extre-
mely compact and homogeneous peo-
ple. Out of the present population
of the country, only 67,041 speak
any other language than Greek,
and only 16,084 profess any other
religion than thz orthodox; and all
draw well together, glorying with one
another in the same memories of a
common deliverance, and sharing in
the same ambition of a great future,
There are in the narrow bounds of
Greece three distinct races, speaking
different languages, wearinguifferent
costumes, observing different cus-
tows, and holding little social inter-
course with one another. These
races are the Greek, the Albanian
and the Wallachian. All three are
probably much mixed in blood, and
in fact, the descent of each of them
has been a very vexed problem in
ethnology. Taking them all in all,

these threc races are the
direct  representation of the
three races which occupied Greck

territory at the time of its con-
quest by the Romans. Since that
time their blood has certainly been
mingled with other elements, but
still substantially the base of the
modern Greek is the ancient Greek,
the base of the modern Albanian is
the ancient lllyrian, and the base of
the modern Wallachian is the an-
cient Thracian. Of these races the
least numerous in Greece is the
Wallachian or Roumanian. They
are found chiefly in the mountainous
regions in the northern parts of
Greece, on the slopes of Othrys, in
the neighborhood of Zeitoum, on the
hills of Acarnania and Aetolia, and
even 80 tar south as the banks of the
Boeotian Cephissus. They pursue a
nomadic shepherd life, wear black,
shaggy capotes made to imitate sheep-
skin, and speak Roumanian—a mod-
ified Latin—the language of their
race, and also Greek, the language of
the country. They belong to the
Greek church, and sometimes marry
Greek girls, but almost never give
their own daughters in marriage to
Greeks. Most of the brigands that
used to infest Greece were Walla-
chians.

The Albanians are Arnaouts, oc~
cupy al present more than a fourth
ol modern Greece—all Attica and
Megaris (except the capitals), most

language of their own, which certain.
ly belongs to the Aryan family, but
philologists are at a loss whether to
count it an independent member of
the fam‘ly, or merely a corruption of
one of the better known branches,
In districts where they exist in small
bodies they are losing their own
tongue and adopting Greek; but in
places like Attica and Hydra, where
they exist in larger numbers, they
still keep it up, and if the men un-
derstand Greek the women do not.
The Albanians who dwell in Greece
all belong to the Greek church. They
are mostly agriculturists, and seem
to cae little for political or profes
sional life. They wear a peculiar
dress, which was adopted by them
mostly from the Slavs, and was re-
garded as the national costume of
Greece after the revolution—a red
fez, a silk jacket embroidered with
gold, a white fustanella or petticoat
and gaiters

The rest of the population, com-
prising the great bulk of it, are
Greeks—a people speaking the Greek
language, practising the Greek rite,
and claiming descent from the an-
cient Greek race. This claim, which
seems to rest naturally on the ob-
vious evidence of language and fea-
ture, was warmly contested on his-
torical grounds by Fallmerayer, who
held that during the Slavonic occu-
pation of the country the ancient
Greeks were compleiely extirpated,
and that the present inhabitants are
merely Slavonians Byzantinized. But
his arguments have been conclusive-
ly confuted by Hopf, Finlay and
others, and it may be said to be now
universally admitted that, while the
blood of the population contains a
considerable Slav admixture, its base
is still that of the ancient race of
Hellas.

Anlt;tii“h; Salt Bush.

As announced last week, we take
up the subject of the above men
tioned plant.

During our trip to San Antunio,

we went out to see a field planted in
this remarkable forage plant, which
has passed the experimental stage
and is now being cultivated on a
small scale in every state in the Un
ion.
Upon inquiry we learned that the
plants had been started from seeds
planted last spring, in rows about
two feet apart and two feet distant in
the row. Two or three seeds had
been planted in a hill so as to insure
a crop. When the plants were about
three inches high, only one was al-
lowed to remain in each hill, and the
others were transplanted to vacant
places or to new beds,

Last year the plants grew and
completly filled up the spaces be-
tween the hills and rows, and this
year they have made a growth which
is more rapid than alfalfa, having
grown more than a foot. The plant
has a tap root which goes deey into
the earth, and the young leaves and
stems have a cold, clammy nature, if
we may judge by handling the plant.
We imagine asit is a native of a very
dry climaie, that it has property to
cool the atmosphere around it and to
draw out the moisture in the same
manner as an ice plant and orchid
does.

fornia report:

