A farmer near Abilene noticed
that on about two acres af cotton
which was planted so thinly owing to
a mistake in setting the planter, that
he considered it only about half a
stand, there was fully twice as much
cotton as on the rest of his field and
that it continued to grow and put on
boles long after the thickly planted
cotton had ceased to grow and was

yeshedding badly. From this he ex~

amined another part of his field
where prairie dogs and worms had
cut the young cotton out badly and
he found that there also the remain-

o’ ing plants were much more heavily

fruited than where they were thick.
From all this he concludes that the
general practice in this country is to
plant cotton too thickly.

New York, Sept. 13, 1899
Dear Sir:

The cotton trade on either side of
the Atlantic is basing its opinions
upon foundations so entirely differ-
ent in character, that it is not at all
strange that the markets move on
different planes of action. One
need only indulge in a casual read-
ing of the foreign newspapers to be-
come aware of the importance at-
tached to Mr. Neill's opinion abroad,
and the utter disregard of any in-
formation tending to show that the
impression conveyed in his August
circular is not ths correct forecast of
the coming crop. We present these
views to our customers that they
may realize the position of the for-
¢ign spinner, who, in the face of the
best all around trade demand ever
known, disregards the probability of
any reduction in supply. Frankly,
the report of the Agricultural De-
partment is believed abroad to be
without any basis whatever, and it is
further believed that beneficial and
sufficient rains have fallen through-
out Texas, and that the prospects
are good for a large crop everywhere
else.

Against these influences, America
presents the undeniable fact thata
drought has prevailed over Texas
for over a month, with the tempera.
ture higher and the rainfall less than
during any August of which the Ex-
change has record; that a reduction
in acreage throughout the cotton belt
is admitted by every candid observer,
and that the use of commercial fer-
tilizers in the Upland country was
largely decreased. Our home spin-
ners are not waiting for their foreign
competitors to alter their views but
are buying daily at relatively high
prices, to secure not only their raw
material but the profits they have in
hand from the contracts for the de-
livery of their products for nearly a
year ahead,

In fact, the situation to-day pre-
sents a direct antithesis to the situ-
ation in September 1890, when the
great decline in cotton began, Then
the spinning world in the face of a
panic, just visible, and the prospects
of acrop beyond all precedent at
that time, was a large buyer. Now
the trade and consumption of the
World are beyond the wildest dreams
of a year ago, while the crop pros-
pects cannot be compared with those
of that time nor of last year,

Why then, someone may ask, does
not cotton advance?, and the reason
is to be found in the losses incurred
during the past three seasons in hold-
ing cotton. When in August we
called attention to the marvelous
consumption, we were regarded as
optimistic, but we may refer our
readers to such a well known au-
thority as the Financial Chronicle
for confirmation of our views. A
study of the governing weather con-
ditions over Texas for many years
led us to fear that the heavy rainfall
of June—July marked the approach
of a period of extreme dry weather,
and we believe our friends will agree
that our views on both these ques.
tions have proved correct,

We now feel that the advance
from the prices then ruling does not
adequately represent this change in
the conditions, and we believe that
every large crop estimate WwiLL BE
REDUCED TO ONE BELOW THE CON-

The World's S8hortage of Grain.

It will perhaps interest a good
many of our readers to know that
there is a good prospect for corn
and other breadstufis to advance in
price.

The following estimate of the
world's supply ef grain is taken from
a pretty reliable source:

Europe is already calcu lating its
food supply. The Hungarian Min-
istry of Agriculture figures a defici-
ency in cereals the world over. Ac-
cording to its estimates, the wheat
yield is 110,000,000 hectolitres be-
low last year's yield, and about 34,-
ooo,000 below the demand. [A hee-
tolitre is equivalent to 3 bushels
3.25 pecks.] Further, the yield of
rye is 50,000,000 less than that of
last year; barley, 23,000,000 less;
and of oats 35,000,000 less. The
total deficiency, taking into consid-
eration the overproduction of corn, is
97,000,000 hectolitres or 369,000,-
ooo bushels. The Hungarian esti-
mates are generally quite accurate;
the Ministry devoting much atten-
tion to the crops of the world be-
cause of the interest of the Austrian
empire in the food supply question;
and as they indicate a shortage all
over Europe this year, are of espe-
cial importance to the American
farmer on whom Europe now largely
depends when its own crops are de.
ficient. The American farmer has,
therefore, in prospect good prices for
all the wheat, corn and barley he has
to sell,

