Then the fight in the
courts will begin, all the firms having
pooled issues in this. The claim of
unconstitutionality is based upon sev-
eral points, One |8 that butter !s col-
ored by the same process as butterine,
and what is lawful for one Is lawful
for another, A eecond point Is that
the law is speclal legiglation, In the in-
terest of one industry and against an-
other. A third point Is that the bill
was passed after midnight—the hour
for adjournment of the legislature
and that the clerk on the third read-
ing did not read from the original bill
but from a copy. This last allegation
is undoubtedly true, as the original bill
was stolen from the engrossing cleri's
office. The new law should be pushed
1o its full strength, and no time should
be lost in following up violations of
it. Every transgression should be fol-
lowed by a case at law,

Columbug, 0., Aug, 21.—The national
executive board of the United Mime
Workers adjourned vyesterday after
having issued the call for conference
of organized labor, to be held in St,
Louis on August 30,

The board rejected the proposition
of the Pittsburg operators for a con-
ference to arbitrate the wage digpute
in that district, claiming that such
action would prejudics their interests,

The board is ready to consider over-
tures for the arbitration of the issues
of the great strike only when these
overtures come from all the operators
in the competitive districts, which in-
clude Ohlo, Indlana, Nlinois, West Vir-
ginin and Pennsylvania.

Simllarly
the play of tiger-cubs with balls or
with the tail of their * mother, and
the wrestling and mimic eombats of
other carnivorous young, all exhibit an
fnstinctive bims by which the restless
zeal of youth ls diseiplined for the real
purposes of maturity. A still larger
number of sports and pastimes, dif-
ferent in the sexes, are preparation for
courtship or for the rearing of young.
The special instinct of Imitation domli-
nates all the other directing agencles
of youth, and young animals learn a
great part of their future dutiea from
their play-fellows and parents.