Now, for the first time since that fatal
day whose awful happenings Bulwer
deplets g0 graphically—and doubtless
80 truly—in lils famoug romance, the
forum, which was the central feature
of the place, and the Strada del Sepol-
crl, the principal suburb, can be real-
lzed In their principal relations. The
carly work of clearing the historie eity,
pursued with vigor under Murat when
he found himself temporarily installed
as king of Naples, was set back from
time to time Ly new eruptions of Ve-
guvius, As late as 1828 Msis Berry re-
cords in her journal:

"We set out, a large party, for Pom-
peli.. The drive of fourteen miles is
very disagreecable, notwithstanding the
view of the bay and the mountains
around, * * The cinders and lava
of the eruptions last October (1822)
have scarcely yet been swept to each
glde of the streets, but are left on the
road, Outslde of Pompell it is half-
way up the horses’ legs.'

No such Impediments now awnlit the
traveler, and a very prosaic and dis-
tinetly dilatory train deposite him in
an unpretentious and not very cleanly
rallway statlon. Except to the highly
classical and ultra enthusiastic eye, the
first impressions of Pompell are disap-
polnting. The first place of interest
which is passed is the so-called basil-
ica, supposed to have been used as a
law court, but distinet from the tribu-

prove of interest. Among the 200,000
Christians at present in the island
barely 1,000 belong to the Latin rite,
and these chiefly in the larger towns—

Venlee In 1200 took possession of the
Island, which wag formerly ander the
swny of the Byzantine emplire, no less
than elght eéplacopal sees were erected,
with an archbishopric st Candla, It Is
therefare probable that at that time
nearly the whole land whs Catholle,
After 1668, when Crete fell into the
hands of the Turks, the Latin higshops.

Plua IX, restored the ancient see of
Candia, making it suffragan to the
archbighopric of Smyrna, At present
Fra Angelo i 2an Glovannl Rotondo
administers the diocese, and has uwnder
him six fathers and five lay brothers
scattered among the varlous towns,
There are three Latn parishes in the
island, at Canea, Candin, and Retimo,
and a mission station, which is oceas-
fonally visited, at Sitila, There are
three Catholic churches, four boys' and
two girle' schoole, with 200 pupils, and
at Canea an orphanage and hospital in
the care of the Sisters of St Joseph,
These latter are all French, while the
Capuchine are Itallans.—London Tab-

Food of the Eskimos of Alaska.
The Eskimos of Alaska have profited
Ly thelr contact with elvilized people,
not enly to obtain many of the utensils
and appliances of Iife, and to preserva
fecod and supplies for the long north-
ern winters, The “Sportsman’s Re-
view" gives an interesting recital of
their progress: “From time imme-
morial the Eskimos have taken eggs
and fowls during the short season they
were available. There I8 no system of
ranning eggs to determine their grade
An ¢gg is an egy
to them at any period of incubation,
and 8o long as the season lasts they
live in riotous plenty, Formerly they
were contented with what they could
ent during the season, but since they
have come Ip contact with white peo-
ple they have learned more thorough
methods, and now they provide egga
and birds to last the whole year
through. They dry or pickle the flesh
and the eggs are preserved in barrels
of muckaluek—walrus oil. An addled
goose ogg kept a year in rancld oil ap=
peals to an Eskimo's pecullarly eulti=
vated taste. To an Eskimo an egg taken
at any time in the season (s eatable;
but to be salable to the whites it must
be fresh, so the Eskimos divide the ter-
ritory among themselves, and make &
systematic round of the nests each day,
taking the fresh eggs, and finally plekl-
ing the mother when she refuses to lay
any more, capturing ner with a nooss
of wire, Now a part of the regular fare
of the Yukon steamboat s wild goose.
At the first meal the tourist i2 apt to
regard the bird with great good favor,
but as meal after meal poasses wild
goose ceases to be a joy. This continual
depredation of the nests, combined
with the Pacific coast market and rec-
ord hunting, has already depleted the
flocks of web-foot birds that one time
were to be seen in myriads during the
migrating season.”