During the past ru years Europe
has learned to regard corn more fav.
orably as a food product. This
year, according to estimates made
by vur Government, corn is tobe our
best crop. The yield will exceed
that of last year by about 100,000,
ooo bushels. The gain in view of
the better demand in Europe will in

l' measure compensate for the short-

age in wheat which will, however,
be sufticient for home consumption
and for export in considerable quan.
tities. Thus the American farmer

higher price for wheat, continue to
enjoy that prosperity inaugurated by
the extraordinary conditions in 1897.
With the farmer prosperous, the
rest of the people will participate in
“good times,” as the farmer will
continue to consume the products of
other industries. So that the Amer-
can farmer again stands as the re-
sponsible party for the prevailing
conditions throughout the country,
in such a measure as to bring him
into more pruminence than ever, as
a factor in the general wellare of the
country.

For the information of farmers
and others who may be interested,
the Free Press this week publishes
what it believes to be the most reli-
able forecast and conclusions as 1o
both the cotton and grain situation.

The estimate
of Mr. Neill, the London operator, of
a 12,000,000 bale crop has done the
cotton farmers great damage and
will do more before English spinners
can be convinced of its error, but the
truth, we believe, will be forced up-
on them a little later on and each
will become an eager buyer to secure
a year's supply for his mills and, the
natural result of a rise in price will
follow,

Mildew and Other Stnlos.
Mildew and iron rust are almost in- |
dellble unless they are taken out at
once, One of most sucesssful methods |
of removing mildew is as follows: Mix |
half a cup of soft soap with equal guan-
titles of powdered starch and salt. |
Squeeze In the juice of a lemon. Spread |
this mixture on the mildew spots, on
both sldes; gpread the spotted cloth on

one day and remain until the next
mornlng, then turn it over and let |t
bleach another day on this slde. Take
the cloth up and ringe it well, Of
<ourse such stalns ean only be removed
from white goods, as this stain erad-
fcator would remove the color from col-
ored goods, Remove Iron rust stalns
with malt wet to a paste with lemon
julce. It la sald that the julce of a to-
mato and salt are equally efMeaclons.
Fresh ink stains may usually be
washed out In clear water, If no soap
has been used on them, and the faint
remnant of dark color left bleached out
on the grass after molstening It with
soda and bolling water, If the stain s
wobstinate soak in sour milk, then wash
and bleach it oul, An excellent rule
for removing the atains of shoe black-
ing, Ink, mildew and other obstinate
marks Is as follows: Stir and straln
through a cloth one pound of washing
®s0da and half n pound of chloride of
lime dissolved In one gallon of bolling
water, Put it into an old jar, not into
a bottle or into anything where the
light will reach It, as It takes away
some of the strength. Let It stand
about an hour, stirring It once In a
while before using Iit. To free any
gooda from aweet apple or frult staina,
mildew or blacking, soak the part
~MMied In this solutlon untll it is al-
most gone, and then rub It with soap
and water. This mixture leaves a yel-
lowlsh spot in place of other stains,
and {t will come out easily with good
rubblog In soap and water, The soap
Pprevents thls strong mixture from eat-
ing into the cloth. This last stain
«eradlcator must be used with cautlon,

Omelet.

Separate the whites and yolks of
twelve eggs. Beat the yolks light and
add to them one teacupful of sweet
milk; season to taste with salt and pep-
per. Lastly add the whitez beaten un-
til stiff. Pour into a hot, well-greased
frylng pan and set over the fire until
It becomes firm. Then set it In the
oven for a few minutes to brown. It
ahould be very light and spongy.

Deviled Eggs.

Shave a fourth of a pound of cheese
fine; spread the cheese In the bottom
of a well-buttered shallow baking dish,
spread the cheese in the bottom with
hits of butter; sprinkle with salt and
cayenne, Break six eggs on a plate
and slip on top of the dish.

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: ROMANCE OF ALUMINIUM,

l How & Roman Artificer Startled Tiberias
and Lost His Head. :