Agaln, My subject gives me & specl-
men of busy and triumphant sadness.
It there was any man in the world
who had a right to mope and glve up
everything as lost, it was Nehemiah.
You say, “He was a cup-bearer In the
palace of Shushan, and it was a grand
place. 8o It was. The hall of that
palace was two hundred feet square,
and the roof hovered over thirty-six
marble pillars, each pillar sixty feet
high; and the intense blue of the sky,
and the deep green of the forest fol-
lage, and the white of the driven snow,
all hung trembling in the upholstery.
But, my friends, you know very welil
that fine architecture will mnot put
down home-sickness, Yet Nehemlah
did not give up. Then when you see
him going among these desolated
etreets, and by these dismantled tow-
crs, and by the torn-up grave of his
father, you wowld suppose that he
would have been disheartened, and
that he would have dismounted from
his borse and gone to his room and
sald: “"Woe {5 me! My father's grave
Is torn up. The temple is dishonored.
The walls are broken down. 1 have
no money with which to rebulld, I
wlsh I had never been born. 1 wish
I were dead."” Not so says Nehemlah.
Although he had a grief so Intense that
it excited the commentary of his king,
yel that penniless, expatriated Nehe-
miah rouses himself up to rebulld the
city. He gets his permission of ab-
sence, lle gets his passports, He has-
tens away to Jerusalem. By nlght on
horseback he rides through the rulns,
He overcomes the most feroclous oppo-
sitlon. He arouses the pilety and pa-
triotlsm of the people, and in less
than two months, namely, fifty-two
days, Jerusalem was rebullt, That's
what 1 eall busy and triumphant sad-
ness,

My friends, the whole temptation s
with you when you have trouble, to
do just the opposite to the behavior ot"
Nehemlah, and that is to glve up, You
say: “1 have lost my child and can
never smile agaln.,"” You say, "1 have
lost my property, and I never can re-
pair my fortunes."” You say, “l have
fallen into sin, and I never can start
agaln for a new life,” If Satan can
make you form that resolution, and
make you keep it, he has rulned yon,
Trouble is not sent to crush you, but
to arouse you, to animate you, to pro-
pel you. The blacksmith does not
thrust the iron into the forge, and then
blow away with the bellows, and then
bring the hot iron out on the anvil
and beat with stroke nfter stroke to
ruln the iron, but to prepare it for a
better use. Oh that the Lord God of
Nehemiash would rouse up all broken-
hearted people to rebuild, Whipped,
betrayed, ship-wrecked, {mprisoneaq,
Paul went right on. The Italian mar-
tyr Algerius sits In hls dungeon writ-
ing a letter, and he dates it, “From
the delectable orchard of the Leonlne
prison,” That Is what I call trium-
phant sadnegs, I knew a mother who
burled her babe on Friday and on Sab-
bath appeared In the house of God and
sald: “Glve mo a class; glve me a
Sabbath school class. 1 have no child
now left me, and I wonld like to have
n class of little children. Give me
real poor children, Give me a class off
the back street,” That, I ray, Is beau-
tiul. That is triumphant sadness, At
three o'clock every Sabbath afternoon,
for years, in a beautiful parlor in Phil-
adelphia—a parlor pletured and stat-
uetted — there were from ten to
twenty destitute children of the street,
Those destitute children received re-
liglous instruction, eoncluding with
eakes and sandwiches, How do | know
that that was golng on for sixtecn
years? I know It in this way, That
waa the first home in Phlladelphia
where | was calied to comfort a great
sorrow, They had a splendid boy, and
he bad been drowned at Long Branch.
The father and mother almost idol-
ized the boy, and the sob and shriek
of that father and mother as they
hung over the coffin resound in my
ears today. There seemed to be no use
of praylng, for when 1 knelt down to
pray, the outery in the room drowned
out all the prayer., But the Lord com-
forted that sorrow. They did not for-
get thelr trouble, If you should go
any afternoon into Laurel HIill, yon
would find a monument with the word
“Walter" inscribed upon it, and a
wreath of fresh flowers around the
name, [ think there was not an hour
in twenty years, winter or summer,
when there was not a wrenth of fresh
flowers around Walter's name. Bt
the Christian mother who sent those
flowers there, having no child left,
Sabbath afternoons mothered ten or
twenty of the lost ones of the street,
That Is beautiful. That 1s what I call
busy and triumpbant sadness. lere
is & man who has lost his property.
He does not go to hard drinking. 1le
does not destroy his own lile, MHe
comes and says, “Harncss me for
Christlan work, My money's gone, |
have no tressures on earth, [ want
treasures in heaven. 1 have a volce
and a heart to serve God," You say
that that man has falled. He has not
failed—he has triumphed!