In ‘Naturae Historlarum,"” where ref-
erence la made to an incident in Ro-
man history which up to the time of
Sainte Claire Deville has been over-
looked by sclentists for many centurs-
les, it is related by Pliny (23 A. D, to
79 A. D.) that during the relgn of the
Emperor Tiberius (41 B, C, to 37 A.
D.) a certain worker in metals (Fa-
ber) appeared at the palace and show-
ed a beautiful cup composed of a bril-
lfant white metal that shone llke sll-
ver. When the artificer was present-
Ing it to the emperor he purposely
dropped it on the floor of the cham-
ber. The goblet was so bruised by
the fall that It seemed to be Irretriev-
ably injured, but the workman took
his hammer and, in the presence of
the court, repaired the damage with-
out delay. It was evident that this
metal was not silver, though it had
almost the same brilliancy, besides
being much more ductile and consld-
erably lighter. The emperor ques-
tioned the artificer clogely and learn-
ed from him that he had extracted the
metal from an  argillaceous earth,
probably the clay known to modern
chemists as alumina. Tiberius then
asked If anyone besides himself knew
the process, and recelved the proud re-
ply that the secret was known only
to himgelf and Jupiter, This answer
was sufficlent, The emperor had re-
flected that If it were possible to ob-
tain this metal from so common o
substance as clay the value of gold
and silver would be greatly reduced,
g0 he determined to avert such a la-
mentable catastrophe, He caused the
workshops of the discoverer to be
wholly destroyed, and the luckless ar-
tificer was selzed and decapitated, so
that his secret might perish with him.
M. Sainte Claire Deville had no
doubt that this metal] was aluminum,
and he asserted that the wanton cruel-
ty of Tiberlus had deprived the world
of the valuable metal, which remain-
ed undiscovered for elghteen centur-
fes. The extraction of aluminum, dis-
covered by the Roman eraftsman im
the first century of the Christian era,
thus became one of the lost arts.—
Detroit Journal.

| the signal for a volley from the latter,
| which brought down four negroes. All
| were Instantly killed in the storm of
bullets that followed the first shot
from the blacks. This terrible execu-
tion caused the negroes to scatter and
run, some fleeing up the Main street,
while the remainder started down the
rallroad track. All who ran in the di-
rection of the town escaped, the whites
fearing to shoot In that direction be-
cause of the danger to the onlookers,
The negroes who fled down the rail-
road track, however, were pursued
with & merciless fire. Cummins had
gone but a few feet when he fell head-
long with wounds that caused his
| death o a few hours. Several of the
negroes were seen to falter and were
undoubtedly hit, but they continued
to run for their lives. After the last

Washington, Sept. 16.—The Manlila
American, a copy of which has been
recalved at the war department, dis-
cusses the Chinese situation In the
Philippines and what It has to say be-
comea interesting in view of the order
of Gen, Otls, to enforce the Chinese im-
migration laws and Chinese exclusion
act against the Chinese In the Phillp-
plnes. The paper says:

“In the native inhabitants of these
islands the Chinese long ago discovered
a kindred race, the climate suits him
and he found the country naturally
richer and less crowded than China.

the country can not well do without
him, It Is safe to say he Is here to stay.
His sojourn in the land and hls asso-
clation with natives modified his |deas
a little. Most of the Chinese born in
the Island have foresworn their alle-
glance to the emperor of China. They
wear no queue and after living
here they have no desire that after
death their bodies should rest in the
soil of the Flowry kingdom.

“Chinese have intarmarried largely
with the Tagalos and Mestizos, and as
a class the Chinese-Mestizos, have
seemingly more than held their own.
Under the Bpanish regime many of
them had acquired wealth and recelved
appointments to important positions.
To-day there are lots of Chinese-Mes-
tizos officers In the Insurgent army,
and they are sald to be the bitterest
Insurrectionists of nll. ,The Mestizos
are Catholics, and numerous Chinamen
have been converted.

How to Make » Fernery.

An unsightly or dark corner of a
back yard or garden may, without
much difficulty, be converted into quite
an attractive spot by the construction
This van be done by re-
moving the fags, if uny, rearing them
on edge as o kind of border line, filling
In behind with good garden soll, If
leat mold and sandy peat are not ob-
tainable for mixing it. See that there
is plenty of drainuge by placing a
thick layer of broken stones or bricks
at the bottom. then add the soil in the
shupe of a gently sloping bank, stud-
ding it with rough stones (the rougher
the better) from a sandstone quarry.

Bertrand’s story Is to
the effect that while on a Belle Isle
fishing smack afar up the Bay of
Biffan he Secame ostranged from his
companlons, belng in a small boat by
himselt. A storm came and drove him
from his course, and, after golng with-
out food for soma time, he met an
Esquimaux, who gave him food. and
told him of a “white man's party fur-
ther up the coast.” He wandered
nlong, not finding the white men, and,
upon the wrecking of his boat, he was
obliged to live with the natives, al-
ways getting nearer the pole. About a
year afterward he arrived at a warmer
part, and golng atill further north.
found the north pole. This country
he describes as being an lsland sur-
rounded by lce. It has one or two
small ‘mountains. A smali tribe of
large-bullt people, not Esquimaux,
llved there, and he staycd there for
some time. The manner of living is
similar to that of the Esquimaux, and
he experienced many hardships, There
are two seasons, he says, mild and
cold. In the mild weather lichens grow
there. He tells only of a life of hard-
ship among a savage people, and says
he marvels how he every survived to
tell the story. He returned by work-
ing his way down to Ellesmere, and
then, by the ald of kindly officers, got
to northern Alagska. He went gold
prospecting, got caught by the Cana-
dlan authorities _In_gomo unsavory
affal¥," 50 Yie says, and was sent to
prison at Toronto, Canada, He was re-
leased from there several months ago.