Ob, I wish 1 could persuade all the
people who have any kind of trouble
never to give up, I wish they would
look at the midnight rider of the text,
and that the four hoofs of that heast
on which Nehemlah rode might cut tu
pleces all your discourngements, ang
hardships, and trlals, Give up! Who

is golng to give up, when on the bosom
of God he can have all his troubles

The probable reason s that
his body was partly sheltered by a very
slight rise in the ground and most of
the cattle went over without touching
him. After the herd had passed his
companions hastened to him, expect-
ing to find his mangled corpse. They
were gurprised to find him unhurt, ex-
cept for a compound fracture of the
left leg, below the knee, both bones bo-
Ing broken. They were far away from
a town or surgleal ald and zo the cow-
boys carrled him to eamp and did the
best ther koew how by him In the way
of splints and bandages, Apparently
the bones kalt very rapidly, but be-
low the fracture the flesh seemed (o
be undergoing a remarkable change in
color and texture. In a few weeks the
bhandages were removed. The bones
had knit firmly, but the lower part of
the leg showed unmistakable signs of
having undergone a hardenlng process
which could not be explained.

or watered. This, together with the in-
struction in testing the acidity of
milk and cream, occuples, as previous-
ly stated, about one-third of the dalry
student’s time at the Wisconsin Dalry
School. The remaining two-thirds of
the Instruction Is glven In practical
and theoretieal butter and cheese-mak-
ing. The necessity of thoroughly and
properly mixing a sample of milk be-
fore testing it is clearly demonstrated
by comparing the tests of the top and
the bottom of a quantity of milk about
ten Inches in depth that has stood
quietly for about fifteen minutes, 1!
a ten quart pall Is filled with milk and
allowed to stand undisturbed for about
& quarter of an hour, it will be found
that tests of the tap layer of this milk
will be perceptibly higher than those
made of the last inch of milk left in
the pail after the bulk of it has been
poured out. Neglect of this simple
precaution of a thorough mixing of the
gample before testing It, and fallure to
remember that some of the fat globules
will rise to the surface very qulckly,
are the causes of msny surprises in
'milk testing, Anyone familiar with
milk will also understand the necessity
of pouring It from one vessel to an-
other In order to evenly mix the fat
globules throughout the whole sample,
If milk Is stivred with a dipper or put
into a covered vessel and sbhaken for
the purpose of evenly mixing the fat,
it very often happens that some of the
fat Is separated by this churning pro-
cess, and an accurate test of this milk
I8 {mpossible, aa any amount of pour-
ing will fail to evenly distribute this
churned fat throughout the milk, This
property of the fat, to separate hy agi-
tation, should always be remembered
by persons sending samples of milk
by mall or express to be tested at some
other place. We have recelved many
such samples and almost always find
& lump of butter floating on its surfnce
when the sample arrives. If the test
of such a churned sample is very im-
portant, and another one cannot be ob-
tained, this lump of butter can some-
times be dissolved and mixed with the
milk by adding about a teaspoonful
of ether to the milk, then by corking
the bottle and shaking it until the But-
ter dissolves in the ether. @hls erther
solution of the fat will mix fairly well
with the milk, and it will probably rap.
resent more mearly the original mix.
ture of the fat in the milk than the
churned sample with a lump of butter
floating on its surface. The dilution
of the milk by the ether introduces an
error in the testing, and only the gmall-
est quantity of ether necessary to dis-
solve the lump of fat should be used.
All this trouble of churning samples
in bottles could be avoided if the scn-
der would flll the bottle full of milk,
The agitation by transportation will
not churn out the fat when the bottle
Is full, Thia slmple precaution of com-
pletely filling a bottle when milk is
sent to other parties for testing will
prevent Its churning and save many a
disappointment to the sender,

Hablt and Fowls.

The poultry editor of the Farmers'
Neview has been forelibly struck for
years by the extent to which habit ex-
ista among fowls. It is a factor of
considerable importance, and one that
no poultry raiser can afford to Ignore,
Especlally is this true in regard to the
food that the birds eal. Sometimes it
is important that fowls be taught to
ent n certain food, They may at first
refuse {t, but if given the food repeat-
edly will in many cases come to like It,
One winter the writer had a good many
beets and tried to feed them out to the
poultry, first chopping them up. The
birds refused the proffered dainty with
scorn. So the beets rotted In the cel-
lar or were thrown out into the snow,
there belng no other use to which they
could be put. This winter the writer
has again had an experience In feed-
ing beets, He tried some choppedand
the birds did not care for them, They
simply looked over the Lrightly colored
pile and went away, apparently con-
vinced that notking of that color could
be good to eat. A few hens, however,
picked at them dalntily, But the food
was offered them again and again on
consecutive days.
basket was offered them, and though
they had an abundance of uneaten food
they greedily devoured the chopped
beets, and when the feeder went to get
the basket not a scrap remained. The
birds had come to the conclusion that
the chopped beets were n first-cléss
food, The writer s now lamenting that
he has not a good stock of beets to be
used In this way, and determines that

next year he will lay In a good sup-
ly. |

A similar experience was undergone
in feeding onts. At first the fow'a
geemed averse to eating them, but n
they seem to like them better than any
other food, possibly excepting corn. We
have heard some poultry ralsers say
that they never feed oats because they
have tried them sometimes and the
hens will not eat them. Try them again
and keep trylng.