Ldeut, Jose Muller y Tejelro, who
was next to Admiral Cervera In com-
mand of the naval forces of Santiago
de Cuba, has just finished an elaborate
reply to Naval Constructor Hobson's
article, entitled, “The Sinking of the
Merrimac,” in the Century Magazine.

“A glance at a chart would have shown
Mr, Hobson that with or without the
Merrimac vessels of large tonnage can
come out of Santlago harbor only one
at a time., Consequently the Merrimae
was perfectly useless In the place and
position In which it was sunk. This
was thoroughly demonstrated on the
3d of July, when the Spanish fleel came
out, and one at a time, as they would
have had to do under any circum-
stances.” The writer of the article
says that the reason why the Merrimae
did not sink acroas the channel, as was
intended, was because the maneuver
was badly executed. He adds:

“If Mr. Hobson had fitted his vessel
with two good anchors ahead, and an-
other two good anchors astern, all he
had to do was to steam glowly In and
stop the englnes shordy before arriv-
ing at the chosen place. If thos tfle
were coming in the bow anchor shonld
be dropped. The tide would necessarily
swing the stern around, and when the
vessel reached the desired position
across, then the anchor gshould be drop-
ped astern. If, on the contrary, the
tide were coming out, the stern an-
chor should be dropped first, and the
waters having swung the vessel across
the bow anchor should be dropped.
Lileut. Muller, not content with polnt-
ing out that the sinking of the Merri-
mac was useless because the mansuver
was badly executed, attacks Lleot.
Hobson, not 8o much for hia osculatory
habit, as for his discrimination in fa-
vor of the young and pretty. He says:

Pummering Pign

Tot plgs run with the dam wuntil
twelve weeks old, provided she Is fed
liberally with a warm, well balanced
ration of shorts, osts, corn meal and
screenings, eays Farm, Btock and
Home. This last mentioned food for
hogs, of which the Northwest has an
Immenge bullk, Is lost to the farmers
and being utilized by sheep feeders at
the Twin Cities and other central
polgis. To Lhe above list of toods add
a ration of oll meal, bran, and even
corn on the cob., Let the little pigs
also have access Lo whole oats. Care
should be used so as nol to overfeed
the sow. Once off-hor feed she will
fall to produce milk, and it is dificult
to restore good digestion and milk pro-
duction, The clover fleld must go hand
In band with this good feeding, but on
stormy days they are much belter
cared for In thelr pens with an abun-
dance of freshly cut clover. Dy July
there should be a fleld of peas, where
the pigs will grow and do well, The
field of peas is next in value to the
clover field. If not convenlent to pas-
ture the peas, then cut and feed to the
young pigs. To this method of feed-
Ing upon clover and peas, add regular
feeding hours for concentrated feed.
Thia Is of wvast Importance. Plgs
should not be allowed to stray all over
the farm, When confined at night in
well-regulateq stables and in well-lit-
tered yards, there |8 made a large re-
turn for food consumed. The pigs
should be promptly returned In the
morning to the pasture after feeding.
By this method little if any manure ia
lost, and a steady increase In the fer-
tility of the soll will be the resuit.

By such methods of feeding during
the summer and finlshing or ripening
the anlmal on a mixed food of squash,
shorts, oats, peas, meal and corn, the
previous feeding of bulky clover and
peas will have distended their stom-
achs and put them in fine form to
ripen rapldly into the desirable hog.

Boecess Depends on Mansgement.

When the market quality s consid-
ered we find many deske gize, says
Poultry, Frult and Garden, The best
breed for slze can easily be named, but
it is not the “best breed,” however.
It may have size, and yet lack quality
of flesh, and it may be of excellent
quality of flesh, full of julcy meat on
Ahe breast, and not be large. It may
quickly fatten on a small amount of
food, and be easily kept on a city lot,
and yet with all these points in Its
favor It may be a very indifferent
breed for laylng. Some breeds can
give better results on corn than will
others, and some will fatten so readily
an corn that they will be rendered use-
less as layers altogether, for there is
an art In feeding, and It Is often the
case that the "best breed" depends on
the “best man," for upon the manage-
| ment of the flock depends the results
| expected.