Brains in the 'oultry Yard.

Not long ago, says an exchange, an
hour was gpent with a farmer who,
willing to work, i3 not yet able to see
the returns for his labors says Michi-
gan Frult Grower. Years of experi-
ence should have fitled him for euc-
ecess ag o poultry Keeper, because he
likes the business, yet the neglect of a
few fundamenta! steps prevents him
from realizing. His hen-houses gave
no evidence of a thorongh sweeping for
months; the grain la fed In heaps,
where the hens and chicks can gorge
themselves, There has been no sep-
aration of the flock, and liberal feeding
has made the hens overfat. The grain
has all been thrashed, at a cost of 6 to
8 cents per bushel, though the hens
would do better If they had the work
to do themselves. There was no ovl-
dence of a winter supply of grit and
gravel and no sign of a bone mill or
bloek where fresh bones could be
crushed, If that flock pays the ex-
pense bill for the next five months, it
will do well, yet It was as good a
flock of hens and pullets as one would
ask for. It Is the neglect of these lit-
tle things which, taken singly, may
not count for much, but collectively
they settle the question for the mag
und not In hls favor,

Frosted Comiw.

In n recent walk through South Wa-
ter street, Chicago, the writer was for-
cibly struck by the great number of
fowls that had had thelr combs frozen.
Booth after booth was passed where
all of the chickens had their combs
frozen down to their heads, 8o unl-
form was this clrcumstcace that one
could but help wondering at the bar-
baroug treatment so universally ac-
corded the fowls, It Is not lkely that
the fowls are subjected to such se-
verities of weather after coming into
the hands of the commission men, for
there had not been weather for three
weeks of the time that would freeze
combs. The dilapidated ap
glven to the heads of the birds
them very uninviting to the purchaser,
and we doubt not had something to do
with lowering the price. Be this ps
it may, feellngs of humanity ghould
lead one to protect thelr helpless ani-
mals from unnecessary suffering.

Cold Boll.—What is usually called
“cold"” soll {8 due mostly to excess of
water, which finds no outlet by sink-
Ing into it, and Is forced to evaporate
from the surface. This takes so much
heat from the soll that vegetation will
not grow readily in it. Henco the cold
soll Is very often thin as well,
quickly to the clay on which it
It this clay Is underdraived air and

frost will pulverize It, enabling deep-

rooted plants to penetrate the soil and

enrich it, So long as soil is flled with
stagnant water it will only support
ferns and mosses, whose roots run near
the surface.—Ex.

How Cork Stoppers Are Made.

The cork oak is sald to grow and
oven thrive in America, but the mate-
rial obtained is of such an inferior
quulity that all attempts to raise it here
have been abandoned in favor of the
product from gouthern Europe, says an
exchange. Spain and Portugal produce
the best corks. The finest cork oak for-
ests are found in the interior of these
conntries, those near the coast being
liable to the attacks of a parasiie which
gulckly desiroys them. The trees are
not barked until they are fifteen years
old; after that they can undergo the
spoliation every three years without
detriment. A strong, healthy tree will
yleld its bark for 150 years, The sea-
gon for stripping the trees I3 the sum-
mer, and the work glves empioyment
to lurge numbers of men, who earn
on an average ghout 60 cents a day.
The process of manufacture is simple.
It consists of bolling the bark In sheets
to thicken and make it more elastle,
after which the corks are stamped out
of the sheets. All over southern Europe
many articles such as coffins, kitchen
palis, pillows, shoes, boots and drink-
ing vessels are made from cork

The Greek
compositor, though only three years in
this country, was an ardent admirer of
Mr, Bryan. Upon perusing the copy, he
handed it over to one of his assistants,
remarking that he was a Bryan man
himself, and under no account would
he 1ift a finger to help set up an article
that spoke against Bryan. The article
was set up by his nsslstant, who had
been a few months in this country, and
his politieal preferences were etill un-
developed.