Heavy Pruning.—Heavy pruning of
old trees will cause them to make
extra efforts to produce a heavy crop
| for a few years, but it will be at the
| | cost of the trees, The wounds made
will never thoroughly heal; and even
If new weod grows over the cut you
will find a rotten place in the tree
which will continue to Increase until
the tree dies, The first Indication of
the tree's decay will be a growth on
the body of the tree near the ground
of a tondstool-looking substance, which
will continue to increase even after
the tree is dead, and If there are any
large roots near the surface it will
sometimes grow on them. Never cut
any wood from an old tree except dead
or broken limbs. Clean up all grass
+ and weeds during the winter or early
spring and burn them. It pays, for If
there are any apples in this neighbor-
bood you are sure to get them.—Rural
World,

Fighting Grasshoppers in Algeria.—

Italy Exporting Butter and Cheese.—
| According to the Itallan trade returns
it appears that the quantity of Italian
butter exported to Great Britain In 1807
was about 31,600 cwits. and of cheese
42,000 cwts, These commodities are
for the most part exported overland
through other countries, chiefly
through Belglum, and consequently the
annual statements of trade of the
United Kingdom for 1887 show only
1,349 cwts. of butler and 1,892 cwts, of
cheese as baving been Imported Into
that country from Italy, The total ex-
ports of fresh and salt butter from
Italy in 1897 were §3,600 cwis,, and of
cheese 173,400 cwts.

American False Hellebore,

In this column we illustrate a plant
known as American False Hellebore.
It is one of the polsonous plants of the
United Btates. It Is blessed with a
great varlety of names, as follows:
White hellebore, false hellebore, swamp
hellebore, Indlan poke, meadow poke,
poke root (In N. H.). Indian uncus,
puppet roots, earth gall, crow polson,
devil's bite, duckretter, Itch weed,
bugbane, wolf’s bane, bear corn. It
grows from two to seven feet high and

has a fleshy root one to
three Inches long. The leaves
are large and stemless and

1t I8 found In cold situa-
tions as far south as Virginia and
weastward to Oregon and Washington,
It Is even met with in Alaska. Its
polsonous properties are found in all
parts of the plant, seed, leaves and
root, It has been reported that ehlek-
ens are frequently Killed by eating the
geeds, and horses by eating the
leaves. But It Is asserted that sheep
eat the leaves with rellsh and apparent
impunity. The root has been known to
kill people who ate it for something
else. One case I8 reported where a
family prepared the leaves for eating,
thinking them to be marsh marigolds.
The result was the polsoning of the
entire family. The polson acts by par-
alyzing the heart,

Fertllizers for Wheat.

The Ohio Station has been making
an Interesting experiment on fertiliz-
ing wheat. The marked effect on tho
growth of the wheat plant, which is
usually observed after the application
of fertilizers carrying soluble phos-
phorile acld, such as acld phosphate or
dissclved bone black, together with the
Jlow price at which plain acld phos-
phates can be bought, as compared
with fertilizers containing nitrogen
and potash, have led many farmers to
the use of this material alone, bellev-
ing that they can supply sufficlent
nitrogen by growing clover, and that
potash i{s not needed. The trials made
covering a perlod of years show con-
clusively that the clover Is not fur-
nishing sufficlent nitrogen to meet the
demands of a full crop, and that it is
more economical to use a fertilizer
containing a small percentage of nitro-
gen (ammonia), even though the cost
be somewhat Increased, than to use
one which carrles only phosphoric acld,

A barrier of this kind is
often made by starting another fire
some distance ahead of the principal
one.

Pig Feeding.—It is unprofitable for
any swine ralser to stint his animals,
as they ghould be made to grow every
day, says Farm, Stock and Home.
After ten days or two weeks pigs
should be fed generously through thelp
dams, and at three or four weeks pro-
vided with a place where they can ob-
tain, unmolested, a littie feed of slop
and soaked shelled corn, Keep them
growing every day, and at an early
age they will be ready for the market
at a profit to the raiser, If pigs are
allowed to stop growing and become
stunted it i8 very hard to start them
anew, net to mention the loss of feed,
time and labor, Pigs enclosed in a
dry lot or yard, and given only dry,
hard corn and hard water seldom yield
a handsome profit. They need a va-
riety of food, such as will expand the
stomach and at the same time be cool-
Ing to the system. Corn, alone, Is too
heating,
